Plan focuses on '"high risk” animals
Texas livesUKk health officials 

have presented a compromise plan 
to the US Department of Agricul­
ture (USDA) that, if approved, 
would eliminate a federal regula­
tion requiring steers to be identi­
fied with approved ear tags, and 
feeder heifers to be tagged and 
tested for cattle tuberculosis (TB) 
when they leave Texas after Janu­
ary 1, 2003. The "Texas Cattle 
Tuberculosis (TB) Action Plan," 
which is under review by the 
USDA, would instead target sur­
veillance on "at-risk" cattle popu­
lations within Texas. Cattle TB is 
a bacterial disease that can cause 
infected cattle to develop internal 
lesions in the lungs, lymph nodes 
or on other organs.

"In June, Texas lost its 'free' 
status for cattle tuberculosis (TB), 
because, during the past year, two 
of the state's 153,000 cattle herds 
were found to be infected. These 
two herds-a dairy and a purebred 
beef herd-have been depopulated 
and another 150 nearby or epide- 
miologically linked herds have 
tested negative for the disease," 
said veterinarian Dan Baca, who 
is the TB epidemiologist for the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC), the state 's livestock 
health regulatory agency.

"Nonetheless, under current 
federal regulations, Texas breed­
ing cattle now must have a TB skin 
test and be officially identified 
with an ear tag prior to being 
transported out of state. The TB 
test can be waived only if the 
breeding animals originate from 
a I B accredited-free herd, are go­
ing directly to a slaughter plant or 
are transported to an approved (re­
stricted) feedlot. About 150,000

breeding cattle are hauled from 
the state each year," said Dr. Lo­
gan TAHC executive director and 
Texas' state veterinarian.

Dr. Logan explained that, when 
the USDA downgraded Texas' 
cattle TB status in June, the fed­
eral agency delayed its implemen­
tation of interstate movement 
regulations for feeder cattle until 
January 1, 2(X)3. She said more
than 1.5 million steers, feeder 
heifers and feeder bull calves are 
moved from Texas each year, and 
the federal regulations would re­
quire official ear tags be placed on 
the animals prior to movement,

"We have worked closely with 
Texas cattle associations, which 
form ed a Texas I B W orking 
Group, our neighboring states and 
the USDA to formulate an alter­
native plan that would eliminate 
the feeder regulations involving 
tagging and testing in 2003, while 
still providing for cost-effective 
disease surveillance tailored to our 
state's needs," said Dr. Logan.

During the past five years, less 
than one in three million Texas 
feeder cattle have been found to 
have TB, so we see these animals 
as a negligible risk for the dis­
ease," said Dr. Baca. "On the 
other hand, we will continue to 
support the testing and identifica­
tion of breeding cattle destined for 
a herd out of state. Breeding ani­
mals reside in herds for a number 
of years, and we certainly don't 
want to put receiving states or 
herds at risk." "In the Texas TB 
Plan, we have asked that addi­
tional USIM  inspectors be added 
in US slaughter plants, to ensure 
that carcasses are thoroughly ex­
amined for internal lesions indica­

tive of cattle TB. Meat inspectii'n 
is the basis for finding cattle TB 
cases, and enhancing this disease 
surveillance method could help us 
find any remaining infection in 
Texas," said Dr. Logan.

"Because cattle TB in Texas 
was detected during the past 12 
months in a Texas dairy and in a 
purebred beet herd, we believe 
targeted live-animal testing should 
be conducted in these at-risk 
populations," she said. "The Texas 
TB Plan calls for testing the state s 
880 dairies, as well as about 2,4(X) 
of the state's purebred beef cattle 
herds.

"We also  see a need to 
strengthen requirements for feeder 
ca ttle  en terin g  Texas from 
Mexico, " said Dr. Baca. He ex­
plained that from 1W7-2()01, ItW 
cases of cattle TB were detected 
in Mexican feeder cattle that w ere 
grazed or fed in Texas. "The 
USDA in April implemented more 
strict entry requirements for Mexi­
can feeder cattle, 1 lowever, these 
animals do present a risk, and the 
12 TAHC com m issioners pro­
posed a regulation at their meet­
ing July 30 that would allow these 
animals to go cmly to approved 
pastures, quarantined feedlots or 
to designated pens within feed- 
lots."

Mexican horned steers, which 
are frequently used for roping or 
rodeo stock, pose a cattle TB risk 
to our domestic livestock, as these 
anim als are often commingled 
with domestic herds when they're 
not being used for recreation." 
said Dr. Logan. "Six of these 
Mexican rodeo animals slaugh­
tered last year were found to have 
TB." said the TAI 1C commission­

ers also proposed regulations July 
30 that would require that Mexi­
can horned cattle (these are most 
often used for rodeos and roping 
events) originate from herds that 
had tested negative for cattle TB 
within 12 months before impor­
tation. This is in accordance with 
the new USDA interim rule, pub­
lished April 20, 2002, that covers 
Mexican cattle importation. At the 
port, the horned animals would be 
required to be tested again by a 
USDA veterinarian and moved 
under permit to a premise. After 
being held for 60 to 120 days, the 
animal would be perm anently 
identified and retested for cattle 
TB at the owner's expense prior 
to being allowed to move freely. 
Owners of the Mexican horned 
cattle would be required to have 

the animals retested annually for 
cattle TB.

"We are working with the rop­
ing and rodeo steer groups to raise 
the level of awareness about these 
new proposed TAHC regulations 
and are seeking their cooperation 
to ensure that recreational cattle 
are TB-free," said Dr. Logan.
