Reeerv* System ts constantly growing.

“ However, 1 do not believe that k  Is 
a diaadvantags to hav* two banking 
eodad that <Hffsr in domd raspecta. It 
Is quit* probdM* that the atat* bank­
ing cod* in many Instances represents 
a cioaar a«li«*tmeut to ioedi uoodiuona 
than could b* bad oodar th* national 
banking lawa. and this Is a situation 
that should be retained. There ahould, 
howevar, not be competition between 
the two banking codes. (Ximpetitlon 
should be between banks themselvas 
and not between the laws undar which 
they operate. The effort to offer too 
great allurements in one code as 
against the other could lead only to 
weak banking laws. But I do think 
that there should be the alternative 
opportuuitles that now exist which 
banking institutions and local business 
interests may choose, so that they can 
function or conduct their business re­
lationships under that banking code 
which best meets tho conditions of tho 
times and of the place as they see them.

“ This has been illustrated in both 
directions. In states where such un­
sound measure* aa the guarantee o f 
deposit* were operative state bank* 
had th* opportunity to escape the balo- 
ful effect of such laws. On the othar 
hand, when a court decision waa 
handed down In Worcester, Massa­
chusetts, which rendered uncertain the 
position ot trust assets acquired by a 
natl(mal bank through a merger with 
a stats bank, it was a real advantage 
tor national banka affected to taka out 
and oparata under a state charter, 
either on n temporary or a permanent 
basis, as circumstances make expedi­
ent

“ In my opinion, bankers, national as 
well aa stata, should combat th* 
thought that concalvas of depriving 
us ot th* vital ill ng hanedts of onr dual 
systam.”

.No doubt many o f our early pioneer!
• itizens of the County wiil remember 
this fascinating incident, and that Mr. 
Douglas made the.tnp horse-back to! 
.\ustin, for the proclamation, reieiv-! 
ing It from Governor Richard M. Hub- 
bard. The Court Minutes do not in­
dicate the returns of this election, but 
-ome of the citizens here then, have 
estimated that perhaps there may 
have been 50 or T6 votes cast, as there, 
were probably not more than one 
hundred people residing in the County 
at the time.

The Minute- of Dec. 4, lb77, show 
this order: "That J. D. Merchant be 
allowed the sum of seventy-five dol­
lars, for sending Courier to .Austin to 
receive proclamation.’ ’

As Already stated the Records do 
not disclose the date o f the election 
locating the permanent County Seat, 
but it is infei-red indirectly by the or­
der- iw.'sed, that it was likely be­
tween Dec. 4th, and I>ec. 10th, 1877, 
as on I»ec. 10th, the Court passe<l an 
Hitler, to-wit:
