Sales ta x  
flu ctu ates in
Feb ru ary

Texas Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar announced Feb. 10 
that he wiU send cities, 
counties, transit systems 
and special purpose taxing 
districts $867.1 million in 
local sales tax allocations 
for February, 0.7 percent 
less than in February 
2015. These allocations 
are based on sales made in 
December by businesses 
that report tax monthly; 
October, November and 
December sales by quar­
terly filers; and 2015 sales 
by businesses that report 
tax annually.

Ballinger’s allocation was 
down 3.54 percent from 
2015, with $167,871.72 
received for February, ver­
sus $174,034.93 received 
last year. j

Winters sales tax re­
ceipts were down 21.59 
percent from last year, 
with $21,593.29 received 
this month, down from 
the $27,542.23 received in 
Februa^ of 2015.

Receipts in Miles were 
up 20.58 percent with 
$7,417.67 received in 
February and $6,151.53 
received at the same time 
last year.

Runnels County showed 
an increase over last year 
receiving $75,496.85 in 
February up 3.45 percent 
from $72,976.54 last year.

Drug roundup 
Monday in 

Runnels 
County

More than 16 arrested 
on drug charges, more 

expected

On Monday, the Runnels Coim­
ty Sheriff’s Office converged on 
the county and began arresting 
individuals for drug violations 
in what was the biggest drug 
roundup in recent history.

Sheriff Bill Baird said that the 
roundup was the culmination of 
an undercover narcotics investi­
gation that has been ongoing for 
months.

Baird and staff members from 
the RCSO led the investigation 
and were assisted by the Ball­
inger and Winters Police Depart­
ments and the game warden in 
Ruimels County. Law enforce­
ment began making arrests on 
more than 45 warrants issued for 
24 persons for dmg violations at 
noon Monday.

“Most of them were for delivery 
of a controlled substance,” Baird 
explained. “And most involved 
methamphetamine. ”

The dmg sweep continued 
throughout the day, Baird said. A 
total of 15 were arrested on dmg 
violations, one was arrested on a 
non-dmg related charge.

Many of the charges included 
dehvery of a controlled sub­
stance near a school or a city

On Higher Ground
“Believe you 

can and you’re  
halfway th ere.”

If you have never heard 
of the non-profit orga­
nization Higher Ground 
don’t feel alone. Higher 
Groimd mUitary program 
caters specificaUy to sol­
diers with Post Traumatic 
Stress(PTS) and Traumatic 
Brain Injmy(TBI). When 
the program was estab­
lished, it was decided 
that there were plenty of 
programs that catered to 
individuals with physical 
injmies, but not so much 
for individuals with psy­
cho-social-emotional inju­
ries. I appUed with Higher 
Ground several years ago, 
but only just participated 
due to conflicting sched­
ules over the past couple 
of years.

Higher Ground cur­
rently hosts 13 week-long 
sports camps every year, 
completely free for veter­
ans and their supporters. 
These camps are catered 
specificaUy towards

couples, single men and 
women. After a week of 
chaUenging activities that 
highUghts your individual 
abihty. Higher Ground 
commits three years of 
follow-up care for each 
participant, helping to 
connect participants 
to local resources and 
dedicating a reintegra­
tion budget to help them 
achieve goals.

My individual story took 
place last week as my 
wife, Jaslyn, and I were 
flown out to Sun VaUey, 
Idaho to participate in the 
Winter Sports camp. Now 
being from West Texas 
both of our experience 
with snow means we get 
excited if it sticks to the 
ground. In Sun VaUey, 
where they have had their 
best snow in ten years by 
most accounts, there were 
snow drifts several feet 
deep.

Our first two days of 
camp took place on DoUar 
Mountain where I took on 
the chaUenge of snow­
boarding. I chose snow­
boarding because it reUed 
on both legs working to­
gether instead of separate 
for downhUl skiing. What
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I didn’t 
know 
was that 
manipu­
lation of 
the board 
reUes on 
Ufting 
and drop­
ping your 
toes on 
the board 
and since 
I only 
have one 
functional foot and ankle 
it made this more even 
more chaUenging than I 
expected. What made me 
even more frustrated was 
that on my first day on 
the slopes my boot kept 
pressing the release on 
my prosthetic and my leg 
would come out mid- 
sUde. This led to some 
pretty good falls, but my 
instructor and I were able 
to place some stiff styro­
foam aroimd to prevent 
it from being depressed. 
The first evening was a 
shock as we went to a 
donors house and ate a 
wonderful home cooked 
meal and also got to sit 
down and talk with one 
of the people that helped 
to make aU of this pos­
sible.

Onto the second day 
and I finally was getting 
comfortable enough to 
go down the slope on 
my own without holding 
onto a ski-pal for a short 
distance. Unfortunately

my day was cut short due 
to injury, but I was feel­
ing very confident that 
I would achieve my own 
personal goal of making it 
down the moimtain.

Day three was a day 
of new challenges as we 
started out the day with 
some cross coimtry ski­
ing which was far less 
chaUenging than going 
downhiU and although 
some slips and falls were 
definitely involved it was 
a fairly relaxing event. My 
personal highlight was 
when I decided that div­
ing headfirst into a four 
foot snowbank would be 
a perfect way to cool off. 
After limch the ladies 
went to go have pedicures 
while the men went to the 
local hockey arena to go 
play some sled hockey.

On the fourth day we 
drove north on a little 
sightseeing trip and also 
got to take a nice hike 
in some snowshoes. Our 
fifth and final day we 
went back to the slopes 
before going to the peak 
of Mount B^dy and hav­
ing a lunch with all the 
people that were involved 
in making the week hap­
pen, including board 
members and donors.

This was the most 
amazing week that I have 
had in a long time. Higher 
Groimd provided me with 
an experience that was 
plainly irreplaceable. On 
top of all of the activities

that we got to do I got to 
meet many other veterans 
and their wives and make 
more connections and 
relationships that I would 
have never had other­
wise. If you are interested

Woodward sentenced her 
to three years at the Texas 
Department of Criminal 
Justice and ordered her to 
pay a $10,000 fine.

Mazar Hernandez en­
tered a plea of not guHty 
to second degree Mony 
charges of burglary of a 
habitation that were filed 
on July 11, 2015. Hernan­
dez has since changed his 
plea and is scheduled to 
accept a plea offer during a 
hearing slated for Feb 25 at 
the 119th District Court in 
San Angelo.

Crystal Reyes, pleaded 
guilty to driving while 
intoxicated with a child 
on Sept. 12, 2015. She was 
sentenced to 180 days in 
jail which was probated to

two years. Judge Woodward 
ordered her to pay a $500 
fine.

Bobby Cortez, 39, of 
BaUinger was charged 
with aggravated assault 
that causes serious bodily 
injury for an incident that 
occurred Aug. 26, 2015 in 
Ballinger. He was released 
on a $50,000 bond. During 
the hearing. Judge Wood­
ward reminded Cortez 
that as a condition of his 
bond, he was to have no 
contact with the victim. 
Woodward said if the con­
ditions of the bond were 
violated, the bond would be 
revoked. Cortez’s next hear­
ing is slated for March 10, 
with a jury trial tentatively 
scheduled for May 23.

VETERAN’S CORNER
The Department of Veterans 

Affairs has announced that it will 
start a program that may permit 
some veterans to receive disabihty 
compensation if they fell ill from 
drinking contaminated water at 
Marine Corps Base Camp Lejeune,
North Carolina. The VA has provid­
ed health care expenses for veterans 
and their family members with 15 
illnesses related to exposure to 
contaminated drinking water, but it 
has not given “presumptive status” 
in order to render them eligible for 
disabihty compensation. However, 
veterans may receive disabihty 
compensation if they have one of three illnesses; 
kidney cancer, angiosarcoma of the hver and acute 
myleogenous leukemia, and served at Camp Lejeune 
between 1953 and 19sX The drinking water, which 
has presumed to affect more than 750,000 people 
on the Marine Corps base, was suspected to con­
tain volatile organic compounds such as benzene 
and vinyl chloride. The Marine Corps first acknowl­
edged the problem in 1985 when they found traces 
of toxins in their water, which they suspected to 
be the result of iUegal dumping by an off-base dry 
cleaner. Further discussions regarding estabhshing 
“presumptive status” for those affected whl begin 
on August 19, 2016 between the VA and the Agency 
for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry. The VA 
will consider aU pubhc statements accepted when 
determining the final scope of any presumptions. 
Veterans who beheve they may have health problems 
related to contaminated water exposure at Camp 
Lejeune may file a claim for disabihty compensa­
tion online athttp://ebenefits.va.gov or come to my 
office and let me help you file. For more Information, 
contact Sandra at the Veterans Service Office at 602 
Stfong Ave on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 10 a.m.

Commissioners consider 
new lighting, roof

Runnels County Commissioners 
are looking to bring new lighting to 
the courthouse and voted to proceed 
with a project to upgrade the lighting 
throughout the comrthouse and other 
county facilities which will ultimately 
save the county money on utility bills.

Fred Lippe of West Texas Power Co. 
made a presentation to the panel on 
Feb. 10 for an upgrade to the light­
ing at the courthouse that will cost an 
estimated $9,700 after incentives are 
granted through a program with Ameri­
can Electric Power or AEP.

“Your electric costs will go down con­
siderably,” Lippe told the court after 
detailing the project which will change 
all of the fluorescent lighting to LED 
lighting at the courthouse.

“The lights will last a long, long 
time,” Lippe explained.

Members asked Lippe to survey the 
costs to upgrade lighting at the jail as 
well. Lippe will present the plan to up­
grade the lighting at the jail at a future 
meeting.

Commissioners also heard a presen­

tation from a representative of Booe 
Commercial Roofing of Abilene on the 
replacement of the roof at the court­
house at a cost of $38,975. This is the 
second contractor who has made a pre­
sentation.

Official seal presented to 

commissioners
STAFF REPORT

For the Runnels County 
Historical Commission, 
2015 was a busy year.
The RCHC presented their 
Annual Report for 2015 
in Runnels County Com­
missioners Court January 
26. In addition, the RCHC 
presented the first Offi­
cial Runnels County Seal 
MedaUion to the Runnels 
County Commissioners’ 
Court to be displayed on 
the Runnels County Court­
house.

In 2015, the commis­
sion estabhshed a marker 
program with the pre­
sentation of the Official 
County Seal. These were 
-both approved in Commis- 
’̂ sioners’ Court in Novem­
ber 2015, along with two 
amendments to the RCHC 
by-laws. A committee will 
work with anyone want­

ing a county historical 
marker. Apphcations for 
the county markers will 
be filed with the County 
Marker Committee.

Also in 2015, the com­
mission released Volume 
n, “The Schools of Runnels 
County,” November 11.
The volume was pubhshed 
by Ballinger Printing and 
Graphics. Work is under­
way for Volume III, “The 
Markers and Their Histo­
ry” and “The Post Offices 
of Runnels County.”

In their preservation 
work, the RCHC achieved a 
total of 3,450 in volunteer 
hours and they traveled 
approximately 9,240 miles. 
Their work of recording 
various Runnels County 
sites included travel­
ing to all of the known 
school sites in the county, 
estabhshing GPS readings, 
checking Runnels County

It’s important for all of us that these 
felony cases come to trial. It makes our 
community safer. It’s equally important 
that the person sitting in the DA’s chair 
has the proven ejqierience to successfully 
prosecute those felony cases. At trial, 
we need a DA with proven experience in 
successfully seeking justice in our courts 
of laWT In addition to my experience as 
a prosecutor in the courtroom, I have 
also played an active role in managing 
five assistant district attorneys as well as 
more than 20 support staff in the DA’s 
Office. I know what the office does, and 
what it needs, to succeed. Being a leader 
is earning the respect of those you lead 
by your example. I am blessed to have 
earned the respect of the professionals I 
work with in both the legal field and law 
enforcement.

What do you think you can bring to 
the position if elected?

Felony prosecutors try cases. They 
are in the specialized position of having 
to prove the guilt of a felony defendant 
beyond a reasonable doubt.
