Texans need to support Propo-
sition 1 to protect the future of
food and family farmers in our
state.

Texas is becoming more urban
every day, and we're losing farm-
land at a concerning rate. In fact,
we lost more than 2 million acres
of agricultural land over the last
25 years. During that time, our
state’s population grew by about
11 million people.

For Christians today, it is mind bog-
gling how quickly the culture has
rushed headlong down a path that af-
firms any and every sin, especially re-
garding sexual immorality.
