County Clerk encourages voter input
Parmer County Clerk 

Susie Spring told the Fri-
ona Star that the county-
wide voting process was 
deemed a success in 
the recent November 
election. A couple of in-
dicators lend support 
to that determination. 
First, exit survey results 
showed that 97% of the 
respondents stated that 
they liked the concept of 
countywide voting and 
wanted it to continue. 
Moreover, 87% said it 
was more convenient to 
have options concerning 

voting locations.
The second indicator 

was turnout. Based on 
statewide election night 
returns, the estimated 
voter turnout for the 
November 7th Constitu-
tional Amendment Elec-
tion was 14.4% of regis-
tered voters. More than 
2.5 million Texans cast a 
ballot. That was the high-
est turnout for a con-
stitutional amendment 
election since 2005. The 
Parmer County voter 
turnout of 14.8% showed 
that local voters adapted 

well to the new system.

In 1941 President Franklin Roosevelt designated 
the fourth Thursday—of every November –as Thanks-
giving.

But the celebration had started much earlier. His-
tory.com, says it began “in the autumn of 1621, when 
Plymouth governor William Bradford invited local 
members of the Wampanoag tribe to join the Pil-
grims in a festival held in gratitude for the bounty 
of the season.” And so it “became an annual custom 
throughout New England in the 17th century, and 
in 1777 the Continental Congress declared the first 
national American Thanksgiving following the Pa-
triot victory at Saratoga. In 1789, President George 
Washington became the first president to proclaim a 
Thanksgiving holiday, when, at the request of Con-
gress, he proclaimed November 26, a Thursday, as 
a day of national thanksgiving for the U.S. Constitu-
tion.”

Healthy Comfort Food

Low gas prices for the near term
By Gas Buddy

This week’s healthier version of comfort food is baked macaroni and cheese.  To make this dish a little healthi-
er, the author reduced the amount of butter, used reduced fat cheddar cheese, replaced cream with skim milk 
and chicken broth, and added fresh baby spinach.  Hope you enjoy!

Average gasoline prices in Texas have rose 1.7 cents per 
last week, averaging $2.77 per gallon, according to Gas-
Buddy’s survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Prices in Texas 
are 24.3 cents lower than a month ago and stand 16.0 cents 
per gallon lower than a year ago. According to GasBuddy 
price reports, the cheapest station in Texas was priced at 
$2.20 while the most expensive was $4.11 per gallon.

The national average price of gasoline fell 6.2 cents per 
gallon last week, averaging $3.27 per gallon. The national 
average is down 25.9 cents from a month ago and stands 
36.9 cents per gallon lower than a year ago. The national 
average price of diesel fell 6.9 cents last week and stands 
at $4.28 per gallon.

“As millions of Americans gear up to hit the road for 
Thanksgiving, the national average is seeing its longest 
streak of declines in over a year, reaching a ninth straight 
week as gas prices fall to their lowest since January,” said 
Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analysis at GasBuddy.

“GasBuddy now counts over 65,000 stations with a price 
of $2.99 per gallon or lower, while 11 states are seeing av-
erage prices below $3. In addition, we could see five more 
states join the sub-$3 club by Thanksgiving. The fall in gas 
prices, largely seasonal due to weakening gasoline de-
mand, could extend for another week or two, leading to 
potentially the lowest gas prices since 2021 by Christmas,” 
De Haan added.

GasBuddy data is compiled from more than 11 million 
weekly price reports covering over 150,000 gas stations 
across the country.

1/4 cup flour
1/4 cup minced onion
2 cups skim milk
1 cup chicken or vegetable broth

Instructions
Cook pasta in salted water according to package di-
rections.  Spray a baking dish with buttered flavor 
Pam.  Preheat oven to 375F°.  In a large, heavy skil-
let, melt butter.  Add flour and cook over low heat 
stirring with a whisk.  Add onion and cook another 
2 minutes.  Add milk and chicken broth and con-
tinue whisking, raising heat to medium-high until 
it comes to a boil and becomes smooth and thick.  
Season with salt and pepper.  Once it becomes 
thick, remove from heat, add cheese 1/4 cup at a 
time and mix well until cheese is melted.  Adjust 
salt and pepper to taste, add cooked macaroni and 
baby spinach.

November Bible Verse

As FBC has been go-
ing through the Old 
Testament on Sunday 
mornings, two men have 
stood out because the 
Bible says both of them 
“walked with God” in 
the early chapters of 
Genesis. The blessing 
of walking with God is 
rich with the treasures 
of heaven, and walking 
in the fullness of God 
is something the world 
cannot produce or offer.  
Do you know who these 
two men are? If you said 
Noah and Enoch you are 
correct. As you consider 
these men walking with 
God, it is encouraging 
that they walked with 
God during one of the 

darkest times in the his-
tory of our world (Gen 
6:5). Therefore, if God 
was able to sustain and 
uphold these godly men 
as they lived their lives 
in faith and obedience 
with the Lord, how much 
more so is the Lord able 
to sustain and strength-
en you as you walk with 
Him and strive to be a 
witness to the lost world?  

Walking with God hap-
pens when you walk by 
faith in the Lord, lov-
ing him supremely and 
obeying him diligently. 
Faith and love are the fuel 
that propels one’s obedi-
ence, which is a mark of 
someone’s life who walks 
with God. Hebrews 11:7 

makes this clear regard-
ing Noah, “By faith Noah, 
being divinely warned 
of things not yet seen, 
moved with godly fear, 
prepared an ark for the 
saving of his household, 
by which he condemned 
the world and became 
heir of the righteousness 
which is according to 
faith.” Notice that Noah’s 
faith was the difference 
for him and his family in 
the midst of a world that 
experienced the judg-
ment of God. In a similar 
manner, genuine faith 
in Christ is what sets be-
lievers apart in our world 
as we walk with Christ 
and shine his light and 
spread his kingdom.

I am a person who does 
not like to give up doing 
things, even when I am 
not enjoying doing them.

This has been a BUSY 
semester for me.

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A Two-Room School House
Black, Texas - Established 1910-1950

Consolidated with Friona Texas

The building was 
originally somewhere 
just south of the tracks 
from Black Mercantile 
and the depot. At some 
point in the 1930s, it was 
moved intact to the cor-
ner of Texas State High-
way 1172 and County 
Road R, where most 
people today remember 
it being. My dad told 
me that they first tried 
to drag it with teams of 
horses and failed. It was 
finally dragged to loca-
tion by an Oil Pull Rum-
ley tractor owned by the 
Welch family.

1946. I can still see 
their faces, Mrs. Stark 
and Mrs. Jones, seven-
ty-five years later! Two 
rooms and eight grades. 
Two huge potbelly 
stoves. Two outhous-
es (his and hers) clear 
on the back side of the 
playground. No kitchen 
or cafeteria. There was 
a stage at one end with 
a curtain that rolled 
up from the bottom. It 
looked to be profession-
ally hand-painted with 
names of sponsors art-
fully displayed. The two 
rooms were separated 
by many folding doors 
all across the width of 
the building, which al-
lowed it to be opened 
up and have one huge 
room.

Arriving at the school 
in the morning was 
something most looked 
forward to. It was ex-
citing! Sharing news, 
jokes, pranks and hugs 
from most everyone. 
Remember, we had 
no TV at home. Some 
didn’t even have sib-
lings to interact with. 
THIS was an education 
in itself. Probably  the 
most important one. It 
was a natural process 
of learning how to in-
teract with all kinds of 
people (some naturally 
good, some naturally 
mean). Without any ex-
ternal paradigms. There 
were no preconceived 
prejudices. We were all 
pretty naïve. We were all 
friends. Don’t remem-
ber tempers flaring or 
any fighting.

Don’t remember 
much about the class-
es or the lessons. (Re-
member there were 
four grades to the room) 
Didn’t have anything 
with which to compare 
at the time. Don’t re-
member them being 
troublesome or stress-
ful. Don’t remember 
there being a problem 
with discipline. 

If you needed to go 
potty, you help up two 
fingers, and the teacher 
would nod at you. Then 

you went outside (rain 
or shine) and ran the 
thirty or forty yards to 
the outhouse and held 
your breath the whole 
time it took there. Of 
course, if it was winter 
time you had to bundle 
up and then suffer the 
unheated outhouse. It 
didn’t take long either 
way.

Lots of memories 
around those old pot-
belly stoves! They 
burned coal that was 
gotten from Santa Fe 
Railroad whose tracks 
ran just behind the 
playground. (The steam 

engines burned coal.) 
They could get cherry 
red if needed. Remem-
ber making Rice Krispy 
Marshmallow treats! 
Still my favorite. One 
day someone tossed a 
handful of 22 shorts in, 
just as we were leaving 
for the day. It would be 
five more years before I 
ever saw a firecracker. 

We ate our lunches at 
our desks from whatever 
we brought from home. 
Still like scrambled egg 
sandwiches. We had lots 
of eggs at home. Roast 
beef sandwiches never 
got old. Bologna was a 

rarity. Apples or orang-
es or bananas were still 
special from Christmas. 
It was great fun trading 
lunches with other kids, 
sight unseen. Never felt 
hungry. 

Free time or recess 
was a whole other 
world! The teachers al-
most never went out-
side during recess. They 
generally had to stay in 
and work on lessons or 
grade papers. Keep in 
mind, there were not 
computers or internet. 
I think they had more 
work than the students. 
So…we were pretty 

much left up to our own 
resources. And most of 
them were vices. Turn 
a bunch of country kids 
loose that were used 
to inventing their own 
entertainment and if it 
couldn’t be thought up, 
it wasn’t worth thinking 
up! We had unadulter-
ated fun! Another edu-
cation in itself. Made 
second only by the first. 
Both, I think, before The 
Three R’s. Some of this 
becoming clearer only 
as I write this. 

Our gymnasium was 
all of outdoors.
