Spring       (from Page 1) 
with a wide selection of bird 
houses, feeders and viewing 
areas. Such projects require 
little investment and most 
communities have at least 
one location that would be 
well-suited. 

Birding areas obviously 
benefit local bird populations; 
however, they can also provide 
local and area residents with 
numerous benefits. Perhaps 
the most valuable is birding ar-
eas provide all residents with 
a way to make a meaningful 
contribution to their commu-
nity. Some residents may en-
joy volunteering to construct or 
erect bird houses, while others 

may choose to build viewing 
benches. Even residents who 
have limited incomes can par-
ticipate by providing low cost 
bird food to help attract birds. 
Birding areas can give small 
communities a new point of 
interest, provide opportunities 
for increased social interac-
tion and be an educational 
resource.

Another worthy project is 
establishing an Monarch But-
terfly Waystation. Waystations 
are being developed because 
loss of habitat is threatening 
Monarch’s migration.  Devel-
oped Waystations provide 
migrating Monarchs with the 
resources necessary to pro-
duce successive generations 

and sustain their migration. 
The organization, Monarch 

Watch, has a well-developed, 
informative web site that pro-
vides all the information nec-
essary to successfully create 
a Waystation. They also have 
seed packs for a nominal price 
and provide ongoing support, 
to help ensure the effort is suc-
cessful. This project offers the 
same benefits to communities 
and their residents that birding 
areas do.

Another possible project is 
the development of a nature 
trail. Google Earth is being 
used by many communities 
to help determine possible 
locations. Although trail de-
velopment may seem difficult, 
it is a project that can be done 
over time and if plans are 
widely published, volunteers 
can work toward completion 
without the need for a project 
supervisor’s presence. After 
all, trails are rough, so they 
simply need to be cleared of

Get Rid Of Moles
How to Get Rid of Ground 

Moles With Dawn Soap

Many people do not real-

ize they have a mole prob-
lem until someone walking 
in their yard steps in one of 
the mole’s holes and twists 
an ankle. These burrowing 
rodents spend most of their 
lives underground and may 
have dug hundreds of feet of 
underground tunnels for each 
visible hole in your yard. A 
simple treatment that does not 
harm the moles will convince 
these meddlesome diggers 
that your yard is not the place 
for them.

Pour 4 ounces of castor oil 
and 1 tbsp. of dishwashing 
liquid into the bottle of your 
garden sprayer. Add water to 
fill the sprayer to the top and 
shake very well.

Coat your lawn with the mix-
ture. Be sure to give it a thor-
ough coating. For large lawns, 
a sectional approach may be 
necessary to adequately coat 
the lawn. Simply mix another 
bottle and go back to spraying.

Fill in the visible mole holes 
with dirt, soaking the dirt fill 
with the mixture.

Repeat Steps 1 to 3 after 
about a week, filling in any 
new holes. Most of your moles 
should be gone, but a second 
soaking will ensure that any 
remaining moles move out 
and don’t return.
