Governor Abhott Waives STAAR Testing

Is Requesting Suspension
Of Federal Testing Require-
ments For 2019-2020 School
Year

AUSTIN - Governor Greg
Abbott today announced that
he has waived the State of
Texas Assessments of Aca-
demic Readiness (STAAR)
testing requirements for the
2019-2020 school year. Ad-
ditionally, Governor Abbott is
requesting that the Depart-

ment of Education (DOE)
waive federal testing require-
ments for the 2019-2020
school year.

Governor Abbott is working
closely with the Texas Educa-
tion Agency (TEA) to ensure
that schools continue to de-
liver instruction to students
while students are absent or
while schools are closed due
to COVID-19. This includes

tailoring instruction for stu-
dents with special needs so
that they have access to the
same education as other stu-
dents in the district. Governor
Abbott will continue to work
with the TEA on developing
additional methods to ensure
that students are learning and
ready to succeed at the next
grade-level. These discus-
sions are ongoing and more
information will be provided

as it develops.

of kids and different music so
each time this happens, it’s a
big deal.” said WHS Band Di-
rector, John Bratton. “These
guys have worked hard to put
together a challenging pro-
gram and they've been re-
warded for their efforts.”

At the UIL Contest, schools
are required to select music
off of a pre-approved UIL list.
The list is divided into grades
based on the school’s enroll-
ment with bigger schools be-
ing required to select more
challenging music. Although
Wheeler is classified as a 2A
high school, for the past few
years, Bratton has selected
music off of the list that is re-
quired for 3A schools, mean-
ing the Pride of Wheeler is
working on more difficult mu-
sic and thus achieving at a
higher level.

“l want the kids to be chal-
lenged,” Bratton said. “It is
becoming a reality for our stu-
dents at Wheeler to be mem-
bers of bands in college and
to be considered for scholar-
ships, so it is important for us
to continue to push ahead of
what is expected of schools
at the 2A level.”

The Mustang Band’s pro-
gram included “Under the
Double Eagle March,” “Kore-

an Folk Rhapsody,” and “Into
the Arctic.” This music was
selected to showcase vari-
ous styles and to highlight the
abilities of the students.

The judges for the Concert
portion of the contest were
retired Abernathy Director
Harold Bufe; Director of Waco
Robinson HS, Bob Vetter; and
Assistant Director from Allen
HS, Phil LaRoque. All three of
the judges have had long ca-
reers and have directed some
of the best Bands in Texas.
