The busyness may have
been a result of mismanage-
ment on my part, and omitting
writing from my plans may
well have been a mistake, but
it is not surprising that it hap-

In fact, it is an interesting
phenomenon that often the
things we cull from our lives
and schedules are the things
that produce joy and verve,
or, to use a phrase that isn’t
quite derived from both of
those words (verve being the
deal breaker there), but which
could appear to be, the things
that lead to our experience of
joie de vivre. Why do we cut
these activities? Essentially, |
suspect it is because we have
deemed them, or allowed oth-
ers to deem them, unimport-
ant, insignificant, or super-
fluous in a way, or at least,
expendable. | believe this is a
fairly large mistake that arises
from the “get more done” un-
dercurrent that pervades our
society and our lives. | am
not an historian (and | hope
you don’t fault me for using
the word “an” prior to “histo-
rian”; though here we tend to
pronounce the “h” in the word
“history”, | am merely trying to
emulate English gentleman
who was a far better thinker
and writer than 1), but my
theory is that the “get more
done” philosophy could have
originated from, or be a carry-
over of the Industrial Revolu-
tion. That concept may have
worked well for the Industrial
Revolution (although that de-
pends from which perspec-
tive the question is exam-
ined), but it does not work so
well for humans who are not
machines, and need things
like down time, rest, rejuve-
nation, play, joy, and other
hard-to-describe  intangible
things that machines don’t
require, in order to continue
to perform at a good level, or
simply to get anything done.
But that is a matter
for another day. Today | in-
tended to write about margin.
Off the top of my head (and |
hope you will pardon me for
not putting a higher level of
thought into this column than
that, although a strong argu-
ment could be made that the
top of the head is about as
apically dominant a position
as can exist for a human),
margin seems to be some-
thing that would be good to
have, regardless of what cat-
egory to which it applies. | feel
the need to clarify that sen-
tence since it did not come
out as well as | would have
liked, but what | mean is that
maintaining some degree of
margin is good in a variety of
areas. It is nice to have mar-
gin with respect to time, to
allow for unexpected delays,
or simply to be free from the
anxiety that accompanies a
very tight schedule. Margin is
helpful with respect to money,
for obvious reasons. It is also
nice to have some margin re-
lated to sleep (which could be
considered a sub-category of
time, since it is basically time
allotted or spent for the spe-
cific purpose of sleeping). |
also tend to believe margin
would be nice in the spiritual
realm, but | don’t think | have
put sufficient thought into that
particular question, and spiri-
tual truths seem to frequently
be the opposite of what ap-
pears to be true using human
reasoning. That said, | would
prefer my spiritual status to
possess some margin, and
not be on ‘redline’, to borrow
a word from the mechanic
realm. In fact, redline is a
good metaphor to illustrate
the concept altogether — liv-
ing life without sufficient mar-
gin is like running an engine
with the tachometer in the
red. You can do it for a while,
but you had better not do it
for long, or you will be in for
a disappointing wakeup call,
figuratively. Which reminds
me of something pertinent to
the here and now - | have an
early wakeup call literally to-
morrow, and | think if | hope
to maintain or improve any
measure of sleep margin,

| had better conclude this
piece and make the requisite
preparations to do so. After
all, things may take longer

than | expected, and some-
thing altogether unplanned
could arise as well.

cal industry weather the cur-
rent pandemic so they can
continue to plant and harvest
a safe, nutritious, and af-
fordable crop for the Ameri-
can people,” said Secretary
Perdue. “We have tools and
resources available to help
producers understand the
program and enable them
to work with Farm Service
Agency staff to complete ap-
plications as smoothly and
efficiently as possible and get
payments into the pockets of
our patriotic farmers.”

In the first six days of the
application period, FSA has
already made payments to
more than 35,000 producers.
Out of the gate, the top five
states for CFAP payments
are lllinois, Kansas, Wiscon-
sin, Nebraska, and South
Dakota. USDA has released
data on application progress
and program payments and
will release further updates
each Monday at 2:00pm ET.
The report can be viewed at
farmers.gov/cfap.

FSA will accept applica-
tions through August 28,
2020. Through CFAP, USDA
is making available $16 bil-
lion in financial assistance
to producers of agricultural
commodities who have suf-
fered a five-percent-or-great-
er price decline due to CO-
VID-19 and face additional
significant marketing costs
as a result of lower demand,
surplus production, and dis-
ruptions to shipping patterns
and the orderly marketing of
commodities.

In order to do this, produc-
ers will receive 80 percent of
their maximum total payment
upon approval of the applica-
tion. The remaining portion of
the payment, not to exceed
the payment limit, will be paid
at a later date nationwide, as
funds remain available.

Getting Help from FSA

New customers seeking
one-on-one support with the
CFAP application process
can call 877-508-8364 to
speak directly with a USDA
employee ready to offer gen-
eral assistance. This is a
recommended first step be-
fore a producer engages the
team at the FSA county office
at their local USDA Service
Center.

Producers can download
the CFAP application and
other eligibility forms from
farmers.gov/cfap. Also, on
that webpage, producers can
find a payment calculator to
help producers identify sales
and inventory records need-
ed to apply and calculate po-
tential payments. Producers
self-certify their records when
applying for CFAP and that
documentation is not sub-
mitted with the application.

However, producers may be
asked for their documentation
to support the certification of
eligible commodities, so pro-
ducers should retain the infor-
mation used to complete their
application.

Those who use the online
calculator tool will be able to
print a pre-filed CFAP appli-
cation, sign it, and submit it
to your local FSA office either
electronically or via hand de-
livery through an office drop
box. Please contact your lo-
cal office to determine the
preferred delivery method
for your local office. Team
members at FSA county of-
fices will be able to answer
detailed questions and help
producers apply quickly and
efficiently through phone and
online tools. Find contact in-
formation for your local office
at farmers.gov/cfap.

Policy Clarifications

FSA has been working with
stakeholder groups to provide
further clarification to produc-
ers on the CFAP program.
For example, the agency has
published a matrix of com-
mon marketing contracts that
impact eligibility for non-spe-
cialty crops and has provided
a table that crosswalks com-
mon livestock terms to CFAP
cattle categories. Updated in-
formation can be found in the
frequently asked questions
section of the CFAP website.
