The Wheeler Sports Asso-
ciation and the Wheeler Lions
Club are working together to
improve the playing fields and
facilities at Tom Britt Memo-
rial Park, a Lions Club prop-
erty.

WASHINGTON, D.C., July
2, 2020 — The U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA)
is providing additional flex-
ibilities for producers to file
on acres with failed crops or
crops that were prevented
from planting because of ex-
treme weather events. US-
DA’s Farm Service Agency
(FSA) is adding these flexibili-
ties for Notice of Loss on both
insured and uninsured crops
to enable Service Centers to
best assist producers.

“With many program dead-
lines approaching, our Ser-
vice Centers are working hard
to accommodate as many
producer appointments as
possible,” said FSA Adminis-

trator Richard Fordyce. “By
providing flexibilities to our
Notice of Loss policy, we can
ensure we provide the best
customer service.”

Filing for Prevented Plant-
ed Acres

For insured crops, produc-
ers who timely filed a pre-
vented planted claim with
the reinsurance company but
filed a Notice of Loss (CCC-
576) form after the deadline
will be considered timely filed
for FSA purposes. FSA can
use data from the Risk Man-
agement Agency (RMA) for
accepting the report of pre-
vented planting with FSA. If
the information is not avail-

E.M. Rives (Doug’s Father)

E.M. (Curley) Rives was
born November 4, 1922, in
Kelton, Texas, to Don Preston
and Ruby Mae Teakell Rives.
He lived in Wheeler County
most of his life. He married
Marcia J. Cox on October 9,
1942. He died on April 21,
2007.

E.M. Rives joined the Unit-
ed States Navy in 1942. He
was sent to Camp Peary, Wil-
lamsburg, Virginia for train-
ing. He then went to Camp
Lejeune, North Carolina, for
training with the Marine Corp.
After training, he went to
Camp Parks, California, and
on to Por Hueneme where he
shipped out to the Pacific.

E.M. was with the 107th
Seabees Battalion. The 107th
left California in 1943 and
sailed to Pearl Harbor. Af-
ter leaving Pearl Harbor, the
next stop was the Marshall
Islands, the island of Ebeyi
and Kwajalein Islands. These
islands had been shelled for
weeks by Navy destroyers.

Liberators.

The 107th moved on to Eni-
wetok Island and then to Tin-
ian. After cleaning up Tinian,
large airstrips were built for
B-29s. From Tinian the B-29s
could easily strike mainland
Japan. The personal were
subject to many Japanese
air strikes and bombing runs.
After Japan surrendered, the
107th moved to Saipan to
clean up the island. They re-
turned to the U.S. in Decem-
ber 1945.

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able through RMA, the pro-
ducer may also provide prop-
er evidence to FSA that the
prevented planted claim was
timely filed with the reinsur-
ance company.

For uninsured crops, pro-
ducers may start a Notice of
Loss (CCC-576) by calling
their FSA county office, or
they may print and complete
the Notice of Loss (CCC 576)
form from home and send to
their county office. For pre-
vented planted acreage, No-
tice of Loss forms mailed to
the FSA office must be post-
marked by the final acreage
reporting date in the county
to be considered timely filed.
For all prevented planted
cases, the Report of Acreage
(FSA-578) form and the com-
pleted and signed Notice of
Loss (CCC-576) must be filed
by the applicable acreage re-
porting date.

Filing for Failed Acres

For failed acreage of un-
insured crops, the Notice
of Loss (CCC-576) must be
completed, signed and veri-
fied before the disposition of
the crop. Producers may start
a Notice of Loss (CCC-576)
by calling their FSA county
office, or they may print and
complete the Notice of Loss
(CCC 576) form from home
and send to their county of-
fice.

When to File a ‘Notice of
Loss’

A Notice of Loss cannot be
filed for a crop before the fi-
nal planting date, but it can
be filed before completing the
crop acreage report.

More Information

Producers who miss FSA’s
July 15 acreage reporting
deadline will not face a late fil-
ing fee if filed within a month
of the deadline.

For questions, please con-
tact your FSA county office.
To locate your FSA county
office at your Service Center,
visit farmers.gov/service-cen-
ter-locator.

All USDA Service Centers
are open for business, includ-
ing some that are open to vis-
itors to conduct business in
person by appointment only.
All Service Center visitors
wishing to conduct business
with FSA, Natural Resources
Conservation Service or any
other Service Center agency
should call ahead and sched-
ule an appointment. Service
Centers that are open for ap-
pointments will pre-screen
visitors based on health con-
cerns or recent travel, and
visitors must adhere to social
distancing guidelines.
