Deadline Approaching for USDA’s 

Coronavirus Food Assistance Program 
U.S. Department of Agri-

culture (USDA) Farm Ser-
vice Agency (FSA) reminds 
farmers and ranchers that 
the deadline to apply for the 
Coronavirus Food Assistance 
Program (CFAP) is Sept. 11, 
2020. This program provides 
direct relief to producers who 
faced price declines and ad-
ditional marketing costs due 
to COVID-19.

“FSA offers several options 
for farmers and ranchers to 
apply for CFAP, including a 
call center where employees 
can answer your questions 

and help you get started on 
your application,” said Rich-
ard Fordyce, Farm Service 
Agency administrator. “With 
only two weeks before the 
deadline, now is the time to 
check out the resources on 
our website and contact the 
call center or your local of-
fice for your last-minute ques-
tions.”

Over 160 commodities are 
eligible for CFAP, including 
certain non-specialty crops, 
livestock, dairy, wool, spe-
cialty crops, eggs, aquacul-

Report Forage Losses by Jan. 30
Coverage Available for Eli-

gible Grazing Losses Due to 
Drought  

Wheeler County U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) Farm Service Agen-
cy (FSA) PTIC Janee Cross 
reminds livestock producers 
who suffered grazing losses 
that occurred throughout 
2020 due to drought to report 
their losses timely and to en-
roll in the Livestock Forage 
Disaster Program (LFP) by 
Jan. 30, 2020.

LFP provides compensation 
to eligible livestock producers 
who suffered grazing losses 
for covered livestock due to 
drought on privately-owned 
or cash-leased land or fire on 
federally-managed land. Pro-
ducers in Wheeler County are 
eligible to apply for 2020 LFP 
benefits on native pasture, 
improved pasture, or forage 
sorghum.  Livestock produc-
ers are encouraged to con-
tact the Wheeler County FSA

“Prolonged drought condi-
tions have created a need for 
livestock disaster assistance 
programs in Wheeler Coun-
ty,” said PTIC Cross. “I en-
courage all affected livestock 
producers to contact the 
Wheeler County FSA Office 
to schedule a phone appoint-
ment to enroll in the program 
before the Jan. 30 deadline.”

Livestock producers must 
complete the LFP applica-
tion and required supporting 
documentation no later than 
Jan. 30, 2020 for losses that 
occurred throughout 2020. 
Producers who already have 
appointments scheduled re-
quire no additional action to 
meet the deadline.

Eligible livestock includes 
alpacas, beef cattle, buffalo, 
beefalo, dairy cattle, deer, 
elk, emus, equine, goats, lla-
mas, poultry, reindeer, sheep 
or swine that have been or 
would have been grazing the 
eligible grazing land or pas-
tureland.

Producers have several 
options for applying to the 
CFAP program by the Sept. 
11 deadline:

• Using an online portal, ac-
cessible at farmers.gov/cfap. 
This allows producers with 
secure USDA login creden-
tials, known as eAuthentica-
tion, to certify eligible com-
modities online, digitally sign 
applications, and submit di-
rectly to the local USDA Ser-
vice Center.  

• Completing the applica-

tion form using our CFAP 
Application Generator and 
Payment Calculator found at 
farmers.gov/cfap. This Excel 
workbook allows customers 
to input information specific to 
their operation to determine 
estimated payments and 
populate the application form, 

which can be printed, then 
signed, and submitted to their 
local USDA Service Center.  

• Downloading the AD-3114 
application form from farm-
ers.gov/cfap and manually 
completing the form to sub-
mit to the local USDA Service 
Center by mail, electronically, 
or by hand delivery to an of-
fice drop box. In some limited 
cases, the office may be open 
for in-person business by ap-
pointment. Visit farmers.gov/
coronavirus/service-center-
status to check the status of 
your local office.

USDA Service Centers can 
also work with producers to 
complete and securely trans-
mit digitally signed applica-
tions through two commer-
cially available tools: Box and 
OneSpan. Producers who are 
interested in digitally signing 
their applications should no-
tify their local service centers 
when calling to discuss the 
CFAP application process. 
You can learn more about 
these solutions at farmers.
gov/mydocs.

All other eligibility forms, 
such as those related to ad-
justed gross income and 
payment information, can be 
downloaded from farmers.

should call ahead and sched-
ule an appointment.

He wrote many ar-
ticles as “Cactus Pete” in the 
Texico Trumpet and authored 
the book Johnny Reb and the 
Preacher. 

His education included 
completion of the eighth 
grade and he often recollect-
ed many stories of his school 
years being spent under the 
teacher’s desk for misbehav-
ior. He attended Bible school 
out of Tupelo, Mississippi, 
and refrigeration mechanic 
school in El Paso, Texas.  

Pastor F.R. Johnson loved 
telling jokes, especially moth-
er-in-law jokes, and was re-
spected and loved by many 
of his former parishioners. 
He influenced many people 
to turn their lives around and 
serve Jesus.

Merely      (from Page 1) 
make a list and manage to 

keep up with it, another stum-
bling block must be reckoned 
with – there must be in place 
the habit of accessing, or re-
viewing the list in order for its 
prompts to be meaningful. If 
the list can’t be kept up with, 
or referred to with sufficient 
frequency, it will fail to solve 
the problem introduced at the 
beginning of this piece.

 But I also said the problem 
was complex and I believe it 
is. The problem is complex 
because who can explain 
why the supercomputer that 
is the human brain can in-
troduce something into one’s 
consciousness, and then be 
unable to perform the seem-
ingly simpler task of accurate-
ly determining whether or not 
it had been done? And who 
hasn’t had the experience 
where they believed they had 
told someone else some-
thing, or had had some con-
versation with another, only to 
find out that they hadn’t, and 
it was all in their imagination? 
In that case, the brain per-
forms the magic trick of intro-
ducing a thought or task, e.g., 
“I need to tell Joe that the res-
taurant he anticipated is now 
open,” and then makes the 
portion of the brain that deals 
with memory believe that that 
conversation has occurred (or 
that it hadn’t occurred, when 
in fact it had). What a bizarre 
misrepresentation – an entire 
conversation is simulated, 
or fabricated, by the brain 
and presented to one’s con-
sciousness as artificially hav-
ing happened (or not), and 
thereby leading the person 
astray. And when the indi-
vidual having these thoughts 
searches its memory for an 
answer, it must rely on the 
same organ that presented 
inaccurate information in the 
first place. It seems to be the 
cognitive equivalent of a dog 
chasing its tail.

 Unfortunately, the effect 
of this kind of cognitive dis-
sonance is detrimental both 
to the person experiencing 
it, and his or her audience. 
Who isn’t annoyed, or at least 
bored, by someone telling the 
same stories over and over 
again, when they have al-
ready told them to you? To de-
fend against this, whenever I 
have the sensation that I may 
have already said to an indi-
vidual whatever I am about to 
say, I try to proclaim (provided 
my brain serves me with that 
inspiration), as a sort of pre-
amble, “I may have told you 
this before…”. But that is only 
effective if I get the sensation 
that perhaps I did already say 
whatever it was, before. 

The reason this is pertinent 
to me now is because I had 
one of those thoughts today 
and it prompted me to con-
template this phenomenon. 
It has happened a vast num-
ber of times, although thank-
fully not concerning anything 
of critical importance. Per-
haps that is the brain’s filter 
at work, which tends to keep 
things of high importance 
in one’s awareness, bring-
ing them up time and again, 
while letting things that are 
judged (through no conscious 
thought of the individual, i.e. 
non-liminal) to be irrelevant or 
relatively inconsequential drift 
into the subconscious, likely 
to emerge at some time in the 
future, though the reasons 
and timing associated with 
their manifestation tend to be 
undetermined.

 I feel as though I have ven-
tured quite a bit from what I 
intended to write, and also 
that I am standing on the 
precipice of error (if I have 
not fallen headlong already) 
with my usage of psychojar-
gon such as subconscious 
and non-liminal, terms I know 
almost nothing about. But the 
great amusement here is that 
I can’t recall what I intended 
to write about, or what specif-
ic message I wanted to com-
municate. It is baffling irony. 

And there is the possibility 
that I have written portions 
of this or its contents before. 
Fortunately, the penance for 
the offense of repeating a 
message previously stated 
is the same as it is for deliv-
ering a poor message. And 

if I am guilty of either, I sim-
ply beg your pardon. If I am 
guilty of both, I beg your par-
don twice. Then again, I may 
have already done that, and it 
slipped my mind.
