I’ve been a bit out of sorts 
lately. I have been knocked 
off-course and now feel as 
though I am adrift and subject 
to the powers of whatever 
life holds for any given day.

My thinking was they were a 
set of chains, and man has 
enough factors at work that 
limit freedom, and I didn’t 
want to place any volun-
tary regimens or restrictions 
upon myself beyond those I 
already had, such as health 
and hygiene practices. But 
recently I have been experi-
menting more with the de-
velopment and application 
of routines, and have found 
they provide a bit of clarity 
and a bit of guidance, which 
are occasionally necessary, 
when lucid thought and the 
cooperation of the will are 
scarce. A mentor described 

such routines and structures 
as a set of braces, that may 
be painful to get into at first, 
but ultimately will correct or 
prevent problems and lead 
to less pain. So, gradually, 
I began experimenting with 
routines, trying to determine 
what works and what doesn’t, 
based on how they equip me 
to fulfill my purposes. To be 
fair, playing around with rou-
tines is something I believe 
we all do; we all have our ten-
dencies and behaviors which 
we repeat – so I was already 
using routines, but I mean 
that it was only recently when 
I began assessing their value 
and effectiveness, and there-
by their worthiness to remain.

Making these assessments 
required additional assess-
ments as to what was impor-
tant in broader terms, that is, 
asking, “What are the things 
of foundational importance?” 
This is an ongoing process 
and has taken a large amount 
of reflection and paying atten-
tion. And I would venture that 
I am not that close at arriving 
at an answer. I suspect this 
question shall continue to be 
asked, and a final answer will 
remain elusive, lifelong. But 
thinking it through has shed 
some light on the things in 
life that are meaningful. Once 
those are identified a more 
ground-level assessment can

Route 66 in Wheeler Coun-
ty was recently listed in the 
National Register of Historic 
Places. The Texas Historical 
Commission (THC) assisted 
in the nomination of this dis-
trict in recognition of its im-

portance to the history of the 
State of Texas. Noted for its 
historical significant, the his-
toric road joins other proper-
ties around the state with Na-
tional Register status.

Route 66 was one of the 

nation’s most significant high-
ways during the early to mid 
twentieth century, serving 
as the primary corridor be-
tween Chicago and southern 
California. The listed property 
features eight concrete seg-
ments of the original highway 
across Wheeler County. The 
road was fully paved by 1932, 
and served as Route 66 until 
1970, when Interstate 40 was 
completed to the north. In 
1968, the highway was trans-
ferred to the State of Texas to 
serve as a frontage road. Still 
in use today, the designated 
road segments convey a 
strong sense of their historic 
time and place and are the 
best-preserved concrete sec-
tions of Route 66 in Texas. 
Listing in the National Reg-
ister will increase opportuni-
ties for heritage tourism and 
heightened protection and 
preservation considerations 
during any future, federally 
funded construction projects. 
The nomination process was 
initiated and prepared by 
Texas Historical Commission 
staff through the cost-share 
grant from the National Park 
Service Route 66 Corridor 
Preservation Program.

The National Register of 
Historic Places is the na-
tion’s official list of cultural 
resources deemed worthy 

of preservation. Authorized 
under the National Historic 
Preservation Act of 1966, the 
National Register is part of a 
federal program to coordinate 
and support public and pri-
vate efforts to identify evalu-
ate, and protect the Country’s 
historic and archeological re-
sources. The national Regis-
ter includes more than 3,300 
listings in Texas. Listing af-
fords properties a measure of 

protection from the possible 
impact of federally funded 
projects, as well as access 
to technical expertise and 
grant funds to facilitate their 
restoration and preservation. 
Income-producing properties 
are also eligible for federal 

tax benefits for sympathetic 
rehabilitation work.

Merely       (from Page 1) 
be made as to what habits 
or practices will lead to ful-
fillment or attainment of the 
things identified in the big-pic-
ture assessment, and those 
habits and practices can then 
be implemented into life on 
a daily, weekly, monthly, and 
yearly basis, as guideposts 
and guardrails to keep one 
on the path toward what it is 
one has identified as mean-
ingful, or important, or worth 
pursuing. And it is an ongoing 
experiment, where something 
has to be tried out, and modi-
fied or replaced if it does not 
serve one’s purpose.

I would like to note here 
that it is possible to become 
obsessed with routines, and 
care must be taken to pre-
vent the routine from being 
made a golden calf that must 
be served no matter what. I 
believe routines ought to be 
able to be abandoned or sus-
pended temporarily if need-
ed; provided, if the routine is 
effective it will probably make 
its absence known, which 
will facilitate reinstatement of 
the routine. So it is with me 
recently, anyway. I feel a bit 
untethered and have noticed 
that I am not functioning as 
well as I typically do when I 
am supported by my routines.

As I wrap up this piece, I 
have the feeling that I have 
not written a particularly good 
one. Yet I realize I cannot af-
ford for “particularly good” 
to be the standard by which 
these pieces are measured; 
suffice to say I feel as though 
today’s product is poorer than 
normal. I attribute it to my lack 
of routine. I shall reinstate my 
routines this week and if I de-
liver another poor piece next 
week, I will be bereft of ex-
cuses, other than saying, “It is 
my routine to deliver writings 
of meager worth.”
