Have you ever looked up at
the night sky and noticed the
various aircraft flying around?
I am not necessarily talking
about UFOs, although per-
haps | am talking about them
unknowingly. Nevertheless, |
am sure (rendering my open-
ing question irrelevant, but for
the need to have a lead-off
sentence of some kind) you
have observed such aircraft
at some time or another. It
is a source of amazement
for me. It seems that most
times | look in the night sky
| see some form of blinking
light moving across the sky.

And often there are a number
of them in flight at any given
time.

It often makes me wonder
in awe just what is up there,
and who, and where they are
going. | also ponder why they
are going to wherever it is, but
that is really none of my busi-
ness. The “when” question is
answered, as the observa-
tion is made in real-time; that
leaves “how” as the remain-
ing frequently-asked inves-
tigative question, and | don’t
spend much time pondering
that one. But that is not to say
that | don’t marvel at the feat.

In my mind, right or wrong, it
would seem a less daring feat
if | knew it were a commercial
airliner that were flying across
the night sky, since those
planes get inspected and
maintained with extreme fre-
quency, thus the assumption
is made that their equipment
and their instruments are like-
ly to be properly functioning.
Again, right or wrong, | tend to
suspect that smaller, private-
ly-owned aircraft may not un-
dergo as thorough or frequent
inspection, which makes their
presence in the night sky that

of an individual with a private
pilot’s license being up in the
night sky, totally blind but for
his or her instruments, and
therefore completely reliant
on them and the accuracy of
the flight path, to reach the
destination safely. | marvel
at the boldness of these indi-
viduals, although if | were to
speak to them, they might tell
me that | am overestimating
the risk they are assuming.
But before | lose my train
of thought altogether, | will
return to my original line of
thinking — | often look up in
amazement and consider that
up there, in the barren night
sky, is an individual defying
the all-powerful law of grav-
ity, without the aid of daylight.
This sentiment of wonder is
amplified when such an ob-
servation is made during this
time of year, when it is usually
freezing after dark. | wonder
how much colder it must be
thousands of feet higher in the
atmosphere. And | think, “Up
there is someone’s spouse,
someone’s child, someone’s
brother or sister, someone’s
friend, maybe someone’s en-
emy...on their way to some
place, coursing about the
barren wilderness that is the
freezing night sky, charting
their own course and totally
alone — if they are to arrive
at their destination it will be
up to them to make that hap-
pen. And the sheer number of
such observations is striking.
Again, | may be overstating
the achievement, as perhaps
one who has never operated

that prompts me to find out

| am satisfied to look up and
wonder. | do know a few pilots
who | might ask, should my
curiosity grow to the point that
it demands my asking, but for
now | am satisfied to look up
and wonder. It may be better
not to know, as | might find
the truth more boring than my
imagination. It seems to me
that the truth tends to be not
as exciting as what children
may imagine it is. Perhaps we
never grow out of that.
