Agricultural producers who 
have not yet enrolled in the 
Agriculture Risk Coverage 
(ARC) or Price Loss Cov-
erage (PLC) programs for 
2021 must do so by March 
15. Producers who have not 
yet signed a 2021 enrollment 
contract or who want to make 
an election change should 
contact their local USDA 
Farm Service Agency (FSA) 
office to make an appoint-
ment. Program enrollment for 
2021 is required in order to 
participate in the programs, 
but elections for the 2021 
crop year are optional and 
otherwise remain the same 
as elections made for 2020.

“FSA offices have mul-
tiple programs competing for 
the time and attention of our 
staff. Because of the impor-
tance and complexities of 
the ARC and PLC programs, 
and to ensure we meet your 
program delivery expecta-
tions, please do not wait to 
start the enrollment process,” 
said FSA Acting Administra-
tor Steve Peterson. “I cannot 
emphasize enough the need 
to begin the program election 
and enrollment process now.

Xcel Energy Declares  Energy Alert
Xcel Energy and the electric 
cooperatives* in the Texas 
South Plains, Texas Panhan-
dle and eastern and south-
eastern New Mexico regions 
have declared a higher Ener-
gy Alert level and are urging 
customers to cut back on their 
use of electricity.

Additionally, Texas Gov. 
Greg Abbott has requested 
the conservation of electric 
and natural gas energy.

Extreme cold weather has 
created energy deficiencies in 
the Southwest Power Pool’s 
(SPP) region. SPP man-
ages the electric grid across 
17 central and western U.S. 
states and provides energy 
services on a contract basis 
to customers in both the East-
ern and Western Interconnec-
tions. SPP and Xcel Energy 
declare an Energy Alert only 
when a reduction in electric-
ity use is urgently needed to 
maintain the continuity of the 
electricity system and service 
to customers.

I’ve thought for some time 
that the average daily high 
temperature was a somewhat 
useless metric, and if there 
were a stretch of weather to 
make my case, these past 
two weeks speak loudly in 
favor of my claim. I have 
wondered why the average 
high temperature is reported 
on the basis of a 30-year 
average. In the span of time 
within which weather has oc-
curred on earth, thirty years is 
an immeasurably small frame 
of time. I am estimating here, 
but a decades-long wind gust 
might bear in the scope of the 
earth’s history the equiva-
lent a sneeze would in the 
scope of someone’s day. 
And weather is constantly 
changing, like the earth is 

continuously eroding or be-
ing built up, but it happens 
so slowly we can’t perceive 
it, though it is happening right 
before our eyes. These ever-
changing weather cycles are 
what make the term “climate 
change” true, and its appli-
cation disingenuous. I have 
no problem with the suppo-
sition that the climate may 
be changing (particularly if it 
is true) - that would be true 
to nature’s form, as it is in a 
constant state of flux. If the 
matter could be left at that, I 
would grant assent, and I am 
willing to assent to that literal 
meaning. But the implication, 
or accusation, depending on 
who it is that is making it, is 
that changes in weather are 
all man’s fault, and in my view, 

man’s role is unclear, and the 
problem is that I believe most 
of those who level such ac-
cusations also tend to do so 
in a disingenuous way, for 
disingenuous reasons. That 
said, I am not so myopic as to 
omit the possibility that man 
could make a contribution to 
the change in climate, just as 
man can clearly make a con-
tribution to the act of erosion, 
another one of nature’s im-
peratives.

But that is not what I intend-
ed to write about today. On 
my mind is the cold snap that 
has been enveloping much of 
the United States for the past 
week and a half. The average 
high temperature reported for 
my region this time of year is

52 degrees. Over the past 14 
days (and I am approximating 
here, like a true meteorolo-
gist) the average daily high 
temperature has been 22 
degrees. (I am relying on pro-
jected high temperatures for 
the last six of these 14 days 
- it is as far out as the forecast 
I am viewing shows, at the 
time of this writing.) I have, 
during periods of unusually 
hot or cold weather, looked at 
the average daily highs with 
a bit of disbelief, thinking that 
the weather is not nearly as 
pleasant as it is purported to 
be, and the past two weeks 
would make my case rather 
convincingly, at least emo-
tionally and psychologically, if 
not mathematically. And I am 
not advocating a primacy of 
psycho-emotional arguments 
in place of the cold hard truth; 
I recognize that relying on 
psycho-emotional reasons 
(which, paradoxically, can be 
and many times are antitheti-
cal to reason itself) for mak-
ing an argument can be like 
voluntarily ambling on a slip-
pery slope that is hard to get 
off of. Nevertheless, I find that 
the average high temperature 
report looks more like pro-
paganda than reality as this 
point in time. Though, if in 
fact only a 30-year timeframe 
is used to derive the average, 
it may be that these past cou-
ple weeks’ temperatures are 
sufficient to knock down the 
average a few degrees.

But I am not complaining 
about the weather - it is one 
of the phenomena of life, 
that we utterly rely upon the 
weather, but at the same time 
there isn’t anything we can do 
about changing it if we don’t 
like it (which in my view un-
dercuts in a fairly consider-
able way the argument of 
those who claim it is humans 
who are changing the weath-
er in the first place); all that is 
available is to make prepara-
tions as best we can, and deal 
with it when it arrives. At least 
we have some forewarning, 
though. Forecasters catch a 
lot of grief for being notori-
ously inaccurate, but they at 
least tend to provide some 
frame of reference, where-
as not too long ago it would 
seem our forebears had very 
little warning that inclement 
weather was coming, and I 
can’t imagine how they would 
have had any idea as to how 
long it would stick around. In 

the scheme of things, we are 
as favored a people a weath-
er system such as this has 
ever visited. As for me, I am 
grateful for electricity, gas, 
four walls, and wood, and 
those who have made these 
things available. Though still 
uncomfortable, the cold is 
much more tolerable in my 
home than what my dogs are 
experiencing in theirs.

By en-
rolling soon, producers can 
beat the rush as the deadline 
nears.

Producers who do not com-
plete enrollment by close of 
business local time on Mon-
day, March 15 will not be en-
rolled in ARC or PLC for the 
2021 crop year and will be in-
eligible to receive a payment 
should one trigger for an eli-
gible crop.

ARC and PLC contracts can 
be emailed, faxed or physi-
cally signed and mailed back 
to FSA. Producers with level 
2 eauthentication access can 
electronically sign contracts. 
Service Center staff can also 
work with producers to sign 
and securely transmit con-
tracts electronically through 
two commercially available 
tools: Box and OneSpan. 
You can learn more about 
these solutions at farmers.
gov/mydocs. Producers may 
also make arrangements to 
drop off signed contracts at 
the FSA county office. Please 
call ahead for local mailing or 
drop off information and op-
tions for submitting signed 
contracts electronically.

Producers are eligible to 
enroll farms with base acres 
for the following commodi-
ties: barley, canola, large and 
small chickpeas, corn, cram-
be, flaxseed, grain sorghum, 
lentils, mustard seed, oats, 
peanuts, dry peas, rapeseed, 
long grain rice, medium- and 
short-grain rice, safflower 
seed, seed cotton, sesame, 
soybeans, sunflower seed 
and wheat. 

Yield Data and Web-Based 
Decision Tools Available

FSA recently updated the 
annual and benchmark yields 
for ARC/PLC program years 
2019, 2020 and 2021. This 
data is useful to producers in 
choosing to participate in ei-
ther ARC or PLC.

For added assistance with 
ARC and PLC decisions, 
USDA partnered with the Uni-
versity of Illinois and Texas 
A&M University to offer web-
based decision tools to as-
sist producers in making in-
formed, educated decisions 
using crop data specific to 
their respective farming op-
erations. Tools include:

Gardner-farmdoc Payment 
Calculator, the University of 
Illinois tool that offers farm-
ers the ability to run payment 
estimate modeling for their 
farms and counties for ARC-
County and PLC.

ARC and PLC Decision 
Tool, the Texas A&M tool that 
allow producers to analyze 
payment yield updates and 
expected payments for 2019 
and 2020. Producers who 
have used the tool in the past 
should see their username 
and much of their farm data 
will already be available in the 
system.

Crop Insurance Consider-
ations

Producers are reminded 
that enrolling in ARC or PLC 
programs can impact eligibil-
ity for some crop insurance 
products. Producers who 
elect and enroll in PLC also 
have the option of purchas-
ing Supplemental Coverage 
Option (SCO) through their 
Approved Insurance Pro-
vider. Producers of covered 
commodities who elect ARC 
are ineligible for SCO on their 
planted acres.

Unlike SCO, RMA’s En-
hanced Coverage Option 
(ECO) is unaffected by par-
ticipating in ARC for the same 
crop, on the same acres. You 
may elect ECO regardless of 
your farm program election.

Upland cotton farmers who 
choose to enroll seed cotton 
base acres in ARC or PLC are 
ineligible for the stacked in-
come protection plan (STAX) 
on their planted cotton acres.

• Bringing online as many 
power plant generating units 
as possible and buying as 
much electricity as possible 
from other utilities.

• Reducing electricity use 
as much as possible at Xcel 
Energy power plants and of-
fice buildings.

• Interrupting power to in-
dustrial and agricultural cus-
tomers who signed up for 
lower interruptible rates.

• Asking other commercial 
and industrial customers to 
curtail their energy use.

“We take our responsibility 
to supply energy to our cus-
tomers very seriously, and 
we declared this Energy Alert 
only after exhausting all other 
options,” Hudson said.

The Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT) has 
been working around the 
clock in 12-hour shifts clear-
ing and monitoring roadways 
while responding quickly to 
any trouble spots since the 
beginning of a record-break-

TxDot Working Around The Clock
ing temperature winter storm 
that impacted the state late 
Saturday night. 

In the Childress District, 
crews have been clearing 
snow-packed roadways while 
removing large snow drifts 
that occurred in several coun-
ties. 

TxDOT urges drivers to stay 
off the roadway unless travel 
cannot be avoided. With an-
other round of snow predicted 
on Tuesday, crews will contin-
ue to work non-stop treating, 
clearing and monitoring road-
ways. Crews will concentrate 
on Tier 1 and Tier 2 roads (I-
40 and US Highways) before 
moving to State Highways 

(SH) and Farm-To-Market 
(FM) roads. Crews will also 
work to clear those roadways 
around schools and hospitals.  

If travel cannot be avoided, 
follow these winter weather 
driving tips:

o Always use caution on 
icy or slick roads. Slow down 
when approaching turns, 
bridges and shaded spots. 
Remember, bridges and over-
passes are the first places on 
a roadway to freeze. 

o Don’t tailgate. Increase 
the space between you and 
the vehicle in front of you by 
allowing at least three times 
the normal following distance. 

o When you must stop, 
brake gently and use slow, 
steady pushes to test traction.  

o Don’t use cruise control. 
Cruise control can quickly 
turn into “lose control” in icy 

conditions.  
o If you find yourself in a 

skid, stay calm and keep both 
hands on the wheel. Take 
your foot off the gas, look 
where you want to go, and 
then steer in that direction.  

o Give extra space to ve-
hicles that may be parked on 
the side of the road. Move 
over a lane when you see a 
vehicle with its flashing lights 
on, such as a tow truck, law 
enforcement vehicle, emer-
gency vehicle, or TxDOT ve-
hicle.
