concerning humans’ natural 
state of being unequipped, 
compared to most other ani-
mals.

A human is one of the least 
naturally-equipped animals 
to be in the weather we had 
recently, or just about any 
natural environment, that I 
can think of. I began to think 
about insects and snakes, 
both of which seem poorly 
suited for freezing tempera-
tures, and have decided to 
limit the topic to warm-blood-
ed animals, for a variety of 
reasons: I can think of many 
more warm-blooded animals 
off the top of my head than I 
can cold-blooded; and we are 
warm-blooded, so the com-
parison has an equivalence (I 
see no reason for the “y” that 
is contemporarily attached 
to the end of words that end 
in “ence”, such as ‘compe-
tency’, and the ever-popular 
‘resiliency’) that comparison 
to cold-blooded animals does 
not; and, it helps my argu-
ment.

Compared to other warm-
blooded animals, it seems we 
match up disadvantageously, 
naturally. Many of these ani-
mals have a thick coat of hair, 
or fur, that provides a level of 
insulation I can’t even imag-
ine. I suppose the best thing 
to compare it to would be 
dressing in multiple layers, 
but that is merely a guess. 
The temperature ranges that 
many animals are capable of 
enduring are stunning. In ad-
dition to insulating from the 
cold, some of these animals’ 
coats shed water as well. I 
imagine it is like wearing an 
insulated rain coat, to keep 
your skin warm and dry. And 
for those animals who do not 
possess a thick coat, per-
haps their size plays to their 

advantage, when it comes 
to seeking shelter. A mouse, 
who might not possess a 
tremendously thick hide and 
coat, can find a tiny hole (and 
tiny holes can be found just 
about everywhere, especially 
in homes and structures built 
by humans), and keep warm, 
or at least be out of the ele-
ments. And it is much easier 
to find a mouse-sized shelter 
than a human-sized shelter. 
Of course there is still the 
problem for those small ani-
mals, that something the size 
of a golf ball freezes more 
quickly than something the 
size of a moose.

Another natural advantage 
other animals have is that 
many of them are equipped 
with natural weapons – teeth, 
claws, beaks, horns, ant-
lers, tusks, etc. Humans are 
born without such weapons. 
Fingernails are a poor imita-
tion of claws, from a defense 
standpoint. Further, the sen-
sory abilities of many animals 
are far more capable than 
those of humans. Many of 
these animals can see in the 

causes.

He 
was preceded in death by his 
parents, 3 sisters, 3 broth-
ers and his wonderful wife of 
68 years, Vera. Survivors in-
clude his daughter and son in 
law Becky and Larry Lewis of 
Pampa, Texas; two grandchil-
dren, Shane Lewis and his 
wife, Jenny, of Willow Park, 
Texas and Shalyn Burritt and 
husband, Johnny, of Pampa, 
Texas; 5 great-grandchildren 
and 2 great-great-grandchil-
dren.

dark far better than we can, 
and many can smell or hear 
to a degree we can’t, both 
in terms of frequencies and 
sensitivity. Again, these dif-
ferences put us at a compar-
ative disadvantage. Another 
advantage that many animals 
have, in particular carnivores, 
is the ability to eat things that 
we couldn’t without becoming 
sickened. Yesterday’s raw 
meat, left outdoors to heat, 
cool, and decompose? For 
us it would probably equal 
sickness. For the carnivores 
in the wild it equals a great 
meal.

I am confident my list is not 
exhaustive, and I have cer-
tainly overlooked assets be-
longing to both humans and 
wild animals. But in general 
I believe humans are fairly 
poorly equipped naturally,

thing – the thing that caused 
mankind’s rise to the top of 
the food chain: a superior 
mind. It is brainpower that has 
enabled humans to exercise 
dominion over the animals of 
the world, though occasion-
ally the animals may still get 
the best of man. This thinking 
power identified our own de-
ficiencies as a species, and 
the same power discovered 
how man could use those 
animals’ assets in service of 
himself, to offset those defi-
ciencies.

We have 

emergency funds available to help Texas renters pay 

current and past due rent and utility bills – even if the 

landlord has already sued for eviction in their local court.

Households must have incomes at or below 80% of the

Area Median Income and meet other eligibility 

requirements.

by Admiral Chester Nimitz
Sunday, December 7th, 

1941— Admiral Chester Nim-
itz was attending a concert 
in Washington, DC. He was 
paged and told there was a 
phone call for him. When he 
answered the phone, it was 
President Franklin Delano 
Roosevelt on the phone.

He told Admiral Nimitz that 
he (Nimitz) would now be the 
Commander of the Pacific 
Fleet. Admiral Nimitz flew to 
Hawaii to assume command 
of the Pacific Fleet. He landed 
at Pearl Harbor on Christmas 
Eve, 1941. There was such 
a spirit of despair, dejection 
and defeat--you would have 
thought the Japanese had al-
ready won the war.

On Christmas Day, 1941, 
Adm. Nimitz was given a 
boat tour of the destruction 
wrought on Pearl Harbor by 
the Japanese. Big sunken 
battleships and navy vessels 
cluttered the waters every-
where you looked. As the tour 
boat returned to dock, the 
young helmsman of the boat 
asked, “Well Admiral, what do 
you think after seeing all this 
destruction?”

Admiral Nimitz’s reply 
shocked everyone within the 
sound of his voice. Admiral 
Nimitz said, “The Japanese 
made three of the biggest 
mistakes an attack force 
could ever make, or God was 
taking care of America. Which 
do you think it was?”

Shocked and surprised, 
the young helmsman asked, 
“What do mean by saying the 
Japanese made the three big-
gest mistakes an attack force 
ever made?

Nimitz explained:
Mistake number one:
The Japanese attacked on 

Sunday morning. Nine out of 
every ten crewmen of those 
ships were ashore on leave. 
If those same ships had been 
lured to sea and been sunk-
-we would have lost 38,000 
men instead of 3,800.

Mistake number two:
When the Japanese saw 

all those battleships lined in a 
row, they got so carried away 
sinking those battleships, 
they never once bombed 
our dry docks opposite those 
ships. If they had destroyed 
our dry docks, we would have 
had to tow every one of those 
ships to America to be re-
paired. As it is now, the ships 
are in shallow water and can 
be raised. One tug can pull 
them over to the dry docks, 
and we can have them re-
paired and at sea by the time 
we could have towed them to 
America. And I already have 
crews ashore anxious to man 
those ships.

Mistake number three: 
Every drop of fuel in the Pa-
cific theater of war is in top 
of the ground storage tanks 
five miles away over that hill. 
One attack plane could have 
strafed those tanks and de-
stroyed our fuel supply.

“Reflections On Pearl Harbor” That’s why I say the Japa-
nese made three of the big-
gest mistakes an attack force 
could make or, God was tak-
ing care of America.

I’ve never forgotten what I 
read in that little book. It is still 
an inspiration as I reflect upon 
it. In jest, I might suggest that 
because Admiral Nimitz was 
a Texan, born and raised in 
Fredericksburg, Texas -- he 
was a born optimist.

But any way you look at it 
-- Admiral Nimitz was able to 
see a silver lining in a situa-
tion and circumstance where 
everyone else saw only de-
spair and defeatism.

President Roosevelt had 
chosen the right man for the 
right job. We desperately 
needed a leader that could 
see silver lining in the midst 
of the clouds of dejection, de-
spair and defeat.

There is a reason that our 
national motto is, IN GOD WE 
TRUST.

Why have we forgotten? 
PRAY FOR OUR COUNTRY! 
IN GOD WE TRUST.”
