Some of this “gear” is even 
essential for realizing one’s 
dreams, and the acquisition 
of such tools is not what I am 
describing. Rather, I am de-
scribing the general dissatis-
faction that is peddled quite 
effectively, that confiscates 
our money, attention, time, 
and hope. Still doubt me? 
Turn on the next newscast 
and see if the broadcast is in-
tended for your joy or for your 
dissatisfaction. 

Unfortunately, I don’t have 
the answer to the dilemma of 
programmed dissatisfaction, 
but I do believe it is worth 
shedding light on it, as it flows 

through our society like an 
invisible undercurrent, suck-
ing us into its vortex without 
our ever knowing, until we 
are spinning frantically, see-
ing the same things over and 
over again, becoming dizzy, 
and all of this at an ever-in-
creasing pace. The point of 
my message is to try to revive 
the sense of hope, the sense 
of dream and vision, in the 
midst of this undercurrent. 
Each individual has been 
blessed with some gift or an-
other. Perhaps we all have 
seen visions or had dreams 
of using those gifts. The cul-
ture and the events of life of-
ten cause us to discard those

period of time. Eligible price 
trigger crops include barley, 
corn, sorghum, soybeans, 
sunflowers, upland cotton, 
and all classes of wheat. Pay-
ments will be based on 2020 
planted acres of the crop, 
excluding prevented planting 
and experimental acres.

For broilers and eggs, pay-
ments will be based on 75 
percent of the producers’ 
2019 production.

Dairy (cow’s milk) pay-
ments will be based on actual 
milk production from April 1 
to Aug. 31, 2020. The milk 
production for Sept. 1, 2020, 
to Dec. 31, 2020, will be esti-
mated by FSA.

Eligible beef cattle, hogs 
and pigs, and lambs and 
sheep payments will be 
based on the maximum 
owned inventory of eligible 
livestock, excluding breeding 
stock, on a date selected by 
the producer, between April 
16, 2020, and Aug. 31, 2020.

Flat-rate Crops
Crops that either do not 

meet the 5-percent price de-
cline trigger or do not have 
data available to calculate a 
price change will have pay-
ments calculated based on 
eligible 2020 acres multiplied 
by $15 per acre. These crops 
include alfalfa, extra long 
staple (ELS) cotton, oats, 
peanuts, rice, hemp, millet, 

mustard, safflower, sesame, 
triticale, rapeseed, and sev-
eral others.

Sales Commodities 
Sales commodities include 

specialty crops; aquaculture; 
nursery crops and floricul-
ture; other commodities not 
included in the price trigger 
and flat-rate categories, turf-
grass sod; pullets; goat milk; 
mink (including pelts); mo-
hair; wool; and other livestock 
(excluding breeding stock), 
not included under the price 
trigger category that were 
grown for food, fiber, fur, or 
feathers. Payment calcula-
tions will use a sales-based 
approach, where producers 
are paid based on five pay-
ment gradations associated 
with their 2019 sales, and 
crop insurance indemnities, 
Noninsured Crop Disaster 
Assistance Program (NAP), 
and Wildfire and Hurricane 
Indemnity Program Plus 
(WHIP+) payments for crop 
year 2019.

Applying for CFAP 2
Visit farmers.gov/cfap for 

details on all eligible com-
modities, producer eligibil-
ity, payment limitations and 
structure and additional pro-
gram resources.

Producers have multiple 
options to apply for CFAP 
2, including through an on-
line application portal and 
by working directly with the 
FSA office. Customers seek-
ing one-on-one support with 
the CFAP 2 application pro-
cess can call 877-508-8364 
to speak directly with a USDA 
employee ready to offer as-
sistance.

Additional CFAP Payments 
for Beef and Row-Crop Pro-
ducers

The Consolidated Appropri-
ations Act, 2021, authorizes 
an increase in CFAP 1 pay-
ment rates for cattle. Cattle 
producers with approved 
CFAP 1 applications will au-
tomatically receive these 

payments and do not need 
to submit a new application 
since payments are based on 
previously approved CFAP 1 
applications. Producers may 
be asked for additional in-
formation depending on how 
they filed the original applica-
tion. Information on the addi-
tional payment rates for cattle 
can be found on farmers.gov/
cfap.

This act also authorized ad-
ditional CFAP assistance of 
$20 per acre for producers 
of eligible CFAP 2 flat-rate 
or price trigger commodities. 
FSA will automatically issue 
payments to eligible produc-
ers based on the eligible 
acres included on their CFAP 
2 applications. Eligible pro-
ducers do not need to submit 
a new CFAP 2 application.

Additional CFAP Actions
FSA has also begun pay-

ment processing applications 
filed as part of the CFAP Ad-
ditional Assistance program 
in the following categories:

Applications filed for pullets 
and turfgrass sod;

A formula correction for 
row-crop producer applica-
tions to allow producers with 
a non-Actual Production His-
tory (APH) insurance policy to 
use 100% of the 2019 Agricul-
ture Risk Coverage-County 
Option (ARC-CO) benchmark 
yield in the calculation; and

Sales commodity applica-
tions revised to include insur-
ance indemnities, Noninsured 
Crop Disaster Assistance 
Program payments, and Wild-
fire and Hurricane Indemnity 
Program Plus payments.

Additional payments for 
swine producers and contract 
growers under CFAP Addi-
tional Assistance remain on 
hold and are likely to require 
modifications to the regula-
tion as part of the broader 
evaluation and future assis-
tance; however, FSA will con-
tinue to accept applications 
from interested producers.
