contracting the disease from 
those who have been vacci-
nated. It is the only thing that 
makes sense to me. Some 
people who have received 
the Covid shot remain ca-

Another interesting contra-
diction in themes, compared 
to last year, is the concern 
surrounding asymptomatic 
spread of the virus.

But if so, 
the asymptomatic spread-
ers are no longer judged with 
disdain; now one could con-
clude by reading headlines 
that asymptomatic, vaccinat-
ed spreaders of the disease 
would be like heroes, advanc-
ing the cause, and adminis-
tering the just punishment of 
disease on the unvaccinated, 
like the four horsemen of the 
apocalypse. I do not mean to 
ascribe any intent to any in-

dividual or even to any group 
of people, but based on the 
headlines, one could interpret 
that that is the writers’ desired 
outcome.

As I intimated in the begin-
ning of this piece, by the time 
this article is printed it may be 
established that the disease 
can be spread regardless of 
vaccination status. Or, there 
may be an entirely new di-
lemma or revelation that will 
be the center of discussion at 
that time, making this article 
irrelevant, though it may have 
been irrelevant all along. Re-
gardless, it does not contain 
all of my thoughts on the mat-
ter, but it contains enough for 
the time being. I believe each 
person should safeguard their 
own health as best as they 
can, and hope against hope 
that those in high places also 
desire health for all.
