Merely

| have thought for some
time that we are losing our
language. That was the un-
derlying complaint that |
wrote about last week, con-
cerning the usage of picto-
graphs instead of words. But
what is worse than that is
the use of words incorrectly,
in ways that undermine the
words’ meaning, and lead to
confusion in their interpreta-
tion, and ultimately tend to-
ward making the words and
language devoid of mean-
ing. You can see this going
on in any number of ways,
and you probably don’t have
to think too hard to come up
with examples of this. You
see these type of word tricks
played quite a lot from people

in high places. P.R. depart-
ments, speech writers, politi-
cians, and the architects of
their platforms (because a
person with their own, novel
and noble ideas might be a
bit too much for us to expect
out of anyone, or so we are
supposed to believe) regu-
larly play these word games.
It is pervasive in media circles
as well. This newspaper is a
refreshing exception — count
your blessings. What | am
describing involves shading
things in a way that is more
flattering, more manipulative,
and generally more deceitful.
Some have labeled this prac-
tice as “spin”. That term itself
is a sort of the thing | am talk-
ing about — why coin a new

word, or contrive a new ap-
plication to an existing word?
Why not just call it what it is
— propaganda?

Here is another example,
from a different angle. Surely
you have had the experience
of purchasing something, or
entering in to some contract,
and there is a full page (or
several pages) worth of text
with a line for your signature
at the bottom. And surely you
have been discouraged from
bothering to read it by having
a salesman, agent, or who-
ever say, “It just says you’re
making this purchase.” Or, “It
just says we will remedy any
defects.” Interesting. Then
why doesn’t it contain those
single statements? Why all

tard

the other verbiage? Why was
the paper written by an attor-
ney who was paid hundreds
of dollars per hour to write
it? Why can’t we scratch the
necessary language by hand
on a sheet of paper, if that is
all that needs to be said? This
example is not quite the same
as what | led off this column
with, but it is addressing a
similar problem of the dilution
of words’ meaning, and using
them in ways that convey un-
truths and lead to confusion
and the erosion of the lan-
guage.

And, in a twist of irony, | find
that | am lacking anything else
to say about words at the mo-
ment. | can find no language

Constitutional Amendment Election

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 143)

HJR 143 proposes a consti-
tutional amendment expand-
ing the circumstances in
which a professional sports
team charitable foundation
may conduct raffles to raise
money for the foundation’s
charitable purposes. The
proposed amendment would
allow professional sports
team charitable foundations
of organizations sanctioned
by the Professional Rodeo
Cowboys Association or
the Women’s Professional
Rodeo Association to hold
charitable raffles at rodeo
events.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment authoriz-
ing the professional sports
team charitable foun-
dations of organizations
sanctioned by the Profes-
sional Rodeo Cowboys As-
sociation or the Women’s
Professional Rodeo Associ-
ation to conduct charitable
raffles at rodeo venues.”

Proposition Number 2
(HJR 99)

HJR 99 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment allowing
the legislature to authorize
a county to issue bonds or
notes to finance the develop-
ment or redevelopment of an
unproductive, underdevel-
oped, or blighted area within
the county and to pledge for
repayment of those bonds or
notes increases in proper-
ty tax revenues imposed on
property in the area by the
county. The Texas Constitu-
tion gives the legislature the
power to authorize an incor-
porated city or town to issue
such bonds or notes but does
not expressly give the leg-
islature the power to grant
that same authority to coun-
ties. The proposed amend-
ment also provides that a
county that issues bonds or
notes for transportation im-
provements may not pledge
for the repayment of those
bonds or notes more than 65
percent of the increases in ad
valorem tax revenues cach
year, and a county may not
use proceeds from the bonds
or notes to finance the con-
struction, operation, main-
tenance, or acquisition of
rights-of-way of a toll road.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment authorizing
a county to finance the de-
velopment or redevelop-
ment of transportation or
infrastructure in unpro-
ductive, underdeveloped,
or blighted areas in the
county.”

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 27)

SJR 27 proposes a consti-
tutional amendment barring
the State of Texas or a po-
litical subdivision from en-
acting, adopting, or issuing
a statute, order, proclama-
tion, decision, or rule that
prohibits or limits religious
services. The proposed
amendment would apply to
religious services, including
those conducted in churches,
congregations, and places of
worship, in the state by a
religious organization estab-
lished to support and serve
the propagation of a sincere-

ly held religious belief.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment to prohibit
this state or a political sub-
division of this state from
prohibiting or limiting re-
ligious services of religious
organizations.”

Proposition Number 4
(SJR 47)

SJR 47 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment changing
certain eligibility require-
ments for a justice of the Su-
preme Court, a judge of the
Court of Criminal Appeals, a
justice of a court of appeals,
and a district judge. The pro-
posed amendment provides
that a person is eligible to
serve on the Supreme Court
if the person, among other
qualifications, is licensed to
practice law in Texas; is a
resident of Texas at the time
of election; has been cither a
practicing lawyer licensed in
Texas for at least ten years or
a practicing lawyer licensed
in Texas and a judge of a
state court or county court
established by the legisla-
ture for a combined total of
at least ten years; and during
that time has not had the
person’s license to practice
law revoked, suspended, or
subject to a probated sus-
pension. The same cligibili-
ty requirements would apply
to a judge of the Court of
Criminal Appeals and to a
justice of a court of appeals.
The proposed amendment
further provides that to be
cligible for appointment or
clection as a district judge, a
person must be a resident of
Texas; be licensed to prac-
tice law in Texas; and have
been a practicing lawyer or
a judge of a court in Texas,
or both combined, for eight
years preceding the per-
son’s election, during which
time the person’s license to
practice law has not been re-
voked, suspended, or subject
to a probated suspension.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment changing
the eligibility requirements
for a justice of the supreme
court, a judge of the court
of criminal appeals, a jus-
tice of a court of appeals,
and a district judge.”

Proposition Number 5
(HJR 165)

HJR 165 proposes a consti-
tutional amendment allow-
ing the State Commission on
Judicial Conduct (SCIC) to
accept complaints or reports,
conduct investigations, and
take any other authorized
action with respect to a can-
didate for a state judicial
office. Currently, the Texas
Constitution only permits
the SCIC to take such ac-
tions as to persons holding a
judicial office.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment providing
additional powers to the
State Commission on Judi-
cial Conduct with respect
to candidates for judicial
office.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 19)

SJR 19 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment establish-

ing that residents of certain
facilities have the right to
designate an essential care-
giver with whom the facility
may not prohibit in-person
visitation. The proposed
amendment would apply to
a nursing facility, assisted
living facility, intermediate
care facility for individu-
als with an intellectual dis-
ability, residence providing
home and community-based
services, or state supported
living center. The proposed
amendment also would au-
thorize the legislature to
provide guidelines for these
facilities to follow in estab-
lishing essential caregiver
visitation policies and pro-
cedures.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment establishing
a right for residents of cer-
tain facilities to designate
an essential caregiver
for in-person visitation.”

Proposition Number 7
(HJR 125)

HJR 125 proposes a con-
stitutional amendment per-
mitting a person who is 55
years of age or older at the
time of death of their spouse
who is receiving a limitation
on school district proper-
ty taxes on their residence
homestead on the basis of
a disability to continue re-
ceiving the limitation while
the property remains the
surviving spouse’s residence
homestead.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment to allow
the surviving spouse of a
person who is disabled to
receive a limitation on the
school district ad valorem
taxes on the spouse’s res-
idence homestead if the
spouse is 55 years of age or
older at the time of the per-
son’s death.”

Proposition Number 8
(SJR 35)

SJR 35 proposes a constitu-
tional amendment authoriz-
ing the legislature to exempt
from ad valorem taxation all
or part of the market value
of the residence homestead
of the surviving spouse of a
member of the United States
armed services who is killed
or fatally injured in the line
of duty. The Texas Constitu-
tion provides a property tax
exemption to the surviving
spouse of a member of the
armed services who is killed
in action, but the current
exemption does not include
members of the military who
dic during their service due
to injuries sustained that are
not combat-related.

The proposed amendment
will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitution-
al amendment authorizing
the legislature to provide
for an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of all or
part of the market value of
the residence homestead of
the surviving spouse of a
member of the armed ser-
vices of the United States
who is killed or fatally in-
jured in the line of duty.”

This NRCS assistance
builds on other USDA as-
sistance to help historically
underserved producers.

(2) Planting or harvesting of
agricultural crops;

(8) Burns that are con-
ducted by a prescribed burn
manager certified under Sec.
153.048, Natural Resources
Code, and meet the stan-
dards of Sec. 153.047, Natu-
ral Resources Code;

(4) Public utility, natural gas
pipeline or mining operations;

Welding is allowed by com-
mercial/professional welders
under the following guidelines
only:

(a) A spotter is required
for each welder, each cutter,
each grinder or for any activ-
ity that causes or may cause
a spark.

(b) A diameter across the
welding area shall be a mini-
mum of 25 feet and clear of
vegetation, if possible, and
kept wet. The welding diam-
eter must be three times the
height of the actual welding.
Example: if welding is oc-
curring ten (10) feet off the
ground, a diameter of thirty
(30) feet must be protected.

(¢) A minimum of 200 gal-
lons of pressured water must
be available on site.

(d) Each welding vehicle
must have at least one (1) ful-
ly charged 10 Ib. Class ABC
chemical fire extinguisher on
site.

(e) If the work area can-
not be cleared of vegetation,
proper precautionary mea-
sures must be taken (exam-
ple: protecting brush, etc., by
utilizing fire resistant tarps).
