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Holiday Revelers Warned to Drive Sober
TxDOT Launches Annual Holiday
“Don’t Drink and Drive’’ Campaign

Law enforcement
throughout Texas will be
providing free rides this
month for Texas drivers
who’ve had too much to
drink - a free ride to jail that
is.

The Texas Department of
Transportation (TxDOT)
and the Texas Department of
Public Safety (DPS) an-
nounced that all available
state troopers and local law
enforcement officers will be
on Texas streets and high-
ways during the long Christ-
mas and New Year’s holiday
weekends watching for
drunk drivers.

TxDOT officials are ex-
pecting their “Jingle All The
Way” annual holiday public
education campaign to reach
millions of Texas this month
with messages that driving
while intosicated can lead to
jail time.

“We want everyone to
have a safe and happy holi-
day,” said Carlos Lopez,
TxDOT’s traffic operations
director. “If alcohol is in-
volved in their holiday cel-
ebrations, we’re reminding
people not to get behind the
wheel if they’ve been drink-
lng.. Safe alternative are to

designate a sober driver be-
fore drinking begins, call a
taxior just stay where you are
until you can drive home
safely.”

Though Texas continues to
lead the nation in alcohol-re-
lated traffic fatalities, safety
advocates credit stepped-up
enforcement of the state’s
DWI laws and ongoing adver-
tising about the penalties of
drunk driving with the recent
decline in impaired driving
fatalities. The National High-
way Traffic Safety Adminis-
tration reports 100 fewer
people died in Texas in 2003
in alcohol-related crashes
than the previous year.

Besides DPS and hundreds
of police departments and
sheriff’s offices statewide, the
Texas Petroleum Marketers
and Convenience Store Asso-
ciation, the Texas Restaurant
Association and Diamond
Shamrock are also participat-
ing in the holiday anti-DWI
campaign.

Penalties for the first DWI
offense include driver’s li-
cense suspension for up to
one year, a fine of up to
$2,000 and up to six months
in jail.

Homeland Security
Efforts Can be Improved,
Say Texans

After the 109th Congress s
sworn in this January, it will
arapple with many issues,
including homeland security.
How do we better protect our
peaple from terrorists at the
same time we uphold our vi-
tal civil liberties? This year's
Listening Post survey gath-
er d valuable comments
from my fellow Texans
which 1 will share with my
colleagues when the Senate
begins the next session.

Respondents provided
feedback on arrangements
regarding visas for foreign
nationals. suggested our next
priorities in transportation
safety. named the most 1
portant goal to improve pro-
tection from terrorist attacks.

security funding would best
be spent.
