Bug ‘Explosion’ May Be Coming For Farmers
And Homeowners In Coming Weeks

SAN ANGELO — Crickets,
mosquitoes, flies, fleas and spi-
ders: Texans have seen them all
this summer thanks to unprece-
dented wet weather. But a Texas
Cooperative Extension ento-
mologist says the worst may be
yet to come.

Dr. Chris Sansone, Extension
entomologist at San Angelo, said
fall rains can trigger armyworm
onslaughts that can destroy
pastures, small grain fields and
lawns almost overnight. “We’re
seeing all types of armyworms
this year; the true, the yellow-
striped and the beet armyworm,
but the biggest number is the
fall armyworm,” said Sansone.
“Conditions are ideal for a real
invasion of these pests in com-
ing weeks. This insect can build
up large numbers seemingly
overnight, causing crops and
lawns to disappear before your
eyes.

“The adults lay thousands of
eggs, and by the time the larvae
or caterpillars are big enough to
see, the damage is done.”

Sansone said the tiny larvae
chew the green layer from leaves
and leave a clearing or “window
pane” effect. He said the first
three larval stages or “instars”
do little damage and are easy to
control. The final two stages are
big and tougher to control. They
can eat 85 percent of the total

foliage consumed by the ‘cater-
pillar’.

“That’s the reason it’s so im-
portant to find the infestations
before the caterpillars get too
large,” Sansone said. “Small lar-
vae are easier to control and most
of the damage can be prevented
if the infestation is caught early.
Individual fields and yards need
to be scouted carefully, because
the moths don’t lay eggs con-

§istently across an area. Often a

pasture or small grain field will
be infested while the field across
the road is armyworm-free.

“San Angelo has had a num-
ber of lawns with armyworms in
one yard and none in the neigh-
bor’s.” Sansone said the cater-
pillars won’t kill an established
lawn, but new lawns or those
weakened by disease or other
pests can be killed by the sheer
volume of leaf blades the pests
eat. “Homeowners have an al-
most overwhelming number of
control choices,”

Sansone said. “Products con-
taining deltamethrin, cyfluthrin,
cypermethrinand cyhalothrinare
effective. These are sold under a
wide variety of names brands.
Carbaryl or “Sevin” has been a
standard for many years.”

Sansone said homeowners
should read the label and make
sure the insecticide is labeled
for lawns or turf. Small grain

producers should consider the
stage of their crop when

treating against armyworms.
In the seedling stage, just three¢
larvae per square foot can ruin a
stand. Later in the tiller stage, it
takes seven to 10 larvae to cause
serious damage.

Treating pastures of native
or improved grasses is often not
cost-effective once all the eco-
nomic factors are considered,
Sansone said. .

Fall armyworms are worst in
the autumn when adult moths
are carried into an area with cold
fronts that trigger rain. The adult
fall armyworm moth is 1.5 inch-
es across the wings. The hind
wings are grayish-white and
the front pair dark-gray, mottled
with lighter and darker splotches
and a whitish spot near the ex-
treme tip. Fall armyworms are a
threat until the first hard freeze.
The larvae range from 1.25 to
1.5 inches long and can have
shades of brown, green or black,
They can be distinguished from
other armyworms by a promi;
nent white, inverted Y-shaped
line on the front of the head.

“Fall armyworms are easily
controlled if homeowners and
producers monitor their fields
closely,” Sansone said. “The
key is proper identification and
finding the infestation before the
larvae become too large.” P

A big debate rages on the
five year $286 billion Farm
Bill. Its supporters on the Con-
gressional Ag Committee are
mostly from farm states, which
is to be expected.

At the same time:

* The percent of unionized la-
[ borers in the work force contin-
ues its decade’s long plunge.

* America continues its ten-
dency to lose industries; steel,
automobile, shoes, oil, mining,
timber, tools, electronics and
 publishing.

* The economic well-being for
workers stagnates despite in-
creasing minimum wage and a
booming Wall Street.

e Jllegal Mexican immigrants
contribute mightily to the U.S.
economy yet still have enough
to send money home to their
family in Mexico.

* China, India, Philippines and
East Asian and South Ameri-
can manufacturing and natural
resource economies prosper.

All of these tectonic forces
are related.

The Farm Bill is all about
subsidizing farmers to ensure
‘an abundant cheap food supply
to consumers. Over the years,
we producers in agriculture
have considered ‘unionizing’,
banding together, negotiating
with a common voice. Dairy-
men and grain growers, among
others have made visible pro-

What if 50 years ago farm-
ers had been able to organize
and barter for higher prices for
our lamb, corn, beef, soybeans,
wheat, poultry, avocados, or-
anges, pork, and milk?

It would have been the equiv-
alent of ‘unionizing’ farmers.
The resulting higher food prices
would have required more pro-
tectionist legislation from Aus-
tralian lamb, Canadian wheat,
Dominican Republican sugar,
Chinese Ccotton, Argentinean
beef, Mexican vegetables and
dairy products and Brazilian
soybeans.

~ But, in response to consumer
demand for cheaper food, I think
politicians would have been
forced to remove restrictions on
imports, just as they have done
for industries like energy, steel,
clothing, timber, fishing, mining
and automobiles. This would
have resulted in an increasing
dependence on politically shaky
3rd world countries for our dai-
ly bread. Today we would be at
their mercy. To put it in perspec-
tive, consider our present peril-
ous dependence on the Middle
East for oil.

According to the U.N. Food
and Agriculture Organization
(FAO), 25,000 people die each
day from hunger.

So, to those senators and rep-
resentatives from urban districts
who think subsidized farming is
extravagant...it is. Think of it as
famine insurance.

Master Marketer Program Moves
To Vernon In January Of 2008

How would you like to in-
crease your net returns more than
$250,000 dollars over the next ten
years? If so, the Texas Cooperative
Extension may have the program
that can help you do it - the Master
Marketer Program.

The Master Marketer Program
is a national award winning, in-
depth, intensive risk management
education training that teaches par-
ticipants how to develop marketing
plans, evaluate marketing alterna-
tives, manage production and price
risk, and helps teach the skills and
discipline necessary to execute a
risk management marketing plan.

The 64 hour curriculum is of-
fered as four, two-day sessions held
every two weeks, and is the most in-
tensive marketing/risk management
training provided by Extension any-
where in the United States.

The next Master Marketer pro-
gram will be in Vernon, Texas start-
ing in January.

In two post training surveys, 136
previous Master Marketer partici-
pants indicated their gross income
increased on average $41,329, an-
nually based on what they had
learned in the training.

“There is no reason that program

=

L

graduates shouldn’t receive this
level of increased returns for the
next ten years”, according to Stan
Bevers, Extension Economist co-
ordinator for the Vernon program.
“Interested  participants  should
weigh carefully the registration fee,
the time commitment and travel
costs associated with the program
against the potential of a $250,000+
increase in returns over the next ten
years before signing up for the pro-
gram. Personally, I think it is a no
brainer.”

It has been three years since the
last Master Marketer Training was
held in Vernon and in all likelihood,
it will be the last.

If a producer ever thought about
attending the training or a past grad-
uate wants a refresher they need to
sign up early. It may be their last
chance,” says Bevers.

The instructors for the training
consist of top professions from in-
dustry and universities from around
the country. A wide range of topics
are covered to enhance marketing/
risk management skills.

Case studies, group discussions
and simulation exercises will be
used wherever possible to provide
students with experience using real

tools that they can use on their own
farm and ranch operations when
they leave the class.

The Master Marketer Program
will be held in Vernon, Texas, at the
Texas Agricultural Research and
Extension Center. The first two-day
session will begin on January 16-
17, 2008. The registration fee for
the program is $250 which includes
all meals and materials. The regis-
tration fees fall short of covering all
costs of this program.

Most of the cost of the program
is covered by grants from sponsors
including the Texas Corn Producers
Board, Texas Farm Bureau, the
Cotton State Support Committee,
and the Rick Management Agency
of the United States Department of
Agriculture. Anyone interested in
attending or learning more about
this program can get more infor-
mation by contacting Lorrie Coop,
the Knox County Extension Agent
at 940/459-2651 or by calling Stan
Bevers at 940/552-9941, ext.

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FSA Holds Cotton Program
Referendum Sign-up
September 4 Through

November 30

Cotton producer and import-
ers who want USDA’s Agriculture
Marketing Service (AMS) to con-
duct a referendum regarding the
Cotton Research and Promotion
Program can sign-up at their local
Farm Service Agency (FSA) of-
fice through November 30, 2007.
No action is necessary if a contin-
uance referendum is not desired.

“This sign-up period allows
eligible cotton producers and im-
porters to request a referendum for
continuation of the 1990 amend-
ments to the Cotton Research and
Promotion Act.

In March 2007, following a
comprehensive mandatory five-
year review, USDA endorsed
continuation of the 1991 Order
amendments without a continu-
ance referendum.

This sign-up period is signifi-
cant because, “If results of the
sign-up period show that at least
10 percent (4,622) of the voting
program participants request the
conduct of a continuance refer-
endum, then a referendum will be
held within 12 months of the sign-
up period end date.

Changes to the Cotton Research
and Promotion Program were ap-
proved in a July 1991 referendum,
by a 60 percent majority of cot-

voted. These changes included:
(1) importer representation on the
Cotton Board, the organization
that assists the Department in ad-
ministrating the Cotton Research
and Promotion Program; (2) as-
sessments levied on imported
cotton and cotton products;
(3) increasing the amount the
Department can be reimbursed for
the conduct o a referendum from
$200,000 to $300,000; (4) reim-
bursing government agencies that
assist in administering the collec-
tion of assessments on imported
cotton and cotton products; and
(5) terminating the right of cotton
producers to demand a refund of
assessments.

Eligible producers are individ-
uals over age 18 engaged in the
production of upland cotton dur-
ing calendar year 2006. Eligible
importers are those who imported
upland cotton in excess of the
value of $2.00 per line item entry
during calendar year 2006. Other

. eligibility requirements might ap-

ply and eligibility will be deter-
mined by FSA.

BRIEF EXPLANATORY STATEMENTS OF PROPOSED

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
SPECIAL ELECTION NOVEMBER 6, 2007

PROPOSITION 1
(HJR 103)

HIR 103 would update the constitutional
reference to Angelo State University to con-
form with the statutory transfer of that in-
stitution from membership in the Texas
State University System to membership in
the Texas Tech University System.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment providing for the continua-
tion of the constitutional appropriation
for facilities and other capital items at
Angelo State University on a change in
the governance of the university.”

PROPOSITION 2
(SIR57)

SJR 57 would authorize the legislature to
permit the Texas Higher Education Coordi-
nating Board to issue up to $500 million in
general obligation bonds to finance educa-
tional loans to college and university stu-
dents, and to enter into bond enhancement
agreements.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment providing for the issuance of
$500 million in general obligation bonds
to finance educational loans to students
and authorizing bond enhancement
agreements with respect to general obli-
gation bonds issued for that purpose.”

PROPOSITION 3
(HJR 40)

HIR 40 would authorize the legislature to
limit the maximum appraised value of a res-
idence homestead for property tax purposes
in a tax year to the lesser of the most recent
appraisal valuation, or 110 percent, or a
greater percentage as determined by the leg-
islature, of th: appraised value in the pre-
ceding tax yezr.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the legislature to
provide that the maximum appraised
value of a residence homestead for ad
valorem taxation is limited to the lesser
of the most recent market value of the
residence homestead as determined by
the appraisal entity or 110 percent, or a
greater percentage, of the appraised
value of the residence homestead for the
preceding tax year.”

PROPOSITION 4
(SJR 65)

SIR 65 would authorize the legislature to
permit the Texas Public Finance Authority
to issue up to $1 billion in general obligation

bonds, the proceeds of which would be ded-
icated to maintenance, construction, repairs,
and equipment purchases, as authorized by
the legislature for the following state agen-
cies: the Texas Building and Procurement
Commission; the Parks and Wildlife De-
partment; the Department of the Adjutant
General; the Department of State Health
Services; the Department of Aging and Dis-
ability Services; the Texas School for the
Blind and Visually Impaired; the Texas
Youth Commission; the Texas Historical
Commission; the Texas Department of
Criminal Justice; the Texas School for the
Deaf; and the Texas Department of Public
Safety.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the issuance of
up to $1 billion in bonds payable from
the general revenues of the state for
maintenance, improvement, repair, and
construction projects and for the pur-
chase of needed equipment.”

PROPOSITION 5
(SJR 44)

SIR 44 would authorize the legislature to
permit cities with a population of less than
10,000 to hold an election to allow the city
to enter into an agreement with a property
owner to temporarily freeze taxes on prop-
erty either in or adjacent to an area approved
for funding under the Downtown Revital-
ization Program or the Main Streets Im-
provements Program administered by the
Department of Agriculture.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the legislature to
permit the voters of a municipality hav-

' ing a population of less than 10,000 to au-

thorize the governing body of the
municipality to enter into an agreement
with an owner of real property in or ad-
jacent to an area in the municipality that
has been approved for funding under
certain programs administered by the
Texas Department of Agriculture under
which the parties agree that all ad val-
orem taxes imposed on the owner’s prop-
erty may not be increased for the first
five tax years after the tax year in which
the agreement is entered into.”

PROPOSITION 6
(HJR 54)

HIR 54 would authorize the legislature to
exempt from ad valorem tax one motor ve-
hicle owned by an individual that is used by
the individual for both business and per-
sonal use.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional

amendment authorizing the legislature to
exempt from ad valorem taxation one
motor vehicle owned by an individual
and used in the course of the owner’s oc-
cupation or profession and also for per-
sonal activities of the owner.”

PROPOSITION 7
(HJR 30)

HIR 30 would ailow a governmental entity
to sell property acquired through eminent
domain to its immediately previous owner
at the original purchase price, if the public
use of the property has been canceled, if no
progress is made toward that public use by
a prescribed deadline, or if the property is
unnecessary to accomplish that public use.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to allow governmental enti-
ties to sell property acquired through em-
inent domain back to the previous
owners at the price the entities paid to ac-
quire the property.”

PROPOSITION 8
(HIR72)

HIR 72 would clarify home equity loan pro-
cedures and protections and make con-
forming changes to the written disclosure
provided to the borrower at the loan clos-
ing. The amendment would establish that
the status of whether property is an agricul-
tural homestead for the purpose of receiv-
ing homestead protection, would be
determined by whether it was designated for
agricultural use on the date of the loan clos-
ing. The amendment would provide that a
declared state of emergency (e.g., following
a natural disaster) would justify execution
of a second home equity loan on the same
property less than one year after the first
home equity loan. It would provide that
non-substantive omissions on a loan appli-
cation would not affect the agreement. It
would require a borrower to receive a copy
of all executed loan documents, and a dis-
closure list of fees and costs at closing. It
would prohibit the use of preprinted checks
for the use of unsolicited loan advances to
obtain a home equity line of credit.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to clarify certain provisions
relating to the making of a home equity
loan and use of home equity loan pro-
ceeds.”

PROPOSITION 9
(SJR29)

SJR 29 would authorize the legislature to
exempt all or part of the market value of the
residence homesteads of veterans certified
as having a service-connected 100 percent

disability rating. SJR 29 would also clarify
the progression of property tax exemptions
available to veterans who are less than 100
percent disabled.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the legislature to
exempt all or part of the residence home-
steads of certain totally disabled veterans
from ad valorem taxation and authoriz-
ing a change in the manner of determin-
ing the amount of the existing exemption
from ad valorem taxation to which a dis-
abled veteran is entitl

PROPOSITION 10
(HIR 69)

HIR 69 would remove constitutional refer-
ences to the former office of inspector of
hides and animals.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to abolish the constitutional
authority for the office of inspector of
hides and animals.”

PROPOSITION 11
(HIR 19)

HIR 19 would require a vote taken in either
house of the legislature to be recorded by
record vote, if the vote was on final passage
of a bill, other than local bills, a resolution
proposing a constitutional amendment, or
any other resolution that is not purely cere-
monial. The record vote must be archived
and available for public viewing on the In-
ternet for at least two years.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to require that a record vote
be taken by a house of the legislature on
final passage of any bill, other than cer-
tain local bills, of a resolution proposing
or ratifying a constitutional amendment,
or of any other nonceremonial resolution,
and to provide for public access on the
Internet to those record votes.”

PROPOSITION 12
(SJR 64)

SJR 64 would authorize the Texas Trans-
portation Commission to issue up to $5 bil-
lion in general obligation bonds for
highway improvement projects, the pro-
ceeds of which will be used to pay for proj-
ects, costs, and payments owed under
related credit agreements.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment providing for the issuance of
general obligation bonds by the Texas
Transportation Commission in an
amount not to exceed $5 billion to pro-
vide funding for highway improvement
projects.”

PROPOSITION 13
(HJR 6)

HIR 6 would authorize the denial of bail to
a person who violates conditions of release

in a family violence case and permit the leg-
islature to authorize the denial of bail to a
person who violates certain court orders in
a family violence case.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the denial of bail
to a person who violates certain court or-
ders or conditions of release in a felony
or family violence case.”

PROPOSITION 14
(HJR 36)

HIR 36 would limit a state justice or judge’s
service to December 31* of the fourth year
of the term if he/she is elected to all or part
of a six year term, and reaches mandatory
retirement age during the first four years of
said term.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: *“The constitutional
amendment permitting a justice or judge
who reaches the mandatory retirement
age while in office to serve the remainder
of the justice’s or judge’s current term.”

PROPOSITION 15
(HIR 90)

HIR 90 would require the legislature to es-
tablish the Cancer Prevention and Research
Institute of Texas, and would provide for its
management, duties, and powers. It would
authorize the issuance of up to $3 billion in
general obligation bonds to be used for op-
erations and grants for the purpose of sci-
entific research of all forms of human
cancer.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment requiring the creation of the
Cancer Prevention and Research Insti-
tute of Texas and authorizing the is-
suance of up to $3 billion in bonds
payable from the general revenues of the
state for research in Texas to find the
causes of and cures for cancer.”

PROPOSITION 16
(SJR 20)

SJR 20 would authorize the issuance of up
to $250 million in general obligation bonds
by the Texas Water Development Board to
provide financial assistance to economically
distressed areas of the state to help provide
adequate sewer and water supply services
for residential use.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment providing for the issuance of
additional general obligation bonds by
the Texas Water Development Board in
an amount not to exceed $250 million to
provide assistance to economically dis-
tressed areas.”
