Last year,
more than $36,000 was raised locally for the American
Cancer Society, and about 200 residents from both coun-
ties came together in that effort. Much of this money
has come back to Knox and Haskell counties.

Leann Harlan, this year’s event chairwoman, said
much of the money raised is returned to the communi-
ties to assist cancer patients with transportation to and
from treatment centers, lodging expenses associated
with overnight doctor’s visits and services that provide
accessories such as wigs and scarves for women nega-
tively affected by chemotherapy treatment.

“This year, we're hoping to recognize and celebrate

Understanding We’re All
Connected When it Comes
to Water Stewardship

It’s been a big month for Mother Earth. We've celebrated Earth
Day and this week we celebrate Soil and Water Stewardship Week.
This week is designed to highlight the important connection be-
tween voluntary land stewardship and sustaining water availability-
something that will only become more and more important as our
state continues to grow.

‘Those of us who make a living off the land know that the way
we manager our resources directly impacts the water resources that
all Texans need. :

This is a big responsibility and one we take very seriously, not
only because it’s the right thing to do, but because it’s a part of the
ranching heritage that has been passed down through generations.

‘We have two primary-goals on my ranch. One is to show a profit.
'The other is to leave our natural resources in the best possible con-
dition for the next generation. These are the same goals shared by
my fellow landowners across this state. This is important because
how we manage our resources in the country directly affects the
amount of water available to those of you who live in the city.

When we effectively manage our land we increase its ability
to absorb rainfall, replenish aquifers, and ensure that water drains
slowly and steadily into springs, streams, rivers and lakes. Some
ways of effectively doing this include prescribed grazing manage-
ment, the use of cover crops, wildlife habitat enhancement and tar-
geted removal of invasive brush species.

‘These management practices are efficient, cost-effective and sus-
tainable, and they create more water for homes and businesses. So
it’s fitting, this week in particular, to understand the connection we
all have when it comes to preserving and conserving our most valu-
able resource.

‘Those of us who farm and ranch the vast amount of private lands
throughout our state will continue to do our part in order to keep
Texas thriving for all of us.

We are quickly approaching a time
when America will officially be “funda-
mentally transformed” into something
very unAmerican. In my opinion, it is a
travesty.

Perhaps one day, when enough people
wake up, we can once again feel like we
have a Democracy that is of the people,
for the people and by the people. But
right now, we are a far cry from such a
thing.

As provided by the state environmental review process adopted in the permanent rules of the Texas Water
Development Board (TWDB) 31 Texas Administrative Code §371, subchapter E, for projects to be funded through
the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF) Program and consistent with the National Environmental
Policy Act, 42 U.S. Code §4321, et seq., the Executive Administrator of the Board has determined that the proposed
action identified below may be exempted from formal environmental review requirements:

The City of O’Brien (City) is proposing to use funding from the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF)
Very Small Systems Program to: (1) rehabilitate the main pump station; (2) replace water meters throughout the
City; (3) replace the water well pump and add a liquid level indicator to the standpipe; (4) pay for legal costs
associated with an inter-local agreement with the City of Knox; and, (5) purchase capacity from the North Central
Texas Municipal Authority. Efforts at the pump station will include the rehabilitation and/or replacement of the
disinfection equipment, pumps, piping, electrical and all necessary appurtenances (map available upon request).
This commitment will fund the design and construction phases of this project.

Board staff have reviewed the Texas Historical Commission’s Archeological Sites Atlas and determined that the
project is not likely to affect any significant or potentially significant cultural resources. The project will not
adversely impact wetlands or waters of the U.S. that are under the jurisdiction of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
(USACE). In addition, construction limited to previously disturbed sites is not expected to impact threatened or
endangered species or habitat.

This decision is allowed because the specified project elements should not entail significant adverse impacts to the
quality of the human environment. Documentation supporting this determination is on file at the TWDB.

Staples sends letter to BLM
urging fed to halt attempt to
seize private land from Texans

Dear Director Kornze:

I am extremely alarmed by recent reports
the Bureau of Land Management (BLM)
may lay claim to an estimated 90,000 acres
of land along a 116 mile stretch of the Red
River. The possible federal takeover and
ownership of privately-held lands is out-
rageous. These lands have been the deeded
property of Texas landowners for genera-
tions. I strongly encourage your agency to
immediately cease any attempt to seize
these private lands from Texas citizens, as
well as clarify BLM intentions for develop-
ing the Resource Management Plan/Envi-
ronmental Impact Statement, and work to
conduct extensive outreach to landowners
and stakeholders in the area.

Regarding BLM’s intent to conduct a
cadastral survey along a 116 mile stretch
of the Red River, BLM already has on file
numerous cadastral surveys that delin-
eate the Oklahoma-Texas border pursu-
ant to the U.S. Supreme Court decision in
Oklahoma v. Texas 260 U.S. 606 (1923).
In October 2000, House Joint Resolution
72 was signed into law ratifying the Red
River Boundary Compact agreed upon by
Texas and Oklahoma, and setting the Red
River boundary at the vegetation line on
the south bank.

These facts bring me to the inescap-

able conclusion that BLM does not have
a legitimate claim to private lands on the
Texas side of the border.

Federal confiscation of these lands would
have a severe negative economic impact on
our state. Using data from the U.S. and
State-Level Farm Income and Wealth Sta-
tistics prepared by the U.S. Department of
Agriculture, Economic Research Service,
our agency calculates the federal acquisi-
tion of 90,000 acres of privately-owned ag-
ricultural land along the Red River would
result in an estimated $14 million in lost
revenue annually with an economic impact
of more than $74 million. Over 20 years,
the lost income would total approximately
$420 million with a total economic loss of
$2.2 billion.

Texas has thrived under the faithful
stewardship of private landowners. In fact,
ninety-five percent of Texas’ land is pri-
vately-owned, while many western states
have a vast majority of their land owned
by the federal government. Losing private
land to the federal government in such a
manner is nothing short of an illegal land
seizure that runs contrary to the rule of
law and our bedrock respect for private
property rights.

Again, I urge BLM to halt any attempt
to seize these private lands from Texas cit-
izens, clarify BLM intentions for develop-
ing the Resource Management Plan/Envi-
ronmental Impact Statement, and work to

conduct extensive outreach to landowners

and stakeholders in the area.

TxDOT campaign urges
motorcycle caution

AUSTIN — In an effort to reverse a
5-percent year-over-year increase in mo-
torcycle crash fatalities, the Texas Depart-
ment of Transportation is launching its
month-long “Share the Road: Look Twice
for Motorcycles” campaign. Starting May
1, the campaign will coincide with the first
day of national Motorcycle Safety Aware-
ness Month.

“Drivers who hit motorcyclists often say
they never saw them,” said John Barton,
TxDOT deputy executive director. “Our
roads in Texas are crowded, so we all have
to stay alert and be on the lookout for
motorcyclists. For those driving cars and
trucks, we urge you to check your mirrors,
leaving extra room and use turn signals in
order to prevent crashes and save lives.”

In Texas last year, crashes killed 494 mo-
torcyclists. That is up from 470 motorcy-
cle-related deaths in 2012. Because 4,339
motorcycle crashes in Texas last year in-
volved at least one other vehicle, TxDOT
is asking drivers to look twice, leave plenty
of space and use signals before making lane
changes. About one-third of these deadly
crashes happen at intersections where cars
and motorcycles meet.

To help raise awareness, TxDOT is
hosting dramatic motorcycle processions
across the state featuring the Texas Patriot
Guard Riders, who will carry eye-catch-
ing, yellow-and-black flags emblazoned
with specific safety messages. The volun-
teer riders usually attach American flags

to their motorcycles while taking part in
funeral processions for fallen soldiers, law
enforcement officers and emergency work-
ers.

Additionally, TxDOT has added a new
request to drivers — “Look Twice for Mo-
torcycles” and count them. This strategy
for saving lives is based on travel games
like “Slug Bug.” People who have played
Slug Bug still take notice when they see
a Volkswagen Beetle on the road. In the
same way, counting motorcycles will con-
dition Texans to look out for drivers on
two wheels. Kids can play along with a
downloadable game sheet.

The “Share the Road” campaign will
appear at events around the state, invit-
ing visitors to have their photo taken on
a stationary motorcycle in a virtual reality
setting. Those who participate can sign a
pledge to share the road and look twice for
motorcycles, and also earn the chance to
win a donated prize such as tickets to local
events.
