Mary Cartwright, 84 of 
Monday, died peacefully 
Saturday morning at Knox 
County Hospital. Funeral 
services were held Wednes­
day at Monday Church of 
Christ, under the direction 
of McCauley-Smith Funeral 
Home, with Wayne Speer, 
minister of Monday Church 
of Christ, officiating.

Mrs. Cartwright was born 
in Paint Creek Feb. 6, 1930 
to W A . (Alford) and Fay 
Fowler. She grew up in the

Nothing beats a grass fire for giving a visitor a memorable send-off, especially if the visitor 
gets pressed into service to fight the flames with a piece of cardboard.

I f  it’s time for guests to leave, set the yard on 
fire. It worked for me.

No, I wasn’t the one who started the fire.
I was the guest.

If you want the conflagration to bum con­
vincingly, be sure there’s a breeze. Pine needles 
help. So does dry grass.

My Arkansas fiiend Beverly might have 
wanted me to stay longer, but her mother, 

Marcie, wanted me to hit the road -  either
because she was getting a bit 
tired of me being around or 
because she was worried about 
me driving after dark. Or both.

Marcie is 87. She walks 
with a cane. She’s frail. She’s 
tough. She’s stubborn. Not a 
good combination. Against 

her daughter’s wishes, she 
HANABA rakes up mbbish and bums it 
m u n n  outside. Regularly.

I was about to leave for 
W ELCH Oklahoma when someone 

knocked loudly on Beverly’s 
door. He told us Marcie’s lawn was on fire. Bev­
erly shot out the door, telling me to call the fire 
department. I managed to call 9-1-1, describe 
the situation and furnish the location. Those 
three unforgettable numbers that have changed 
the way we report emergencies.

Back in pre-9-1-1 days, my fiiend Char- 
maine’s father, Abby, caught the house on fire 
when he was cooking bacon. He’d left the sltil- 
let unattended. Abby told Charmaine’s mother, 
Gilda, to call the fire department. Gilda was 
easily rattled. She ran out into the firont yard 
and stood waving her arms and yelling, “Fire

department! Fire department!”
Charmaine did worse. She grabbed the baby 

of the family and headed to an interior room. 
Meanwhile, Abby had removed his underwear 
to beat out the fire. (It was early in the day, 
that’s all he was wearing.) Her brothers decided 
to fight the flames with a tablecloth jerked 
off the top of the refiigerator. (Somehow the 
objects setting on the refiigerator didn’t move; 
think magic act.)

Charmaine’s family and house ended up 
sooty but essentially unscathed despite all the 
flustered reactions to the event.

Beverly’s mother, on the other hand, didn’t 
get flustered. She filled and refilled her plastic 
bucket and carried it to the fire. Meanwhile, 
Beverly, the passer-by and I were beating 
out the flames with big pieces of cardboard 
snatched from the garden (where they’d been 
protecting something firom fi*eezing).

By the time we’d extinguished the perva­
sive blaze. I’d become an expert in wielding 
cardboard — don’t try this at home — to 
extinguish burning grass. Rather than swing­
ing the cardboard down like a wet toesack, just 
place the cardboard on the flames and walk on 
it. Fwoomph. Fwoomph. Fwoomph. I perfected 
my technique at the end, when the real fire­
fighters arrived. Note: If the grass is high and 
the terrain is rough and all you have is a piece of 
cardboard, run.

Anyway, when all was said and done and the 
rest of us were simply staring at the big patch 
of blackened lawn, Marcy was still carrying 
buckets of water, as if she were powered by a set 
of long-lasting batteries.

Keystone pipeline 
bill one vote short

W A SH IN G TO N  D C -  A bill to force 
approval of the Keystone XL pipeline 
failed in the Democrat-controlled U.S. 
Senate last month, sparing President Ba­
rack Obama from having to consider to 
veto legislation that several fellow Demo­
crats supported.

The measure fell just one vote short— 
59-41 in favor--of the 60 votes needed for 
passage, despite frantic last-minute lobby­
ing by supporters, including Democratic 
Senator M ary Landrieu of Louisiana, who 
faces a runoff election Saturday. She has 
staked her hopes of winning on the Key­
stone gambit.

All Republicans supported the Tran- 
sCanada Corp’s $8 billion, 800,000 barrels- 
per-day project. Only 14 of 55 Democrats 
and allied independents joined them.

I f  the bill had passed, Obama was wide­
ly expected to have vetoed it, a power he 
has used only three times in six years. He 
raised new questions about the project dur­
ing a trip to Asia recently, saying it would 
not lower gas prices for drivers but would 
allow Canada to “pump their oil, send it

through our land, down to the Gulf, where 
it will be sold everywhere else.”

Republican Senator M itch McConnell, 
who will become Senate Majority Leader 
in January after his party made big gains in 
this month’s midterm elections, said after 
the vote that consideration of a Keystone 
bill would be “very early up” in the next 
Congress.

Republican Senator John Hoeven of 
North Dakota, who co-sponsored the 
Keystone bill with Landrieu, has pledged 
to keep trying to force approval of the 
project that the administration has kept 
under review for more than six years. H o­
even may introduce a new bill in January 
after Republicans gain control of Congress 
or he could attach a Keystone measure to 
a broader bill that Obama might find dif­
ficult to veto.

The Republican-controlled House ap­
proved the measure, 251-161, earlier. Rep. 
Bill Cassidy, R-La, who is trying to take 
a seat away from Landrieu, sponsored the 
bill. It was the ninth time the House ap­
proved the measure.
