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Leadership group continues learning process
The Knox-Haskell Texas 

Rural Leadership Program 
(TRLP) has held three sessions 
in 2015, including two day­
long classes in both Haskell 
and Knox Counties as well as a 
two-day trip to Austin to meet 
with Texas state agencies and 
each county’s state legislators.

The TRLP, which is in its 
first year, began in October 
2014 and is a combined effort 
between Knox and Haskell 
counties to encourage individ­
uals to become better educated 
about resources and communi­
ty leadership roles in rural com­
munities. The Knox Haskell 
TRLP 2014-2015 class has a 
total of 12 participants from 
both Knox and Haskell coun­
ties. The participants have met 
once a month since October 
2014 and will continue to meet 
once a month until their gradu­
ation in May.

The group will participate in 
one more leadership meeting in 
Haskell the first part of April. 
During this meeting, the TRLP 
participants will choose a com­

munity development project to 
complete. The projects wall be 
announced during their May 4 
graduation ceremony.

The January class was held 
at Haskell City Hall. The top­
ics for the day included Orga­
nizing and Group Dynamic 
as well as City and County 
Leadership. Karen Kaigler- 
Walker led the group through 
curriculum to better under­
stand Organizing and Group 
Dynamics by using role playing 
as well as informational charts 
and case studies. Next, the 
class heard from Haskell City 
Manager Brandon Anderson 
and Haskell Mayor John Gan­
naway regarding the City of 
Haskell’s planning, operations 
and leadership. After lunch 
at M i Familia, the group met 
with Haskell County Judge 
David Davis and members of 
the Haskell County Commis­
sioners Court as well as elected 
courthouse representatives to 
discuss their responsibilities 
at the County level. Last, but 
not least that day, the TRLP

During the visit to the center, 
the TRLP group met with Jan 
Fischer, who was the catalyst 
for the nearly $2 million dollar 
center which has brought na­

Springer and James Frank as 
well as Texas State Senator 
Charles Perry.

Perry’s bill revives 
sanctuary city” ban issueu

A U STIN —The Texas Senate revived a di­
visive immigration enforcement bill that bans 
so-called “sanctuary cities” earlier this week, 
rekindling emotional debates over racial pro­
filing.

The term “sanctuary city” has no legal mean­
ing, but is typically used to describe local gov­
ernments that ban police from asking about 
a person’s immigration status. A  bill by Sen. 
Charles Perry, R-Lubbock, would prohibit lo­
cal governments from prohibiting such bans.

Perry doesn’t think police should be barred 
from using all tools at their disposal when en­
forcing the law. “These criminals swarm into 
our major cities knowing full well nothing 
will be done to them ,” Perry said. “The rule of 
law is important. ... A  society without law is 
anarchy.”

Farmers get 
extension for 
safety-net 
programs

W A S H IN G T O N  —  A griculture Secretary T om  Vil- 
sack announced th a t a one- tim e extension until T ues­
day will be provided to producers for the new safety-net 
programs established by the 2014 Farm  Bill, known as 
Agriculture Risk Coverage (A RC) and Price Loss Cover­
age (PLC ).

“These are complex decisions, which is why we launched 
a strong education and outreach campaign back in Sep­
tem ber,” Vilsack said. “N ow we’re providing a one-tim e 
extension o f an additional m onth  so tha t every producer 
is fully prepared to enroll in this program.

“T his is an im portant decision for producers, because 
these programs provide financial protection against unex­
pected changes in the marketplace. Producers are working 
to make the best decision they can. A nd we’re working 
to ensure tha t they’ve got the tim e, the inform ation, and 
the opportunities to have those final conversations, review 
their data, and to visit the Farm  Service Agency to make 
those decisions.”

I f  no changes are made to yield history or base acres by 
M arch 31, the farm 's current yield and base will be used. 
A  program  choice o f A R C  or PL C  coverage also m ust 
be made by M arch 31 or there will be no 2014 payments 
for the farm and the farm will default to PL C  coverage

—  By delaying corn plant­
ing, wet weather could mean 
more grain sorghum and cot­
ton win be planted than earlier 
predicted, according to Texas 
A8dVI AgriLife Extension 
Service experts.

In early Febmary, the Na­
tional Cotton Council was 
predicting a large reduction in 
Texas cotton acreages planted
-  nearly 14 percent, accord­
ing to Dr. Gaylon Morgan, 
AgriLife Extension state cot­
ton specialist.

In mid-December the pro­
ducers across the 17-state Cot­

ton Belt were surveyed to de­
termine their cotton planting 
intentions for the 2015 crop, 
he said. The reduction in in­
tended plantings was thought 
to be largely due to several fac­
tors, including projected cot­
ton prices and changes in the 
recent U.S. farm bill.

“But based on current con­
ditions, neither I nor Dr. John 
Robinson think we’ll lose 14 
percent of the cotton acres; 
more Uke 10 percent maybe,” 
Morgan said. Robinson is 
the AgriLife Extension cot­
ton state marketing specialist. 
College Station.

The main reason for the 
more stable cotton acreage is 
how wet weather has ddayed 
planting of corn and may delay 
the planting of grain sorghum 
in South Texas, Morgan said. 
Both crops need to go in ear­
lier than cotton.

“It is not too late to plant 
sorghum,” he said. “Probably 
if corn is not planted in the 
next two weeks, then produc­

ers will switch to sorghum 
or cotton in the upper G ulf 
Coast and Blacklands. Now if 
it stays really wet, and it gets 
too late to plant sorghum, 
then cotton acres more than 
likely will be increased. Prices 
aren’t that good for any of the 
crops right now, so many pro­
ducers are just waiting to see if 
something is showing a little 
economic potential over oth- 
ers.

Additionally, the U.S. D e­
partment of Agriculture is 
extending the deadUne for 
producers to update their base 
yields or reallocate their base 
acres from Feb. 27 to March 
31.

“This should be a good thing 
to give producers some time to 
try to understand the farm biU 
and to see if commodity prices 
will shift in favor of one crop 
over another,” he said.

The USD A won’t release its 
planting intentions report for 
spring crops until March 31, 
Morgan noted.

USD A w ill conduct 
sorghum referendum

W A S H IN G T O N  —  T he  U.S. D epartm en t o f  A gri­
culture (U SD A ) is announcing procedures for the u p ­
com ing referendum  regarding the continuation  o f the 
Sorghum  C heckoff Program  and is announcing the dates 
it will conduct the referendum .

T h e  Sorghum  P rom otion, Research, and In forn iation  
O rder requires th a t a referendum  be conducted no later 
than  seven years after the start o f  assessm ents, w hich 
began on July 1, 2008. For the program  to continue, a 
m ajority o f those voting m ust favor the continuation  of 
the order.

U SD A  will conduct the referendum  beginning 
on M arch  23 through  A pril 21 at county U SD A  Farm  
Service A gency (FSA) offices for producers and the A g­
ricultural M arketing  Service office for im porters. Ballots 
may be obtained in person, by mail or facsimile at county 
FSA  offices, or via the In te rne t.

A ny eligible person engaged in the production  or im ­
portation  o f sorghum  from  January 1, 2011, to D ecem ­
ber 31, 2014, is eligible to participate. Individuals are 
required to provide docum entation  such as a sales receipt 
or rem ittance form  th a t shows they engaged in the p ro ­
duction or im portation  o f sorghum .

Some people claim to have graduated from 
the School of Hard Knocks. I’m still en­
rolled.

W ho hasn’t learned 
things the tuition-free way? 
You show up and learn by 
living. Your mistakes are 
your best teachers.

In my opinion, the School 
of Hard Knocks features 
enough schools to deserve 
university status. Me, I’ve 
long been enrolled in the 
college of cormgated metal, 
where the major professor’s 
nickname is Bam Tin.

If  you’re stiU with me, 
hold on for the ride. I don’t 
know where we’re going ei­
ther.

One thing’s for sure. You aren’t allowed to say 
“bam tin” unless you know it isn’t. Corrugated 
sheet metal -  the wavy stuff -  isn’t just for bams, 
and it’s not tin. It’s steel. Tin cans aren’t tin ei­
ther, but we digress. Sometimes I wonder if any­
thing is tin. Maybe computer components? W e 
digress even more.

In the University of Hard Knocks, even an 
inanimate material can be the teacher. If  you’ve 
ever handled a piece of bam tin on a windy day, 
you know what I mean. A  littie scar on my right 
hand reminds me to be careful. Grandmother 
and I were patching the north wall of her bam 
when I got the gash.

If  you get hurt in the Hard Knocks setting, 
pampering is against the credo. Mother would 
have taken me to the doctor for stitches. I might 
have gotten a tetanus shot too. But Grandmoth­

er was bom in 1884. She wrapped my hand in a 
clean white rag, and that was that.

Daddy and I also worked with bam tin. It’s 
one way I learned about recycling before it was 
a word.

Basic lesson;
If  you reuse cormgated metal, what you take 

off a roof is OK for a wall but not for another 
roof Too many holes.

Therefore, unless you’re trying to impress 
neighbors, use your best tin on the roof and old 
stuff for walls. That lesson probably belongs in 
the Hard Knocks philosophy curriculum. I’d 
have to think about it. I haven’t.

If  cormgated metal roofing flaps in the wind, 
expect metal fatigue to cause cracks -  the stuff of 
airplane crashes. That’s interdisciplinary knowl­
edge. (Apologies to metallurgists if I’ve over­
simplified the phenomenon.) Incidentally, don’t 
think roofs can’t fly. A  strong enough Texas wind 
can make one take off. (No apologies to aerody­
namics experts; I’ve seen it happen.)

If  you shop for cormgated metal, you should 
know it comes in different thicknesses. The 
heavier stuff costs more. You get what you pay 
for. It’s a Hard Knocks rule.

Like most other products that are the fabric of 
our lives; flimsy cormgated metal is now being 
touted as the standard stuff, at least in some set­
tings. Caveat emptor. If  it’s cheap, it’ll cave.

Times are changing in other ways too. Even 
the School-University of Hard Knocks is on the 
Internet, source of all knowledge.

County road workers 
face close calls

CTTILDRESS —  All TxD O T  employees 
have witnessed or been involved in near-miss 
incidents in a work zone because of distracted 
drivers. Each story is different, each story is 
compelling and each story could have been a 
life changing event for each of them. This is 
just two stories, shared by Bobby Kautz and 
Leiand Brendie from Dickens County, of oc­
currences that happen almost daily.

The Dickens County maintenance crew was 
working on US 82 in Dickens County. ‘W e 
had traffic control set up and were performing 
a blade patch operation,” said Kautz. “A  young 
man pulling a horse trailer apparently was 
distracted, because when he saw our signs, he 
yanked the steering wheel. The truck he was 
driving jackknifed and the gooseneck came 
loose and started skidding towards me. I had 
no idea if it was going to rollover or where it 
was going to land. The rest of the crew was at 
the bottom of the hiU working, so I hoUered at 
them on the walkie talkie to take cover. Thank 
goodness I had a pickup sitting beside me that 
I could jump into before I was struck by the 
trailer. As soon as everything settled down, I 
got out o f the truck, and made sure everyone 
was OK.”

Kautz, a 16 year T xD O T  veteran, said this 
was not his first encounter, and he is sure it 
will not be his last. “I’m like everyone else,” he 
said. “I get up every day and hope and pray 
that the good Lord takes care of my wife, kids 
and grandkids, especially when they aren’t 
close to me so I can take care of them. But 
when I am on the road working with the crew,
they are my first priority. They come first.....
even before my safety. I can’t speak for every­
one on the crew I work with, but I know that 
90% of the guys not only here in Dickens, but 
the other counties in the district will do the 
same thing.”

Brendie and Kautz grew up together, and 
have been friends all of their lives. “W e have 
always taken care of each other and continue 
to watch out and keep the other one safe at 
work,” Brendie said. ‘W e  were working one

day in King County and had traffic control 
set up with a pilot car. One person drove right 
into the work zone and passed the pilot car and 
was coming right at the workers. He would not 
follow the pilot car. The pilot car was finally 
able to catch him and pull him over. The irate 
person asked him, why are you working on the 
road right now? W e get these types of ques­
tions all the time, like one time is any better for 
the traveling public than another. Trucks will 
drive so close to our work zone that the wind 
off their rig will sometimes blow our hard hats 
off. Then, when they get past the workers, they 
win move into the work zone and straddle the 
cones, knocking them all down.”

The solution is simple. Slow down, drive to 
conditions, and respect the T xD O T  workers 
who are out there maintaining the roads so the 
traveling public can be provided with a safe 
and reliable transportation system.

The Texas Legislature extended the Move 
Over or Slow Down law, effective Sept. 1, 
2013, to include protection for T xD O T  work­
ers and vehicles. The law requires Texas drivers 
to yield to law enforcement, fire and emergen­
cy vehicles on roads. Drivers are now required 
to move out o f the lane closest to a TxD O T  
vehicle when possible or to reduce speed to 20 
mph below the posted limit. For single lanes, 
drivers must slow down; and for roads with 
speed limits of 25 mph or less, speeds must 
scale down to 5 mph. Drivers who do not obey 
the law can be fined up to $2,000.

“T xD O T  receives a lot o f compliments too,” 
said Kautz. “W e know the traveling public’s 
main objective is to get from point A  to point 
B. The T xD O T  maintenance employee’s ob­
jective is to work an 8 hour day to safely main­
tain one of the best highway systems in the na­
tion, and to go home at night a whole person 
just like we were when we came to work.”

March 23-27 is W ork Zone Safety Aware­
ness Week. The Texas Department of Trans­
portation urges drivers to slow down, pay at­
tention and be extra cautious when driving 
through work zones and construction areas

One of the movie industry’s favorite

It ŝ time of year to 
beware of snakes

CO LLEG E STATION -  People like to 
move around more when spring temperatures 
turn warmer, and snakes are no different. W ith 
warm weather this time of year and plenty of rain 
to encourage them, snakes are on the prowl, and 
since Texas is ground zero for many snake popu­
lations, people and pets should be aware that 
snakes are out and about, says a Texas A&M 
University expert on the slithery creatures.

JiU Headey, associate professor of veterinary 
medicine, notes that this is the time of year when 
snakes forsake their comfy winter surroundings 
and are on the move, and that could mean bad 
news for people and their pets. She and other 
veterinarians in the Small Animal Hospital at 
Texas A&M  University’s College of Veterinary 
Medicine &  Biomedical Sciences are expecting 
to see snakebite cases any day.

‘W e’ve already had some snakebite reports (on 
pets) come in,” she said ‘I f  you believe your pet

has been bitten, you need to seek veterinary care 
and the doctor can determine what kind of treat­
ment is necessary.”

She noted tihat a snakebite on a human can 
be painful —  and also very expensive.lt is not 
uncommon for a person bitten by a venomous 
snake to have medical bills of $50,000 or more 
because of hospitalization, which can run from 
one day to several weeks, and treatments on 
damaged tissues,.

“The thing to remember about snakes is that 
generally, they want to be left alone. They are 
probably more afraid of you,” Heatley explained.

“O f the four types of venomous snakes in 
Texas, the coral, copperhead and rattlesnake are 
almost never a^essive unless they are provoked. 
The cottonmouth has been known to be a little 
on the a^ressive side, so you should be a little 
more wary of it, especially if you are near a creek 
or lake where they have been frequently seen.”
