Primary election scheduled for Tuesday

Knox County Republican
voters will decide two con-
tested races in the March 1
primary election, deciding
between Lina Trevino of
Munday or Jennifer Habert
Dick of Seymour for dis-
trict attorney for the 50th
District and between Knox
City residents Augustin Ro-
driquez and Stan Wojcik for
the judge’s position in Knox
County.

In addition, voters will cast
their ballots in races for the
president either on the Re-
publican or Democrat ballots.
Republicans running include
Dr. Ben Carson, Ted Cruz,
John Kasich, Marco Ru-
bio and Donald Trump plus
Texan Elizabeth Gray. Jeb
Bush, Carly Fiorina, Lindsey
Graham, Mike Huckabee,
Rand Paul and Rick Santo-
rum are also listed, but have
suspended their campaigns.
On the Democratic side, vot-
ers will pick between Hillary
Clinton and Bernie Sanders.

And though it is not en-
couraged, if you are a Re-
publican horrified by the
prospect of having Hillary
Clinton as the Democratic

Party’s presidential nominee,
you can vote in that party’s
primary for Bernie Sanders.

Oy, if you are a Democrat
enamored of Republicans
Ted Cruz or Donald Trump,
you can vote in the GOP pri-
mary for either of them. If
you hate them, you can vote
for someone else. :

There are contested races
statewide for one Texas Rail-
road Commission seat and
three justices for the supreme
court and the court of crimi-
nal appeals.

'The deadline for early vot-
ing will be Friday.

Here in Texas, you regis-
ter by party every two years
by voting in a party primary.
Any registered voter, includ-
ing Independents, can vote
in either major party primary,
but not both. When you vote,
your registration certificate
will be stamped with that

‘name.

If you vote in the Demo-
cratic primary, you are limited
to voting in the Democratic
primary runoff. You cannot
vote in the first Democratic
primary and then cross over
and vote in the Republican
runoff, or vice versa.

You are free to vote in ei-

ther party’s runoff if you
didn’t vote in either party’s
initial primary. If necessary, a
run-off election will be held
May 24.

To vote, you must present
one of these photo ID cards:
a Texas driver’s license, elec-
tion certificate, identification
card or concealed handgun
license, issued by the Texas
Department of Public Safe-
ty; a U.S. military photo ID;
a U.S. citizenship certificate
with a photo; or a U.S. pass-
port. For Republicans, the
process for selecting party
delegates to county, Senate
district, state and national
conventions begins at pre-
cinct conventions held after

I have trial experience where jail time was at stake. With 22 years of experience as a
licensed attorney, I have tried cases to a jury that have involved felonies, such as: bur-
glary (several), sexual assault of a minor, aggravated assault with a deadly weapon, and I
have even assisted on a murder case. However, the vast majority of cases were resolved
when the evidence was properly gathered by law enforcement agencies and witnesses
were ready to testify.

Although “Class C tickets” are fine-only offenses, they still play a very important
role in our legal system. The hard work that Justice of Peace Judges, Municipal Court
Judges, and city prosecutors do on a daily basis should not be minimized.

There are many areas of Class C violations that protect law abiding citizens and have
consequences to the violators. I will focus on three of them:

Driving While License Invalid (DWLI): When a person’s privilege to have a license
has been revoked and they continue to drive, their first offense is a Class C ticket. In or-
der for the person to receive jail time, there must first be a conviction in the lower court.
Thus it is important that the cases are properly resolved in JP or municipal court.

Theft Under $100: If a person steals something like Christmas lights from your yard,
or steals items from a store, should we let them go because it’s just a “Class C ticket”?
I think not. These criminals can be arrested. If convicted, they can pay a fine of up to
$500. If we get several convictions on this level, we can enhance other charges and use
these convictions to get jail time.

Assault Family Violence: Assault usually starts by making threats and by offensive
contact that can be classified as a Class C Misdemeanor. If we can work with the victims
and the offenders at this level, we might be able to help them to prevent future offenses.
However, a conviction in JP or municipal court can be used to enhance other offenses
and the offender can receive a harsher sentence, including jail time.

Although I am ready, able, and willing to try cases to a jury in District Court, I believe that
if we can work with law enforcement officers, with the community, and with all levels of the
courts, we can present strong, solid cases to the Grand Jury. Defendants will have no other
option except to plead guilty to their charge. At the same time, we will save taxpayers money
by not having costly jury trials. However, if Defendants insist on a jury trial, we are ready.

Study may help wheat yield Mustangs

By Kay Ledbetter

AMARILLO - Texas
A&M Agrilife Research is
closing in on specific genetic
traits in wheat that can help
increase yields in the future.

The title of a recent paper
published in the Crop Science
journal, “Validation of Chro-
mosomal Locations of 90K
Array Single Nucleotide Poly-
morphisms in US Wheat,”
may leave some dazed and
confused.

But lead scientist, Dr. Shuyu
Liu, AgriLife Research small
grains geneticist in Amarillo,
said it simply means they are
narrowing the knowledge gap
as to where key traits are in the
wheat genome and how to ac-
cess them.

“Our goal is to develop im-
proved wheat varieties with
high yield capability and re-
silience to a variety of stressors
across differing climates and
water resource availability,”

Liu said.
The Agrilife Research
study included teams led by

Dr. Jackie Rudd and Dr. Amir
Ibrahim, wheat breeders in
Amarillo and College Sta-
tion, respectively; Dr. Dirk
Hays, plant geneticist in Col-
lege Station; and Dr. Qingwu
Xue, crop stress physiologist in
Amarillo.

Their study included three
wheat populations derived
from two popular Agrilife
Research cultivars, TAM 111
and TAM 112, and other di-
verse wheats.

Rudd said the importance
of this research should not be
lost in the technical jargon.

“We have talked about us-
ing genetic markers for many
years now, but this research
moves us from ‘proof of con-
cept’ to actual practice in our
TAM wheat germplasm,” he
said. “To be able to accelerate
the movement of greenbug
and wheat curl mite resistance
from TAM 112 into new vari-
eties is huge.”

Single nucleotide polymor-

phisms, known as SNPs, are
the most common type of
genetic variation in a plant,
animal or human. Each SNP
represents a difference in a
single DNA building block,
called a nucleotide.

Those variations are found
throughout the wheat DNA
and act as biological markers,
helping scientists locate genes
that are associated with a cer-
tain trait or characteristic.

The international wheat
community, including the
U.S,, has developed an array
chip with 90,000 SNP mark-
ers, Liu said. Markers are used
to tag the trait so it is easily
identifiable with new lines of
wheat containing the key
genes.

‘The 90,000 SNP array chip
has become a common ge-
netic marker method used by
wheat breeders and geneti-
cists, but there are limitations.
Of the 90,000 markers, only
about 40,000 of them had
been mapped onto chromo-
somes, he said.

Mapping SNPs in wheat
can help to develop high
throughput molecular mark-
ers for important traits, Liu
said.

Silvano Ocheya, a doctoral
student of Liu’s who is com-
pleting his thesis research, has
already mapped 6,000 of the
SNPs, including those pin-
pointing drought tolerance
and wheat streak mosaic virus

characteristics, in one of the

three mapping populations.
Liu’s lab has also developed
high throughput molecular

markers for greenbug and
wheat curl mite resistance.

The Agrilife Research
study confirmed 13,000 pre-
viously mapped SNPs in their
three wheat population cross-
es, and they newly mapped
2,190 unique SNPs.

Liu said the 15,000 SNPs
they have confirmed are be-
ing used to study complex
agronomic traits such as
yield, yield components and
heat tolerance, in addition to
disease and insect resistance
controlled by single dominant
genes. They are also studying
the interaction between the
genes and the environments.

“For instance, we are work-
ing to identify major genes
controlling yield under dry-
land and irrigation condi-
tions,” Liu said. “Data is col-
lected from multiple environ-
ments so we can focus on how
major genes contribute to
yield improvement under dif-
ferent climates.”

All this information will
help breeders incorporate
key genes associated with the
traits and get the new en-
hanced varieties to producers
sooner, he said.

VERNON—Based on new
details, the price that Stan
Kroenke paid for the Waggoner
Ranch is a closely held secret,
not the $735 million mentioned
by several sources or the $725
million asking price.

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Pecan industry growmg in Texas

COLLEGE STATION - Pecan growers
from Texas to South Africa, Australia, Italy
and Mexico learned more about new tech-
niques for growing pecans at a short course
offered by the Texas A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service earlier this month

“It’s a four-day course in which we go
over everything from A to Z on pecans —
how to plant trees, how to train trees, what
varieties to select, what equipment to use,
how to fertilize and how to prune.” said Dr.

/| Larry Stein, AgriLife Extension horticul-

turist in Uvalde.
Stein indicated the orchard at A&M had

trees planted in the 1960s. “So a lot of it had -

gotten crowded,” he said. “Now we’re taking
out old varieties and incorporating some of

the new varieties. We're going to see how
they perform, and hopefully we’re going to
be able to make better recommendations to
the growers in the future.”

It’s timely, Stein noted, because the pecan
industry in Texas is on the upswing.“We’re
actually growing,” he said. “The price of pe-
cans has come up in the last few years, and
so there is a great interest in pecans, not only
in Texas but the rest of the world. We look
for acres to increase in the future in Texas.”

The biggest challenge for growing pecans
in Texas, he noted, is water, so part of the
course focused on “being good stewards of
using our water when we try to grow pecans.”

Stein noted that the short course works
for the person who has 10 trees or the com-
mercial grower with 2,000 acres. “The pro-
cedures are the same,” he said.

Sales tax revenue down slightly

AUSTIN — Texas Comptroller Glenn
Hegar announced last week he will send
cities, counties, transit systems and special
purpose taxing districts $867.1 million in
local sales tax allocations for February, 0.7
percent less than in February 2015.

These allocations are based on sales
made in December by businesses that re-
port tax monthly; October, November and
December sales by quarterly filers; and
2015 sales by businesses that report tax
annually.

“Energy-centric cities such as Odessa,
Midland, Corpus Christi and Houston

continued to see decreases in sales tax al-
location,” Hegar said.

Closer to home, Knox City went down
from $35,144.16 to $22,649.66.

“Other areas of the state helped to
somewhat offset those losses as cities such
as San Antonio, Austin, Fort Worth and
Dallas saw moderate increases in alloca-
tions,” Hegar added.

In Knox County, Goree showed an in-
crease to $3,063.09 from $2.272.80; Mun-
day’s $19,327.55 was only slightly lower
than the $19,883.70 in 2015; and Benja-
min got $1,963.18 as compared to the pre-
vious year’s $2,260.79.

Dedication: Last week the Knox County Grand Jury was scheduled to meet but both the district attorney
and our assistant were unavailable. We had several felony cases that were important to the victims and to
the community. I went forward with the grand jury on my own. The grand jurors returned indictments on
all eight of the cases that I presented. With me as district attorney, cases will move forward promptly.
