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Timeline set for bond L. ;v 
construction project

MUNDAY-Architects have set a timeline 
for the construction of the new facilities for 
the Munday Independent School District, 
showing approval of the design in August, 
bidding from contractors in November and 
construction to begin in December with an 
anticipated completition by January, 2018.

Supt. Troy Parton and school trustees Sam 
Hunter and Nancy Birkenfeld met with ar­
chitects Leland and Stuart Gray in Park City, 
U T last week and shared details with other 
board members at a regular meeting here 
Monday night.

Leland Gray presented a schematic bud­
get that outlined the costs of all anticipated 
building remodeHng, pointing out that he 
estimated costs on the high side that left 
$626,694 from the $8 million bond for con­
tingency costs to account for any unexpected 
expenses that might arise.

After Stuart Gray gave the anticipated 
timeframe for the project, he stressed the im­
portance of talking to the attorneys regarding 
the contractor contract and having liquidated 
damages included in the event the general 
contractor did not finish on time while mak­
ing some allowances for weather delays that 
are clearly defined. He also stressed the need 
for a pre-bid meeting with general contrac­
tors interested in the project and a pre-con­
struction meeting. He provided a list of test­
ing and civil engineering firms the architects 
had worked with in the Munday area.

It was decided by general consensus that 
the proposed gym should have theater-style 
seating for 550 to 600 persons, aU hardwood 
floors in the actual gym floor area, portable 
backstops, two scoreboards with the possibil­
ity of another one in the middle if it wouldn’t 
interfere with volleyball, locating outlets for 
scoring tables on both sides of the court and 
a Bose sound system. Discussion also covered 
the locker rooms, inclusion of ice machines in 
the training rooms and the concession stand 
area, incorporating a family bathroom, in­
cluding changing stations, and the need for 
filming IT  support.

Discussion about the new junior high ad­
dition centered on meeting IT  needs, a clock 
and intercom system, a classroom/lab and 
the location of a secure entry that would also 
serve the high school.

The pros and cons of a retractable waU be­
tween the two largest classrooms, the inclu­
sion of a toy washer, fridge and sink in the 
serving area, the point of entry and how to 
handle the drop off and afternoon pickup of 
students were discussed for the pre-K and

daycare. In the latter matter, the consensus 
seemed to be that the school should approach 
the city about making the street on the west 
a one-way street going north during drop off 
and pickup times.

Discussion also followed on the remodel of 
the high school science lab and the elemen­
tary gym.

The Munday group viewed the Big Ass 
Fans at Sugar House Furniture in an after­
noon tour, learning the capabifity of the large 
fans to move large quantities of air. Plans call 
for these type fans to be installed in the new 
gym and the elementery gym.

They visited the Bose store next to view the 
type of sound system planned for the gym.

The final stop was a tour of the Los Con­
ference Center, a performing arts center de­
signed by Leland Gray. He explained how 
some of the features could be incorporated 
into the Munday project with very minimal 
costs. He stressed to the board members pres­
ent that the new construction should reflect 
the personality of the Munday community 
and be something future generations would 
be proud o f He also stressed that having 
buildings the kids are proud of and take pride 
of ownership in will endure while cold, sterile 
buildings will probably not be respected and 
cared for as well.

In other action, Monday night, the trustees 
approved service center contracts that showed 
an increase of $1,700 and OKed a bid on a 
property in Goree.

Supt. Parton provided the trustees with a 
version of a new tougher drug policy and in­
dicated he would present a final version for 
their approval in July. Included would be a 
year’s suspension for a third violation by a 
student. The first violation calls for a 30-day 
suspension and the second for a 90-day sus­
pension.

Parton also noted that discussion had start­
ed for getting a bond rating in the near future. 
He anticipated that the board could approve 
the selling of the bonds in a July 13 meeting.

In his financial review, Parton indicated he 
felt the district would be in the black by end 
of the budget year although expenses were 
shghtly ahead at the current time.

No action was taken on the purchase of a 
new scoreboard for the football stadium, but 
all signs pointed to the sale of advertising as 
being a way of covering most, if not all, of 
the costs.

The trustees heard reports from all the oth­
er school administrators who were present at 
the meeting.

Band director Trey Singleton did note that 
he would be taking seven students to a lead­
ership training meeting in Arlington.

Senate rejects gun measures

W ASHINGTON — As 
many expected, the Senate 
on Monday rejected four 
partisan gun measures of­
fered in the wake of the Or­
lando massacre, including 
proposals to keep guns out of 
the hands of people on terror

watch lists. The two Repub- 
hcan proposals would have 
increased funding for the 
national background check 
system and created a judi­
cial review process to keep a 
person on a terror watch list 
from buying a gun while the 
two Democratic measures 
would have expanded back­

ground checks to private gun 
sales and allowed the Justice 
Department to ban gun sales 
to suspected terrorists.

Tough election year poli­
tics, paired with disputes 
over the effectiveness of each 
party’s ideas proved too pow­
erful to break the longstand­
ing partisan gridlock that

surrounds gun measures.
Any successful bid to 

toughen gun laws would 
need bipartisan support to 
get to the 60-vote threshold 
required since there are 54 
Republicans and 46 Demo­
crats and independents who 
caucus with them in the Sen­
ate.

Bowman was born in the 
Indian Creek Community, 
Comanche County on June 
18, 1930, to Opha Ola and 
John Mervyn Bowman. Wel­
don attended the Comanche 
school system where he was 
a member of a large fam­
ily, having as many as 40 
cousins in school along with 
him. He said he had to stay 
out of trouble at school as a 
cousin would get the word 
back home quickly. He was a 
member of the Indian Creek 
Methodist church as a youth. 
Work on the family farms 
occupied much of his time 
as a young man. He said he 
missed school as often as

possible to stay home and 
work on the farm which he 
didn’t mind as his father re­
lied on him heavily.

At an early age, Weldon 
entered the Air Force and 
received extensive training 
as a combat medic. He ad­
vanced quickly and finished 
with the rank of Master Ser­
geant. Upon completion of 
his mihtary service, Weldon 
returned to Brownwood to 
attend Daniel Baker College. 
During this time, he met and 
married Joyce Elaine Banks 
of Brownwood. The follow­
ing year he enrolled in the 
University of Texas in Austin, 
where he received a Bachelor 
of Science degree with con­
centrations in chemistry and 
physics. Upon graduation in 
1952, he accepted his first 
science teaching position at 
Goldthwaite High School. 
During the summer of 1957, 
Bowman received an aca­
demic scholarship giving him 
an opportunity to return to 
Austin and complete a Mas­
ters Degree in Chemistry.

on the development of sci­
ence teachers and programs 
across the nation at this time. 
Bowman was honored to be a 
part of this initiative.

The 1958-59 school year 
saw Bowman move into 
school administration, serving 
in the position of high school 
principal in Flatonia and later 
in Roosevelt. His long career 
as superintendent of schools 
began in 1960 at Whitharral, 
and continuing to Blooming 
Grove, Itasca, Hermleigh, 
and culminating 31 years 
later in Holland. Weldon re­
tired from public education in 
1991 after serving 29 years as 
superintendent in five differ­
ent school districts. During 
most of his years as super­
intendent, he maintained a 
high school chemistry teach­
ing position along with his 
administrative duties. He al­
ways held the highest regard 
for the role of the classroom 
teacher. Though Bowman’s 
success as a school leader was 
well documented by his peers, 
being referred to in educa­
tion publications as “legend­
ary superintendent,” his pri­
mary interest was always the 
classroom and the success of 
his students. His success as 
an educator is evident in the 
many lives he positively influ­
enced during his lifetime.

After retirement, Weldon 
and his wife Susan Bow­
man moved from Holland 
to their property and current 
residence in Knox City, where 
they have enjoyed their retire­

ment years. Early in retire­
ment, he continued to work 
with youth through the Knox 
City Rodeo group.

Weldon Bowman was pre­
ceded in death by his son 
Steve Bowman and daugh­
ter-in-law Sammy Bowman, 
Avife Elaine Bowman and 
daughter-in-law Lisa Bow­
man.

AUSTIN - The State 
Board of Education (SBOE) 
is issuing a survey in English 
and Spanish to seek pub­
lic input about the states 
current assessment and ac­
countability programs and 
gather suggestions for future 
program development. The 
survey will be open online to 
all Texans through June 30.

From October 2015 to 
March 2016, SBOE mem­
bers held nine Community 
Conversations meetings 
around the state, meeting 
with more than 500 citizens 
to gather comments about 
the state’s student assess­
ment and accountability sys­
tems. The online survey ad­
dresses the issues raised dur­
ing the community meetings 
and allows for additional 
input from educators, par­
ents, business people and 
students.

“Our constituents often

talk to board members about 
testing and school ratings 
issues,” said SBOE Chair 
Donna Bahorich. “I felt it 
was also important for board 
members to have in-depth 
discussions to learn what 
educators, parents, business 
people and others want from 
these two high profile pro­
grams. I believe our findings 
will be useful in shaping the 
next generation systems.”

The information gathered 
from the survey and the 
Community Conversations 
will be compiled into a re­
port and presented to the 
SBOE for its consideration 
at its July 19-22 meeting. 
Once adopted, the report 
will be provided to legisla­
tive leaders and the Texas 
Commission on Next Gen­
eration Assessments and 
Accountability.

The 15-member commis­
sion, created by the Texas 
Legislature, is to make rec­
ommendations for statutory

changes to the state’s as­
sessment and accountabil­
ity systems. The commissior 
report is to be submitted tc 
the governor and legislature 
by Sept. 1.

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USGA handling o f rule embarrassing 5 A, 6 A alignment may see change
The United States Golf 

Association was saved from 
an even more embarrassing 
situation in the U.S. Open 
when Dustin Johnsons play 
down the stretch eliminated 
the possibility of a rules de­
cision deciding the title.

While video replay seems 
to work in other sports, it’s 
my feeling that it shouldn’t 
be used in golf.

On the fifth green in the 
final round as he was about 
to putt, Johnson’s ball moved 
back ever so sightly. He in­
formed Mark Newell, who 
is is chairman of the USGA 
rules committee and a rules 
official with the group, of 
what happened, but indicat­
ed he had not soled his put­
ter, a claim supported by his 
competitor Lee Westwood. 
Newell told him to play the 
ball with no penalty.

Unlike other sports, one 
of the fundamentals to the 
rules is that it is the player’s 
responsibility to call a pen­
alty if he feels he did some­
thing wrong. Johnson didn’t 
in this case. That should have 
settled the issue.

However, the USGA de­
cided it should review the 
video, but it wasn’t until Jeff 
Hall and Thomas Pagel ap­

proached him on the 12th 
tee that Johnson was aware 
of a possible penalty. They 
just said the video would be 
reviewed at the end of the 
round. In reality, the USGA 
had already made that deter­
mination and should have 
told him so right there.

Johnson was forced to 
play the final seven holes 
not knowing exactly how 
he stood to par. So everyone 
else in the hunt at Oakmont 
also played for two hours not 
knowing the score.

The USGA’s move did 
trigger one of the biggest 
backlashes the sport has ever 
seen as word spread through 
the crowd. The other players 
took to social media to voice 
their complaints, too. Even 
Jack Nicklaus, who was on 
site, questioned the USGA 
about its actions.

Johnson, however, erased

any doubt about the out­
come by sticking to his game 
play and surviving the final 
stretch at Oakmont while 
all his nearest opponents 
faltered with late bogies. A 
birdie on the difficult 18 just 
made the margin three in­
stead of four after the USGA 
did ultimately give him a 
one-stroke penalty.

W hen the green speeds get 
as fast as they do now, espe­
cially on greens like the ones 
at Oakmont, there probably 
were other similar situations 
in the U.S. Open with balls 
moving that weren’t caught 
on video.

In closing, I think the US­
GA’s obsession with green 
speed has reached a point 
where they need to not do 
all the double and triple cut­
ting and rolling of the greens 
for future events. I t ’s OK to 
make courses difficult for 
even the game’s better play­
ers, but let’s keep it a fair 
challenge.

The USGA did apology on 
Tuesday:

“Upon reflection, we regret 
the distraction caused by our 
decision to wait until the end 
of the round to decide on the 
ruling. It is normal for rul­
ings based on video evidence 
to await the end of a round, 
when the matter can be dis­
cussed with the player before 
the scorecard is returned. 
While our focus on getting 
the ruling correct was appro­
priate, we created uncertain­
ty about where* players stood 
on the leader board after we 
informed Dustin on the 12th 
tee that his actions on the 
fifth green might lead to a 
penalty. This created unnec­
essary ambiguity for Dustin 
and the other players, as well 
as spectators on-site, and 
those watching and listen­
ing on television and digital 
channels.”

“In keeping with our com­
mitment to excellence in all 
aspects of our work on be­
half of the game of golf, we 
pledge to closely examine 
our procedures in this mat­
ter. We wiU assess our pro­
cedures for handling video 
review, the timing of such, 
and our communication with 
players to make sure that 
when confronted with such a 
situation again, we will have 
a better process.”

ROUND ROCK-The Class 6A and Class 
5A football alignments could have a drasti­
cally different look over the next few years 
since the UIL Legislative Council voted re­
cently to survey school districts to see what 
support there is for splitting each classifica­
tion into two divisions.

The setup would work similar to Class 4A 
and below where schools are ranked by en­
rollment before alignment. The schools in 
the top half of the enrollment are aU placed 
in districts together while the schools in the 
bottom half of enrollment are placed in their 
ovm districts. The schools in the high-enroll­
ment districts then advance to the Division 
I playoffs while the schools in the low-en- 
roUment districts advance to the Division II

playoffs.
Right now, all 5A and 6A schools are 

placed together and split up in Division I and 
Division II after the regular season.

“5A and 6A have been particularly differ­
ent because that’s where they have the mul­
tiple high school ISDs,” UIL deputy director 
Jamey Harrison said. “If  we split them before 
the districts then you have half or some num­
ber of their schools grouping with another 
district’s schools for UIL district play. Most 
of those multiple high school districts have 
preferred to keep them together.

“That’s why there hasn’t been enough sup­
port to move in 5A and 6A yet, but we have 
gotten consistent feedback, particularly in 
5A  that interest may be growing. Since it has 
been some time since we’ve surveyed that, it’s 
time to survey interest again.”

The 
iWATCH program was 
created as a partnership be­
tween communities and law 
enforcement, and utilizes 
citizen-sourced tips related 
to criminal activity.

“As details about the atro­
cious attack in Orlando 
continue to unfold, our 
thoughts and prayers remain 
with the victims, their fami­
lies and all of Florida,” said 
DPS Director Steven Mc- 
Craw. “Amid today’s ever­
present threat of terrorism 
and crime, we are reminded 
that members of the public 
can be law enforcement’s 
greatest resource. W hen law 
enforcement and communi­
ties work together to com­
bat crime, we are inherently 
more successful.

individuals to always report 
illegal or suspicious behav­
ior they see to iWATCH or 
their local authorities -  by 
speaking up, you could save 
a life.”

In addition to the shoot­
ings in Orlando, and other 
attacks around the world, 
senseless attacks have also 
occurred closer to home in 
recent years, including tragic 
shootings at Fort Hood, and 
a 2015 shooting incident in 
Garland. Concerned citizens 
can visit the iWATCH web­
site to fill out a report, which 
includes contact informa­
tion and specifics about a 
particular incident. A report 
usually takes fewer than five 
minutes to complete, and 
once submitted, each report 
is reviewed by law enforce­
ment analysts. The website 
also lists a phone number for 
possible anonymous reports.

Here are some examples 
of behaviors and activities to 
report:

Strangers asking ques­
tions about building security 
features and procedures.

Briefcase, suitcase, back­
pack or package is left be­
hind.

Cars or trucks are left in 
no-parking zones at impor­
tant buildings.

Chemical smells or fumes 
that are unusual for the lo­
cation.

People requesting sensi­
tive information, such as 
blueprints, security plans or 
VIP travel schedules, with­
out a need to know.

Purchasing supplies that 
could be used to make 
bombs or weapons, or pur­
chasing uniforms without 
having the proper creden­

tials.
Taking photographs or 

videos of security features, 
such as cameras or check­
points.

DPS urges residents who 
see something unusual to 
simply speak up. Prepara­
tions for terrorist attacks 
may often be seen, but rarely 
reported. W hen in doubt, 
report the suspicious ac­
tivity through iWATCH. 
For more information on 
the iWATCH program 
or to submit a report, vis­
it www.iwatchtx.org. To 
make an anonymous re­
port, individuals can contact 
DPS at 1-866-786-5972. 
(iWATCH is not designed 
to report emergencies. I f  a 
situation requires an emer­
gency response, call 911.)
