While troops on the right flank
of Gen, Nikolai F. Vatutin’s First
Ukrainian front pushed ahead aft-
er capturing Chepovichi,
southeast of Korosten, central units
drove directly west past retaken
Zhitomir. This force Sunday took
Barankova, 30 miles west of Zhit-
omir, exceeding the pace of more
than 10 miles a day which has been
made between Kiev and Zhitomir.

Vatutin’s striking force is com-
posed of tanks, cavalry and mo-
torized infantry capable of pro-
gressing closely on the heels of the
retreating Germans. The Sovist

ing Russian troops had liberated
4,000 civilians whom the Germans
were driving to slave labor in Ger-
many.

On the left flank Vatutin’s men
were reported to be meeting and
overcoming repeated German coun-
terattacks. On one sector, the com-
munique reported that Russian
troops broke through enemy resis-
tance and captured a populated
place. The Germans then launched
four fierce counterattacks in swift
succession, but were thrown back
after 500 of them were wiped out.

Nazis Suffer As
British Improve

CAIRO —(#)— British troops im-
proved their positions in central
and southern sectors of the Do-
decanese island of Leros Sunday,
inflicting substantial casualties on
the Germans and capturing a num-
ber of prisoners, a Middle East
communique announced Monday.

The fierce fighting for the island,
important in the strategy of the
Aagean because of its submarine
base, was accompanied by contiru-
ed aerial blows in which long-range
fighter sweeps and bomber assaults
were carried out over the German
positions.

Bombers also attacked German
ay, Crete, while
fighters patrolled Herawleion air-
field on the same island and at-
tacked many military targets in an
effort to blanket the German of-
fensive,

Four-engined bomber formations
raided Maritza airfield on Rhodes
on a similar mission Sunday night.
Nine Allied planes were lost in the
aerial phases of the operations.

The battle for Leros was still in-
conclusive, however, and official
reports Sunday said the Germans ||
had established numerical super—
iority and had straddled the is-
land at its mnarrowest point, vir-
tually dividing the British and It-
alian defending forces in the north
and south, although the Allies still
held Leros, the chief town. The
tight-mile long island 1is only
about a mile across at its waist.

The Germans had gained their
position by both sea and air-borne
units, supported by divebombers.

Call It Oleo

Whatever decision the House of Representatives may
reach in theé butter-oleomargarine controversy, rthe're is
one aspect of the situation that proabbly will remain as
confused as ever. That is the problem of how to pronounce
margarine. 3 7

Margarine is derived (that is, the word, not t.he
product) from the Latin margarita, meaning pearl, Wh'lch
in turn stems from the Greek margaron, also meaning
pearl. Both root words are pronounced with a hard g.
as in Margaret, not a soft one, as in Marjorie. Yet -almost
all of us pronounce it as if it were spelled with a j.

Dictionaries held out for a long time against p‘ub-
lic pressure. But the latest edition of the Merriam-Web-
ster only adds to the confusion. It gives the word mar-
garin, which is a concoction of fats and greases, as being
pronounced with a hard g. But when it adds a final e to
the word, and specifies in the definition that the mar-
garin is the kind you spread on bread, then it gives two
choices of pronounciation, with the soft g first.

“ Our own research, carried out with an expenditure
of time all out of proportion to the subject’s importance,
has discovered no precedent for a soft g preceding an a.

Reports from the House butter-margarine commit-
tee hearings offer no solution, but do suggest a com-
promise. It seems that all congressmen and some oleo-
margarine experts use the popular, or soft g, pronuncia-
tion. Purists, especially those from the OPA, bravely give
it the hard g as in Margaret.

But the butfer men scornfully refer to the rival
spread as oleo. In fact, when they want to be particu-
larly derisive, they have been heard to refer to the pro-
duet a8 oley.

Marshal Badoglio
Promises To Quit
After Rome Falls

ITALTIAN HEADQUARTERS IN
ITALY — () — Premier Marshal
Pietro Badoglio’s pledge to resign
as head of the Italian government
when Rome falls was quickly fol-
lowed Monday by strong indica-

j tions that King Vittorio Emanuele’s

abdication
time.

Dr. Leopoldo Piccardi, who quit
as minister of labor and commerce
on the heels of Badoglio‘'s state-
ment Sunday, reflected the general
attitude that the end is near for
the monarch when he told friends
he could not afford to be associat-
ed with Premier Badoglio’s pro-
posed “technical cabinet” and, by
inference, with the Kking.

Reverses Stand

By his statement that he would
quit when the Allies reach Rome,
Padoglio reversed previous declar-
ations he would stay in office un-
til the Germans are driven from
the country.

Badoglio’s decision was a direct
result of his refusal to take part
in any government which unseats
the aged king.

“When I was 17,” the marshal
said at a press conference, “I swore
loyalty to the king and will keep
faith as long as I live.” .

In a statement, issued Sunday
night, he confirmed reports that
Count Carlo Sforza, pre-Fascist
foreign minister; Benedetto Croce,
noted TItalian philosopher, and
other political leaders had declined
to join a government under a king
they considered tainted by Fascism.
Requests Refused

Badoglio now has abandoned ef-
forts to form a representative gov-
ernment. He announced Saturday
he would set up what was design-
ated as a technical cabinet — a
mere government framework in
which minor functionaries would
carry on the necessary work until
the: capital is freed.

The premier said that Count
Sforza and others had asked not
only that the Kking abdicate but
that Crown Prince Umberto re-
nounce the succession and that the
latter’s son, the six-year-old Prince
of Naples, should become Kking
under a regency.

Badoglio said he was forced to
refuse these conditions. ;

Need For Post-War
Rationing In U..S.
Grows Less Serious

ATLANTIC CITY, N. J. —(#)—
The need for post-war rationing
in this country, in favor of relief
to Burope and China, appeared less
serious here Monday as the com-
mittees for the United Nations re-
lief and rehahbilitation began their
work.

This development followed on the
heels of a report that the over-all
cost to the United States for its
conrtbution to the UNRRA would
be about a billion and a half dol-
lars.

The entire bill will not be pre- .

sented to Congress in a lump sum,
it was said, the initial appropriation
bill probably asking for less than
half a billion.

It was reported after the first
finance committee session Sunday
night that UNRRA members are
striving to fix a flexibie formula
t produce about two and a half
hillion dollars, the amount spent by
the United States for European re-
construction after World War 1.

The formula, it was said, must
be flexible as it is not possible for
all nations to meet, fairly, the pro-
posal, for instance, that they be
assessed one per cent of their an-
nual income.

This formula, however, seems to
have the lead as the American con-
tribution would ' bhe about. that
amount.
