Perano Capture
Threatens Part

Fifth Army Makes
Some Gains Along
Northern Sector

ALLIED HE"ADQUAR-
TERS, ALGIERS —(AP)—
Breaking through German
forward positions in the
first heavy fighting on the
Italian front in recent days,
the British Eighth Army
lunged forward five miles to
capture Perano, it was an-
nounced Saturday, thereby
threatening an important
inland sector of the Nazis’
heavily fortified line behind
the Sangro River.

The Fifth Army also made some
gains above Venafro along the
northern sector of its front.
Weather Slows Operations

The capture of Perano put the
troops of General Sir Bernard L.
Montgomery within less than a
mile of the only bridge crossing the
Sangro River between the coastal
road and a point ten miles from
the Adriatic.

All gains were made against
sharp opposition. Big guns on both
sides kept the Fifth Army front
ablaze. Heavy rains, deep mud and
swirling floods impeded all opera-
tions.

The storm ‘of the past week has
washed out hopes of an Allied
entry into Rome at any time in
the near future, particularly in
view of the time that has been giv-

en the Germans to' deepen .their|
defenses in the present winter line

to such an extent that swift ex-
ploitation of a breakthrough at any
point would be difficult 1f not. Am-
possible.

Communications Hlt

Air operations again were held
to a minimum by had weather, but
there were a few good periods
which gave fighters the opportumty
to go after communications in Italy
and Yugoslavia.

Near Cassino north of the Mig-
nano front American A-36 Invad-
ers bombed a bridge. German
troops quartered in Barrea, north-
east of Isernia, were strafed by
VWarhawks and Kittyhawks.

American Warhawks destroyed
four German vehicles near the Ad-
riatic port of Split and in the same
area Spitfires damaged a loco-
motve and rolling stock..

On Thursday night Royal Air
Force - Bostons hombed Lanciano,
20: mles south of Pescara on the
Adriatic.

Three Allied planes failed to re-
turn and two enemy planes were
destroyed.

Japs Launch New
Attack In China

CHUNGKING —(#)— Reinforced
Japanese columns, supported by war
planes, have launched a new drive
along a 100-mile zig-zag front west-
ward from Tungting Lake and ad-
vanced in some sectors 10 to 20
miles, a Chinese communique an-
nounced Saturday.

The Chinese high command ac-
_knowledged the invaders had oc-
cupied Tzali, a highway town 90
mles south of the Yangtze River
port of Ichang, but said more than
2,000 Japanese had been slain in
the fighting in that area.

A counteroffensive by the Chin-
ese from the mountains west of
Tzali on the Japanese flank was
said ‘by the Chinese to be develop-
ing favorably. The communique
also said Cbinese ‘“‘troops attack-
ing the environs of Ichung sciuecu
further successes.”

At the same time American fight-
er planes, supporting Chinese
ground forces, attacked the Japa-
nese in the Tungting Lake and
Salween River areas Friday, a com-
miunigque from Lt. Gen. Joseph Stil-
well’s 14th United States Air Force
headquarters said. All the planes
returned safely.

Democrats To Open
Campaign January 22

WASHINGTON -—- (/) — The
Democratic party will open its 1944
campaign here Jan. 22 with a

meeting of its national committee
to select a time and place for the
presidential nominating convention
and with one or more “Jackson
Day” dinners at which party
spokesmen are expected to provide
“the answers to a lot of questions,”
said National Cheirman Frank C.
Walker in a formal announcement
Saturday.

But neither he nor any other
party official would venture a pre-
diction that an answer would be
forthcoming to the question:

“Will President Roosevelt be a
fourth term candidate?”

Laval's Bloc Is Expecied To Collapse In Face Of
Petain’s Delermination To Restore Democracy

LONDON —(#)— Belief grew in
London Saturday night that col-
laborationist Pierre Laval’s hlce
might collapse in the face of tae
reported defiant determination of
the Vichy Chief of State Marshal
Henri Philippe Petain, to lead con-
quered France back to democratic
government.

Lifting a week-long blackout of
all. mention of Petain, the Vichy
radio went ‘to elaborate lengths
Saturday — apparently to quict
mounting French home front un-
1rest—to create the impression that
the 87-year-old marshal still was
functioning.

A  Berlin foreign office spokes-
man was quoted in a Swiss dispatch
as having given guarded confirma-
tion of reports of a crisis at Vichy.
The spokesman added, however,
that “rumors” that Petain had re-
signed, “so far as is known at the
Wilhelmstrasse, are nonsensical.”

The Morocco radio in a broadcast
recorded by The Associated Press
said that a woman’s voice announc-
ing that “Marshal Petain has re-
signed” was heard on the Vichy
radio just before the 7:30 a. m.
news bulletins.

Out of the conflicting welter of
rumors from unhappy Vichy, the
report of an open break between
Petain and Laval, his German-
supported chief of government, ap-
peared to be substantiated.

Speculation Rife
After Mysterious
Blast In London

LONDON—(#)-—-A mystery explo-
sion wrecked a five-story building
in London’s night club belt of Soho
Friday night and for a while had
Londoners discussing the possibility
that the Germans had employed one
of their oft-threatened “secret
weapons.”

During the day enough evidence
was accumulated to dispel the sup-
position that a noiseless invisible
projectile might- have caused the
blast, or that it was due to any
kind of enemy action, but the exact
cause nevertheless still was obscure
Saturday night.

The explosion —London’s third
mysterious blast in a week—knock-
ed out the walls of a huilding on
a narrow street where the sales
rooms of most major film coin-
panies are ‘situated and “shattered
windows for a quarter of a mile
arcund.

One report was that film had
canght fire in the cutting room of
a company which makes documen-
tary movies for the Ministry of
Information.

Losses Not Reported
Another was that the blast might

{have been caused by a faulty gas

main—the reason which has been
attributed unofficially for the two
other recent explosions.

Until it developed that the ex-
plosion was probably due to some
such cause as these, the barbershop
quarterbacks of London’s aerial
Jeague' kicked around the idea
that a high trajectory rocket shell
whose propellant was exhausted
might have dropped on Schowith-
out warning eye or ear, or that
a silent glider bomb did the dam-
age.

Airmen said even if a plane had
been flying in the stratosphere
over London it would have been
picked up by radio locators.

Authorities made no announce-
ment as to loss of life or injuries
from the blast.

Russian Drives

Keep Hitler On
Constant Alert

By EDWIN SHANKE

STOCKHOLM, SWEDEN ~—(/#)—
The swift Russian offensive has
kept Hitler and his headquarters
staff on the jump, forcing them to
move seven times within the last
nine months, a reliable’ informant
from Germany Who has contacts
with Hitler’s bodyguald said Sat-
urday.

This informant said that just
before Hitler went to Munich earl-

|ier this month to address veteran

Nazi party members he had moved
his headquarters to within a few
miles northeast of the old Polish
border.

Uses Armored Train

‘At no time has Hitler’s head-
quarterz been ‘@loser than 10 miles
behind the last line of German
defense. He travels by armored
train when German retreats force
him farther westward, the inform-
ant related.

He said the- entu'e civil ponula-
tion is moved from the vicinity of
each new base, usually organized
in'a forest region distant from any
likely bombing objectives such as
railways and airfields. The exact
location is kept such a secret even
most men in the fuehrer’s body-
guard are unable to pinpoint it.
Camouflage Perfect

“The' perfect camouflage of Hit-
ler’s headquarters is most aston-
ishing,” the informant continued.

“Aviators - flying over the spot
even at low altitudes are unable
to detect it. As high as 40 anti-
aircraft guns were counted around
the last location.

“Air raid shelters are always at
hand, and when Russian planes ap-
proach there is great nervousness.

“Hitler goes into the shelter im-
mediately, continuing there what-
ever discugsions are interrupted.”’

Britain Informed Of
Turkish Attitude On
Treaty Of Assistance

ANKARA — (#)— The Istanbul
newspaper Sonposta said Saturday
that Foreign Minister Numan
Menemencioglu had “officially in-
formed” the British government of
Turkey’s attitude “on the Turkish
treaty of mutual assistance which
was unanimously approved” at a
secret meeting Wednesday night
by a parliamentary imeeting of the
pecple’s party.

The newspaper added that other
governments represented in Ankara
also had been informed of the
Turkish attitude.

Red Army Troops Slaughter 1,000
Nazis In Repulsing Massed Tank
And Infantry Drive Near Zhitomir

Powerful Thrusts By

Enemy Hurled Back As

Russians Regain Initiative Along Entire
Front After Furious And Costly Fighting

LONDON —(AP)— Red Army troops crumpled .a
massed German tank and infantry attack in bitter fight-
ing east of Zhitomir Saturday, slaughtering 1,000 Nazis,
overran German defense positions to widen their newly-
won bridgehead at Cherkasi, and gained in their drive

toward
nounced early Sgnday.

- The Russian midnight bunet,in
said a total of 4,000 Germans were
killed in fighting which saw Soviet
froops heat back German counter-
attacks at two other main points
and gain greund in the lower Prip-
et River area west of Chernigov,
and to the north in the Rechitsa
region west of almost-encircled
Gomel. In the Rechitsa area alone
1,200 Germans were killed as the
Russians went over to the attack
after blasting nine consecutive
Nazi counter-attacks.

Germans Strike Hard

Especially powerful Nazi tank
and infantry attacks were launch-
ed in the area of Korostyshev, 15
miles east of the strategic rail and
highway junetion of Zhitomir
which the Germans won back FPri-
day, but these were repulsed with
“considerable losses” to German
manpower and equipment, the So-
viet communique announced Sat-
urday night.

The Germans, seeking to develop
the recapture of Zhitomir, the
greatest Russian setback of the
1943 campaign, obviously were
throwirg terrific strength into the
effort, and the bulletin’s reference
to this fighting as being in “the
area of Korostyshev” may indicate
the Nazis have re-won considerable
territory east of Zhitomir. *

In addition to the Zhitomir sec-

Nazi Thrusts Defeated

The daily bulletin, recorded by
the Soviet monitor, said both the
Zhitomir and Cherkasi thrusts
were repulsed.

British Bombers

British Release
Pre-War Fascist
Leader Secretly

LONDON—{/)—Britain’s - pre-war
Fascist leader, Sir Oswald Mosley,
and his wife were released secretly
from Holloway Prison before dawn
Satmday and whisked into seclu-
sion as a nationwide protest in-
creased in tempo.

The Mosleys were reported to
be in an Oxfordshire hamlet Sat-
protected from the
hue and cry against the govern-
ment’s decisicn to free them gn
the grounds of Sir Oswald’s gen-
eral debility and phlebitis.

The former blackshirt leader,
whose second wedding in 1936 was
attended by Adolf Hitler, was de-
scribed by Baroness Ravensdale,
sister of his first wife, as a “very
sick man” and depressed by his
imprisonment since May, 1940. She
said she thought the workers’ pro-
tests were “extremely unfair.”

Irate war workers bombarded
both the home office and the prime
minister’s residence at No. 10
Downing Street with resolutions of
protest. A ‘“gigantic protest rally”
was called for Sunday evening in
the London Coliseum.

0f 12,000 Civilians

LONDON —(#)— The Moscow ra-

Annual Christmas

Seal Sale To Be
Started Monday

The 37th annual Christmas Seal
Sale will open Monday and con-
tinue until Christmas, H. S. For-
geron, president of Midland County
Tuberculosis Association, said Sat-
urday.

“For the first time,” Forgeron
said, “the seal of the national as-
sociation and its 1,700 affiliates in
the United States will be used by
the national organizations of four
other TUnited Nations.” England,
Canada, Brazil and Mexico are the
nations using the same design. Use
of identical seals in 1943 by five
United Nations is of particular sig-
nifance in the face of the war-time
rise in tuberculosis occurring in
many parts of the world.

“Figures are not available,” For-
geron added, “to show exactly what
is happening in this country as a
whole, but a rise in the disease
has oceurred in certain industrial
centers.”

Plan Universal Seal

It has long been & plan of the
international organization for com-
batting tuberculosis to adopt a uni-
versal seal to be used by all na-
tions. “The war, of course, has
curtailed many activities,” Forgeron
said, “and the plan of the universal
seal has had to be temporarily
abandoned. However, we believe
the use of an identical seal by five
nations this year is a long step to-
ward the final . fulfillment of the
plan,” he concluded.

The plan calls for various coun-
tries belonging to the international
organization to take turns in select-
ing the seal to be used each year.
The seal must have universal ap-
peal and this year’s seal depicts a
little girl watching Santa Claus
drive across the sky. It is the work
of Andre Dugo, Hungarian-Ameri-
can artist. Dugo, now a naturalized
citizen, is married to an American
and their son is an officer in the
Navy.

The Rev. J. E. Pickering, pastor
of the First Christian Church, en-
joys the unique distinction of hav-
ing sent more boys into the minis-
try than any other pastor in Amer-
ica. Authority for this record comes
direct from Patrick Henry of Fort
Worth, state secretary of Christian
Churches, who, says, “Reverend
Pickering’s church is unchallenged
as nearly as this office has been
able to determine in recent re-
search.”

Four boys, including Mr. Picker-
ing’s two sons, James and John,
now are attending Texas Christian
University at Fort Worth and will
be ready to accept pastorates on
completion of their courses. Charles
Reader and Billy Hall are the two
boys who are studying at the school
along with Mr. Pickering’s sons.
Hall is a post-graduate student and
has a pastorate at Nocona. James,
4 senior, has a pastorate at Mona-
hans, and John, also a senior,
preaches at Howe. Reader is a
freshman and is therefore not eli-
gible to hold a regular pastorate,
but assists at a number of Fort
Worth churches.: Still ancther boy,
William Buckles of Memphis, Tenn.,
a nephew of Mr. Pickering, is a
freshman at the university.

It has always been the pohcy of
Mr. Pickering to encourage youth
organizations and activities in the

church. He has, as a result, one of

the largest and most active youth
departments of any  Christian
church in this area. Last summer
when the national director of
Youth for Christian Churches from
St. Louis visited here, she was im-
pressed with the work heing done.
Later, at a convention in Fort
Worth she praised this church’s
program especially and said it had
set an example “other churches
would do well to follow.”

“I like young people and enjoy
working with them,” Mr. Pickering
said.

Encourages Youth

That is the substance of the
plan, if any, his church has had
in its youth program. He encour-
ages them by having them take a
major share in planning special
celebrations and in helping in many
other ‘ways with ‘the work of  the
church. He always makes it a point
to be in his study when school is
out. The young people of his church
know this and know he is ready to
listen to their problems or their
They stop by his door
or come in for a long talk all
through the afternoon, and he al-
ways is glad to see them.

“Young people know when you
like them,” he said. “We keep them
busy and we let them know we need
them to help us.”
