The Japanese fought back des- 
peratel.y on Betio, largest of the 
Tarawa atolls. It was there the 
enemy had gathered most of his 
strength' to try to save his air base 
facilities. Only a few hours before 
the decisive blow, the defenders 
counter-attacked fiercely. They not 
only failed but actually hurried 
their end, for, as a Navy spokes­
man said, it enabled the Marines 
to concentrate their fire.

The babtl» occurred DO miles 
southeast of Rabaul, aud presuma­
bly prevented removal of personnel 
from Buka, at the northern tip of 
Bougainville Island.

British Betain

A L L I E D  HEADQUAR­
TERS, ALGIERS —  (AP) — 
Gen. Sir Bernard L. Mont­
gomery’s Eight Army has 
battered its way across the 
swollen Sangro River, the 
toughest obstacle yet en­
countered in the march up 
the Italian peninsula, in the 
face of ferocious fire and 
thereby has cracked a pifece 
out of Adolf Hitler’s winter 
defen.se line, Allied head­
quarters announced Thurs­
day.

A bridgehead 9,000 yards wide 
and 2,000 yards deep has been 
firmly established and held against 
furious counterattacks, it was stat­
ed.
Bloody Battle Rages

In this first full-scale dent carv­
ed by Gen. Sir Barnerd L. Mont­
gomery’s troops in the so-called, 
winter line set up by the Germans, 
the enemy put up the strongest re­
sistance.

Reports reaching headquarter.? 
said Nazi prisoners said they had 
beei\ ordered to hold their posi­
tions at all, costs.

The onslaught across the river e>n 
a front of a little more than five 
miles was made “during the past 
few da3's,” official reports said.

Veteran German forces immeai- 
ately began slashing back ond 
bloody fighting raged as the Brit­
ish slowly forced the enemy back 
a distance of nearly a mile and .a 
half from the northwest banks of 
the flooded stream.
Other Advances Made

The bridgehead was established 
in the lowland area near the river’s 
rtiouth on the Adriatic and includes 
the sites of one railroad trestle 
aud two highway bridges who.st: 
restoration would insure a steady 
stream of I'einforcements and sup­
plies for the troops holding the 
newly-won ground.

Official sources announced that 
the German 65th Infantry Divnion 
v/as thrown against the British in 
desperate counterattacks to pre­
vent a breach in the river line.

Advances announced Wednesday 
on Montgomery’s left flank brought 
the Eighth Army against the ap­
proaches to the Sangro River line 
on virtually its entire length from 
the Adriatic to a point some 45 
miles mland.
Spectacular Gaia
. The Eighth Arnij^s achievement 

in blasting a way across the Sangro 
was one of the most spectacular of 
the entire campaign. A military 
commentator said “ It was accom­
plished in the face of four enemies 
—fain, mud, a very swollen river 
and a very determined enemy.”

The Germans previously had util- 
ixed a lull imposed by bad weather 
to deepen their defensive lines for 
several miles behind the Sangro. 
Thus the present bridgehead rep­
resented only an initial bite into 
a formidable series of strong points.

Establishment of a bridgehead, 
however, meant that the last big 
water barrier short of the back 
door to Rome had - been hurdled.

Nazis Rush Men 
To Fighl Slavs

LONDON — m  — Fought to a 
standstill by partisan forces in 
Serbia, Bosnia and Croatia, the 
Germans'are rushing up reinforce­
ments preparatory to launching 
nevl attempts to- break through in 
those areas, headquarters of the 
Yugoslav Liberation Army said in 
a broadcast Thursday.

On the Dalmatian coast, the 
partisans- are battling superior Ger­
man forces atempting to gain pos­
session of the entire coastline, tlie 
Yugoslav bulletin reported.

Hurled beak near the town of 
Kremen in Serbia, after leaving 189 
dead on the battlefield, the Ger­
mans, strengthened by fresh troops 
from Uzlce, resumed their attack 
and heavy fighting was still going 
on, the communique declared.

Emballled America Gives Thanks For 
Low Casualties And High Production

Eisenhower Handed 
Responsibility For 
Discipling Patton

WASHINGTON —(A>)— The res­
ponsibility for disciplining Lieut. 
Gen. George S. Patton Jr., for strik­
ing an enlisted man in a fit of 
anger was placed squarely on 
General Dwight D. Eisenhower by 
Secretary of War Stimson Thurs­
day.

At a news conference, Stimson 
said that until a full report has 
been received from Eisenhower he 
had nothing to say about the case, 
but for “background” asserted that 
from the beginning of the war he 
and General George C. Marshall, 
chief of staff, had adopted a basic 
principle of selecting the best 
possible theater commander, and 
then giving that commander a free 
hand and complete authority.

The first Thanksgiving Day in 
America was observed partly for the 
purpose of expressing thanks to a 
Gracious Providence for the colon­
ists’ sturdy health that had al­
lowed many of them to survive the 
haixlships and exposure of the first 
rigorous year in America. We know 
that many of them-—men, women, 
and children— succumbed to hard­
ships and diseases; they were put 
to rest in leveled and unmarked 
graves lest the Indians know the 
reduction in their numbers.

In those days of more than three 
hundred years ago, the true nature 
of disease and disease germs were 
totally unknown. Obstetrical care 
was of the midwife type; surgery, 
beyond amputations, was non-exist­
ent.

Today, we appeal to every citizen 
of Texas to give serious thoughts 
to the preservation of his own 
health and that of his family and 
community. Medical science has 
given today’s America the knowl­
edge and skill to prevent and treat 
numerous diseases and to render 
effective care for obstetrical and 
surgical conditions.

The level of health among the 
people of this area has been satis­
factory this past year. Much more 
can be done in the prevention of 
maternal and infant deaths, in 
protection against childhood di­
seases, in finding and treating- 
tuberculosis and venereal diseases, 
in the sanitation of foods, restau­
rants, and of our general commun­
ity environment.

Health departments are estab­
lished for the purpose of prevent­
ing disease. The state and counties 
have much to be thankful for in 
the steadiy increasing interest and 
cooperation being shown in mat­
ters , pertaining to sanitation and 
control of communicable diseases  ̂
Responsibility for the success and 
advancement of the public health 
program lies not with the health 
department primarily but with the 
people who support and encourage 
the community effort put forth and 
who apply in their own individual 
lives the knowledge which they have 
acquired.

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Thanks­

giving, you say? Scant joy this 
year in the hearts of half? a hun­
dred thousand Gold Star mothers 
and the wives and sweethearts of 
their hero sons, but rows of stolid 
filing cases tell a story that may 
persuade even them that America 
does have something to be thank­
ful for this year.

The figures show, for example,

At sea, Americans can be thank­
ful that the most dogged sort of 
persistence by the Allied navies 
has reduced almost to nothing the 
loss of our merchant shipping- in 
the Atlantic. In 1942 Thanksgiving- 
week 11 Allied ships were sunk 
by Axis submarines, the greatest 
loss in a week for three months 
past. At least 150 crewmen were 
dead or missing from that week’s 
sinkings. Early this month Prime 
Minister Churchill and President 
Roosevelt disclosed that 60 sub­
marines . had been destroyed in 
August, September and October — 
“More U-boats than Allied mer­
chant ships.”

And America can be thankful 
that her forces are on the march 
or steaming in battle order every­
where—more and more of them.

1,750,000 officers and men Thanks­
giving Day, 1941, to more than 
7,000,000.

The 
bodies fell into the quarry.

One of those executed was 15- 
year-old Genaro, a student for the 
priesthood who wore a brown cas­
sock, the British officer said.

As the machine guns mowed down 
the victims the women and children 
watched through the trees from a 
little way off and wept. They could 
hear the priest praying- through the 
walls.

The Germans them buried their 
victims by setting off explosives 
which threw tons of rock over the 
bodies.

Seceral days later when British 
patrols entered Bellona they found 
women digging in the ruins for 
the bodies so they could reinter 
them in the cemetery.

forces in the European theater. 
Slilwell Also Affected

Somervell, who heads the Army’s 
supply services, is a former WPA 
director from New York and a 
friend of Harry Hopkins, presiden­
tial adviser.

It was indicated that the stop- 
promotions order would not be 
lifted until the successor to Gen­
eral Marshall has been named and 
a detailed War Department report 
on Patton has been received by the 
Senate.

Willard Burion 
Dies Thursday

Burton, 93, former mayor, philan­
thropist and pioneer Fort Worth 
business man, died early Thursday 
at his home without realizing his 
ambition of living to be 100.

His wife is among the survivors.

Lt. Gen. Joseph T. McNarney and 
Somervell, all of whom hold the 
permanent rank of colonel and who 
have been nominated for major gen­
eral, Lt. Gen. Joseph W. Stilwell, 
a brigadier who also has been nom­
inated for a permanent rank of 
major general, and ten other gen­
eral officers.

YOUNGSTOWN, O: —(iP)— Tlie 
Baltimore & Ohio Railroad’s Am­
bassador train carrying nearly 400 
passengers smashed into the loco­
motive of an already-wrecked
Pennsylvania freight train Wednes­
day night, killing two persons and 
possibly a third, and injuring near­
ly 50, none critically.

Senate Approves 
New Tax Measure 
In Rapid Action

WASHINGTON—(A")— A new ta-x 
bill which would dip $2,140,000,000 
deeper into American pocketbooks 
and hoist the government’s income 
to an estimated $43,500,000,000 a 
year .moved over to the Senate 
Thursday where its rapid approval 
was indicated by an unusual short­
age of significant amendments.

Chairman George (D-Ga) an­
nounced the finance committee 
would open hearings Monday and 
try to complete them by the end 
of next week. The Senate itself 
will have to act with terrific speed 
to match the record of the House, 
which passed the bill Wednesday 
by a standing vote of 200 to 27 
after a single day’s debate.

A stringy drumstick of the $10,- 
500,000,000 revenue turkey ordered 
by the Treasury, the bill clips an 
average of less than $4 more from 
the 44,000,000 individual income 
taxpayers, hits corporations for 
$616,000,000 additional in excess 
profits rates, increases postal rates 
by $168,800,000, and comes down 
heaviest—to the extent of $1,201,- 
700,000—on purchasers of such items 
as liquor, furs and jewelry.

Secretary of the Treasury Mor- 
gehthau huddled with leading Dem­
ocrats on the committee Wednes­
day but got little encouragement 
that he would receive • anything 
more than a courteous reception 
when he poses the $10,500,000,000 
question again Monday morning.

ed now with the ace of spades. 
Mrs. Sobel knew that if she fin­
essed the queen of clubs and it 
lost, West would shift to a heart.

Deciding that she was going to 
play that the queen of clubs was 
wrong and that she was in a good 
contract, she won the first trick 
with the king of spades and tossed 
out the five-spot. West should have 
realized that Mrs. Sobel did not 
have five hearts, or she would have 
bid two hearts over two clubs; or 
might even have opened the bid­
ding with a heart. That meant that 
his partner had six bear's, and his 
correct play was to jiump in with 
the ace of spades and lead the king 
of hearts. Then East-West would 
have run off six heart tricks.

But West w'as trapped by Mrs. 
Sobers quick play of the five of 
spades. He played the ten-spot, 
Mrs. Sobel won with dummy’s jack, 
cashed the ace of clubs, ran her 
four diamonds, led the jack of 
clubs, and when East showed out, 
she went up with the king—making 
exactly two no-trump.

The eye-witnesses said Berlin 
railway centers were so badly maul­
ed that virtually the only way out 
of the city by train was to the east.

Eye-witnesses said the areas 
where the fires were most serious 
were cordonned off and the flames 
were allowed to burn out because 
the fire fighters were unable to 
cope with them.

Trucks crowded with firemen 
from neighboring cities were seen 
entering Berlin after the first raid. 
But the problem they faced was 
demonstrated by the fact that 
Berliners had difficulty even find­
ing water with which to wa.sh 
their hands because of the broken 
mains.

Prisoners of war and even pris­
oners from the concentration camp 
at Oranienburg were pressed into 
the rescue and clearance work, one 
eye-witness said. Rain late Wed­
nesday helped quench the fire 
which was said to be still burning 
fiercely in the. Mittelstrasse and 
Priedrichstrasse. '

Official Issues 
Tax Informaiion

DALLAS—(TP)— Many taxpeyers 
are confused as to whether or not 
they must file another declaration 
of estimated income on Dec. 15, 
says S. L. Mayo, assistant collector 
of internal revenue here.

Saying many inquiries had been 
received at the tax office, Mayo 
explained that:

Those who filed declarations 
Sept. 15 do not have to file again 
in December unless they find they 
underestimated the tax they will 
owe by more than 20 per cent or 
unless their income has increased 
enough to make their September 
estimate more than 20 per cent 
short.

'ihose who filed in September 
and now find they underestimatea, 
or overestimated, should file an 
amended declaration Dec. 15. No 
forms for making amended declara­
tions will be sent out, but may be 
obtained from the collector’s office.

Farmers who did not file a de­
claration in September and others 
who did not file but now find their 
income situation requiring it, must 
file declarations Dec. 15.

About Dec. 1, the collector will 
send out statements of taxes to 
those who filed in September and 
paid only part of the taxes. Copies 
of the statements should be re­
turned to the collector along with 
payments.

Col. Carl R. Slprrie 
Receives High Award

An announcement from a United 
States Army Air Forces bomber 
station in England that Colonel 
Carl R. Storrie of Denton had been 
awarded the Distinguished Flying 
Cross occasioned no surprise to his 
many friends here.

Colonel Storrie, one of the Army’s 
most adventurous flying veterans, 
visited Midland many times while 
arrangements were being made to 
construct here the world’s largest 
bombardier school. At that time he 
was stationed at Randolph Field.

The award was made for out ■ 
standing leadership of the colon­
el’s B-26 Marauder medium bomber 
group against European targets.

In his fifteen years in the Air 
Corps, Storrie has flown into the 
Arctic Circle in a ski plane and 
also holds the distinction of lead­
ing the first flight of Plying Port­
resses from Newfoundland to 
England. He began his flying ca­
reer after being graduated from 
Texas A. & M. College.

Since then he has flown more 
than 6,000 hours, in nearly every 
type of plane, and has trained 
pilots in more than 2,000 hours of 
formation flying at minimum alti­
tudes. For a time he .served as di­
rector of training at Randolph 
Field, Texas,

While engaged in cold weather 
flying operations in Northern Can­
ada he spent forty-three days in 
this hazardous experiment and won 
the Air Medal for exceptional 
achievement.

It was for leading the first three 
missions of his medium bomber 
group after his pilots had com­
pleted operational training that 
Colonel Storrie was awarded the 
DPC. Since they were completed, 
his total of missions has passed 
the twenty mark.

FBI Seeking Two 
Texas Broihers 
For Many Crimes

WASHINGTON —(/P)— Reminis­
cent of the public enemy manhunts 
of the turbulent 30’s, the FBI turn­
ed loose Thursday all its storied 
skill in a search for two brothers 
who ■ have terrorized the West for 
months.

Director J. Edgar Hoover of the 
Federal Bureau of Investigation 
sent out “wanted” notices for the 
Brothers Throneberry—O. B., 28, 
and Randel, 26, w'ho face a book- 
fui of charges ranging from rob­
bing a sheriff to murder.

Hoover said the pair operate in 
“typical, wild-west, bad-man fash­
ion” and heavily armed “are ex­
tremely dangerous.”
Shcepherder Slain

The murder charge is based on 
the slaying of a shcepherder at 
Hayden, Colo., Aug. 8, 1943. Tlie 
victim was robbed and then bound 
to a wagon in such a manner that 
the ropes gradually tightened into 
a death noose.

The brothers were arrested two 
days later by local officers at 
Saratoga, Wyo. They were loaded 
down with two high-powered rifles, 
tv/o small-caliber rifle-s, and three 
shotguns.

Springs, Colo., they overpowered 
the sheriff, tew/k his billfold, 
credentials, gasoline ration book 
aiKi automobile, and fled. i

Hoover said their criminal j'oc- I 
ords date back to 1934, and that |

Federal charges against them i 
include unlawful flight to avoid 
prosecutio!! and violation of the 
national motor vehicle theft act. 
In addition, O. B. Throneberry is 
accused of posing as an OP A in- 
.■"•pector during a -robbery. O' B. 
Throneberry is wanted in Abilene, 
Fort Wortli and Houston on charges 
of theft and robbery. Both face 
the murder warrant at Steamboat 
Springs. j
