‘ ‘The Rotan Municipal Water Au­
thority wants a state loan of $906, 
000' to finance a pipeline to Snyder 
to get a new water supply for Ro­
tan and the surrounding area.

Clarence Crowe of Dallas, attor­
ney for the Authority, said a d'ele- 
gation at the Texas Water Devel­
opment Board meeting July 27 will 
make formal application for the 
loan. A notice o f intention to ap­
ply has been filed.

Wells near the Fisher-Scurry 
County line provide Rotan’s water 
and a pipeline brings the water in.

Creation of the authority was 
authorized last year by the legis­
lature. It includes Rotan and the 
area immediately around it and an 
area half a mile on each side o f 
FM 1614 along which the pipeline 
lies.

A tentative agreement between 
the authority and Snyder has been 
reached, with Snyder selling treat­
ed water to the authority for 27.7 
cents per 1,000 gallons.

Homer A. Hunter, engineer, had 
recommended a 12-inch line from 
Snyder to the present well field, 
and a new 8-inch line from tTiat 
point to iRotan.

Bonds have not been voted for 
the project, but an election is be­
ing planned for September.”

Important T o  Keep 
V A  Beneficiary 
Listings Up T o  Date

Thousan-ds of veterans are negiec- 
tnig to keep up to date their list­
ing of a beneficiary for their GI 
insurance policy proceeds, says 
John S. Gleason, Jr.* Adminitrat^r 
o f  Veterans Affairs.

Because o f  thfe failure to ke|p 
the VA inf ormed of , changes ’ nec­
essary to reflect the births, mar­
riages, deaths or divorces that oc­
cur over the years, their insurance 
proceeds may not be ipaid to the in­
dividual urie in the manner the vet­
eran would wish.

The VA mut pay the proceeds o f 
the insurance policy to the benefi­
ciary designated !by the veteran 
himself.

Changes in family status cause 
designations made- years ago to be 
out of harmony ^ th  the veterans 
present wishes.

'But the Administrator pointed 
out, the VA has no alternative but 
to pay the insurance proceeds to the 
beneficiary o f record in the VA 
files.

Gleason said that a recent sampl­
ing in which the VA asked a igroup 
of Veterans if they wished to chan­
ge beneficiaries or payment me­
thods brought six out of ten affir­
mative replies from those return­
ing the questionnaire.

He strongly urged all veterans 
holding GI policies to make certain 
that up to date beneficiary desig­
nations and payment methods are 
on file with the VA.
Necessary forms for these changes 
may be obtained from any VA o f­
fice in person or by mail or may 
be received by writing directly to 
the VA insurance office where the 
veterans policy recordis are kept.

WTiDO'WS STATUS MAY NOT 
AFFECT OHHJDIS PENSION

Unmarried minor children of de­
ceased veterans may be eii'gihle for 
pension payments even if their mo­
ther has remarried or is ineligible 
for other reasons. I

Ineligibility of a veterans widow 
to draw a pension does not affect 
the eligibility of the veterans chil­
dren, the Veterans Administration 
emphasizes. Whenever widows on 
the pension rolls beconie ineligible, 
their payments are stopped but are 
continued to the, eli^ble minor chil­

dren.
But if the widow has not applied 

for a penion, knowing she is ineli­
gible, or if her claim was disallow­
ed, the VA has no record o f minor 
children who may be eligible. Un­
married children o f  deceased vete­
rans are eligible for pension pay­
ments until becoming 18 years old, 
or until age 21, if they are attend­
ing school and their personal in­
comes are not too great.

RAINIKS OF SPANISH-AMiBRl- 
CAN WAR VETS NUMBElR ONLY 
28,000.

Today,'' 64 years after the out­
break o f the war. with tSpain, the 
roll o f  living Spanish-American War 
veterans has dwindled to an esti­
mated 28,000 from the 392;,000 
who served in that war. The Veter­
ans Administration says that the 
average age of the survivors is near­
ly 84 years.

Of the estimated 28,000 Spanish- 
American Was veterans, there are 
slightly more than 26,00' on the 
compensation or pension rolls. The 
veterans are most heavily concen­
trated in California where there are 
4,000 and in Flordia, New York, 
Ohio and Pensylvania, each of whV 
ch has about 2,000.

There are albout 10,000 Spanish- 
American War veterans in each of 
the following states: Illonois, Indi­
ana, Kentucky, Massachusetts, Mic 
higan, Missouri, New Jersey, Ore­
gon, Tennessee, Texas and Wash 
ington with probably another thou­
sand living outside the United Sta 
tes.

In the other 34 States and the 
District of Columbia, Spanish-Am- 
erican Was veterans range from a 
handful to less than 500, the VA 
estimates.

Carroll, state registrar, whose vital 
statistics staff the Texas State 
Department of Health is responsible 
for handling the flood o f requests 
for birth certificates for children 
entering school for the first time 
this September. ;

Many parents tend to put o ff  re­
questing copies of their youngster’s 
birth record until the last moment, 
resulting in a heavy work overload.

The vital statistics staff, despite 
long hours of night and weekend 
work, can process just so many re­
quests before school begins.

More than 170,000 children are 
expected to enter elementary scho­
ols o f  Texas for the first time this 
fall. The estimate is based on cal­
culations made by the Texas Edu­
cation Agency.

A good many parents, some of 
whom may have waited too long in 
past years, have already requested 
and received birth records on this 
year’s new scholars, but tens of

thousands of additional records will 
have to be processed between now 
and the first time that first school 
bell rings in September.

More than one youngster has been 
forced' to postpone his first days at 
schO'Ol simply because his parents 
Couldn’t produce proof of his age 
when it came to register for him.

Carroll’s advice to parents: “Send 
in your request today to the local 
register, county clerk, or the State 
Department of Health.”

All you have to do is give the 
child’s name, date and place of 
birth, the mother’s maiden name, 
and the name of the father. This 
information, with the necessary fee 
should be addressed to the local 
registrar, county clerk, or to the 
Stats Department of Health, Sec­
tion on Records and statistics, 410 
East '5th Street, Austin Texas.

Something else: Be prepared to 
show school officials a record o f 
“ shots” your youngster has had. De­
pending on local school board reg­
ulations, proof o f immunizations a- 
gainst smallpox, whooping cough, 
diptheria, and other diseases may be 
required.

New “ TELSTAR" 
relays phone calls 
and TV pictures 
for first time!
Bell System microwave-in-sky sateiiite 
is latest communications triumph for 
America arising from telephone research

The world’s first private enterprise communi­
cations satellite is now being used for dramatic 
experiments in relaying telephone calls and 
television internationally.

Its name: Telstar. It was launched from Cape 
Canaveral at Bell System expense by the Na­
tional Aeronautics and Space Administration.

The ground stations in the U.S. now being 
used for Telstar were built by the Bell System 
at Andover, Maine, and Holmdel, New Jersey.

Telstar is a first major experimental step 
toward a worldwide satellite communications 
system that was first proposed as a practical 
venture at Bell Telephone Laboratories. Prog­
ress toward such a system would not have 
reached its present state without continuing 
research and development by the private com­
munications industry.

WASHINGTON—Now that*

ices have had time to increase

The answer from one ]Ugh 
Pentagon source: “ This was 
the most successful mobiliza­
tion in the history of the 

, tJnited States.”  Thus states 
Major General Donald W. 
McGowan, Chief o f the Na­
tional Guard Bureau.

U General McGowan is a man 
who ought to know. He has 
spent a lifetime in the Na­
tional Guard and has been 
through three mobilizations 
himselfi His accomplishments 
include leading an armored 
cavalry regiment through the 
Normandy invasion, command­
ing a Guard combat division, 
and guiding the entire 470,000- 
man Army and Air National 
Guard through the most cru­
cial— ând fruitful— ŷears of its 
existence.

“ To see how well the Guard 
did in this mobilization,”  
General McGowan said re­
cently, “you have only to look 
at the record o f the two divi­
sions that were called to active 
duty: the 32nd Infantry Divi­
sion o f Wisconsin and the 49th 
Armored Division of Texas.”

Here are the facts that bear 
out General McGowan’s claim.

Back in 1955, both the 32nd 
and the 49th were among six 
National Guard divisions se­
lected for a new high-priority 
status by Gen. Maxwell D. 
Taylor, then Army Chief o f 
Staff. General Taylor called 
fills his “ Six-by-Six”  plan be­
cause he required these six 
divisions to be combat-ready 
within six months after they 
were mobilized.

basic training for every non-It' was' a grueling experi­
ence, not soon to be forgotten 
by the members of these units.

At Fort Polk, Louisiana, the 
49th Armored was challenged 
in the dust and mud with rug­
ged combat exercises requiring 
its tanks and men to maneu­
ver and fire exactly as they 
would on the battlefield. At 
Port Lewis, Washington, the 
32nd was challenged in the 
tall pines and in the moun­
tains, day and night, against 
a tough, clever aggressor who 
turned a routine tactical exer­
cise into an infanti^^an’s 
nightmare.

But all this seemed worth­
while when, immediately after 
being d^lared combat-ready, 
both divisions were assigned 
to the Armjr’s Strategic Army 
Corps (STRAC), the firat Na­
tional Guard units ever to 
assigned to this elite fighting 
force.

So i m p r e s s i v e  was the 
Guard’s performance, in fact, 
that General James Van Fleet 
r e p o r ^ : “ The quality o f these 
units is far above any previous 
mobilization that took place in 
World War II or Korea.”

Are there any specific rea­
sons for such a marked im­
provement in our citizen-sol­
diers?

“ Yes,”  says Gen. McGowan, 
“ and the primary one is the 
six months training program 
which provides active duly

prior service man we enlist. 
This has raised N a t i o n a l  
Guard training to the unit 
level across the board*

“ Then, too, we avoided our 
mistake of both world wars 
of reorganizing Guard units 
after they were called up. In 
1959 we converted the entire 
Army Guard to the new Pen* 
tomic structure and when tho 
Berlin crisis came upon us, 
we were able to provide the 
Army with the type of units 
it really needed. All they had 
to do was finish their training, 
^“ And finally, this was tha 

first mobilization in modem 
history in which we were able 
to preserve the integrity of. 

In Korea, you will 
remember, many o f our key 
officers and NCOs were pulledi 
out of their units to beef up 
overseas-hound active Army 
units.  ̂This helped the Army 
but it sure vreficened eu? 
Guard units.** j

These are the facts o f  th6 
Berlin Mobilization. But they 
do not tell tho whole story. 
It remained for Sen. Henry 
M. Jackson of Washington to 
put the overall effect into 
words. *

“ This is the first fime,”  ho 
said, “ that a  President has 
been able to use the military; 
power represented by our re^ 
serve program to achieve 3  
foreign policy obieefive.**
