Warden Roy Lynn
explained that doves were migratory
birds, hence uynder Federal regula-
tions, and he said work was being
done of this problem, but he thinks
the afternoon hunting is of great
benefit to nesting doves as they hava

probably: fed and watered before
shooting time is legal, This  gives
the birds much protection.

Four game officials in charge of
the hearing were well informed and
answered the many questions from
the floor. :

Both are now applied to the In-
dianjfé.kist:an-i conflict over the bor-
der area of: Kashmir. From the be-
ginning of independence from Great
Britain, both these nations have been
on a collision course.

Aséuming _that the conflict can
be contained’ short of ‘a major war,
possibly the consequence of what
ig now taking place may prove some-
thing of benefit.

Certain constructive fallouts from
this shooting between these people
of the subcontinent of Asia could
Tesult:

For one, it should prove the ab-
surdity of -attempts by any major
power te ‘maintain a totally “neu-
4ral” ' freewiding stance in a world
of reality.

India has been a practitioner of
double-dealing neutrality since her
existence as an independent coun-
try. [She has tried po secure peace
for herself on the backs of others
through rhetoric of nonalignment,
She has done so .in the United Na-
tionmg. and now must face the hol-
Jow truth since she has drawn the
sword. India scorned our own
warnings that Nehru’s pacificism
would not be a safe and lasting poli-
ey. This practice now lies dead in
the very home of its originator.

Pakistan, who became an ally of
the West and the recipient of bil-
liong of d=olla_1's in foreign aid, turns
a smiling face to 'Communist 'China
the moment we put limitations on
our gifts. When ghe learned that g
United States which had given her
‘8p much vjtal aid could pot be black-

than
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‘mailed, she no longer remembered
any obligation.

Because of our warning that in

excess of a billion and a half dol-
lars worth of military equipment
s-ould not be used other than for
her own internal defense, she chose
her friends elsewhere. In other
words, Pakistan sought to dictate
sur own foreign policy and force
us to end all relationship with an
India, which however, irritating, is
a fact to be recognized.

Red China in her immediate and
open support of Pakistan is at last
unmasked to those free nations who
still pay itolerance to her, as not
only the sponsor of agression in
South Viet Nam but as an advocate
of chaos in all the '‘Orient.

If all of this can be rationalized
as a possible benefit there still re-
maing a possibility of even greater
good.

By reason of the selfishness which
afflicts men and nations, North Viet
Nam and Communist China contin-
ue to receive benefits trade from
several nations with which we are
allied.

All living things need a rest and
grass is no exception to this rule,
states Howard Ragsdale, Range
Conservationist, of the Rotan Soil
Conservation Service office. Resting
grass, or what is commonly called
deferment of the range, is keeping
all the livestock off a pasture during
all or part of a growing season, In
planning a system of déferments for
a range, a rancher will often run
into many problemg in determining
which pastures will be deferred and
how long they can economically be
deferred. Also, he will run into the
problem of overgrazing on some pas-
tures in order to favor others. A

definite, well defined system is the
answer to this problem. This well
defined system is called range ro-
tation-deferred grazing, In a sys-
tem of this type, two or more pas-
tures need not be of same gize, but
should be about the same in carry-
ing capacity for the livestock to
be grazed.

A two pasture system can be used
and is grazed with one herd of
livestock. A system can be used and
is grazed with one herd of live--
stock. A system of this type allows
the range to lbe rested one full year
out of three. A four pasture system
can be used with two herds of live-
stock. Under this system each past-
ure is deferred one complete year
out of three. Afour pasture system
can be used with three herds of
livestock and under system, each
pasture is rested one complete year
out of four, In many cases, a ran-

! cher may have a choice of which;

For Youths Skin

Tt's a smart mother who knows
that a girl’s appearance has an af-
fect on the grades she brings home
from high school, says Mrs. Lynn
Parks Stiles, Texas A&M University
Extension Service consumer educa-
tion specialist.

These are the years, of course,
when daughters are likely to have
complexion troubles, known as ad-
olescent skin. Anxities about faeial
blemishes can gctually destroy self-
confidence, This, in turn, can affect
ability to concentrate on studies.

The best thing a mother can do
is to add another subject, beauty
care, to her daughter’s schedule. It
should not be a sophisticated rou-
tine, but a simple soap and water
program- that" medical authorities
recommend for difficult skin.

Mothers can teach daughters to
apply dense, warm suds to the face
like a mask, Let this mask dry, then
rinse it off and apply a second
coating, of suds. Next, rinse the
skin thoroughly.

Such a simple treatement helps
draw oil from the skin and flush
out dirt that otherwise would cause
blemishes. The treatment is better,
some beauty experts say, than hard
scrubbing which can injure youthful
gkin, adds Mrs. Stiles.
