SCS Urges

conservationist' with the Soil
Conservation Service in Ro-
tan. As applied to rangeland
management, this term means
a system of grazing whereby
grazing on a portion of the
land is delayed until after
seed maturity for purposes of
revegetation. -

The benefits of deferred
grazing are numerous but the
three primary advantages are:
(1) improves the vigor and
forage production of the bet-
ter vegetative species by pro-
viding greated leaf areas and
deeper root penetration. (2)
permits the better vegetation
to produce seed, and (3) pro-
vides a period of rest to per-
mit seedlings to become es-
tablished.

There are several variations
of the deferred rotation sys-
tem. So far, the best results
have been obtained from 4
pasture systems. In a four
pasture system, one pasture is
rested each four months and
the other three are grazed. At
the end of four months, the
livestock in one pasture are
moved, and a :different pas-
ture is rested the next four
months. Thus each pasture is
grazed twelve months, then
rested four months. The rest
periods fall during a different
season each year.

A 25 percent increase in
range condition - .and  forage
production was obtained from
a four pasture rotation sys-
tem of grain on the Sonora,
Texas Experiment Station as
compared to continuous year
long grazing with the same
number of livestock. 1967 re-
sults obtained from a four
pasture rotation system 'at
Throckmorton point out that
the calves averaged 10 Ibs.
heavier than calves from con-
tinuously grazed pastures. Al-

The program, commemor-
ating American History
Month, was presented by Mrs.
Robert Faver. She chose as
her topic, “What Manner of
Men and Women were the
Revolutionary Soldiers?”

Mrs. Faver stated that ever
war produces its unsung he-
roes and to them we owe
both the existence and the
preservation of our nation.
There was a unique quality
about the men of the Revolu-
tion. The 13 colonies had no
professional soldiers, no army
nor navy, nothing more than
a raw militia - without even

_tcan military annals, She was

the only woman who enlisted
in the army as a man, serv-
ed as a man, fought as a man,
and later received a full pen-
sion from Washington.

In early 1782, Deborah Sam-
son borrowed a suit of cloth-
es from an acquaintance and
went to a local recruiting of-
fice and enlisted under the
name of Timothy Thayer. Ev-
entually it became evident
that she was no Timothy
Thayer and she was promptly
dismissed from service. Her
home town was shocked, the
local Baptists withdrew fel-
lowship from the unrepentant
Deborah. But by the time the
spiritual penalty had been im-
posed, Deborah had become a
man again and marched off to
war. She hiked 75 miles and
joined Captain Webb’s Com-
pany of the Fourth Mass.
Regiment of foot. As Private
Robert Shurtleff, “he” gave
a good account of “himself”.
“He” received a saber wound
across the left side of the
head and a musket ball in the
right thigh. To avoid discov-
ery, the injured Deborah
crawled off into' the woods
and treated her own wounds
in privacy. When sufficiently
healed she returned to camp

Deborah proved herself a
good soldier. She was final-
ly struck down by a malig-
nant fever epidemic. She pre-
vailed upon the doctor not to
reveal her identity.

During her recuperation
many young ladies were at-
tracted to the tall handsome
private. Eventually the patient
Dr. decided it was time for
the masquerade to cease and
reported to General Patterson
that his orderly was not an
ordinary one. Discharge pap-
ers were quickly made out for
Private Shurtleff.

Later Deborah married and

They were volunteers who |
could have quit at any time,!
but they did not.

Mrs. Faver named among
the unsung heroes whose
names are not in the history
books such men as Allan Mc-
Lane, Calvary captain from |
Delaware, and his extraordin-
ary secret mission that
brought the French fleet’s cru-
cial support to the Battle of
Yorktown; Timothy Murphy,

scout—this “double-barreled
rifleman”—the one man in
American history who could
have claimed to have decided
the war with one shot; Marin-
us Willett who almost single-
handed defended the entire
Mohawk Valley.

There were the Molly
Pitchers who followed their
husbands to war and in des-
perate moments manned the
guns. There were frontier wo-

became the mother of two
daughters and a son. Her
name has been almost forgot-
ten, but not completely. A
street in Sharon, Mass. was
named for her and in 1944 a
Liberty Ship ' bearing her
name slid down the waves
of the Baltimore ship yards.
Another almost forgotten
hero was Peter Francisco who
became a legend in the south.
He was abandoned as a child
from a strange ship and left

on the shores of Virginia. He

enlisted in the army at the age
of fifteen. He performed many
Paul Bunyan like feats dur-
ing the battles of the Revolu-
tion. There are many authen-
ticated reports of his almost
incredible exploits. Yet Peter
Francisco has remained a
hero virtually unknown to
posterity, his name not print-
ed in the history books or
encyclopedia.

Yet so immense was the
figure of this man, so tre-
mendous his deeds, that he
could not remain in complete
obivion. Just before the turn
of the century, the Daughters
of the American Revolution
planted in Golden Gate Park
in San Francisco, 13 Liberty
Trees, one for each of the
original colonies; each tree
nourished bv soil taken from
the grave of a Revolutionary

hero. Virginia’s symbol was

the chestnut and the bag of
earth about the base of the
tree came from the grave of
Peter Francisco.

From the crucible or great
perils and terrible tensions
there come astounding indi-
vidual nerformances. Many
tales of valor are heard no
more and names of heroes
fade into oblivion. Thev. too.
often possessed the aualities
of greatness for which only
the great are noted. It is to
these and other unsung thor-
sands of unsung heroes and
heroines that we owe hoth
the existence and preserva-
tion of our beloved nation.

THE “EKKLESIA” OF THE LORD

The word CHURCH is used 112 times in the New Testa-
ment and comes from the Greek word “ekklesia” which
means a ‘‘called out body of people,” literally “the called
out.” It is applied to God’s people because it accurately
describes them. They have been “called out” of sin into
holiness of living; called out of darkness into light; out
of the world into the kingdom of God. The word is used in
two senses in the New Testament:

1. The general sense in which it embrases all those
“called out” of the world into God’s service, thus designat-
ing all the saved. Jesus used the word in this sense in Mat-
thew 16:18: “Upon this rock I will build my CHURCH and
the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.” In Ephesians
1:22 we read, “And He (God) put all things in subjection
under His feet, and gave Him to be head over all things
to the CHURCH, which is His body, the fulness of Him
that filleth all in all.” And again, “For the husband is the

head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the CHURCH,

being Himself the savior of the body—Husbands, love you
wives, even as Christ also loved the CHURCH, and gave
himself up for it” (Ephesians 5:23-25).

In this usage of the word church (ekklesia), humanity is
divided into two classes of people — those who have been
called out of sin and those who have not—the ekklesia and
the world. In the spiritual realm there are two kingdoms:
the kingdom of Satan (the world) and those who have been
“called out” of the world which constitute the kingdom of
Christ. Every responsible person is in ONE or the OTHER.
If a person is not in the church, THEN HE HAS NEVER
BEEN “CALLED OUT” FROM HIS SINS.

2. The word “ekklesia” is used also of the local congre-

gation of Christians in a given locality. It is used in this
isense in Acts 8:1 where we read, “And there arose on that
day a great persecution against the CHURCH which was

at Jerusalem.” Paul wrote unto the church (ekklesia) of God
which is at Corinth” (I Corinthians 1:2). Whether in the
general or local sense the idea is the same in that it embraces
the called out, the saved, in the territory mentioned.

Every one who in obedience to the gospel call has sep-

larated himself from sin is a part of the called out, a part

of the church, the “ekklesia” of God for the Lord adds him

i (Acts 2:47). He then meets with the local “ekklesia” for

tlhle purpose of worshipping God (Acts 20:7; I Corinthians
:17-34).
