Has Fellowship

Judge Austin McCloud of
32nd District Court (Mitchell,
Nolan and Fisher counties)
has been awarded a fellow-
ship to the National College
of State Trial Judges.

He is one of a select group
of judges who are named to
attend the college next month
on the campus of Universi-
ty of Nevada.

Judge McCloud will attend
the college, July 1 through
July 26, in Nevada with oth-
er trial judges from 50 states.

The college, sponsored by
The National Conference of
State Trial Judges, is a unique
development in the field of
post graduate legal education.
Its courses are taught by ex-
perienced judges and legal
educators with particular in-
terest in the trial court phase
of legal education for judges
seeking to perfect their role
as both law giver and effect-
ive public servant.
_Participating judges are se-
lected on merit basic with
consideration for their judi-
cial leadership within their
respective states. -

The college, inaugurated in
1964, has been cited by North
American Judges Association
for “Most Significant Con-
tribution to Science of Juris-
prudence.” In addition, it has
received the Western Electric
Award for Academic Excel-
lence and the National Con-
ference of Court Administra-
tice Officers’ Award of Ap-
preciation “for work in the
field of improvement of the
administration of justice.”

Curriculum for the 1968
term will include important
phases of court administra-
tion, civil precedings before
trial, judicial discretion, do-
mestic relations, evidence,
special problems in the judi-
cial function, jury, communi-
ty relations, sentencing and
probation, new developments
in criminal law and civil law.

The month-long college will
include four weeks of daily
morning instruction, luncheon
programs, afternoon study
and night seminars. |

Cattlemen’s
Roundup Set

To anyone who knows any-
thing about the Cattlemen’s
Round-Up for Crippled Chil-
dren. It will come as no great
surprise to learn that C. A.
(Charlie) Morris of Abilene
has one again been named
general chairman of the
Round-Up which annually
provides approximately one-
third of the operating funds
of the West Texas Rehabili-
tation Center in Abilene.

What may come as a sur-
prise is the fact that he has
been renamed so early. The
giant sale is still nearly three
months away—set for Sept.
30.

“I guess everybody in the
Big Country—if not every-
body in the state of Texas—
knows that we had a long,
hard winter,” said District
Judge Raleigh Brown of Abi-
ene president of the WTRC
board of directors. “We were
face to face with the possibili-
ty of having to close the
doors of the Center for good
when the generous public
came to our rescue.”

Judge Brown referred to
Operation Survival, when
people from all over the na-
tion chipped in a total of
nearly $180,000 in less than
two months when it became
public that the non-profit
Center had outgrown its bud-
get.

All that money isn’t gone,
but a good part of it went to
pay off old bills, and some of
it to begin construction on a
new wing to take care of the
increased patient load,” he
explained. “It means, simply,
that the Round-Up will have
to be more productive than
ever before so that the Cen-
ter may continue to give the
free treatments to the child-
ren of the Southwest.”

Last year’s Round-Up rais-
ed some $82,000 toward the
Center’s annual budget of
some $262,000. Other funds
come from memorial dona-
tions, Easter Seals, and vari-
ous United Funds.

“We know that if we're to
have a more successful Round
Up than in the past, we're
going to have. to start earlier,
so that’s what we're doing.”
Judge Brown said, adding
that Morris would be appoint-
ing area chairmen in the near
future.

“we’ll start taking animals
anytime now, and will feed
them out until sale time,” he
said. The cattle will be quar-
tered at the WTRC’s own
pens south of Abilene until
the sale date.

Most of the cattle begin ar-
riving the week before the
sale, but WTRC officials have
already cleaned up their lots,
hoping that cattlemen who
plan to ship early will donate
when they ship.

The September 30 sale is
expected to receive hundreds
of animals from ranches
throughout the Southwest.
The Round-Up began in 1960 .
when Coke County rancher
Conda Wylie donated 20 cal-
ves to the Center.

“We're ready to begin pick-
ing up stock anywhere and at
any time.” Morris said in ac-
cepting the job, for the sixth
straight year. Anyone wishing

FHA Boosts

County Economy

Credit programs of the
U.S. Farmers Home Admin-
istration helped more than 60
people in Fisher County im-
prove their homes, family
farms and communities dur-
ing fiscal year 1968, Super-
visor George M. Dorman of
the agency’s office in Rotan
said today.

Farmers Home Administra-
tion loans and grants in the
county totaled $598,120.00 in
1968.

Dorman reported that the

Farmers Home Administra-
tion, which supplements all
other credit available to rural
people, has added $1,377,640
to the county’s resources with
loans and grants the past two
years through a range of pro-
grams.
With the turnover of funds
invested by borrower famil-
ies, associations and com-
munities, the agency’s work
is estimated to have had a
$9,643,480.00 impact on the
county’s economy during
1967 and 1968.

Dorman said that $365,190
of the 1968 fiscal year lend-
ing total through his office
was accounted for by Farm-
ers Home Administration in-
surance of loans funded by
private lenders. '

An estimated 40 people
benefited from loans for con-
struction or improvement of
9 family homes in the coun-
ty during the year. Housing
credit has grown from the
level of none in 1960 to
80,850 in 1968.

Family farmers who lack-
ed other sources of credit
turned to Farmers Home Ad-
ministration for $280,700 in
loans to secure farm owner-
ship and improve their farms
and $117,120 in loans for op-

“Many of the 113 farm
families served by FHA might
have been forced off the land
except for this last-resort
source of financing,” Dorman
said.

The agency also loaned

ASK YOUR PREACHER (No. 5)

Every person sustains an affirmative position to that
which he practices in religion. If we engage in singing as
praise to God; we are obligated to prove that singing is agth—
orized by the Lord, or, that the New Testament sanctions
the singing of “psalms, hymns and spiritual songs.” The per-
son whose practice is to worship with a mechanical instru-
ment is obligated to prove that such practice is scriptural, au-
thorized by the New Testament.

The New Testament authorizes vocal music (singing) in
the worship. “Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns
and spiritual songs, SINGING and making melody in your
heart to the Lord” (Ephesians 5:19). “Let the word of Christ
dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing
one another in psalms ad hymns and spiritual songs, SING-
ING with grace in your hearts to the Lord” (Colossians 3:16).
These and many other passages establish authority for vocal
music, Now ask your preacher:

WHERE THE NEW TESTAMENT® AUTHORIZES IN-
STRUMENTAL (MECHANICAL) MUSIC IN WORSHIP TO
GOD. Mechanical music:

IS NOT BY THE AUTHORITY OF CHRIST. Jesus said,
“All authority hath been given unto me in heaven and on
earth” (Matthew 28:18). Having commanded the apostles to
baptize those taught into the name of the Father, and the
Son and the Holy Spirit, Jesus then instructed them to
“Teach them (those baptized) to observe all things whatso-
ever I have commanded you” (Matthew 28:20). Instrumental
music is not commanded by Christ, therefore cannot be used
by His authority and with His sanction,

IS NOT PART OF THE TRUTH. Jesus promised to send
the Comforter (Holy Spirit) to the apostles (John 16:7) and
then said, “When he, the Spirit of truth is come, he will
guide you into all truth” (John 16:13). The apostles were not
guided to use insruments of music in the worship. Since they
were guided into ALL TRUTH and were not guided to use
instrumental music in the worship, it must follow that in-
strumental music does not belong to the system of truth
delivered by Christ. :

CANNOT BE DONE BY FAITH IN GOD. “Faith comes
by hearing and hearing by the WORD of God” (Rom. 10:17).
Only as man acts by the instruction of God does he act by
faith. Since God has not instructed us to use instrumental
music in the worship, it cannot be done by faith.

JEOPARDIZES THE SOUL. ‘“He that goeth onward and
abideth not in the doctrine of Christ hath not God” (2 Jn. 9).
To use instrumental music in worship is to progress beyond
the truth. NOW ASK YAUR PREACHER FOR HIS AU-
THORITY FOR USING INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC IN THE
WORSHIP SERVICE.

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Scientists have been made
considerable progress during
the past few years in con-
trolling bloat in cattle. It can
be successfully controlled by
the use of products now
available provided they are
used in accordance with the
manufacturer’s recommenda-
tions.

Although present-day
knowledge pertaining to bloat
is important, some facts re-
main unknown. Clinical cases
of bloat may vary in severity.
Treatment is not always sat-
isfactory and surgery may be
required for severe cases.

Frothy bloat which is us-
ually present in cattle pastur-
ed on legumes is more diffi-
cult to treat than the dry

| bloat more commonly seen in

cattle on dry feed.
Present-day products are
effective but good manage-
fent and commonsense pre-
vention are aways in order.
The following suggestions

1| are offered as aids in start-

ing cattle on legume pasture:

1. Start bloat prevention
medication several days in
advance. Follow the manufac-
turers directions and make
sure that each animal has a
daily intke of the medication
equal to the recommended

dose.

2. Check all cattle at fre-
quent intervals and be pre-
pared for treatment.

3. Call a veterinarian at the
first sign of trouble.

4. Keep a supply of bloat pre-
parations on hand at all times
and know how to use them.

Bloat 'is a known Killer.
Rapid death loss is one of
the distinguishing character-
istics of bloat. During an em-
ergency every minute counts;
therefore, have the needed
equipment and materials
handy and rady for use.

The 1969-crop wheat pro-
gram has been announced by
the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture and features a nation-
alallotment of 51.6 million
acres, down 13 percent from
’68. Diversion payments at
the maximum rate authorized
by law will be offered to
farmers for planting less
than their acreage allotment
and diverting this land to con-
serving uses. Details on the
program are or soon will be
available from county ASCS
offices.

For continued flower pro-
duction throughout the sum-
mer and fall, don’t neglect
your rose bushes. Continue to
use a disease and insect con-
trol program. A preventive
spray of folpet every 7 to 10
days will prevent blackspot
and help control mildew.

An application of complete
fertilizer scattered over the
surface of the rose bed at the
rate o fone to two pounds of
10-8-6 or 16-20-0 per 100
square feet of bed area every
four weeks will insure con-
tinued growth and strong
canes for late summer and
fall bloom.

To conserve moisture and
reduce soil temperatures, the
use of a two to three inch
mulch of sawdust, shavings,
pine straw, cotton burrs, or
other organic matter will help
a great deal. As the mulch de-
composes, it should be re-
placed.

e 17th District
Washington, D. C. — One
of the greatest battles on
tariffs and quotas since the
enactment of the Smoot-
Hawley Tariff Act of 1930 is
shaping up in the Congress.
At least 50 industries touch-
ing all parts of the Country
are voicing complaints about
foreign competition in hear-
ings now under way in the
House Ways and Means Com-
mittee.

About 25 bills, some of
which have as many as 25
sponsors each, have been in-
troduced to limit imports on
specific goods, ranging all the
way from steel to mink skins
and strawberries.

The import situation has
much to do with our imbal-
ance of payments and the
threat to the integrity of the
dollar all around the world.
The reasons for such condi-
tions can be greatly oversimp-
plified since every factor in-
volved is complicated.

At the end of world war II
the industrial nations of
Western Europe and Japan
were  rehabilitated largely
with American funds. Today
in many industries their fac-
tories are more modern than
are our own, enabling them to
produce by the assembly line
method and to fill orders on
schedule. Previously, the
United States could hold its
markets pretty well for its
dependability of delivering
orders on time with higher
quality products. This advan-
tage in many industries has
been lost.

We often hear that we are
pricing ourselves out of the
world market. This is true in
many respects but the reason
for it makes a long story.

Foreign produced goods in
many instances have a Gov-
ernment export subsidy. Gen-
erally speaking, and the rea-
son most often given, is the
maintenance of the high stan-
dard of living enjoyed in the
U. S. in proportion to that of
any other country i n the
world. The high standard of
living comes about for many
reasons, not the least is that
a Minimum Wage and work-
ing hours set by law.

Another reason complicat-
ing the situation is the invest-
ments of American industries
overseas. It is one thing to
place quotas and tariffs on
foreign owned and produced
goods. It is another to limit
shipment of goods produced
abroad by our own industries,
A case in point is petroleum
products. Until the late 1940’s
and early 1950°’s the United
States 'was a net exporter of
petroleum products. Com-
mencing at about this time
we became a net importer.
With the opening of the vast
oil fields in the Middle East;
with heavy involvement by
our own major oil companies;
with uncontrolled production
and wages at 28c a day, our
independent 0il operators
have been in trouble ever
since.

In 1957 a mandatory im-
port oil program was passed
by the Congress, limiting im-
ports of foreign crude oil to
122 per cent of domestic
production,

The law was based on na-
tional security considerations,
In time of war or disruption
such as occurred in the Mid-
dle East and the lack of the
use of the Suez Canal, which
has since twice occurred, it
has proved the proposition
that we should not permit our
domestic industry to deterio-

rate, causing dependence on
foreign shipments.

Unfortunately, government
policy administered by the
Interior Department has per-
mitted - loopholes to occur in
the Law to the point that the
Program is becoming mean-
ingless unless the law is
amended to close opportuni-
ties for circumvention.

Along with others who are
trying to find answers for
mounting threats to domes-
tic industries, those of us in-
terested in the domestic .oil
producer must throw our full
efforts in the fight.

The outcome is uncertain
on any tightening of quotas
and tariffs during this Ses-
sion of the Congress. The big-

gest battle on the over-all is-| §

sue will likely occur in 1969.
