The veterinarian in charge
of the Mission Lab expects
cases to be on the increase
this month. Livestock owners
are urged to use good man-
agement practices and to
postpone all surgery until
after frost if possible.

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The fall and winter season
is the time to check and de-
cide whether replacement
plants are needed in the home
landscape.

May be a rose bush has died
or failed to live up to expec-
tations or there is a gap in the
shrub border where a new
plant is needed and was
shade adequate in the out-
door living area,

V' Make a list of your land-

scape needs and be ready to
take advantage of the selec-
tions offered early buyers by
garden and nursery centers.

The natural inclination is to
put off garden work until late
spring when everything is
greening up and the spring
flowers are in bloom. Then
suddenly comes the urge to
plant trees and shrubs and a
rush for plants only to find
that only picked-over stock
remains.

Balled and burlapped plants
and those grown in contain-
ers can be planted any time
of the year. Many of the deci-
duous plants, those that lose
their leaves each fall, can be
more easily handled or trans-
planted in a bare root con-
dition. For best results, how-
ever, bare root plants should
be set out in the late fall and
winter from mid-November
through February in most
areas of Texas. Planting dur-
ing this period gives amyple
time for good root develop-
ment before spring growth be-
gins.

With proper care, bare root
plants can be set out as late
as March and April. Their suc-
cess, however, is dependent
upon condition of the nursery
stock used and the care they
receive for six months after
planting.

For ease of maintenance
and to reduce the amount of
aisease and insect damage, it
is suggested that Ilandscape
plants which are native or
adapted to the area be se-
lected.

sometimes develop a high
prussic acid content and be-
come a hazard to grazing live-
stock.

Certain chemical changes
occur in the frost-wilted
plants, and are responsible
for the prussic acid develop-
ment. The poison acts quickly

a very short time after the
damaged plant is eaten. Whe-
ther a poisoned animal can be
saved depends upon how soon
a veterinarian can get to it.

Frosted Johnsongrass or
sorghum should not be grazed
until the damaged plants are
as dry as good quality hay or
for at least a week after the
frost. If it is ready to cut for
hay before the frost, it may
be cut immediately, provided
adequate curing time is al-
lowed. Silage made from
frost-damaged plants is safe
as soon as the ensiling pro-
cess is complete.

Young plants or second
growth suckers are more
likely to cause trouble than
older plants nearing matur-
ity. Too, the more luxuriant
the growth, the more likely
the plants will be dangerous
when their growth is inter-
rupted.

The spider is an unwelcome
guest in the home; but as the
temperatures drop in the Fall,
spiders invade the home in
search of a suitable place to
set up for the winter.

To prevent spiders from
making your home their
nome, sprays (probably best)
or dust containing .indane,
dieldrin, or Chlordane can be
used effectively. When using
these insecticides, follow the
directions on the manufactur-
er’s label for mixing sprays.

tion, and about five to six
inches of soil surface next to
the foundation should be
treated. Special attention
should be paid to cracks and
crevices that spiders might
use to gain entrance into the
house. Insecticides can be
painted onto window sills and
door thresholds with a paint
brush.

Frequent cleaning of clo-
sets, cellars and other places
which are not disturbed of-
ten, will decrease the number
of spiders. A 0.2 to 0.5 per-
cent lindane, 0.5 percent diel-
“drin, or 2 per cent chlordane
household spray can be used
in areas within _the home
where spiders are found.
These materials can also be
used to treat door facings,
around windows, and around
bathroom fixtures to Kkeep
spiders on the outside.

For information concern-
ing control of spiders as well
as other household insects,
the Texas Guide for Con-
trolling Household Insects, is
available at the County Ex-
tension Office,

During the month of Sep-
tember 1,558 confirmed
screwworm cases were re-
ported for Texas; this is al-
most twice the number re-
ported for August. Based on
infections of previous years,
October has always had more
outbreaks than September.
Heaviest concentrations of
screwworm cases were in the
Trans-Pecos and Big Bend
sections and along the Rio
Grande southward from the
point to the Gulf. Livestock
owners are urged to use good
preventative practices and
report all possible informa-
ijon on screwworms are avail-
able at our office.
