Funds” checks which they 
might receive.

Young Farmers 
Meet Tonight

The local Young Farmer 
Chapter will have regular 
meeting tonight, Thursday, 
7:30 at Community Center in 
Rotan.

With emphasis on the n i ^  
for regular checkups for qan- 
cer, the American Cancer 
dety has prepared the ground 
for launching annual edu­
cational and jfuhd-raising Cru­
sade on April 1.

Once again, April has been 
set aside as Cancer Control 
Month by Congress and the 
President will proclaim the 
period officially Cancer Con­
trol Month.

Mrs. Bill Hardy, President 
of the Fisher County Ameri­
can Cancer Society explained 
that the 1969 Crusade will 
stress the point that too many 
people are careless or forget­
ful of the necessity for regu­
lar checkups as a way to dis­
cover the onset of cancer at 
an early opportunity. “Most 
cancers can be cured —  and 
lives saved —  by detecting 
cancer before it has had a 
chance to spread,”  Mrs. 
Hardy said.

“While the public is stead­
ily acquiring knowledge of 
cancer’s warning signals, a re­
cent Cancer Society survey 
showed that 57per cent of 
the public did not go regular­
ly for a physical checkup 
which included a cancer test,” 
Mrs. Hardy stated.” Of those 
who went, the survey showed 
that three times as many wo­
men were interested enough 
in their health to have regular 
physical examinations com­
pared to the males. The fig­
ures proved to be around 40 
percent of the women against 
13 per cent of the men,”  she 
said.

“ Is it any wonder, Mrs. 
Hardy asked “ that more men 
than women have died from 
cancer each year since 1949. 
Last year, the ratio was about 
55 m^n to 45 women. Think 
of the thousands of lives that 
would have been saved had 
these males undergone physi­
cal checkups in time,” she 
stated.

“Would I be out of line 
here if I stated that the nag­
ging wife might save your 
life? For, the American Can­
cer Society survey clearly 
shows that someone—^wife, 
mother, sister, girl-friend— 
has got to wheedle the male 
in her life into visiting his 
doctor at least once a year. It 
may take a lot of persist­
ence,”  she added, “ but it 
could be a guarantee he’ll be 
around much longer.”

Plans for the 1969 Crusade, 
Mrs. Hardy explained, include 
nationwide distribution of 
45,000,000 leaflets urging 
the reader to go for regular 
checkups. It is hoped that 
every family in Fisher Coun­
ty will receive this leaflet, 
most of which will be distri­
buted in person by Cancer So­
ciety volunteer workers dru- 
ing the April Crusade.

The 1969 April Crusade will 
have the slogan “ Help your­
self with a checkup and oth­
ers with a check.”

Tax Man Sam sez
In a few days —  or certain­

ly by the January 31 deadline 
your employer will hand you, 
(probably with your regular 
pay check), a little W-2 
Form. Now most of us under­
stand that the W-2 Form has 
to be attached to the front of 
the Form 1040. We also know 
that we need to keep the 
copy marked Employee’s 
Copy. What We Don’t Know 
in many cases is that we neer 
to check the amount of our 
withholding and Our social se­
curity tax arid the amount of 
wages we received during 
1968, as showri on the W-2. 
A simple little clerical error 
on showing more pay than 
you earned, or failed to give 
you credit for all of the in­
come tax withheld, could cost 
you several hundred dollars. 
On the other hand, if you are 
given credit for too much 
withholding, you’d better get 
this corrected, too. Don’t be 
too hasty to argue over a few 
dollars difference with your 
pay office for they are usual­
ly right, however, if your W-2 
clearly looks out of line, find 
out why.

Grazing Systems for Profit­
able Ranching is the title of a 
new publication recently re­
leased by the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service.

Cotton Classing 
f^ear Completed

Stamford — Every aspect 
of the 1968 cotton crop in the 
Rolling Plains has exceeded 
the 1967 crop except the mar­
ket, according to B. B. Man­
ly, Jr., officer in charge of the 
Cotton Division of Agricul- 
Pire Marketing Service, US 
DA, Abilene. ,

With an estimated 10,000 
more bales to go, Smith-Dox- 
ey classers of C&MS at Abi­
lene will have handled sam­
ples of nearly 500,000 bales 
produced by Rolling Plains 
farmers in 1968, Manly re­
ported Thursday.

As of January 7, this year 
the cotton examiners had al­
ready classed 444,382 bales 
from last year’s crop, he said. 
This compares with a 258,702 
bale total for the 1967 crop 
in the Rolling Plains.

Increases have been almost 
as great in the other classing 
offices senong Rolling Plains 
farmers. As of December 27, 
the Memphis, Texas office 
which serves Childress, Cot­
tle, Collingsworth, Donley 
and Hall counties had classed 
135,473 bales. The office in 
Munday, handling Baylor, 
Haskell, Knox and Throck­
morton, had classed 91,929 
bales. The office in Altus, 
Okla., which classes Texas 
cotton from Foard, Harde 
man, Wichita and Wilbarger 
counties, had classed 42,921 
bales from south of the* Red 
River.

The crop has been fantas­
tic, Manly said. The grade and 
staple showed vast irnprOve- 
ments. The fiber improved. 
When the gins clean up what 
is in the yards, the plants 
likelv can close down for good 
until the beginning of another 
season.

“ Ginners and others in the 
cotton industry expected a 
better market year than in 
the past. It has not come up 
to expectations.

“ During the first week of 
1969 the market has been 
slower and lower than the 
last week in 1968. As the start 
of the 1968 marketing year, 
prices were pretty much the 
same as for 1967, except for 
loneer staple varieties.

“At the start of the current 
season middling 29-32nds was 
bringing 18.50; 15-16ths, 18. 
70: and 31-32nds. 19.80.

“ ITien prices besan to de­
cline. By the middle of No 
vember most, cotton was sell 
mg for 18.35 for 31-29; 19.05 
for 31-30 and 20.10 for 31-31.

“ It held steady at that level 
until the last week in 1968 
when it dropped 25 points. 
Lower grades sold more readi­
ly than high grade cotton.

“Barky cotton is selling at 
v$7.50 per bale below what it 
was for the same period in 
1968; strict low middling 15- 
16ths and less is bringing 
around $10.50 per bale above 
the loan, compared to $20 per 
bale for the same neriod in 
the previous marketing year” . 
Manly said.

He said very little cotton 
classed in the Abilene office 
for the 1968 season graded 
even light spots. He attributes 
this to the fact that the cot­
ton crop matured evenly and 
completely before the first 
killing frost.

Fabrics Are
Much Improved

When bonded fabrics came 
to the market a few years ago, 
they presented many prob 
lems.

Dry cleaners got complaints 
on separation of fabrics which 
were bonded together. Prob- 
lams of puckering, bubbling 
and peeling resulted.

Manufacturers of bonded 
fabrics now are getting stan­
dards for performance in 
bond and wear as well as per­
formance in washing and dry 
cleaning, reports Graham 
Hard, Extension Clothing spe­
cialist. Trade associations are 
helping set up tests and pro­
duct specifications.

Dr. Hard, who works with 
Texas A&M University, lists 
bonded fabric standards:

1. Must hold up under a 
reasonable number of wash­
ing and-or dry cleanings.

2. Won’t shrink beyond a 
certain acceptable limit.

3. Won’t crack, peel, puck­
er or bubble.

4. Will retain drape and 
ability to breathe.

5. Won’t stiffen.
6. Won’t absorb odor.
7. W ill resist discoloration.
8. Will have no “ strike- 

through” or surface evidence', 
of adhesive.

Researchers predict that 
these industry standards can 
be expected to upgrade the 
quality of bonded fabrics. 
These higher standards may 
mean the biggest future for 
bonded fabrics is in untapped 
fields - men’s wear, home fur­
nishings and industrial goods.

The 
award is presented annually 
to a deserving person, living 
in a rural community of 2,500 
or less, who has risked per­
sonal life or injury in per­
forming a heroic act

ditions in our rural areas — at 
work, at home and at play.

The award may go to a per­
son credited with pulling an­
other from a flaming building 
saving a drowning person or 
any other such feat of hero­
ism. Anyone knowing of the 
performance of such an act 
during the past twelve 
months is urged to submit a 
nomination for this important 
award.

Nominations should include 
a narrative of the heroic in­
cident, giving complete de­
tails. It should include the 
names of all persons involved, 
and should be accompanied 
by clippings and pictures if 
they are available. The award 
lecipient will be chosen by a 
panel of judges, based on the 
material submitted by the 
nominee.

Hay Quality In ’69 —  It 
depends mainly, says Neal 
Pratt, Extension argonomist, 
on two factors —  ample fer­
tilization of the hay fields and 
harvesting the crop before it 
reaches the mature stage. 
Too, he adds, adequate rain­
fall, as was the case in 1968, 
would materially aid produc­
tion. He suggests a soil test 
now to determine fertilizer 
and lime needs.
