State Electric Coop
Meeting Draws 1,000

Almost 1,000 delegates and
guests took part in the
association of Texas Electric
Cooperatives’ 35th annual mem-
bership meeting August 6-8 in
Amarillo. The nominal theme
was “‘It’s Certified”’, referring to
territorial integrity provisions of
the Texas Public Utility Act. But
the theme that constantly
emerged throughout the meeting
was the value of individual
participation in politics and the
possible political clout of electric
cooperatives through unified
effort.

Congressman Jack Hightower

of Vernon set this theme in his

keynote address. ‘“We are one
nation, a very complex nation of
200 million people. And it’s a
very complex people,”’ he said.
‘“All of us must work to solve our
nation’s problems, not just some
of us.” -
Hightower said the nation
must become more energy
independent to progress in the
future. He said alternate energy
sources must be found, but in the
meantime, domestic oil and
natural gas production must be
encouraged by allowing them to
receive equitable prices.
Outgoing TEC President
Charles W. Stenholm of Stam-
ford continued with the political
theme by encouraging :each
person in the audience to become
politically involved. He also

urged his listeners to encourage ;

their cooperative members to
become politically involved to
help rural causes. ‘‘Rural people
tend to shy away from politics
because the think it is dirty”’,
Stenholm observed. ‘‘Most of it
isn’t, but some has become so
because when all of the good
people wouldn’t have anything to
do with politics, some bad people
moved in. The bad people are
there only because good people
wouldn’t become involved.”’
During the business session,
delegates passed 20 resolutions,
including one that urged co-ops

to encourage each of their:

members to become politically
involved.

Rotan Property Owners
Can Buy Flood Insurance

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
announced today that effective August 8, 1975, Rotan has been
accepted into the National Flood Insurance Program.

This means, said Acting Federal Insurance Administrator, J.
Robert Hunter, that individual property ownets here are now eligible
to buy flood insurance protection at affordable federally-subsidized
rates, offering more extensive coverage under the expanded
program authorized by the 1973 Flood Disaster Protection Act.

‘“We think the new, expanded National Flood Insurance Program
offers the best way of protecting property owners from the ravages of
floods, while easing the burden on the general public,”’ he said.

“Since flood insurance is now available,” he added, ‘‘the law
requires that it must be purchased by owners of property in areas
identified as flood-prone by HUD, in order to be eligible for virtually
all forms of Federal or federally-relatedf financial assistance for
building purposes in those areas.

““This would include FHA or VA mortgages, loans from the Small
Business Administration, or loans from any federally-regulated or
supervised banks and savings and loan institutions.”’

While flood insurance is available to all residents of the
community, Mr. Hunter emphasized that the Federal economic
sanctions against building assistance will not apply to property
outside the danger zones.

Under the expanded program, broader coverage can be obtained
for all buildings and their contents. The limit of insurance for
single-family homes is now $35,000, and $100,000 for other
residential and nonresidential buildings, at the subsidized rate of 25
cents per $100 of coverage. The rate goes to 40 cents per $100 for
non-residential buildings.

The contents of all residential buildings can be insured up to
$10,000 per unit at 35 cents per $100 of coverage, and the rate goes
to 75 cents per $100 for the contents of all non-residential structures
up to a maximum of $100,000 in coverage per unit.

Policies are effective immediately during the first 30 days the
insurance becomes available. After the first 30 days, there is a
15-day waiting period.

The policies can be purchased from any licensed local property
insurance agent or broker. The Home Insurance Co., 2100 Travis St.;
Houston Texas, has been designated as the flood insurance serv1c1ng
company for this area. Agents and brokers may obtain policy forms,
rates, flood insurance manuals and any other necessary information
from this company.

The FIA, Mr. Hunter explained, is in the process of publishing
maps showing the special flood hazard areas in approximately 20,000
communities across the country. He congratulated the local
governing body here for taking action before the July 1, 1975
deadline imposed under the Act for enrolling in the program.

In becoming eligible under the program, a community must
submit an application in which it certifies that it has adopted certain
minimum flood plain management measures for the flood-prone
areas of that community which conform with Federal requirements.
These measures vary according to the characteristics of the
community and the nature of specific flood threats. But they are
generally designed to regulate the future development of flood
hazard areas, and ultimately require minimum elevation and
construction standards for floors and foundations of any new
construction in these areas.

County Veteran Qfficer
Discusses VA Benefits

Noting that 355,000 veterans
died during fiscal year 1974 and
that 206,000 of these deaths were
World War II veterans, . Ed
Deaton, Fisher County Veterans
Service Officer, issued a remin-
der to veterans to make certain
their survivors know what VA
benefits they may be entitled to
when death comes.

Not only should the veteran
and his wife discuss the subject
of death, they should make
known locations of important
family documents, and make
sure they are protected from fire,
theft, and damage.

The veteran should tell his
family about possible survivor’s
benefits such as VA’s depen-
dency and immediate compensa-
tion for service-connected death,
or nonservice-connected death
pensions for widows, . or for
children when there is no widow,
or when a widow is ineligible
because of excessive income.

Burial benefits for wartime
and certain peacetime veterans
should not be overlooked. These
include a maximum $250 burial
allowance, plus a plot allowance
not exceeding $150 for veterans
buried outside national ceme-
teries. For veterans who die of

service-connected disabilities, in

Dec. 22-Jan. 2 (Incl.) - +lieu of the other benefits, thee is

an $800 burial allowance.

If you preserved foods in
‘“‘loud mouth’ jars that keep
‘‘talking’’ all year on the pantry
shelf, help is at hand to prevent
it happening again.

These ‘‘talking’’ jars often spell
spoilage.

Reasons jars don’t seal and
some suggested solutions are:

Small particles of food left on
rim of jar.

Remedy: Wipe off top of jar
with clean damp cloth before
placing lid on jar.

Sealing compound
doesn’t seal. _

Remedy: Lids ‘may be oid.
Usually, they last five years.
Some may have a year date on
them, such as 1-75, to indicate
the lid was manufactured in the
first quarter of 1975 and should
be used before the end of the
first quarter of 1980. It’s a good
idea to mark date of purchase on
the box of lids.

Bend or rusty rings.

Remedy: Bent or rusty rings
can cause the lids not to seal
property. Always remove rings
when jars have cooled thorough-
ly and seals are tested.

Rings are necessary for the
processing, but are not needed
after the seal is made. Rings left
on can rust and become difficult
to remove--so store them in a dry
place in a container that prevents

them from being bent out of
shape.

Examine rings before the start
of each canning season and
discard rusty or bent ones. Never
use lids more than once, because
they are designed for a one-time
seal.

Rings screwed on “‘too tight’’
or ‘‘too loose.”’

Rings which are screwed on
too tightly do not allow space for
venting (escape of air from the
jar). This makes pressure build
up in the jar, causing the lid--and
sometimes even the top of the
ring to buckle.

Rings not screwed on tightly
enough will not seal, because the
comipound is not pressed firmly
enough against the top of the jar.

The main point to remember is
to follow manufacturer’s direc-
tions. Do not use lid tighteners
recommended for zinc caps.
Two-piece lids don’t require
tighteners.
