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Handling Grief
During Holidays

The holiday season is a happy time
for most of us; but people who have lost
someone who played a vital role in their
enjoyment of the season may dread
seeing it approach. Instead of
anticipating joy, they expect pain.

Since we in the funeral profession are
acutely aware of the impact grief has on
the families we serve, at this time of
year our thoughts turn to the families
we know who have lost someone dear to
them during the past year . . . and years
past. Grief doesn’t have to be fresh to be
painful at the holiday season, experts in
the field of grief counseling tell us.

We funeral directors don’t claim to be
grief experts, counselors or therapists,
but we do have a special interest in
keeping up with what experts in the
field write about handling grief.
Recently I came upon some information
I want to share with you as the holiday
season approaches. When a family loses
one of its members, the holidays
become particularly stressful because
memories of the loss grow stronger and
more upsetting.

Bereaved families might like to enjoy
the traditions established through the
years, but they may be apprehensive
about facing reminders of the reality
that someone they miss very much will
never again be a part of their
traditional activities.

If you have suffered a recent loss, or

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if the memory of an earlier loss still
causes you pain, you may be dealing
with several different feelings about
the season ahead. You may anticipate
pain on the once-joyous holidays; fear
making the preparations for the, and
possibly wish to avoid the whole season.

You may feel pressure regarding
what you think others expect of you,
and worry about making decisions as to
the traditions you will continue to
observe. You also may be anxious
because you don’t know what to do, and
feel that none of the options you are
considering will be the right one.

Friends may expect you to participate
in holiday parties at the office, church,
school or in their homes. Or the
opposite may happen. People may leave
you alone, not knowing what to say, or
believing you want to face your grief by
yourself.

You may find the pressure-causing
situations easier to take if you, first,
realize that they are going to happen,
and second, handle them one at a time.
For example, wait until the day of an
office, church or school party to which
you have been invited, see how you feel
at that time about going and making
your decision then.

Or if you are invited to a private
party, it’s okay to say, “I hope you
understand that the holidays are
difficult and I'm trying to take care of
myself and the family by not planning
too much. May we come at the last
minute if we feel we can handle a party
that day?” Most people will understand.

In making plans for the holidays, look
realistically at your past experiences.
What was really enjoyable and what
could you have done without? What
was really enjoyable and what could
you have done without? Choose to do
only the things you believe you will
truly enjoy.

This may be the year that you will
want to give something to a charity or a
church, either your time or something
tangible. You will find that if you reach
out to others who have the same human
needs that we all have, you will feel
better about yourself. Part of the
difficulty in dealing with grief is that
the loss changes your whole concept of
yourself and how you feel about others.

Regaining some of your identity and
putting yourself back in the
mainstream of life is a necessary part of
healing. During those moments when
you are shopping for a toy to give to a
needy child, helping a lonely elderly
person enjoy the holidays, or giving
food to a hungry family, you may
realize that you are doing just what is
needed to lessen your grief.

You'll be refocusing your mind, from
the pain of your loss, to the satisfaction
of helping others.
