A  PiiENoNENoN — .At Philadelphia, about 
half past 10 o’clock on the night of the 30th 
ult., persons in the streets had an opportu­
nity of witnessing a phenomenon—a shower 
of rain failling from a cloudless sky. The 
North American says:

“Strictly speaking, there were clouds on 
the northern and western horisun, from the 
former of which issueil pale and distant sheet 
lightning; and there was a small, thin, float­
ing cloud to the eastward, some f®ttV live or 
fifty degrees above the horixon. The wind 
was from the west, and the rain drops drove 
a little castwardly. but fell nearly perpendic­
ularly. Tho dinenlty— or impossibility—  
was to find any cloud from which the rain fell. 
AA’ ith tho above-mentioned exceptions, none 
was to bo seen, the stars shining brightly all 
the time. The shower lasted for six or eight
