After breakfast was
over and our horses saddled. and everything
ready for a march, we were formed in a line.
As the Indians had stated that the horses
had strayed away from the Falls of the
Brazos, I contended that it was our duty to
ascertain whether or not that was true, before
we could, as honest and consistent men, exe-
cute them. Uthers contended that if we
waited to ascertain that fact, our expedition
would be broken up, and we would fail to
catch the Indian who murdered Alexander.
I contended that the Clierokees were friend.
ly Indians,and in killing them, and that
only for two horses, we would incur the
wrath of the whole tribe, and otler tribes
friendly to them. And as we felt sure that
we would soon be in a war with Mexico, (if
there was no sin in it,) we were going against
our temporal intercst, in making them our
enemies, when we had it in our power to
keep them our friends. When I had done
speaking. it appeared to me from the numer. |
ous sounds that ball of the company were
speaking at once in loud and violent cursing:

It was
in some places 150 fect wide and 39 feet
deep. It passed through the valley to the
Bitter Lakes, and was navigable for vessels
of cousiderable size when the Nile was high.
[t also served for the supply of cities with
water  The ancients assamed that there
was & differcoce of lovel between the Red
Sen and the Mediterranean, and precautions
were taken to prevent the salt water of the
Red Sea from mixing with the Nile This
canal fell to deeay, but was restored about
604 A D by the Turkish Caliph Omar
who introduced many improvements, IIJ
hrought the canal to join the Nile near Cai-

ro. The geveral decay of Egypt bro‘ﬁ
ghout a decay of this canal again, and it

came chioked up 120 years afterward, and for
2 thonsand years it remained so, and was al-
most forgotten until Napoleon, that wonder-
ful man. went to Egypt. He directed the
eminent engineer, La Pere, to survey it and
report.  The length was about ninety-three
miles, through a low, barren, sandy plain,
and traversing many lagoons aud lakes, offer-
ing but few difficaltics toengineering. La Pere
reported that the rise of high water in the
led Sea was six feet, in the Mediterranean
one foot ; and the surfice of the former was
stated to be very high at high water. above
low water in the latter. Mr. Robert Ste-
phenson was present at the meeting, and, as
he had but recently returned from Egypt,
he staied that the iow water in the “f‘tfsl’ca
and the Mediterranean were identical, and
La Pere made a great mistake, which he at-
tributed to a hasty survey made in the time
of war.

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Nineveh : The fxford Enzlish Prize Pocin,
Some three or four years since, saysa cor-
respondent of the Independent, a young man
of modest bearing, in the green uniform of
an attache and with complexion wearing “the
tawny livery " of an Asiatie sun, stood be-
fore the great aunual gathering in  the
Sheldonian theatre, amoung the few whom
Oxford would then delight to honor with
an honorary degree. As the orator desig-
nated him and his merits in sounding latini-
ty, the question went round— Who is he?
ﬁ’lm is 310." Lavarp was then a great un-
known. Last week, in the same place and
before a similar audience, the English prize
poem was recited—the subject being Nine-
veh, and suggested by the researches and dis-
coveries of Lavarp; who,in the short inter-
val, had supplied materials for the philoso-
her, the historian and the poet.

We have neither time nor space for eriti-
eism, even if a prize poem (though an Oxford
prize poem) were a fitting subject of eritical
analysis.  In these compositions we look not
for the enraptured visions of the Seer——the
full display of *the vision and the faculty
divine ;" but we expeet and we have smoot
and elegant versification, some command of
language, and the free use of the imagery
which 1s the ordinary stock in trade of the
young poet.

Nineveh commences with a deseription of
an eastern sunset with its gorgeous hues—
the long, low range which rises from the
level waste, the solitary cone, the shapeless
