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LETTER FROM CHINA.
REV, A, P. PARKER.

The statistics of Protestant missions
in China for 1888, published in the Chi-
nese Recorder, January, 1889, show an
encouraging increase in every item.
There are thirty-nine socleties operating
in China having & total—including three
independent workers—of 1123 foreign
missionaries male and female, being an
{ncraage of ninety-three over last year,
(1887). The communicants number 34,
555, an increase of 2 205 over 1887, The
number of pupils in mission schools is
14,817, an increase of 1140; while the
contribntions of the native Christians for
all church purpoees, amount to $44 172.-
39, un increase of nearly $6000 over last
year,

Surely theee figures ought toafford en-
couragement to those who are working
and praying for the salvation of China.

¥ nal arrangements have been made
for the Geuneral Conferonce of Mission-
aries in China, The Committee of Ar-
rangzements met in Shanghai, Nov. 27th,
1555, and after organization, proceeded
to selec; subjacts for papers to bs
brought before the conference and
wrt.ors for the same. They adopted a
prozram of proceeding for the conference
which is to cover a period of ten days,
beginning May 7, 1890, The program
inciudes a wide range of topics, both In-
teres'ing and important, aud the careful
discussion of them in the mauner pro-
posed caunot fail to be cf permauent
advintage'to the missionary eaterprise
in Chiva., Fifty-cne d fluent subjacts
are included in the program, and they
are ‘o be treated by sixiy-two diffsrent
wrilers, Bagides these, three subj:cia
for evening lectures are also iuncluded.

Although Chinais a great, and in many
resnacts a rich country, yet scarcely a
year passes withoat bringiog calamity of
am e or less serious mature to some
pari of the country. When drouh oc
curs in one place or flood in another, and
the crops are destroyed for one, two or
three seasons in succession, starvalion
an! Jeath are sure to resal:, and the lack
of (yansportation mukesitvery diffizultto
get rclief o the famive stricken distric's,

fLoports from Shan Lung and Mau
churis show that the crops have been
desroved by repeated floods, while oux
own provines of Kiangsu spd the ad-
joiviog provinee of Anhwal ave greatly
afl'sted by the drouth. The ralufail
hies bheen less here this year than for any
veor since 1880, Also Houan and
Nerbera Avhiwal are ovill suffering
from the overtlyw of the Yellow river,
wroue breach hae not yed besn, por is it
[tk 7 to be, closed. ln all these places
Lunureds of thousanda of the people are
red-zed o starvation, sud only the re
1.#0 went from more [avored reglons can
save the lives of tae peopis till next
seaeon's harvest is gathered. Foreiga-
ersand oa'ives, missiopraries and mer-
charts ave all helping liverally to relievs
the suffaring, and telegrams bave been
sert to Earope and A=xerica calling for
aesistance. No doubt the hand of God
is io these nations!l ca'amitiss which are
s llleting this conatry, ia order that all
may tarn out for the farthorance of tue
gospel,

THE PRESS ON BISHOP

MCTYEIRE.

We are not prepared to measure tha value
of his life, nor the greatness of the loss we
have sustained, The feeling that now domi-
nates all hearts is that of sore bereavement,
mingled with something of the feeling that is
felt by an army when a leader falls in the

forefront of the fizht. If the chureh depend-

ed on human leadership, there might well be

wavering in its lines and misgivings concern-

ing the future. Inall its ranks there is left

no larger brain, no stronger will, no heart that

was traer to its interests, If any man among us

belonged to the church in the fullest and best

sense, it was he, For it he prayed and planned

and toiled and journeyed. For it he wrote and

spoke. For it he spent and was spent. For

it he lived and died. When a fuller record

shall be made of his life by an abler hand

than that which sadly traces these lines under
the first impulse of a common grief, when it
shall be seen how much he did for his Master,

and how little for himself, the voice and
heart o our people wi'l accord him a front
rank among thelr most faithful servants and
noblest benefactors. He was both strong and
true. In the discharge of all the important
trusts ‘committed to him by the church,
his fidelity was not less conspicuous than his
ability., He never shrank from responsibliity
or from labor. The burdens he bore were
more and heavier than feil to the lot of other
men, and they were borue with a manly cour-
age and cheerfulness that prevented both his
friends and himself from knowing how heavy
was the strain. That the strong wan some-
times staggerod under the weight of ever in-
creasing responsibilities and toils, is known to
only a few who stood in nearest ofliclal and
personal relation to him. How acute were
his sensibilities, and how keenly he could
suffer when, as was inevitable in the discharge
of official functions so various and so weighty,
there was a conflict between personal feeling
on the one hand and the demands of duty on
the other, Is known to some living witnesses
who may be permitted to speak now that his
lips, sealed 1n lifa by a noble seit-restraing
and the delicacy of feeling that preferred mis-
conception of himself rather than bhurt to
others, are hushed forever. ‘I'hat he made no
mistakes, it would be absurd to claim. He
could but be conscious of the gifts that lifted
him into leadership in every eirele in which
he moved. Hisconvictions were strong in pro-
portion as his perception was clear, ilis will
was tenacious. These characteristies fur-
nished the elements of admionistrative vigor,
and of possible friction under such conditions
as must arise f rom time to time ia the man-
agement of affairs that luvolve the opinions,
the interasts, the prejodices, and the sensis
bilities of so vast a number of persons, A
paramount love for the church was his gov-
erning motive. He preferred  Jorusalem
above his chisf joy, By this rule he sought to
measure men, aud whatever of sul jectivity
was in his judgments of his fellows wmay be
ascrided to the himan nature that coiors the
acilon of all men, from the loftiest to (e low-
est.

yers, Jere Black and Scott Lord, thiuking that
they were haudling an innocent sort of ccele-
siastie, undertook to confuse him in the testi-
mony, and for two whole days plied him with
all sorts of relevant and irreievant questions
It need scarcely be stated that before they
were tirough with their task they had some
new views as to the possible poise and self-
possession of a Methodist bishop.

It much concerns the Christian minister in
these days of universalism, agnosticism,
materialism, atheism, and a dozen or more
other isms, to koow how to combat these
infidel theories that are creeping into our
eivilization. Shall skepticism triumph and
drag the Christian’s faith at its chariot
wheels? Shall materialism gain the victory?
God forbid! However excellent the faith of
Christianity, however meritorious its ex-
ample, it is & stern fact that this faith and
this example cannot and does not reach a
Jarge number of men; we must meet them on
their own ground—Christian science against
infidel science, Christian faith against infidel
faith (?), Christianity vs. Materialism, This
is an ageof thought; and the writings of in-
tidel savants can be nullitied only by Chris
tian philosophy. Were materialism dead we
must ~ubstitute a better system of thougzht,
or infidel proelivities will merge into the
wildest agnosticism,

Lucian villified and sneered at the matenal-
istic tendencies of his age, yet he wasa de-
tiant agnostic. Lucian could ridicule the
doetrine of Pythagoras by laughing at
metempsychosis; but the poorifellow was un
able to give a better system of philosophy
than that which he defamed. ’

It 18 grand to have that faith which will
soar on broad pinions far above the ereeds of
infidelity and rest at the very gates of Kden
on the promise, *For he must reign tili he
hath put all enemies under his feet”
Grander and better it is to be able to fling
the gauntlet into the face of these scotfers
and meet them, as Greek with Greek, on
their own soil; for we are also told that * faith
without works is dead,” Led by such intel
jectual giants of Darwin, Huxley, Tyndall,
Haeckal, and others, materialsm is making
rapid strides among a certain class of sages,
and we hear of the strange anomaly of
science against Christianity, ‘I'tue selence
versus true reiigion! Can there be such a
thing? Truly the royal poet sings, *‘I'be
heavens declare the glory of God, and the
firmament showeih his handiwork Day
unto day uttereth speech, and night unto
night shewe'h knowledge There is no
speech nor language where their voice 1s not
heard,” This voice, when the horologe ol
time shall have sounded its last peal, will
tell us that the same God who formed the
calyx of the Lily is the great Redeewer of
mankind ; the God of storms and eleetrieity
is the God of love: the God of acousties and
light is the Savior of the world, Then
science and religion will embrace (if not b
fore). and “we shall know even as we flso
are known,” But how about the murim?
Does not phllosophy (Christian philosophy, |
should have said) concede too much to ma
terlalism? lostead of regarding the hypothe.
ses of modern sclence as stern Iacts, would
it not be well to look upon them as mere
theorles, the falsity of which succer ding ages
way fully demonstrate? ‘They may bo trueg
they may not be true. Who ecan prove the
existence of ether, the medium of ltzh'” The
Prolemale doetrine of astronomy was in lis
day regarded as infallible; but the Coperni-
can syst m has long sinee swept this relic of
the past 1rom the ticld of true science. May
this not be the case with the wave theory ol
sound? At best i is but a theory ; and future
generations, discovering the true solution of
the problem, may relegate this hoary theory
to the realm of “save fogylsm.” Already
there is a sharp attack upon i's pualanx, led
by Dr. A. Wilford Hall and his disciples
Substantialism has appeared on the field,
and with Damascus blade proceeds to assall
the old system,

Toe absolute acceptance of the present sys-
tem the unquestioning falth of 11s vppo-ed in
fallibility, has wreekea many an intellect upon
the rocks of athelsm  “1f,"" says the skeptie
“sound is but motion; If Nght and heat are
only exsmples of motion; it electricity, that
foree thought by the anclents to reside as a
soul in amber, Is but a species of motion, then
why may not sou! force and mind-toree be no
more than the vibrations of brain—particles,
to be stilled forever at death?”

We do not like to look at suffering in
the face. A greatgrief which we foresee
disturbs our serenity and breaks down
our courage; we tarn our eyes from it.
From the beginning of his ministry,
Jesus has had the terrible issue of his
work in his thoughts. Andhe has main-
tained his calmpess and his gentleness as
well as his enthusiasm and his courage,
He had not even a confidant who could
participate In the future which he fore
saw. His disciples were still too feeble
for him to share such meantal preoccupa-
tion with them., However, some months
bafore his departure, the moment came
when he could initiate them into his ap-
proaching suffarings and death. He be:
gan by giving them the opportunity to
ecpress their faith in his messianic dig-
nity—a faith which distinguished them
from the rest of the people; then he
taught them in what sense he should be
the Messiah-King, and upon what throne
they should soon see him raised. And
twice, in the following months, he re-
peated this declaration to them, which
was 80 contrary to all that they had
hoped for. The impression which this
revelation made on them is expressed
with ardor in Pater’s exclamation: *“‘Be
it far from thee, Lord: this shall not be
anto thee” (Mai'thew)-—an exclamation
which burs® from his genuine heart as
well as from his fellow-disciples; for
they all had & presentiment that in the
suffering of the Master their o=n wasin-
volved.

This result which concerns them per
sonally Jesus does not concea! from them.
In the words which he adds immediately
after, he unfolds it to them distinetly:
“*Whosoever will come after me, let him
deny himself, and take up his cross. and
follow me.” Here isthesuffering which
every baliever has before him if he
wishes to persevere; to renounce and ac-
copt; to renounce what pleases us, to
accept what displeases. Todeny himself
ig, in fact, to take leave of his own self,
to bid farewell to the pursuit of his own
gratification, his well-being his ambition,
and his personal advancedient. To take
the eross is to bs willing to lie on the
most painful of death-beds, by consent-
ing, without murmuring or irritation, to
al! the sufferings, all the injustices, all
the shame, which faithfuloess to the
Lord may bring upon us. And this is
avery day; for this accepting ought to be
renewed every morning, and realizad
more or less every moment of the day.
This is the life which Jesus promises to
his own, apostles and believers, We see
it; it is certainly suffering; it is certainly
a prolonged death, like his own.

We are undoubtedly at liberty to re-
coii from such a future, as Jesus himse!f
might have recoiled from before the sac-
rifice which our salvation required. We
can take care of ourself, spare it, care
for it, adorn it, glorify it, serve it as our
dearest friend. We can discard the
cross by accommodating ourselves to the
life and to the opinions of the world.
P’arhaps we shall succeed in this way;
we shall obtain success; we shall gain
the praises and the applause of men;
perhaps we shall gain, as Jesus expressed
it, the whole world; weshallsee all about
us disposed to flatter and to serve us;
our life will resemble a flower which is
fully blown. Bat what will be the end
of all this? See the reply in I Peter
i:24. “What shall it profit & man,” said
Jetw’, “if he shall gain the whole world,

and lose his own self? Or what shall a
man give in exchange for his soul?”
This natural self, to whose satisfaction
we have devoted everything, this selfish
life, which in reality has only bsen pride
and egotism, lying and vain appearance—
this brilliant flower bas expanded for a
moment only, to perish immediately af-
terwards. Divine condemnation rests
upon such & life—on this self filled with
himself. And what will this self And
in the goods which he has acquired, and
in the homage that he has obtained, to
turn aside the sentence which threatens
him? To possess everything and lose
himself; to gain the whols world and kill
himself—what gait!

Jesus has not recoiled from the sacri-
fice which was demanded of him, and he
invites us to share it with him. By ac-
cepting it he has accomplished the salva-
tion of the world; by accepting it we will
complete our own salvation. This self
which you will abandon to him by de-
spoiling it of all that belonged to it, he
will clothe again with his own holiness
and hisown giory. Not only to the end
of yourlife—he himself will receive you
above, and will prociaim you before his
God and the angels, as you have pro-
claimed him yours here below before the
world. Bat already here below, in the
same manner as Jesus promised it to
some of those who surrounded him, you
will see him come to dwell in your heart,
aud there real’zs the divine kingdom
which is “righteousness and peace and
joy in the Holy Ghost.”—(Rom. xiv:17).

Let us have the courage, then, to look
in the face, as Jesus aid, the pain of the
renunciation of ourselfish asp'raticnsand
of the crucifying of ourselves, Let us
daily advance in this path which the ex-
awple of Jesus marks out for us; let us
take oue step to-day by some voluntary
sacrifice which is agreeable to God. Let
us recall tha', as the apostle says, ‘‘the
suff>rings of this present time are not
worthy to be compared to the glory
which shall be revealed in us” (Rom.
vili:18). if we ara faithful to the end.—

TWO EXILES.

The following pathetic passageis from
Mr. Kennan's article in the February
Century: * Two of the most interesting
politicals whom we met in [rkutsk were
Mr. and Mrs. Ivan Cherniavski, who
were banished to Siberia by administra-
tive process in 1578, I became very well
acquainted with them, and for Mrs.
Cherniavski especially I came to feel the
profoundes: pity and regard. Few wo-
men, even in Russia, have had before
the age of thirty-five 8o tragic and heart-
breaking a life, and still fewer have
maintained through hardships, sickness,
and bereavement such cheerfulness
and courage. She was arrested in Odes-
8a in the early part of 1578 at the age

of twenty-five about, and after
a long term of imprisonment
was sent by eadministrative pro-

cess to the province of Toboisk., In
the city prison of Kk ev, on her way to
Siberia, she was detuived for a few days,
and while there was forced to be almost
an eye-witness of the assassination of
her dearest friend. A young man of
Eoglish descent named Beverly, whom
she had known from childhood, Lad been
arrested shortly before upon the charge
of living on & false pussport and cairy ng
on & revolu'ionary propaganda, and he
was at that time in the K ev prison.
The night before Mrs., Cherniavski was
to resume her journey to Siberia, Dever-
ly, with a comrade pawed Izbitski, at-
tempted to escap» through a tunnel
which they had succesded in digging
from the'r cell to a point outside the
prison wall. The prison authorities,
however, had in some way become aware
of the existence of the tuunel, and had
posted a squad of soldiers near the place
where the fugitives must emerge from
the ground. Late at night, when they
made their appearance, they were re-
celevd with a volley of musketry. Bav-
erly was mortally wounded, and as he
lay writhing on the gronnd he was dis-

patched by a soldier with several repeat-
ed bayonet thrusts. Izbitski, wounded
and severely beaten, was taken back in-
to prison. The next morning when Mrs.
Cherniavski started with her party for
Siberia she had to march past the bloody
and disfigured body of her dearest friend,
which was 8'ill lying where it had fallen,
in plain sight of the prison windows.
‘“¢‘Ican bear my own personal tor-
ment,’ she said to me with & sob as she
finished the story of this tragedy, ‘but
such things as that break my heart.’
“Ineed not recount thelhardships and
miseries that she, a cultivated and re-
fined woman, endured on the road and
in the roadside etapes between Kiev and
the small town in the Siberian province
of Tobolsk, where she and her husband
had been assigned & residence. They
reached their destination at last; a child
was Lhere born to them, and they lived
there in something like comfort until
March, 1581, when Alexander 1II. came
to the throne, and Mr. Cherniaski was
required to take the oath of allegiance.
Herefused to doso, and they were sent
farther eastward to the town of Kras-
noyarsk. A second refusal to take the
oath of allegiance resulted injtheir being
seut to Irkutsk. DBy this time winter
had set in, and they were traveling in an
open tarantas with a delicate baby thir-
teen months of age. It was with the
greatest difficulty that Mrs. Cherniavski
could keep her baby wearm, and at the
last station before reaching Irkutsk she
removed the heavy wrappings in which
she had enveloped it and found it dead.
With the shock of this discovery she
became delirious, and wept, sang
pathetic little nursery songs to her dead
child, rocked it in her arms, and prayed
and cursed God by turus. In the court-
yard of the Irkutsk forwarding prison,
in a temperature of thirty degrees below
zero, Mr. Cherniavski stood for half an
hour waiting for the party to be formally
received, with his wife raving indelirium
beside him and his dead child in his
Arms,

“Mrs. Cherniavski lay in the prison
hospital at Irkutsk until she recovered
her reascn, and to some extent her
strength, and then she and her husband
were sent 2000 miles farther to the
north-eastward under guard of gen-
darmee; and colonized in a Yakut settle-
ment known as the Bataruski ooloos,
sitoated in the ‘tiaga’ or primeval wilder

ness of Yakutsk, 165 miles from the
nearest town. There, suffering almost
every conceivable hardship and priva-
tion, they lived until 1564, when the
Minister of the Interior allowed them to
return to a more civilized part of Siberia.
“Mrs. Cherniavski when I made her
acquaintance was a pale, delicate, hol-
low-cheeked woman, whose health had
been completely wrecked by years of
imprisonmant, banishment, and grief.
She had had two children, and had lost
them both in exile under circumstances
that made the bersavement almost in-
tolerable; for seven years she had been
separted by a distacce of many thousand
miles from all of her kindred; and the
future seemed to hold for her abso-
lutely nothing except the love of the
husband whose exile ghe counld still share,
but whose interests she could do so little
in her broken sta‘e of health to promote.
She had not beeu able 1o step outside the
house for two monthe, and it seemed to
me, when 1 bade her good-bye, that her
life of unhappivess and suffering was
drawing to a close. [ felt profoundly
sorry for her—while listening to her
story, my face was wet with ters almost
for the first time since boyhood—and hop-
ing to give her some pleasure and to show
her how sincerely I esteemed her and how
deeply I sympath zad with her, [ offered
| her my photograph, as the only memento
I Tcould 'eave with her. To my great sur-
prise she =adly but firmly declined it,
and eaid: ‘Many years ago I had a pho-
tograph of a litile child that I had lost,
It was the only one in existence, and I
could not get another. The police mada
a search one night in my house, and took
away all my letters and photographs, 1
told them that this particular picture was
the only portrait I had of my dead boy.
The gendarme ofli zer who conducted the
gsearch promised me upon his word of
honor that it should be returned me, but
[ never saw it again. I made a vow then
that it skould not be possible for the
Rassian government to hurt me so a sec-
ond time, and from that day to this I
have never had a photograph in my pos-
session.’

“1 do not know whether Mrs. Cher-
niaveki is now living or dead; but if she
be still living, I trust that these pages
may find the.r way to her and show her
that on the other side of the world she
is still remembered with affectionate

sympathy,”
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OUR KINSUIP WITH THE STALL,

In the incarnation ‘‘two whole and
perfect natures’’ united in one
persen. In the creation of man two
natures were united in one humanity,
The man Adam was created both spirit
and animal. He 1s flesh and soul.
I'rom one side he is of the dust of the
ground, earthy; and from the other of
the breath of God, spiritual. On one
side his kinship is with heaven; on the
other with the occupants of the stall,
Following the voice of heaven appeal-
ing to one side of his nature, he be-
comes fitted for companionskip with the
angels and with God—following the
voice of the world appealing to the
other side of his nature, he degrades
himself to the level and even below
the level of the brute.

These two are so intimately united as
to form but one man, and yet not so
completely as to prevent a conflict be-
tween them, Under opposite infla-
ences both sides of man’s nature may
clamor for the ascendency; for the flesh
lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit
against the flesn. Within the con-
sciousness of the mind there 1s a com-
mon meeting place of both sides of hu-
man nature. The ego is not only con-
scious of the pleasures arising from the
gratification of the intellectual, moral
and spiritual sensibilities, but also of a
pleasure in the gratification of the
carnal appetites, Strange to say, the
carnal appetites and passions (for
animals have passions) frequently
vome in conflict with the moral
sensibilities (the conscience), and
the intelligent ego yields to the lower
side of its nature, When the higher
side of man's nature yiclds and is
brought into subjection to the animal,
it is carnalized, The man is then car-
nally minded. He seeks his happiness
through the flash. The flesh ties him
to this world, and he lives for this
world only. T'he higher aspirations of
the soul under the influence of the flesh
become worldly ambitions. The hon-
ors and pieasures he seeks are of the
world, worldly, e isin the flesh, and
hves in the flesh, Since the fall, man is
born in the carnal state; left to himself,
he grows up into the brutal savage. In
this state he may be intellectually, and
10 a certain extent morally, educated;
but he becomes only an intelligent and
partially moral animal. The very best
that even a Christian civilization does
for him is to make him an intellectual-
ly and morally educated animal. When
moral principles are altogether aban-
doned, and all moral restraint is entire-
ly thrown off, the soul revels in carnal
gratification, and the man is worse than
the ordinary brute because of his men
tal sagacity to devise ways and means
to gratify his brutal passions. It is
only the religion of Christ that can d=-
liver the soul from this thralldom in

the flesh. Only Christ Jesus, through
;‘ the power of the Holy Ghost,
can break the chains that bind

the spiritual man to ‘‘the body
of this death,”” and set the captive
fcee, This is salvation. It is the resur-
rection from the death of carnal-mind-
edness to the life of spiritual-minded-
mess. It is the restoration of the
higher side of man’s nature to its proper
dominion over the lower side. It brings
she body into subjection, and the flesh
into a state of daily crucifixion. The

, she flesh for this world only, but in the
Spirit unto Christ Jesus.

healthy moral sentiment.

moral sentiment is the fruit of the
church,  Given the character of a peo-
ple’s religion and you may determine
the character of their government.
Upon the other hand the church pros-
pers best in good government, Relig-
ion flourishes best in quietness and
peace. It woos most successfully the
mind and heart disentangled with other
exciting affairs, Wars are not fuvor-
able to the work of the gospel. \When
a country is enraged with hatred, or
oppressed by fear, the minds of men are
not in a condition to hear the gentle
and persuasive voice of religion.

Religion is also of such a nature as
to require the whole attention, It is
jealous of any other rival for attention,
It demands an undivided interest.
Men who flee to religion in times of
great and terrifying excitements, as
fear induced by earthquakes and such
like, generally discover that when the
excitement has died away they have no
firm hold upon religion, and it has no
hold upon them, Religion does not
oppose 2'l excitement, but it demands
a mind free from other powerful influ-
ences. No excitement is favorable to
religion except that created by religion
itself,  D’ossibly persecutions have in
the end been favorable to the spread of
the gospel, butin this case the exciting
cause turned the attention of men to
Christianity itself.  The gospel is the
advocate of peace, and that oi undis-
turbed quictness that allows men to act
frecly., Whatever disturbs the peace of
the country, or throws it int> a state of
agitation is, for the time being at least,
an impediment to the gospel. There-
fore let Christians everywhere pray *‘for
kings and for all that are in authority;
that we may lead a quiet and peaceable
life in all godliness and honesty. For
this is gnod and acceptadle 1n the sight
of God our Savior, who will have all
men to be saved, and to come unto the
knowledge of the truth.”

A FATAL MISTAKE.

One of the most fatal mistakes that
parents make in relation to their chil-
dren is their failure to appreciate that
the children are the gifts of God to
them with the mom=ntous responsibility
of bringing them up in the way of the
Lord, The carclessness of parents in
this respect is painfully manifest during
almost every revival season in the
church. We have known parents to
allow their children to go eoff on wisits,
and even to send them away while
penitentssecking religion at the altars
of the church. Almost in every in-
stance wherc the protracted meeting
falls within the time of the secular
school many young people miss church
services under the excuse of the neces-
sity of staying at home to study their
lessons, and parents seem to think it
all right, If they fully realized the re-
sponsibility God has placed upon them
in the gift of children, how could they
fail to see that their little ones have
every opportunity—and the use of
every special means of salvation ?
I'nese special occasions do not come
every day, and every one which passes
by unimproved is a gracious oppor-
tunity lost, Besides, have these

parents ever asked themselves which is| not

the more important, the salvation of
the soul or the education of the intel-
lect ?
dren go through the world ignorant of
every letter in the book than to fail of
salvation, Bat in fact nothing can be
lost intellectually by giving the prefer-
ence under all circumstances to re-
ligion, But on the other hand every-
thing is lost when religion 1s not pre-
ferred, A few lessons may be missed,
but religion brightens the mind and
sharpens all the intellectual as well as
the moral faculties. Religion restores
the ecntire man to himself in the very
best sense. There is a wisdom which
is hecavenly, and the beginning of
which is the fear of the Lord. No
amount of intellectual training can
attain unto it; for it is the gift of God,
Parents cannot properly be said to have
begun the discharge of parental respon-
sibility until they have recognized that
this wisdom is the most precious gift
their children can obtain.
