istration. The “‘certain days’’ of 13:6
covering the interval between Nehe-
miah’s two administrations is indefi-
nite, It certainly covers several years,
or the ubuses which this chapter de-
scribes could not have grown up; but
it could not be greater than seien or
eight years, for the second commission
was given by Artaxerxes, who died 425
B. C after a reign of forty years, Ezra
was doubtless dead, for it is hard to be-
lieve thatsuch abuses could have grown
up during his life, His successor,
“Zadok tre scribe,”’ is named (13:13).
Malachi, the last of the prophets, was
Nehemiah’s helyer now, enveighing
under the inspiration of the Hol
Spirit against the same abuses whic
Nehemiah suppressed by the strong
arm of authority, 7The student should
read the book of Malachi in connection
with this lesson. “The last chapter of
Canonical Jewish hi-tory is the key to
the last chapter of its prophecy.”’

After the recall of Nehemiah, the
opposition party, headed by the High
Priest Eliashib, began the line of con-
duet which brought about the sad state
of affairs describedin this chapter. The
High Priest, in tlagrant violation of the
divine order that no Ammonite should
enter the congregation of Israel forever
(Deut, 23:3, 4), had fitted up a section
of the temple, built as a treasury for
storing the tithes, as a palatial resi-
dence for the heathen scofter, “Tobiah
the Ammonite,”” to whom he had al-
lied him-elf by marriage (ver. 1, 5).
This example of wickedness in high
place was quickly followed by the
people,  The temple service was
contemned and negleted: the tithes
were  withheld (ver, 10), or the
poorest «f their flocks, the sick,
blind, torn of beasts, or otherwise use-
less (Mat, 1:7, 83 8:9), were offered for
sacrifice instead of the most excellent,
as the law required. The Levites, the
tithes being withheld, were forced to
retire to their homes (o earn a support;
the people complained of the weariness
of the temple service (Mat, 1:13): no
one would do anything, however small,
in the house of God except for good
pay (Mat, 1:10),

As the inevitable conscquence of
neglect of the public worship of Gq nl.
crime rapidly inereased, sorcery, adul-
tery, false 8.4 earing, oppression, cheat-

ing the widow and the tatherless, were |

fearfully prevalent (Mat, 3:5),  Espe
cially was there & return to the taixed
marriages which had been s positive-
ly forbidden, and which had always
brought such heavy puni<hment.

This
applause was superinduced by the fact
that such performances smacked =0
much of the theater and the beer-gar-
den that the sinner’s conscience did not
hurt him during the operation; but on
the other hand so fortified his car-
nal mind against the Gospel that the
sermon which followed always failed
to make him feel bad. Of course, in
private, in the secret chambers of his
own soul, when he dealt honestly with
himself, he voted the whole business a
travesty on religious service. But
that served the devil’s purpose quite
as well, for did not the preacher coun-
tenance it? Was it not performed in
the house of God, so-called?” And if
this solemin department of worship is a
farce, may it not all be so?  Fualsus in
uno, falsus in omnivm.

The preacher—well, we can not say
how he feels; but we are quite sure we
could not preach under the circum-
stances. If he really endorses it, he
must be lacking in spirituality; if he
does not, he i< not preacher in charge
80 long as that state of affairs con-
tinues.

But a better day is coming. The
fashion now in our great-city Churches
is for a leader, or a precentor, as he is
sometim:s called, to conduct the sing-
ing while the congregation join in,
every one with a book before him,
This is great. To hear a thousand
peoplesinging together, the melliflucus

tones of a pipe organ stealing out and

and mingling with the great billow-
of aggregated human voices, while
upon the topmost crest of every nw;
articulated speech sounds forth the
praise of God, stirs up the deepesi

depths of the human soul and prepares |

the heart for the reception of the
preached word! A better day is com-
ing. Preachers are beginuing to learn
that it is rot a little thing to read and
understand the science of music, The
music¢ teacher, long laughed at and
patronizingly endured as one of those
harmless bores not mean enough to
kill, yet hardly fit to live, is coming to
the front as master and engineer of
one of the most potent forces that move
the human heart to feel and act,  Give
him audience, Take off his seedy
habiliments and clothe him in purple
and fine linen, It is he more thaa all
other players upon the lZarp humane
that turns the tide of human thought
and changes the rushing currents of
men and things, Napoleon is reported
to have said: **Let me make a nation’s
songs and I care not who makes their
laws,”” and a greater prince than Bona-
parte rang the changes upon *‘Sing un-
to the Lord,” “Sing unto the Lord a
new song,’” “Praise him upon the
harp and upon the loud-sounding cym-
bals,”” ““Let all that have breath praise
the Lord.”

OUR REPRESENTATIVES.

It is a common thirg to hear our
Legislators and Congressmen eriticised
and often in a very uncomplimentary
style. The politician is put down as
a trickster and wire-paller, and when
he gets into office all Kinds of insinua-
tions are thrown out as to his course as
a representative of the people,

Ought this to be s0? We trow not.
In the first place statesmanship asa
profession is a necessary and a noble
calling. It requires time, attention
and a great deal of labor to properly
understand and prudently deal with
the many important questions that
arise in the making ana executing of
the various laws necessary to do the
greatest good to the greatest number,
Law, political and social economy
ought to be—must be——studied care-
fully before the machinery can be un-
derstood.  Then comes a long array of
“peeds”  and  “conditions” —some-
times apparently conflicting—always
numerous and intricate, which must
be duly considered and given attention
in their proper order and at the best
possible time, It  requires brains,
patience, produce and patriotism to
properly turn oft all this work, and a
lifetime is not too long to prepare a
man to be & good and safe helmsman
in the ship of State.

To criticise—not to say abuase—these
necessary public functionaries, seems

both unwise and ungratefal: and when
to “the law and to the testi
wony. " which ought to be the end of
l controversy with Christian people,
nd such a course condemned in
the gest terms.

Moreover, these menare byy 1o
their several offi es and stations |«
sentatives of the principles and po oy
of our free institutions, It is imposs<i-
ble to abuse and malign them without
degrading the office or place they oc-
cupy. In throwing mud at them we
defile the seats upon which they sit—
seats we ourselves have erected and
which must be kept clean, both for the
honor and safety of our country.

It is a matter much to be regretted
that no office in the gift of the people
is protected from these partisan mud-
slingers, Even our President—the
chief executive and highest dignitary
in our nation—i< not =afe from the scur-
rilous abuse and vituperation of the
mob. Such terms of reproach as *“Lit-
tie Ben,” applied to Mr., Harrison,
and “Old Buli-neck,” when referring
to Mr. Cleveland, are a disgrace to our
country and to ourselves, How can
we point our children to the ladder of
fame and to the places of honor among
their countrymen when it is evident
that the higher they ascend the more
liable they become to abuse and slan-
der? Itis simply shocking!

And unless it is checked—unless we
cease to “speak evil” of these “digni-
ties,”” the Nation will lose respect
both for the office and the officer and
“bloody treason will flourish over us.”
Anarchy, whose creed is ‘“‘down with
law,” is already rampant upon our
shores in an organized form; and the
observant are not ignorant that a sleep-
ing demon is in the hearts of many
who pose as defenders of law and or-
der. The bhewildering figures which
represent the wealth of the few and
the rags and tatters that advertise the
poverty of the many, the growth of
mopopoly and “the law’s delay’’ —all
these things are irritants that keep the
mind of the mass in a state of perpet-
ual «tew, and as the dignity and pow-
er ol the law is the only safeguard of
the better against the criminal class
when an outbreak comes, the man who

belittles law and the functionaries of
State is pouring oil on his own house
and preparing it for the mateh of the
incendiary,

CHURCH AND STATE SCHOOLS.
The Brenham Herald is for keeping
Church and State apart, but desires

Ntate institutions to be made equal to
those which are sectarian, It says:

“Our public schools, our State institu-
tions of educsation, of higher learning
especially, which are the most earnest
and the most able mediuws for the
maintenance of the natural spirit of
liberality and tolerance, are being
thrown into the background by sectariau
@ lleges and universities, Eaptists send
their childiren to Baylor, Methodists to
Georgetown, Presbyterians (o Clarks-
ville, Catholics to St, Edward’s at Austin
and St. Mary's at San Antonio, and be-
tween all of them the University of the
State of Texas is not by half as well at-
tended as it should be, and yet the most
religious father may safely place his
son there, They wili not rob him of his
faith, but they will teach him to recog-
nize that his duties to his country are
equal to his duties to the Church, Let
our young citizens be instructed without
bias, Let them step from the free
schools into the University of the State,
instead of bringing them from the pa-
rochial school into the seminary. Our
young men and young women, in order
to carry out rightly the instruction of
the founders of the Union, must be able
to steer the ship of State clear of the
reefs of the Church.”

No sectarian college of Texs is amen-
able to the charge of teaching bigotry
and intolerance,— Dalbes News,

No; and as the News s2id some time
since,in “State Press,”” “‘secularschools
were never famous for teaching mor-
als"”’—or words to that effect, The
fuct is that higher education without
religious instruction leads to atheism,
The proof of the pudding is in the
chewing of the bag, and when it comes
to a test as to whether fathers can safe-
ly risk their sons at State schools, we
challenge a comparison with any sec-
tarian schhol in any place, This cry
against sectarian schoo's by the friends
of inferior State institutions, is in bad
taste and is unfair, The pations of
Church schools pay their tax to support
the State schools just like other men,
and it is certainly their right to use
the money that is left—their own mon-
ey, ina way of their own choosing,
As to the “‘reefs" of the Church, we
challenge a comparison of “wrecks”
between these secular and sectarien
reefs,  This old howl about the danger
of uniting Church and State through
the agency of Church schools, is a
chestnut, ancient and dry. Have
not these schools been in operation all
along? And have not the great col
leges and universities of thi= nation
been under the control of someone of our
various “sects?""  Why raise the howl,
then, at this late day against these suc-
cesstul institutions, simply because of
their superiority over the State schools?
Lot merit win, The State schools
have the «dvantage in endowment,
advertising and political backing, and
if they c+n not hold their own under
these favorable circamstances against
the unendowed and «ruggling Church

institutions, let them die.  This a free

ing into eclipse a couple of dozen
oysters and a large fish.

After spending the remainder of the
afternoon strolling along the wharf
and examining some fine ocean steam-
ers, the hour for service drawing near

' literally dumped me in a very uncleri-

cal fashion,

Entering the pastor’s study in the
basement of the Church, I found Bro.
Horn and a local brother named Jones
who received me kindly and made me
feel quite at home, Presently the pas-
tor, Bro, Massey, came in and request-
ed me to conduct the service, This I
gladly consented to do, and as there
was a good turn-out of praying people,
we had a pleasant and I hope a profit-
able service, Here 1 met another
preacher, Bro. Huffmaster, and several
other brethren and sisters, some of
whom gave me their names for the
Apvocare and invited me very cor-
dially to visit ti.em at some fature
time when I had more time to spend.

After spending the nightat the hotel,
1 took the North G dveston, Houston
and Kansas City train at 7:30 for North
Galveston, a new town about eighteen
miles northwest of Galveston on Gal-
veston Bay., Th's town proposes to be
situated on a peninsula with the bay
on three sides of it and to
be the Chicago of the Southwest.

The Savior counsels:  Let your com-
munication be yea, yea, and nay, nay,
for more than this cometh of evil. And
yet there is nothing more common
even among professing Christians than
the conscious or unconscious violation
of this law. The poetic license of ex-
aggeration, when understood to be
such, the use of the whole to include
the majority of its parts, is not wicked

nor does it tend to evil, for the Serip-
tures themselves abound in this sort of
topical expression. But the line be-
tween truth and falsehood is drawn
wheremotive is concerned, and a lie is
the statement of an untruth or only a
part of the truth with an infent (o de-
cvive, Hence the Psalmist gives cheer
and comfort to the man who speakerh
the truth in his heart (Pros 15:2,)
Error of every kind springs from a
false statement concerning facts—mak-

ing the worse appe ir the better reason,
and the only way to offset it is to state
the truth. Indeed it is the chief busi-
ness of truth to follow up and expose
error, as it was the work of our Lord
to ‘“destroy the works of the devil.”
He who takes it for granted that truth
will take care of itself without the di-
vine, appointed agencies for its detence,
will be mistaken every time, When
things are let alone they always go
wrong and it is the duty, yea, the God-
appointed work, of the lovers of truth to
set things right. This world is out of
joint, Its maxims and its aims are
wrong and the Gospel, through the
Church and the Holy Ghost, is to
change these maxims and reverse or
elevate these aims, ‘‘For all that is in
the world * * * is not of the
Father, but is of (or for) the world.”
