38, a Rotan resident and 
driver for Brazos 'Trans­
port for the past 9 years, 
was kiUed in an accident 
involving the 1977 Mack 
truck, 18-wheeler, he was 
driving approximately 5 
m iles North of DeQueen, 
Arkansas at 12:50 a.m . 
Tuesday, June 19, accord­
ing to Arkansas High 
Department officials.

Hill had trip-leased a 
load of lumber from El 
Dorado, Arkansas and was 
enroute to Tulsa, Okla­
homa for delivery. He was 
the lead driver in a convoy 
of three 18-wheelers, all 
bound for 'Tulsa with 
loads. Hill had trip-leased 
from B&L Truck Lines, a 
sister company of Brazos 
'Transport, with headquar­
ters in DeQueen.

At the time of the 
accident Hill was loaded 
with approximately 4,000 
pounds of 2x4’s.

Arkansas State Highway 
Patrolman Johimy Hood, 
in a telephone interview  
last Tuesday morning, 
said, “HiU came around a 
curve in the hills North of 
DeQueen and evidently 
lost control.” His tractor 
and trailer overtiraied, 
skidded approximately 200 
yards on Highway 71 
North, left the road and 
came to rest on its side 
against a pine tree, 
partially pining Hill under­
neath and inside his cab.

J.R. McKinley, editor of 
the daily DeQueen Bee 
newspaper, said last Tues­
day that the three truck 
drivers in the convoy 
stopped in DeQueen to eat 
and gas-up and had 
planned to spend the night 
at 'Tulsa.

The president of Texas’ 
largest general farm or­
ganization urged striking 
independent truckers Fri- < 
day not to ignore the Texas 
fiu it and vegetable har­
vest.

Texas Farm Bureau 
President Carrol Chaloup- 
ka said, “W e recognize 
that the trucking industry 
is suffering from the price 
of fuel and the shortage of 
fuel, just the sam e as 
agriculture, but this is the 
only income that many of 
these farmers will receive 
this year.’’

The harvest of fiiiits and 
vegetables in the Winter 
Garden area, near San 
Antonio, is reportedly 
suffering from a shortage 
of trucks, compounded by 
the Indedendent Truckers 
Association strike. Once 
the crops there are ready 
for harvest, farmers will 
have only a few days to 
market before the highly 
p erish able com m odities 
ruin in the fields.

“We need the full 
cooperation of the truckers 
to move these perishables 
immediately because very 
soon they will be in no 
condition to be moved at 
a ll,’’ said Chaloupka.

Both the W inter Garden 
and the Rio Grande Valley 
are harvesting m elons, 
vegetables, and other 
crops, and the demand for 
trucks is, as always, huge. 
Practically all of the crop is 
transported by truck.

Chaloupka was joined

by other farm leaders, 
includ ing A griculture 
C om m issioner R eagan  
Brown, in urging the 
truckers to continue to 
move the fiu it and vege­
table crop.

Fisher County ranchers 
selecting herd bulls should 
search for one with a high 
^liteaning weight that hope­
fully wil be transmitted to 
the offspring.
S. S ince the w eaning  
weight trait is about 30 
percent heritable, this 
represents the estim ated 
genetic difference that can 
be transmitted to its 
offspring. Of course, each 
parent transmits only half 
^  his genes to the 
Offspring. Therefore, a 
l^iill with a weaning weight 
Of 100 pounds more than 
p oth er bull would be 
expected to produce 15 
additional pounds per calf. 
1 Even though this in­
crease seem s small, con-
ipderable and herd and 
^onom ical improvement 
^ n  be realized from the 
lea n in g  weight trait.

i- For instance, the extra 
15 pounds from a better 
jieiiortning bull on a 
40-head herd can make a 
lot o f  difference, especially 
When the bull is kept four 
years or more. W ith 60 
cent calves, this can add 
up to $360 more per year 
or $1,140 over four years.

Also, many producers 
are beginning to keep their 
cattle after weaning and 
are sending them to 
commercial feedlots. Im­
p ro v e  buR perfonnance 
should mean more dollars 
per head when feeding 
cattle to skughter weight.

Yearling weight- of the' 
herd bull will reflect the 
gaining liveability , ,,of his 
offspring^ This: trait is 60 
percent heritable i &  a 100 
pound atiperior bull would 
tansmit 30 pounds (oner 
half of contributuion) to

each offspring.
A bull's worth when 

selling finished yearling 
cattle can be easily 
calculated. At a yearling 
price of 50 cents per 
pound, the 30 extra 
pounds in a 40-cow herd 
add up to $600 more a year 
and $2,400 over a four- 
year period.

Sire selection is one of 
the most important deci­
sions that cattle producer 
make because a herd bull 
affects the beef producer’s 
income for many years. 
Many feel tha tusing top 
quality bulls or perform­
ance testecf bulls is the 
c h e p e s t im p ro v em en t 
available today. Perform­
ance testing simply identi­
fies genetically superior 
individuals for specific 
traits.

Fight “ sneaky” cal­
ories, set a weight-control 
climate.

U n w an ted  c a lo r ie s  
“ sneak” into the diets of 
many overweight people 
who add them without 
even realizing they’re 
doing do.

Overweight people are 
very sensitive to the sight, 
taste, sm ell and thought of 
food, especially when it’s 
clearly in sight and readily 
available.

Buy raw fruits and other 
low-calorie, high-nutrition 
item s for snacks.

2. In eating snacks, take 
only one small serving 
from the package. Put the 
package back and repeat 
this each time you decide 
to snack. Have family 
members without weight 
problems keep their snack 
foods out of your sight.

3. During; m eals, don’t 
leave serving dishes or 
pans on the table. Serve 
your plate and put all food 
away so you don’t have to 
look at it.

4. Wait at least two 
minutes after eating be­
fore taking a second 
helping. To get a second 
helping, take your plate to 
where the food it kept, get 
a moderate-sized serving 
and put the food away 
again before eating.

If you are interested in 
losing weight the safe 
way, you might like a copy 
of “Food and Your 
W eight” which is avail­
able fi*om my office. W e’ll

I personally have found 
this to be successful. Eat a 
well balanced diet, count 
calories and be sure you 
are consuming fewer cal­
ories than normal, get 
exercise to bum  up 
calories and you wiU lose 
weight. It may be very 
gradual, but one should

never lose over one or two 
pounds a week and even if 
you only lose one or two a 
you only lose one or two a 
month, you are headed in

the right direction. The 
good thing about this slow  
weight loss is that you do 
not wrinkle and you are 
forming better eating

habits which wiU help you 
to keep it off.

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Grasshopper Bait Formula Given By Entomologist
Cbtton planting is still 

underway in both Fisher 
and Jones Counties at the 
4.x..:'?nt tim e, howevra*, 
cmnd weather is prevalent 
and the seeds are going in 
the ground fast. Up till 
today, I would estim ate 
that 90 percent of the 
acreage in Fisher County 
is planted and about 80 
percent of the acreage in 
Jones Coimty. If the 
weather holds, all w ill be 
planted by June 20. Insect 
activity is edready on the 
incline in several areas.

Lubber or jumbo grass­
hoppers are very abundant 
at the present tim e. Also, 
those yellow, or what are 
called differential grass­
hoppers, are also being 
found in large numbers. 
These are bing found 
along turn rows and in 
pastures around cotton 
and grain sorghum fields. 
There have been no 
reports of them  igrating 
out of the pastures yet, 
due to the relative abun­
dance of green wild host 
plants there. However, as 
these begin to dry up and 
die, migration w ill occur to 
the closest green thiug 
around which will he  
either cotton or grain 
so rg h u m . P ro d u cers  
should watch aroimd fields 
that are bordered by 
pastures or fence rows 
with a lot of w eeds on 
them . These insects can 
wipe out com plete stands 
around the edges of fields 
in just a few days if not 
controUed. You can control 
these pests by either 
spraying the turn rows or 
placing insecticide im­
pregnated baits aroimd 
them . If spraying is 
desired, the materials 
recommended are Mala- 
thion, Sevi or Toxaphene.

Boll w eevil trap catches 
are stUl down considerably 
as compared to 1977 and 
1978. I guess w e had our

peak trap catch on June 4, 
but I don’t really know.
The numbers that we 

caught were so low that I 
could not tell. But, if that 
was our peak, then we are 
in good shape as far as boll 
w eevils go for 1979. 'This 
fact, along with the later 
plantings, indicate that

overwinterized or early 
season boll w eevil control 
will not be needed in very 
many, if any fields. 
F leahoppers m ay be 
another story.

For application from the 
ground use a w et bait. To 
prepare this bait stir an

em ulsifiable concentrate 
or a wettable powder 
containing the insecticide 
into water and mix with 
mill-run bran and sawdust 
in a single operation. To 
make 100 poim ds of this 
mixture, use enough water 
(about 10 to 12 gedlons) to 
make a m oist, crumbly

mash, 25 pounds of bran, 
and 3V2 bushels of saw­
dust (3 tim es the volum e of 
bran).

Spread wet bait uni­
formly by hand or with a 
broadcasting machine at 
the rate of 20 pounds per 
acre. Banana oil can be 
used if desired.
