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Sign-up set for wetlands program
Texas landowners will be able to 

enroll eligible acreage into U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture’s (USD A) sec­
ond Wetlands Reserve Program (WRP) 
sign-up from Feb. 28 through March 11, 
1994. Landowners can offer their land 
for the program at their local Agricul­
tural Stabilization and Conservation 
Service (ASCS) office.

The program, which has $66 mil­
lion to enroll up to 15,000 acres this 
year, restores former wetlands converted 
to crop production and currently cropped 
wetlands to their natural sta|e. The wet­
lands restoration protects habitat for 
migratory birds and other wildlife, im­
proves water quality, increases ground 
water recharge and reduces flooding.

Under the program, USDA will 
purchase permanent easements on eli­
gible lands in return for restoration and 
management of wetlands. In addition to 
purchasing wetland easements at the 
appraised agricultural value of the land, 
USDA will pay up to 75 percent of the 
wetland restoration costs.

“WRP provides an excellent fi­
nancial incentive to retire marginal crop­
land while retaining some agricultural 
and recreational uses,” said Gary Val­
entine, biologist for the USDA Soil 
Conservation Service (SCS) in Temple.

Eligible lands include former wet­
lands or existing wetlands that were 
cropped at least once between 1986 and 
1990 and remain in a condition to be 
cropped.'Also eligible are buffer areas 
of non-cropped wetland and upland that 
protect restored wetlands, riparian ar­
eas (vegetated strips along rivers, creeks, 
streams and other water bodies) that 
link WRP or similarly protected wet­
lands and eligible lands currently en­
rolled in the Conservation Reserve Pro­
gram.

ASCS and SCS will determine eli­
gibility of both land and landowner 
during sign-up. Eligible landowners can 
sign an “intention” to enroll their land in 
WRP. After the sign-up period, envi­
ronmental benefits and cost estimates 
of each intention will be compiled and 
sent to ASCS’s national office in Wash­
ington, D.C., for ranking. Intentions 
that provide the most environmental 
benefits at the least cost will be se­
lected.

ASCS will obtain an appraisal of 
the agricultural value for each intention 
selected in Texas. Landowners will work 
with SCS and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 
Service to develop wetland restoration 
plans.

The Wetlands Reserve Program was 
funded in 1992 for nine pilot states to 
restore wetlands that had been con­
verted to crop production. The limit of 
50,(X)0 acres was easily met when land- 
owners offered 250,000 acres for the 
program.

gram details.
