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Sandy Land UWCD receives 
$800,000 Ag loan to help farmers

In January, the Texas Water 
Com m ission D evelopm ent Board 
(TWDB) approved an $800,000 Agri­
cultural Water Conservation loan to the 
Sandy Land Underground Water Con­
servation District located in Plains.

The District will use the funds 
to make loans to area farmers and ranch­
ers to purchase and install more effi­
cient water conservation equipment. The 
District's loans will carry an interest 
rate of up to 4.8 percent with a five to 
seven-year term. The District will lend 
up to 80 percent of the value of the 
equipment.

The low interest rate resulted 
from the TWDB securing $2 million in 
U.S. Department of Energy Oil Over­
charge Funds provided through a grant

from the state's General Services Com­
mission. The funds were used to buy 
down the interest rate by two percent on 
a $7 million block of Agricultural Water 
Conservation bonds sold by the TWDB 
on Feb. 2 for loans to this and other 
underground water conservation dis­
tricts.

The Sandy Land Underground 
Water District includes all of Yoakum 
County covering approximately 531,200 
square miles in northwest Texas. Ap­
proximately 211,200 acres of the Dis­
trict are farmland of which 95,000 acres 
are irrigated. Cotton, wheat and milo 
are the principal crops grown; but pea­
nuts, sunflowers, vegetables and hay 
have also been grown successfully using 
irrigation.
