Approximately 90 Yoakum County 
citizens representing diverse groups 
have been asked to serve on committees 
to discuss these issues. However, any­
one who is interested in attending is 
invited to come and observe the deci­
sion making process.

Yoakum County Extension Agents, 
Joan Chandler and Terry Millican, along 
with the Yoakum County Extension 
Program Council will summarize the 
issues and select the priorities that can 
be addressed through Extension pro­
gramming. This summary will be writ­
ten and will be obtainable in October of 
1994.
