With their backs to the wall, the Knox City Greyhounds dug their 
heels in and played their best defensive game of the year as they held the 
powerful Windthorst Trojans to a 0-0 ball game through three full 
quarters last Friday night at Memorial Stadium in Wichita Falls. As 
both teams fought hard for the Area Championship title and the right to 
advance to the regional round of the Class A playoffs, Knox City's 
'Hounds proved their determination right to the very end of the game 
when they pulled ahead with just seconds left.

Even though Knox City only had 3 first downs in the first three 
quarters of play, the offense seemed to come alive late in the third 
quarter after KC Junior Carlos Ruiz intercepted a Windthorst pass from 
quarterback Chad Green and returned it to the Trojan 36 yard line. Just 
eight plays later, quarterback Sedrick Roberson finally put the first 
points of the night on the scoreboard with a 6 yard run. Dominique 
Collier quickly picked up the seventh point with his point after kick 
through the uprights.

Texas Organization of Rural and 
Community Hospitals to receive 
the training, policies, procedures 
and other administrative docu­
ments required to safeguard pa­
tient privacy. Many of the changes 
will be transparent, but patients 
will still notice a number of dif­
ferences during medical visits.
