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Dr. Robert Riza, president of 
Clarendon College, has been appointed 
to the Commission on Leadership 
and Professional Development at the 
American Association of Community 
Colleges (AACC).

“Obviously it is an honor to be 
chosen to serve on the commission,” Dr. 
Riza said. “I look forward to working with 
my colleagues from around the country.”

CC serves Donley, Gray, Childress, 
Armstrong, Briscoe, Hall, Collingsworth, 
and Wheeler counties in the eastern Texas 
Panhandle, and has dual credit partnerships 
with Miami ISD in Roberts County and 
Panhandle, White Deer, and Groom ISDs 
in Carson County.  The college, which 
has four campuses (Clarendon, Pampa, 
Childress and Amarillo) has more than a 
$44.5 million impact on the region.

While Clarendon College is a 
small community college, its size is an 
advantage in terms of student success.

“Being one 
of the smallest 
schools in Texas 
isn’t an issue, 
we don’t use our 
size as an excuse 
but as motivation 
to achieve great 
things,” Dr. Riza 
said. “Some of the 
recent successes 
include being named the number 2 
community college in Texas by Schools.
com, our pilot program using Microsoft 
Surface tablets for our ADN and Ranch 
& Feedlot Operations programs, and our 
94% pass rate by the initial class of ADN 
graduates.”

Another of those successes includes 
a math pilot program that has been 
the topic of discussions at conferences 
across the country.  This new program 

City reappoints EDC 
board members

The Clarendon City Council 
met in regular session October 22 
with a short agenda.

The council reappointed 
Roseann Mayer, Alderman 
Doug Kidd, and Terri Floyd 
to the Clarendon Economic 
Development Corporation Board 
for new two-year terms.

Nominations for the Donley 
Appraisal Board were discussed, 
and the council nominated Wilma 
Lindley, Steve Carter, George 
Hall, Lance Thornberry, and 
Britton Hall.

City Administrator David 
Dockery reported on the 
city’s pursuit of a grant for 
improvements at Smiley Johnson 
Municipal Airport. TxDOT’s 75 
percent grants are gone for this 
cycle. The city could pursue a 
50-50 grant but will instead wait 
for the next cycle in 2016.

Dockery also reported 
that the city has received 
permission for a controlled burn 
at the Rosebud site at the city’s 
recycling center. Fire Marshall 
Jeremy Powell will be in charge 
of determining when conditions 
are right for such a burn.

A Clarendon woman was found guilty 
of intoxicated manslaughter last week in the 
2014 death of C.W. “Dude” Cornell.

Gina Gail Cannon was sentenced to 12 
years in prison by a Childress County Jury, 
which returned its unanimous verdict after 
a four-day trail, ending Thursday, October 
22.

Cannon, 35, was arrested for the 
offense that took place in Clarendon on 
June 28, 2014 and was indicted by a Donley 
County Grand Jury on November 13, 2014 
and again on August 12, 2015.

District Attorney Luke Inman 
prosecuted the case for the State of Texas 
with the Honorable Judge Stuart Messer 
presiding.

 “This was not the typical intoxication 
manslaughter case which presented some 
major obstacles and hurdles that we had to 
maneuver and get over,” Inman said. “Dude 
passed away nine days after the crash and 
although he was 86 years old, he was in 
great health and still very involved in the 
Clarendon community he had called home 
for so long.”

According to testimony from Dr. 
Sridhar Natarajan, the Chief Medical 
Examiner for Lubbock County, Cornell’s 
death was caused from medical illness due 
to complications from a multi-vehicular 
crash caused by Cannon.

Natarajan testified as a reviewing 
medical examiner from the original autopsy. 
Natarajan’s testimony concluded the State’s 
case on Wednesday.

After the jury was seated on Monday, 
the State started testimony on Tuesday 

with DPS Trooper Kelly Hill.  Hill is also 
a volunteer firefighter in Donley County 
and was on the scene just minutes after the 
crash, according to his testimony.

Hill detected the odor of alcohol when 
he made contact with Cannon, who was the 
driver of a red Chrysler 200 that witnesses 
saw crash into and launch Cornell’s vehicle 
more than 300 feet across oncoming traffic 
on US Highway 287.

Zan and Robert Bullock also testified 
for the State, and saw Cannon driving 
erratically through town and on Highway 
287 just moments before the crash.  Other 
eyewitness testified to the reckless and 
careless driving of Cannon, including 
Clarendon local Madeline Black, Hedley 
resident Jennifer Floyd, and Sheila Wheeler 
from Henrietta.

Ruth Hancock, also of Clarendon, 
was in the vehicle with Cornell when it 
was struck by Cannon’s vehicle.  Hancock 
testified that Cornell told her right after the 
crash that there was nothing that he could 
have done.

Before ending Tuesday afternoon’s 
testimony, Deanna Cornell testified for the 
state regarding Cornell’s condition over the 
last nine days of his life after the crash that 
left him paralyzed.

Wednesday’s testimony began with 
Medical Technologist Jenny Marquez’s 
testimony from Northwest Texas Hospital, 
regarding the urine analysis and blood draw 
from Cannon at the hospital.

The State elicited testimony that 
the alcohol concentration, as well as the

– Donley County Courthouse; Box 
301 – Assembly of God Fellowship 
Hall; Box 303 – Hedley First Baptist 
Church; and Box 401 – Clarendon 
Church of Christ Family Life Center.

A detailed explanation of the 
proposed amendments are available 
with this article at ClarendonLive.
com. The short descriptions are as 
follows:

•	 Amendment 1 - The constitutional 
amendment increasing the amount 
of the residence homestead 
exemption from ad valorem 
taxation for public school purposes 
from $15,000 to $25,000.

•	 Amendment 2 - The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the 
legislature to provide for an 
exemption from ad valorem 
taxation of all or part of the 
market value of the residence 
homestead of the surviving spouse 
of a 100 percent or totally disabled 
veteran who died before the law 
authorizing a residence homestead 

exemption for such a veteran took 
effect.

•	 Amendment 3 - The constitutional 
amendment repealing the 
requirement that state officers 
elected by voters statewide reside 
in the state capital.

•	 Amendment 4 - The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the 
legislature to permit professional 
sports team charitable foundations 
to conduct charitable raffles. 

•	 Amendment 5 - The constitutional 
amendment to authorize counties 
with a population of 7,500 or 
less to perform private road 

construction and maintenance.
•	 Amendment 6 - The constitutional 

amendment recognizing the 
right of the people to hunt, fish, 
and harvest wildlife subject 
to laws that promote wildlife 
conservation. 

•	 Amendment 7 - The constitutional 
amendment dedicating certain 
sales and use tax revenue and 
motor vehicle sales, use, and 
rental tax revenue to the state 
highway fund to provide funding 
for nontolled roads and the 
reduction of certain transportation 
related debt.

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Destroying the 
economy as a 
way to save it

If one phrase encapsulated the Vietnam War, it 
was this: “We had to destroy the village in order to 
save it.” Those in the political class in Washington 
have learned nothing, but perhaps more accurately, 
many don’t care if their policy proposals and actions 
cause more misery than benefit.

On Sept. 29, Congress held a hearing on the 
rules proposed by the Consumer Financial Protection 
Bureau (CFPB) that would likely destroy much of 
the small-dollar loan industry and drive many low-
income and poor credit-risk people into the arms of 
loan sharks. The CFPB rules are so costly that most 
lenders will likely go out of business – by government 
intent. The small-dollar loan industry has been 
criticized for charging high fees and engaging in 
aggressive collection practices. The problem is that it 
is expensive to lend money to poor credit-risk people, 
and if legitimate businesses are not allowed to make 
a reasonable profit because of government regulation, 
the black marketeers will be the only ones serving 
the poor. As Rep. Jeb Henslaring, chairman of the 
House Financial Services Committee, noted to CFPB 
Director Richard Cordray: “These are the very loans 
many need to keep their utilities from being cut off 
suddenly or keep their car on the road so they can, in 
turn, keep their jobs.” Mr. Cordray had no answer as 
to how the poor will obtain necessary low-dollar loans 
once he has destroyed the legitimate lenders.

The Internal Revenue Service’s new Foreign 
Account Tax Compliance Act regulations have made 
it both very expensive and, in many cases, impossible 
for Americans living abroad to obtain bank accounts 
in the countries where they live. The new IRS and 
Treasury “know your customer” regulations have also 
made it extremely costly or impossible for low-income 
workers in foreign countries, all over the globe to 
send remittances back to their families in their home 
countries. The harm these regulations would do has 
been obvious to many of us who have been writing 
about the issue for the past several years. Officials in 
the Obama administration’s IRS and Treasury have 
been callous and mean-spirited in destroying the 
ability of millions to obtain needed banking services, 
without providing legal and low-cost alternatives.

President Obama has made clear his intent to kill 
the coal and other fossil fuel industries. The results are 
that energy costs are being driven much higher, that 
hundreds of thousands of workers in these industries 
are now losing their jobs, and that low-income people 
will suffer the most from unnecessarily high energy 
costs. Even by the administration’s own estimates, 
if all of the president’s proposals were enacted into 
law, it would only reduce the world’s temperature by 
two-hundredths of a degree Celsius by the end of the 
century. Greatly reducing the well-being of millions – 
and destroying the economic village – for virtually no 
benefit is the height of political arrogance.

A new report published last week by the Global 
Warming Policy Foundation, authored by former 
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change delegate 
Indur Goklany, calls for a reassessment of carbon 
dioxide. Mr. Goklany said: “Carbon dioxide fertilizes 
plants, and emissions from fossil fuels have already 
had a hugely beneficial effect on crops, increasing 
yields by at least 10-15 percent.” The carbon-dioxide 
fertilization effect is estimated to have increased the 
value of global crop production by about $140 billion 
per year. Other researchers have shown that the earth 
has become greener in recent decades, largely because 
of the increase in carbon dioxide. At the same time, 
reputable solar researchers have provided evidence 
that the output of the sun is likely to go through one of 
its cyclical declines over the next few decades. There 
are still too many unknowns to make firm conclusions 
about the offsetting global temperature effects of rises 
in carbon dioxide and diminished sunlight. But it is 
clearly irresponsible to destroy much of the potential 
for economic growth and to hurt people living today 
in order to benefit future generations who may or 
may not be adversely affected by climate change. 
And because of evolving technology and increases in 
income, those living in the future will be in a much 
better position to cope with any negative changes.

Finally, I was struck by the fact that during the 
Democratic Party debate last week, no one listed the 
rise in global government debt as a percentage of gross 
domestic product as a major risk. The debt crisis is 
upon us now and is only getting worse. The people of 
Greece have already suffered about a one-third decline 
in their per capita income as a result of the debt crisis 
and misguided financial regulation. This crisis will 
spread around the globe in the next few years. Because 
of too much debt, the Puerto Rican economy is now 
contracting rapidly. Without first solving the global 
debt crisis, there will not be the resources to deal with 
any future climate or other catastrophic events such as 
a global epidemic.

The political class, in its lust for power and 
control, is in the process of destroying the global 
“economic village” while falsely claiming to be saving 
it.

Foliage 
color-changing – and snow falling not 
far behind – lure artists, photographers 
and skiers back again and again. Both 
participants and onlookers are welcome!

With no agenda, and rushing the 
seasons a bit, we joined others in grand 
expectations, not unlike the excitement 
of baseball’s opening day, when hope 
always springs eternal!….

Santa Fe has a magnet’s draw. 

Each time, we hasten to the plaza, as 
if to make sure it hasn’t changed. Oh, 
they take credit cards now, but the plaza 
remains mostly about the shops, booths, 
tables and blankets where the work of 
artisans awaits. As always, jewelry, arts, 
pottery and other works abound. They’re 
all within an arrow’s range of the Palace 
of the Governors – now more than four 
centuries old and the nation’s oldest 
standing public building.

All things adobe are desired, 
defended and demanded. Many “national 
brand” stores look the same throughout 
the U.S., but in Santa Fe, codes call for 
adobe and conforming architecture.

Less than an hour from the capital 
city is Taos, another favorite destination. 

Friday nights 
there feel much 
like Branson. 
Though 
traffic is thick 
on major 
streets, drivers 
courteously 
welcomed us 
back into the 
flow after we’d 
checked out the 

neighborhoods….

As in Santa Fe, Taos is adorned 
by chile strings – both green and red – 
hanging from every hook. The “greens,” 
of course, are from Hatch, NM, “chile 
capital of the world.”

Taos traffic slows to ambles. 
Creeping down a side street barely wide 
enough for two-way traffic, a warning 
sign appeared near our hotel: “pavement 
narrows.”

Settling into a charming bed and 
breakfast retreat called Palacio de 
Marquesa – mere steps from downtown 
– we were surprised that somehow it 
was devoid of sirens, honks and assorted 
other city sounds. Can such serenity 
reign? It does in Taos….

  Back in Santa Fe, we visited 

environs of an “artistic avenue” called 
Canyon Road. In one neighborhood, we 
saw a woman renovating a small, ancient 
adobe structure on a tiny lot. 

We quickly learned she was an 
artist in rolled-up sleeves, working 
magic not only with creativity, but 
likewise equally comfortable tiling, as 
well as hanging doors, windows and 
sheetrock. She didn’t shy away from 
heavy lifting, either, mixing mortar 
with the best of ‘em. I’m sure can fix

unique items picked up in garage and 
yard sales, plus visits to the Habitat for 
Humanity ReStore….

New Mexico, this “Land 
of Enchantment,” likewise inspires many 
songs.

For our brief stretch on fabled 
“Route 66,” I whistled not about “kick-
getting.” Instead, I trilled a 1950 ditty, 
“Along the Trail to Santa Fe.” 

 Where else but on “66” could one 
see a vintage car collection owned by 
a guy named “Bozo”? He’s outfitted an 
Edsel with a front-end loader, so we had 
to stop for a photo op!...

Returning to our hotel at one 

evening’s end, the plaza “buzzed” about 
the lunar eclipse called “blood moon.” 
A fellow guest at the Hotel Chimayo 
de Santa Fe said, “It’s great seeing 
so many people looking skyward at 
God’s handiwork instead of squinting 
downward at iPhone screens.”

On the short third floor walk to our 
room facing a lovely open courtyard, we 
pushed hanging strings of chiles apart to 
view the eclipse’s totality.

Learning the next such eclipse 
won’t occur until 2033, we joked 
about the prospect of watching the 
phenomenon yet again from Santa Fe. 
Neither the city nor the moon will likely 
be much different.

This Thursday, the Senate Judiciary 
Committee will vote on historic 
bipartisan legislation to reform our 
nation’s criminal justice system. We are 
proud to have been a part of the diverse 
group of senators who came together 
to craft this legislation, and we look 
forward to seeing it approved by the 
committee.

The Sentencing Reform and 
Corrections Act takes a comprehensive 
approach to improving our criminal 
justice system, and while it includes 
commonsense changes to mandatory 
minimum sentences for low-level, 
nonviolent offenders, the bill also 
includes legislation we previously 
introduced to help inmates better prepare 
for life after prison.

Most people agree that our prisons 
are overcrowded. From 1940 through 
1980, the federal prison population was 
remarkably stable at around 24,000 
inmates. But today, according to the 
Federal Bureau of Prisons, there are well 
over 200,000. And at an average cost 
of approximately $30,000 per inmate 
per year, the Federal Bureau of Prisons 
spends billions of dollars annually to 
house and tend to this massive prison 
population.

One of the major contributing 
factors to the overcrowding of our prison 

system -- and the skyrocketing costs 
that accompany that -- is recidivism. 
Our current criminal justice system 
too often perpetuates a vicious cycle in 
which prisoners are released unprepared 
to succeed, only to reoffend and find 
themselves back in prison within a short 
time. In fact, one study released last year 
concluded that two-thirds of prisoners 
in the 30 states surveyed were arrested 
again within three years of being 
released.

Rhode Island and Texas have found 
innovative ways to help break the cycle 
of re-incarceration without jeopardizing 
public safety. By offering inmates the 
opportunity to earn less restrictive forms 
of custody in exchange for completing 
programs proven to reduce reoffense 
rates, the two states have achieved 
impressive results. Rhode Island’s 
reforms were followed by a 17 percent 
reduction in the state prison population, 
a 6 percent drop in three-year recidivism 
rates and a significant drop in crime. In 
Texas, similar reforms led to $2 billion 
in savings for taxpayers and allowed the 
closure of three facilities.

Similar reforms in three other 
states, meanwhile, have also been shown 
to help reduce racial disparities in prison 
populations.

We want to replicate these 
successes in the federal prison system, 
helping prisoners re-enter society, 

making communities safer and saving 
taxpayers money. The reforms we’ve 
written as part of this bill will require 
the Bureau of Prisons to provide 
inmates with vocational training, drug 
treatment and other recidivism-reduction 
programs. After completion of these 
programs, inmates deemed to be low- or 
medium-risk for reoffending could earn 
credits toward early release.

We also specifically require the 
Department of Justice to emphasize 
dynamic risk factors – things prisoners 
can change – rather than static 
factors. This will help ensure that 
prisoners aren’t unfairly punished for 
circumstances beyond their control, 
while giving all prisoners a chance 
to identify their own risk factors and 
address them.

The bottom line is this: Almost 
all inmates in our prisons will get out 
sooner or later. We are therefore all 
better off if they return to society better 
able to succeed. Our communities will 
be safer, our prisons less costly and 
overcrowded, and inmates themselves 
will have greater opportunity to build 
productive, crime-free lives after prison.

Texas and Rhode Island are 1,500 
miles apart geographically and often 
even further apart in politics. But when it 
comes to commonsense criminal justice 
reforms, we’re proud to stand together.

State Representative Ken 
King (R-Canadian) announced last 
week that he will seek reelection to 
continue to serve the constituents of 
House District 88. 

Representative King was 
elected in 2012 and is currently in 
his second term of office.  

Speaker Joe Straus, who makes 
committee assignments, recognized 
Ken’s work ethic in his first 
session and doubled his committee 
assignments in 2015.

It’s not uncommon for kids, 
pre-teen and even much younger, to 
be armed with a smartphone, tablet 
or other electronic device. The idea 
of giving your child a smartphone 
can be unnerving, but there are 
benefits to both parents and children. 
Smartphones help parents stay 
connected to their kids, can provide 
educational enrichment, and allow 
kids to communicate with others, 

including their friends. Parents need 
to ensure their children are aware 
of the dangers that can come with 
having a smartphone, to protect both 
their safety and the privacy of their 
communications and information.

Smartphones provide the power 
of a computer in the palm of your 
hand, allowing children quick and 
easy access to the World Wide Web 
and all the content within it. Children 
may be able to access inappropriate 
material and can become victims of 
identity theft and targets of bullying 
and predators through social media 
and apps. 

Parents who decide to give their 
children electronic devices should 
set ground rules for proper usage to 
help avoid illegal activity, abuse or 
other harm.

When setting parameters for 
cell phone use with your child, some 
topics of discussion should include:

Location Identifier: When kids 
use a geo-location app to tell the 
world where they are at any given 
moment, they open themselves up 
to an invasion of their privacy, as 
well as the potential for predators 

and other 
scammers to 
find them. 
Teach your 
kids to use 
these locator 
apps sparingly 
and enable 
p a r e n t a l 
c o n t r o l s 
where available.

Text, Photos and Videos: These 
types of communications are fun, but 
they can also be harmful. Remind 
your children that anything they text 
or photograph can be easily copied 
and spread without their knowledge 
after it leaves their hands. Once they 
press send, it is out of their control 
from that point forward.

Social Media: Your kids should 
only accept “friends” they already 
know. Avoid giving out private 
and location-based information 
on these networks. They should 
feel comfortable telling you about 
any awkward or inappropriate 
encounters.

While you don’t have to become 
a prison guard, it’s a good idea to 

set expectations and consequences, 
and stick to them. Many kids break 
the rules now and then, but when 
it comes to smartphone safety and 
privacy protection, let them know 
there are no exceptions. Break a rule; 
lose your privileges.

“Don’t forget the debt by Carol 
Kando-Pineda Counsel,” FTC’s 
Division of Consumer & Business 
Education

When a loved one passes 
away, the last thing on your mind 
is hassling with debt collectors. But 
you may have the job of managing 
the deceased’s assets – and you could 
find yourself  handling an estate that 
includes outstanding debts. Keep 
these considerations in mind:

Debts don’t die when the debtor 
does. Even though your loved one 

is no longer here, those debts don’t 
go away. The debt is still a legal 
obligation that your loved one’s 
estate must deal with.

Discussing the debt. Collectors 
are allowed to talk about the debt 
with certain people: the spouse, 
parents, or guardian of the deceased 
person, the executor, administrator, 
or anyone else who has authority 
to pay your loved one’s debts from 
their estate.

Truth be told. Collectors cannot 
misrepresent anything about the debt 
they’re trying to collect. That means 
they can’t misrepresent or imply that 
you or any other survivor has a legal 
obligation to pay the estate’s debts 
out of your own pocket. It’s unlawful 
for them to pressure you to use your 
money. If the deceased left debts and 
no assets, it’s not your responsibility 
to pay.

You have rights. If a debt 
collector contacts you, you can ask 
for a validation notice, dispute the 
debt with them, or tell them – in 
writing – to stop all communications 
with you and the estate.

benzodiazepines and cannabinoids, 
in Cannon’s system impaired her 
ability to operate the Chrysler that 
evening, according to Jim Blundell’s 
expert testimony.

The defense called its 
own expert, Dr. Robert Philips 
of Howardwick, to controvert 
Natarajan’s testimony, although 
Philips never provided care to 
Cornell before or after the crash.

In closing, defense attorney 
Mike Warner argued that Cannon 
had violated the rules of the road by 
being intoxicated but that Cornell 
also had to bear some responsibility 
for the accident for being in the 
passing lane and not wearing his 
seatbelt. He also said, considering 
life expectancy rates, Cornell, at 86, 
had “had a good run.” 

Inman rebutted the defense’s 
closing statement.

“Dude is not with his family for 
one reason – the selfish acts of the 
defendant,” the district attorney said.

The jury of seven women 
and five men deliberated for 
approximately 15 minutes before 
reaching a verdict of guilty on 
Thursday morning.  

The punishment phase ensued 
where Cornell’s son, Bill, gave an 
emotional testimony regarding his 

father’s character and his role in the 
community. He also said his father’s 
mother lived to the age of 96 and 
the family had no reason to expect 
that Dude wouldn’t live another ten 
years.

“He was well respected. He was 
a good father and always there for 
us,” Bill Cornell said. “He worked 
long hours and taught us how to 
work. He was generous and kind.”

Cannon’s sister, Renee, also 
took the stand and testified about 
the defendant’s family life and the 
medical problems she has had since 
the accident.

After deliberation, the jury 
returned with the sentence of 12 
years and also determined that 
Cannon should pay a $10,000 fine.

 “I thank our jury and our 
family’s cooperation throughout this 
jury trial and entire judicial process 
because both mean so much to us,” 
said Inman.  “I want to take this 
opportunity to say a special thank 
you to my entire staff who poured 
out extra blood, sweat, and tears on 
this case.  They know who they are 
and they don’t get enough credit.  
With a smaller jurisdiction like ours, 
all of us wear many different hats 
and this case made all of us go the 
extra mile and it was well worth it.”
