Brown Recluse Spiders
. . ,  They're Back //

By Dave Thompson
"I've never seen the problem of 

Brown Recluse S p id ^  as bad as it is 
rightnow" was the way Larry Deering 
started a cemversadon widi me this 
past Monday aftonoon. Larry, an 
exterminatew licensed by the State of 
Texas, was telling me about his re­
cent encounters with the vicious and 
extremely dangerous Riders.

In recent weeks, Larry has had all 
the qwaying w(wk he could have evo- 
hoped few in and around Knox City. 
Just about everyw h^ he has gone, 
he has found plain evidence that the 
spiders are out in full force, and ac- 
ctwding to Larry, "Worse than I've 
ever seen them befewe."

The Loxosceles reculsa, or brown 
recluse spider, is a big problem 
throughout Texas and this part of the 
country. A non-aggresive spido* by 
nature, the brown recluse ntwmally 
tries to avoid contact with humans. It 
prefers to hide in dark places, but will 
not hesitate to bite if handled, trapped 
with you in clothing, or flattened 
between you and some other object.

The bite of the brown recluse is 
especially dangerous to children, to 
the eld^ly, and to those in poor i^ysi- 
cal conditirai. Fatal reactions to the 
bites have been reported, but are rare. 
Normally, the bites are extremely 
painful, with intense local pain, blis­
ters, inflammation of the affected aca, 
and ulcerated s(wes that eat away at 
skin, muscle, and nave tissue. The 
affected area is litaally 'eaten away,' 
just as it would be if you dropped 
battery acid d i^ t ly  « i your skin.

The brown recluse is naturally at 
home outdoors undo* rocks, unda 
loose bark on a tree, or other shel­
tered areas. Other favorite spots for 
the spiders to hide is in old, aban­
doned buildings, storage sheds and 
wood piles. Most people bring them 
into a home on firewood that has 
been stacked outside, or inside cloth­
ing that has been left hanging in ga­
rages, bams, or other outbuilding stor­
age areas.

Deering has had many calls in the 
area from people who have cedar or 
'shake' shingles on their roofs, or on 
the sides of their houses. The spiders

get under the shingles and cedar shake 
and nest, with one female spider pro­
ducing as many as 300 eggs in h a  
lifetime. The development time firom 
egg to mature brown recluse is about 
one year, with the spider able to re­
main active in temperature ranges 
from 40 to 110 degrees.

The spider is easily idaitified by 
the brown fiddle marking on its back. 
Actually, the fiddle shape is on the 
t(^ of the spider, close to the front, 
with the larga portion of the fiddle 
design at the front d* the spida, and 
the neck of the fiddle design pointing 
to the rear of the spider. The females

are usually larga and darker in co la  
than the males, and are much m oe 
vicious than their male counterparts. 
C olas can range firom a light Ixown 
to a dark gray, almost black cola.

The brown recluse spiders can live 
several months without food. Be­
cause a[ this, the i^iders are difficult 
to eliminate by merely trying to con­
trol the insects on which it preys. 
Larry Deoing uses a powder a  dust­
ing method to control the spider.

The bite area ctf a brown recluse 
usually starts out looking like a 
whitehead apim ple. Then the infec­
tion spreads and that pimple form 
starts locking like a bullseye with 
red, irritated skin surrounding the 
bite area. When the pimple looking 
area bursts, it develops into an ulca- 
ated area that, if not treated, justs 
begins to literally eat its way through 
the skin, tissue and muscle - right 
down to the bone. If not treated right 
away, a full blown bite can eventu­
ally involve a l a  of surgery with the 
entire area of skin, tissus and muscle 
being cut out to remove the toxin. If 
the toxin gets into your bloodstream, 
other symptoms can develop, rang­
ing from an overall fatigued feeling 
to loss of memory and slurred speech.

If you suspect that you have been 
bitten by a brown recluse spida, the 
most important thing to rememba is 
to sedc medical help just as soon as 
you can. A lot of doctors don't know 
how to treat a brown recluse bite, 
many mistake it for other types of 
bites and prescribe the wraig forms 
of treatment. A doctor in Oklahoma, 
who is an expert on the treatment of 
recluse bites, informed me that it is 
amazing to him that modon medi­
cine can rq)lace hearts, and limbs, 
but no two doctors will agree on the 
treatment of a brown recluse bite. 
The best recommended form of ac­
tion, and one used by Dr. W.F. Th­
ompson right here in Knox City, is 
a shot of steroids right into the af­
fected area within 24 hours of the 
bite, then a specimen of tissue and 
fluid samples is taken from the bite 
area and sent off to a laboratoy for

practitionas, and nurse midwives. In 
m oe recent years. Physician Assis­
tants in Texas have been given lim­
ited powos to write {Hescriptions. 
Their sovices can now be compen­
sated by Medicare.

"Physician Assistants always work 
under the supovision of aphysician," 
Kuehla said. "Although the profes­
sion is sonewhatnew to many peq)le 
in this area, thoe are curroitly 1200 
Physician Assistants practicing in 
Texas."

Physician Assistants can provide 
a wide range of primary medical care, 
consisting of taking medical histo­
ries, performing physical examina­
tion, ordoing diagnostic tests, as­
sisting in surgery, managing medi­
cal emergencies, as well as devela>- 
ing and implementing a treatment 
plans.
