Knox County Photographer Wyman Meinzer of Benjamin received a tremendous honor recently when 
Texas Governor George Bush signed a resolution naming Meinzer as the Official Texas State Photographer 
for 1997.

Traveling to Austin for the occasion, Meinzer was introduced to the Texas House by Speaker Of The House 
Pete Laney, then met with the Governor for the signing ceremony.

Sponsored in the House by Representative David Counts of Knox City and in the Senate by State Senator 
Robert Duncan, the resolution honoring Meinzer also names just a few of his many achievements in a lifetime 
of recording the State of Texas on film.

Below is what the resolution had to say about Meinzer, affectionately known to everyone in this part of the 
country as just plain old 'Wyman.'

CONCURRENT RESOLUTION
WHEREAS, The Lone Star State’s diverse landscape and unique 

wildlife have for many years made it a favorite among artists 
representing a wide range of media; and

WHEREAS, Photographer Wyman Meinzer has devoted much of 
his life to capturing the wonders of Texas on film, preserving these

It is time once again to begin 
thinking about what wheat variety 
to plant. As usual, there are many 
new varieties available.

One of the “rising stars” in the 
wheat industry is TAM 110. Any­
one that visited the wheat variety 
plot in Weinert this past season 
noticed how TAM 110 really stood 
out. However, as the plot results 
will show, looks can be deceiving.

Top yielding honors were 
claimed by 2158. This variety av­
eraged 46.84 bushels per acre. 2158 
was followed by TAM 109 and 
Winmaster (two beardless variet­
ies) with yields of 44.61 and 43.81 
bushels per acre respectively. The 
next four varieties were Jagger, 
Ogallala, Big Dawg and TAM 202. 
TAM 110 stood at the bottom of 
the list with a yield of 16.92 bush­
els per acre.

This yield brings up a very big 
question — It looked so good! 
Why was the yield so low com­
pared to the other varieties?

An answer is not known. Most 
people believe that the April freeze 
hurt it. This sounds good. How­
ever, when the field was checked 
in May for freeze damage,

TAM 110 showed less freeze 
damage than 812.812 had an aver­
age yield of35.59 bushels per acre. 
TAM 110 has a greenbug resistant 
gene in it. That is one reason why 
it grew so much better than all of

the other varieties. But why it did 
not produce the grain to match the 
forage is not known.

The plot was not harvested un­
til July 3. This may have been the 
cause. TAM 110 may have shat­
tered so bad that it lost the yield. 
However, in an irrigated plot in 
Goodwell, Ok. it stood twelfth out 
of twenty-two varieties. In a field 
test at Lockett, TAM ilO again 
placed twelfth out of twenty-three.

Plans are being made to include 
TAM 110 in several plots in Knox 
and Haskell Counties this season. 
Hopefully the information gath­
ered from these plots will serve as 
useful data.

For now, TAM 110 proves to 
be an excellent source for forage. 
The greenbug resistance will help 
produce forage while lowering in­
secticide costs.

The Knox City Police Department 
had another very busy month during 
August 1997, receiving a total of 565 
calls and tasks which required atten­
tion. This total included 33 actual 
criminal offenses, of which 23 were 
cleared or otherwise handled. Eight 
charges were filed in regard to the 
above offenses, with five of the of­
fenses involving juveniles as of­
fender.

Offenses reported include: Crimi­
nal Trespass -1, Unauthorized Use of 
a Motor Vehicle - 1, Theft of Motor 
Vehicle -1, Harassment -1, Burglary 
of a Building -1, Burglary of a Habi­
tation - 1, Burglary of a Vehicle - 1, 
Child Endangering - 1, Violate City 
Ordinance (s) - 2, Aggravated Rob­
bery - 1, Minor in Possession - 1, 
Assault - 5, Criminal Mischief - 3, 
Public Intoxication -1, Leaving Scene 
of Accident -1, Theft - 9, Retaliation
- 1, Attempted Capital Murder - 1, 
Traffic Charges Filed -12, Warnings
- 20, Accidents - 2.

Other items reported to the Knox 
City Police Department during Au­
gust are classified as incidents. These 
incidents were not able to be consid­
ered as a criminal offense, however, 
they must be handled in a responsible 
and proper manner.

Incidents Reported Include: Dog 
Bite - 1.

Community Policing - a term that 
was reportedly coined by some indi­
viduals much smarter than me in 
Washington, DC. The push to have 
law enforcement agencies return to 
Community Policing got real big a 
couple of years ago, but seems to 
have died down somewhat lately. To 
some, this is supposed to be the way 
of the future, to return to Community 
Policing to help cut down on crime. 
Some overall statistics do show that 
in general, crime is down. Some of 
the statistical reports that this depart­
ment, along with many other depart­
ments nationwide, do not want many 
of the type of offenses that are usu­
ally handled by law enforcement re­
ported. Just to name a few of the 
common offenses, criminal mischief, 
trespass, DWI, retaliation, child en­
dangering, leaving an accident, any 
miscellaneous alcohol related of­
fenses. These mentioned offensesjust 
came from this month's report. Al­
though there is a place for statistics, 
they seem to fall short to give a view 
of the big picture, in other words, the 
statistics don't tell the real story. With 
community policing, a peace officer 
must deal with the mentioned of­
fenses, as well as in "slack times" 
deal with other situations. These may 
include dogs barking, littering, so- 
and-so just cursed at me or looked at
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me wrong, taking a local drunk home 
because he is at a local business and 
too intoxicated to safely walk home, 
being able to call and advise the local 
department that you are going to be 
out of town for a while, and being 
able to trust the department to re­
member that you are leaving, report­
ing an offense and receiving the type 
of assistance needed, welfare check 
on local residents as well as on 
resident's kinfolk located in other ar­
eas of the state, well, the list goes on 
and on. In case your completely con­
fused by now, let me say that all the 
above is a part of community polic­
ing, something that this department 
and other small town local depart­
ments have been doing for years, not 
something that was "invented" re­
cently, and not something that has to 
be taught in some school. It takes 
common sense to recognize when a 
problem needs to be handled and 
how to handle it. As long as this 
department remains a part of Knox 
City, this department will continue to 
handle all problems to the best of our 
ability presented to us by not only 
citizens of Knox City, but also those 
problems made known to us by any­
one needing help. With budget cut­
backs and revenue shortages, this 
department, as well as others in a 
similar situation, are in danger of 
becoming disbanded. On August 29, 
Beulah Rhomfeld of B's Flea Market, 
saw fit to donate a box full of stuffed 
toys to the KCPD for use when deal­
ing with kids and small children. 
Sometimes when the situatiion calls 
for the children to be separated from 
their parents, a stuffed toy can help 
ease the pain and loneliness the child 
will usually ultimately feel. I person­
ally thank Beulah for the gift of the 
toys.

Senate Bill changes jury 
duty exemptions to age 70

Senate Bill 551 now exempts 
persons over 70 and persons who 
have served on a jury two years 
prior.

Currently, those individuals 65 
years of age and older may qualify 
as being exempt from serving on 
petit juries. Recent advances in 
medicine are changing the demo­
graphics of the country; thus, 
many federal and state laws are 
increasing the age for exemptions 
for the elderly. Also, many coun­
ties are experiencing difficulties 
in obtaining enough potential ju­
rors to report when summoned.

This bill changes the age from 
age 65 to 70 years of age in which 
a person qualified to serve on a 
petit jury may establish an ex­
emption.

METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY
The State of Texas has recently adopted an amendment to the State Penal Code 

making meter tampering a third degree felony; A third degree felony comes with a 
punishment of confinement In the Texas Department of Corrections for a term of not 
more than 10 or less than 2 years. In addition to Imprisonment, an Individual adjudged 
guilty of a third degree felony may be punished by a fine rK>t to exceed $5,000.

Before the amendment of the new law, It was a class A  misdemeanor for meter 
/tampering unless the loss of service was more than $200. Under the new law, any meter 
tampering regardless of the amount of loss is now a felony of the third degree.

Meter tampering consists of, but is not limited to:
(1) Diverting electricity from passing through a meter device.
(2) Preventing electric service from being correctly registered by a meter device.
(3) Unauthorized activation of service.
As a special note to our members, it will also be considered meter tampering if a 

meter Is reset and electrical service is restored by anyone other than a Cooperative 
employee.

All Cooperative meters are sealed. This seal should not be cut or broken without 
special authorization. In cases where the seal must be cut for emergencies, the 
Cooperative should be notified as soon as possible so that the meter can be resealed.

Historical commission meets 
September 15 in Benjamin

The Knox County Historical Com­
mission met Monday, September 15, 
at the courthouse in Benjamin with 
Mary Jane Young, chairman, presid­
ing.

Good news for historical preser­

The chairman asked members and 
county residents to help search out 
manniquins for the visitors center 
display. These can sometimes be 
bought for $50 to $100 used, but cost 
about $300 new.

Members were reminded to con­
tinue making a list of buildings and 
sites of historic interest in their 
communiies. Bill Baker is in charge 
of the committee for coordinating 
this information.

The chairman will announce later 
the date for a meeting about the visi­
tors center and the museum and ar­
chives work day which will continue 
the listing and filing started at the two 
spring workdays.
