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BLOODIEST OF
'WAR’S FIGHTS
IS IN PROGRESS

Decision of Latest German Drive Hangs on Outcome of
Fighting Wednesday—French Violent Counter Attack
So Timed as to Break Up New Thrust by Huns and
Plunge Foe’s Camps Into Great Disorder.

The decision of the latest drive by the Germans is expected
to turn on the results of the fighting Wednesday. In no other
clash of the war has the fighting been of such sanguinary
character and the Huns seem bent on forcing their way forward
regardless of the awful price in men they must and are paying.

According to official reports the terrific counter-attack in
which the French Tuesday retook several towns and drove
back the foe with fearful loss, headed off a new drive for which
the Germans were preparing and which they were just ready
to make. The result is that disorders on a large scale occurred
in the Teuton lines which had been formed for a powerful at-
tack on the French, : :

One of the incidents of the situation is the report from Am-
sterdam to the effect that the German emperor, with custom-
ary arrogance, is claiming that ‘“victory is won” and the sug-
gestion comes that with the new announcement of its war aims
by Germany will be a new peace proposal.

While the greater part of the fighting in the, Montdidier
sector has been done, so far, by the Freach the Americans are
waiting with repressed enthusiasm and eagerness to join in
the fray at the first opportunity. The Germans constantly are
attacking Cantigny in the hope of forcing out the Americans
who took the town by a splendid dash, but their attacks have
failed. The Huns have been assisted by airships dropping
bombs on the Americans and their trenches. Raiding parties
of Germans have been repeatedly routed by Pershing’s men.

An enemy machine bearing French insignia also dropped
bombs on the Americans in the Cantigny sector, but failed to
inflict any heavy damage. This is only another instance of the
violation of all the rules of war by the kaiser, who, neverthe-

All reports agree that the fighting
in this, the fourth German thrust, is
the most sanguinary of any yet par-
ticipated in by the Germans, and
every foot of grour.d gained is being
paid for in great numbers of dead
and wounded. The country-has been
favorable for strong defense, consist-
ing of a series of hills and deep, nar-
row valleys, and the French, in pro-
tected positions, have caused great
slaughter among the masses of the
enemy.

The Germans have employed at
least 300,000 men in this drive,
which, during the three days, has re-

divisions_have been cut to pieces and
have been withdrawn to be reor-
ganized. The . reserves of Crown
Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria ™ have
been " called upon heavily.

Blank ToBe Signed By Women
When Registering as Voters

At last the attorney general has heeded the persistent advice of the
Ferguson Forum that the safest plan for women who desire to avail them-
selves of the limited franchise given them by the legislature, is to register,
from all precincts, large and small. Registration is necessary to insure the
privilege of the ballot and women in the country as well as in the cities must
register. ¥ .

The attorney general in the latest official announcement relating to the
bill giving swomen the privilege of voting in the July primaries, admits that
“there may be a shadow of doubt” and says to make themselves sure of having
their ballots accepted and cougted by the election judges, all women would
This is the
advice given by the Forum from the very first and it is the only safe plan
to adopt.

ngewith the Forum prints the form of blank to be filled out and signed
by every woman seeking to exercise the franchise. This form must be made
out and signed by each and every woman without help or suggestion from
any source, according to the provisions of the law. The collector is permitted,
if he wishes to do so, to take these certificates at other places to be desig-
nated by him, within the limits of his county, and so save the women the
possible inconvenience and trouble of going to the county seat.

Remember, registration is to begin June 26 and will close July 12, fifteen
days later. To become a qualified voter a woman must have lived in Texas
at least one year. She must have lived the six months previous to her regis-
tration in that county, or if a resident of an incorporated city, three months
in that eity. Blanks will be found with each tax collector during the fifteen
days following June 26. . After each woman has filled her blank her voting
precinct - will be filled and the certificate will be officially signed by the
county collector or an authorized depauty.

RIGHT OF PEOPLE TO

TO THE PEOPLE OF TEXAS:

While we are talking about loyalty, I again want to call to the attention of the people
that O. B. Colquitt is now on the stump for the Hobby campaign and at Crockett recently he
said that he was not sorry that he had criticised President Wilson and that “President Wilson
failed and refused to help him prevent the plundering of ranches, the murdering of American
men, and the outrage of American women.”

BY 26 TO 3 VOTE

Democratic State Committee Follows Law and Certifies Al
Names Properly Filed—Convention Will Be Held in
Waco on September 3—Bob Barker Named Secretary
in Place of C. J. Kirk, Who Resigned.

Terrell Law Makes It Felony
to Keep Name Off the Ticket

Section 373, of Chapter 16, Revised Election Laws of

Texas, reads as follows:

Sec. 373. Failure to place name of candidate on bal-

lots:

Any county clerk or other officer, charged by this
Act with the duty of preparing or having printed the
official ballot at any general or special election, and any
county chairman or a member or members of the county
executive committee of any political party hereby
charged with the duty of preparing or having printed
the official ballot to be used at any primary election of
such party, who fails or refuses, except in cases permit-
ted by law, to have the name of any candidate or candi-
dates, whose nominations have been certified to him,
placed or printed on such efficial ballot, shall be guilty
of a felony, and apon conviction shall be punished by
confinement in the penitentiary for not less than one
nor more than five years. (Art. 255, P. C.)

The name of James E. Ferguson as a candidate for the dem-
ocratic nomination for governor of Texas was certified to be
placed on the official ballot for the July primaries by the Texas
State Democratic Executive Committee by a vote of 26 to 3.

The committee met in Waco Monday, June 10, with twenty-
nine of its thirty-one members present and two absent. The
absentees were Sidney Baker, of Panola county, and A. D.
Rogers, of Wise.

The committee got down to work quickly after being called
to order by State Chairman V. L. Shurtleff. C. G. Kroeger, of
Bellville, holding proxy of L. H. Machamehl, moved that the
committee instruct the chairman to certify to the various coun-
ty chairman over the state the names of all persons who have
filed with the chairman their applications as candidates for the
various offices. 7

Ferguson Issue Quickly Settled.

This brought the question of certifying Ferguson’s name
directly to issue, because W. N. Foster, of Montgomery county,
moved that the committee vote separately on certifying the
names of the applicants for place as candidates for governor.

Chairman Shurtleff ruled this motion out of order on the’
ground that the law is plain and makes it the duty of the com-
mittee to certify all names properly filed.

Immediately the roll call was started and an appeal from
the chair’s ruling was held out of order,

Charles J. Kirk of Houston stated
to the committee that, owing tc a
suggestion by Chairman Shurtlef(f that
it is inconvenient to have the secore-
tary in one city and the chairman in
another, he would resign from the
office of secretary. -

Mr. Brahan moved that the resig=-
nation be not accepted.

Mr. Coon pointed out that the sec-
retary is an appointive office and not
elective by the committee, A

Chairman Shurtleff said this is true;
that he would accept the resignation
of Mr. Kirk and appoint his succes-
sor. He later appointed Bob Barker
of Fort Worth. :

On motion of Mr. Coon a vote of
thanks was extended to Mr. Kirk for
his faithful services to the party.

After the committee meeting was
over Mr. Ferguson, who was present
through the entire proceedings, was
asked for his opinion of the proceed-
ings. ;

We are told that
the newspapers of France and England are eloguent and ef-
fusive in their plaudits of the conduct and performances of
the American troops and we can believe all they say, for we
know the mettle of the men who have gone into the trenches
and who have risked life, limb and all the material prospects
of business or professional lives, in the cause of world democ-
racy. We know that they are the kind of men to whom defeat
and retreat are unknown; the kind to whom forward move-
ment and victory are goals always reached.

When peace again reigns over the blood-drenched world the
heroism of the American troops in the battles in France will be
heralded with loud acclaim and the heroic men who have up-
held the honor, the traditions and the glory of the Starseand
Stripes will be written in letters of undying brilliance on the
pages of the new history of a redeemed and democratic world.

No man has come to true greatness who has not felt in some
degree that his life belongs to his race, and that what God gives
him, He gives him for mankind. The different degrees of
consciousness are really what makes the different degrees of
greatness in men.—Phillips Brooks.

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West Texas Woman Editor
Brands Hobby Propaganda
By Suffrage Head as Insult

There comes to the editorial desk
of The Herald this week a lengthy
article, signed by Mrs. Hortense Ward,
. president of the Harris County Equal
Suffrage association, with a request
for space. This we are compelled to
deny, owing to the length of the ar-
ticle, although we would like to pre-
sent the entire article to our readers
and our own comment upon the sub-
ject given from our viewpoint.

Briefly, the article is an endorse-
ment of Hobby as the Lone Star State’s
next governor. It credits him with
being the father of the laws enacted
at the special session of the Thirty-
fifth legislature, following Hobby’s
taking the oath of office—the laws
covering prohibition, woman suffrage,
alien suffrage, educational matters
and others too numerous to mention.

Replying, The Herald wishes to go
on record as differing with the Equal
Suffrage association, as represented
by its president, on several of these
questions. It does not think it fair
to give any one man in Texas credit
for the prohibition legislation passed
at the recent special session of the
legislature, for the reason that it had
been requested by the federal govern-
ment, and had been enforced rigidly
in other states. Refusal by Texas to
do this thing would have lost the
cantonments. Ferguson, or any other
governor, would have done exactly
what Hobby did.

Mrs. Ward scores Ferguson, by im-
plication, as the champion of ‘“the
organized liquor traffic and its allied
interests.” Ferguson was twice elected
on a straight anti-prohibition ticket,
and Hobby was right alongside of him,
with the same interests back of him
and endorsing him—otherwise he
would have gone down to defeat with
the heads of the prohibition ticket on
both occasions.

Do they intend to support him, or
will they lend their influences to the
republicans, like some of the candi-

dates for the legislature of Dallas’

county have stated they would do, if
Ferguson should be elected at the
general election? It is plain enough
that any democratic representative or
senator that intends to hold his vote
in reserve against the man elected by
the qualified electors of his party, or
intends to cast his vote for a republi-
can, is lending his influence to an
opposing ‘party, which makes him un-
worthy of the consideration of any
respectable democrat, and he ought to
be overwhelmingly defeated. Nothing
under -heaven could make it plainer
that those candidates don’t intend that
the sovereign voters of thelr party
shall reign supreme.

Does the Hobby faction endorse
such a course? If they do not, why
don’t they say so? The Hobby speaks=
ers are telling the people that Fergu-
son cannot be seated. A Will they tell
the democratic senators and repre-
sentatives to vote for a republican as-
pirant? Will they tell the republican
nominee that the democratic nominee
cannot be seated when elected? = Will
they assist the republicans in making
Texas a republican state?

The spellbinders have of their own
accord placed themselves and Mr.

Hobby in a very amusing predica-’

ment, for if they say they will support
Ferguson, if nominated, then their
pleading and preaching will be buried
in disgusting deceit; and if they say
they won’t support the nominee, then
they would acknowledge that they are
not democrats and would have no
right to ask anything at the hands of

‘the democratic voters.

This section of the state is over=
whelmingly in favor of Jas. E. Fergu-
son’s re-election, and the people are
standing behind him like a stone wall,
Titus county will cast its vote in the
July primary by an overwhelming ma-
jority for Ferguson.

Many of the opposition forces ad-
mit that they cannot command more
than twenty per cent of the strength
of the county in the coming primary.
