From Marshall I went to Jefferson in Maﬁ'}on county and spent Sun-
day night. While there I saw the old Dave Culberson home where Charlie
was raised. As I stood under the trees where Charlie used to play as a boy
I could not but help remember how smart he came to be in later years in the
game of politics and I remembered how outspoken Jim Hogg was for a sec-
ond term of Governor Ross and how outspoken Charlie Culberson was
for a second term for Governor Hogg and how ridiculous it would have
been for anybody to have tried to beat either Ross, Hogg or Culberson for
a second term as governor. All of which shows how foolish it is for Dan
Moody or any of his idiotic cohorts to think that Dan Moody is going to
beat anybody for a second term. It never has been done mainly because it
can't be done. :

On Monday I went to Linden in Cass county and addressed what was
said to be the largest political gathering ever assembled in Cass county.

‘was ten thousand, I suppose I can make the same statement without being
accused of political misrepresentation.

In my opinion he is the
undiscovered statesman of Texas. There were people from ten different
counties at the Linden meeting and it was distinctly a Ferguson crowd. The
governor carried Cass county by 314 majority over Robertson. She will
carry it this time by more than 700 majority.

On Monday night Capt. Silas Granberry entertained me at the home
of his soni -who lives on the old Granberry homestead which. is in the north
end of Cass county. By way of surprise after supper there were 150 auto-
‘mobiles bearing six or seven hundred people who called to pay their re-
spects, and among them was my old time democratic friend, Dr. A. C.
Oliver, now in his 87th year. Dr. Oliver is exceedingly vigorous for his
age and it appeared to me that his mind is just as clear as it was when [ first
met him more than twenty.years ago. The doctor says that the governor is
twice as strong with the farmers as | ever was and | think the doctor knows
what he is talking about.

The next day, on Tuesday, | went to Clarksville and stopped for an
hour in New Boston where I was met by a committee of friends composed
of John W. Eddins, J. C. Tyson and W. M. Blaxham. They escorted me over
town and we met hundreds of people who assured me the governor]
had lost none of her strength 'in Bowie county. There is a probable increase
of ten thousand poll taxes in Bowie county this year and as the governor
carried this county by six hundred the last time I am sure she will carry it
by at least twelve hundred. [ saw Senator Lloyd Price and he told me tha
the governor had lost no strength in Bowie county. '

I arrived at Clarksville about noon and was met by my friends, John
Norris, Mr. Drury Taylor, Senator Floyd, S. B. Stanley and Ed Edwards. 1
had the smallest crowd at Clarksville since the speaking campaign began.
The crowd was only about three thousand, but very responsive and repre-
sentative. The meeting was presided over by District Judge J. R. Williams
who commended the governor's administration very highly. I was intro-
duced by Mr. Drury Taylor and his defense of the administration was
cheered to the echo by the people present. The governor carried Red Riv-
er county by one thousand before and it will be fifteen hundred this time.
My old time pistol pocket friends, John T. Dickson, Tom Roach, R. E. Eu-
bank and Joe Pcllard came all the way to Clarksville to take me to Paris
where | spoke on the public square on Tuesday night. There were easily
six thousand people present and while a few hecklers again showed up
when I discussed Dan Moody's war record the meeting was orderly and |
had a very cordial reception. There were more than four thousand farmers
in the audience and I shook hands with more than one thousand people, in-
cluding some four hundred women, at the close of the speech. The gover-
nor lost Lamar county by 1147 votes before. [ am frank to say that Lamar
county is one of the ten counties that Moody may carry, but it will be by a
decreased majority. The town of Parisis where the vote is against the gov-
ernor.

FIFTH WEEK ON THE ROAD!

Jim Hogg’s Close Friend,
Former Campaign Manager,
Says Hogg Would be for Ma

Editor Forum: :

“If ex-Governor James Stephen Hogg were
living today, he would be campaigning this state
against Fergusonism and he would be doing all he
could to elect Dan Moody—"

is a statement attributed to one of those who are campaign-
ing in behalf of Dan Moody’s candidacy for Governor. I fol-
lowed: the political fortunes of James Stephen Hogg before
the gentleman who made that statement at Rusk, Kaufman
and probably other places had ceased to use a nursing bottle.
His name was on the first ballot I ever cast in any election.
I assisted in managing and directing his two campaigns in
the state for Governor in 1890 and 1892, and had absolute
charge of the bitter political controversy in Smith County in
1892 when the Hogg-Clark contest was on. First hand I had
the ‘opportunity to know something of that statesman’s
political history and his views on publie questions. I enter-
tain the view that if he were alive today, instead of cam-
paigning for Mr. Moody he would be endeavoring with all his
influence to defeat him. '

However, before expressing some views as to the cor-
rectness of the above quotation, it is entirely appropriate to
say that Governor Hogg’s friends throughout the state re-
gret that his name has been dragged into this campaign for
the purpose of endeavoring to boost a particular candidate,
and for the purpose of inducing a few of his old friends to
vote for that candidate for Governor. Tens of thousands of
those who aided in bringing success to Governor Hogg are
supporting Mrs. Miriam  A. Ferguson and are strongly op-
posed to Dan Moody and his candidacy.. It should have been
remembered that the very influences which endeavored to
destroy hi min 1891 and 1892 are now supporting Mr. Moody,
and by every ingenious method known to corporate ability .
and shrewd political managers are seeking to prevent Mrs.
Ferguson’s nomination.

This campaign started on the 27th day of September,
1924, when the Good Government Democratic League orga-
nized and indorsed the republican candidate for 'governor.
From that date, those who allied themselves with the Repub-
lican Party persistently endeavored to create a- condition
which would produce discord between the leading members
c¢f the successful Democratic ticket. They succeeded.in in-
ducing Mr. Moody to write his anti-A:mnesty Bill opinion,
which opinion aligned the Governor and her friends and the
Attorney-General and his friends into two antagonistic camps.

Contrary to general opinion, Mr. Moody is solely re-
sponsible for the controversy between himself'and the Fergu-
sons. ' There was no excuse or justification for that opinion;
but it was a part of the plan to split the Democratic forces
and lay the predicate for this campaign. The plan was fos-
tered by the Ku Klux Klan, the Butteites, the Ferguson-
haters, and those who violated the pledge which they took
in the Democratic primary and voted the Republican ticket.
In order for the plan to work, it was necessary for bitter an-
tagonism to exist between Ferguson and Moody. Moody was
a receptive candidate for Governor before he took the oath
of office as Attorney-General.

Section 14 of the Textbook law provides, among other
things, that the prices of adopted books in Texas shall not
be more than in other states. In the event that such prices
are higher in Texas then it shall be the duty of the Attorney-
General to institute suit, in behalf of the state for damages
accruing from such higher prices, or file suit for cancellation
of contracts, or sue for the forfeiture of the bond, etc.

When I became a member of the Textbook commission,
I began to investigate about the various prices of books in
the other states. J found that Texas paid on the average of
22 cents more per high school book than California or
Illinois paid for theirs. 1 notified Marrs. Then Attorney-
General Moody received two letters from me on this price
situation, one August 10 and the other August 13, but to this
day, hevhas taken no action on this important matter. I
checked seven high school texts and found that on these seven
books the state lost $88.000 and that if the higher prices pre-
vailed all the way through then we Texas taxpayers are
thankful to Dan Moody for paying $616.000 more than we
should have paid. Instead of doing his duty, he abuses me,
calling me “Catspaw,” Hootchie Hootchie, as he did in
Victoria. ‘

‘Dan, why did you not enforce this Textbook law and
save this money to the taxpayers? - The law charges you spe-
cifically to do it and yet yo uare derelict in the discharge
of your official duties.

Now, Dan, don’t forget you have been
making some promises too. And if you should be elected,
though I don’t think there’s a chance for you, you might not
be able to carry out all of them as you are charging against
Mrs. Ferguson. I know you won’t if your lust for power
spreads like it did in the Attorney General’s office. It was
like the snow on the mountain—covered everything. If you
are running for Governor I would be careful and not make
many promises as, if you remember, Felix D. Robertson and
Dr. Butte made lots of promises and didn’t get a chance to
carry them out. :

Governor’s Majority Will
Surprise the Opposition
Jim Ferguson Tells Press

; ﬁi’n Ferguson gave out the following statement at Aus-
tin Saturday: 3
‘“While the election is twenty days away the result is
Governor Ferguson’s majority will be a
bewildering surprise to the opposition. Lynch Davidson has

‘made some gains at the expense of Moody, but it remains to

be seen whether he will gain enough to lead Moody. If he
had time he might do so. I am getting information from
every county in the state and next week I am going to issue
a statement showing what the vote will be by counties.
‘““Moody’s campaign has already gone to pieces and if
anybody doubts it just let them come to Austin and take a
look at his deserted headquarters which three weeks ago
were alive with scores of stenographers, managers and as-
sistant managers who have for reasons well known sought
other fields of employment of a more permanent nature. I
notice this morning that Moody says that I have sold the oil
under the penitentiary lands. This is of course as ridiculous
as it is false. The Penitentiary Commissioners, composed of
two appointees of Governor Neff who also appointed Moody,
and only one Commissioner appointed by Governor Ferguson,
leased 30,000 acres of the prison lands, with the approval of
Governor Ferguson, for $2.50 an acre bonus and the usual
one-eighth royalty. The whole transaction was submitted
to Moody as Attorney-General before being signed by the
Governor and he in all things approved the contract. If there
was anything wrong with this contract Moody had opportun-
ity to object as the contract was made with his own crowd.
If Moody were elected Governor I suppose he would put the
state in the oil drilling business and lose the state millions
of dollars, and if hig crowd got in power they would sell the
lands which would carry with it a sale of all the royalties,
and I reaffirm that it would make the Teapot Dome scandal
look like thirty cents. Moody has not denied my charges
based upon the facts which are undisputed that he lost money
in the settlement with the American Road Company. He
has not denied, and of course cannot deny, the fact that all
his charges about irregularities in the Text Book contract
were exploded by the decision of the Supreme Court who
found as a fact that there was no fraud in the transaction.

‘| When Moody and his crowd try to say otherwise they are go-

ing against the plain decision of the highest court in our

-state. .

‘“Moody says that he is opposed to the law approved by
the Governor and passed by the last Legislature to prevent
the unlawful search and seizure of the private homes and
places-of business of the citizenship of the state without a
proper search warrant, and he wants to repeal that law.
This was the greatest piece of legislation ever put upon the
statute books to protect the property and liberty of the citi-
zen, and the election of Moody would mean another reign of
fanaticism and official usurpation.

“There eould be no greater evidence of Moody’s inca-
pacity as a lawyer than his argument that the people have
already voted on the bonds which he wants validated by a
called session of the Legislature. The fact that there had
not been any legal election under any valid law was the very
reason that the Supreme Court of the United States held the
Archer County bonds invalid, because the voter and taxpayer
affected by the bond issue had not had any opportunity to
be heard on the question of benefits in shaping the bond dis-
trict was the main reason why the Supreme Court of the
United States held that the bonds were unconstitutional and
void. The Governor wants the Legislature at the proper time
to pass a law authorizing those rights and privileges be given
to the voters and taxpayers in the districts involved because
this is the only way to validate the bonds. If the people of
any district have received the benefit of the bonds they can
be depended upon to do everything te pay the bonds. - I warn
our friends now in the different fraternal organizations of
the state who have their sinking funds invested in these road
bonds that if they listen to Moody and his crowd they will
lose every dollar of their money. Any legislation that does
not meet the objections raised by the Supreme Court of the
United States will not do any good toward validating the
bonds, and nobody but a Iawyer of Moody’s meager ability
would contend otherwise. The procedure which they propose
means nothing but the loss of the money invested in these
bonds and there is no use for anybody to get excited about
this proposition. It is a cold blooded proposition of law.
‘When the law is complied with in the way which I have pro-
posed the people will be satisfied and the Supreme Court of
the United States will be satisfied.”

RULES ON ABSENTEE VOTING

There will be a number of voters whose business or other
engagements will take them from their regular voting pre-
cinct on primary day and the law provides a way for these to
cast their ballots and have them counted. The information
as to absentee voting and a copy of the official ballot will be
supplied by the county clerk of the county in which the voter
who expects to be absent on election day resides.

A synopsis of the rules for absentee voting has been pre-
pared by the county clerk of one of the large counties of the
state and is here given for the information of all who may
bel absent when the primary election is held. Here are the
rules:

“Any qualified voter who expects to be absent from the
county on primary election day may vote by observing the
following:

“Not more than 10 nor less than three days prior to July
24, go in person before the county clerk and exhibit your poll
tax receipt or exemption certificate. If not personally known
to the clerk, you must be identified.

‘“The clerk will give you a ballot whiech you shall mark
without assistance and return to him. The ballot will be
sealed and voted for you by the presiding judge on election
day and your poll tax receipt returned for you to the county
clerk, where you may obtain it after election.

“If you cannot go before the county clerk in person but
are temporarily absent from the county of your residence,
you may still vote by going before a notary public at the
point where you are, not more than 20 nor less than 10 days
before July 24, 1926, and delivering to him your poll tax
receipt or exemption certificate, or making affidavit of its
loss, and he will send such paper to the county clerk. If he
finds your name on the poll list, he will mail you a ballot

| which you will mark according to your vote and deliver to the

notary public. The notary public will mail same to the county
clerk and it will be voted in the usual way.”

The voter must specify in writing to his county clerk
whether he wishes a democratic or republican ballot as both
parties hold primaries this year.

W. E. Masterson Named
Judge at Houston as
Successor to Love

Houston, Texas, July 7.--Judge
William Masterson took the oath
of office and became judge _of
the Harris County Criminal Disrict
Court at 10:50 &. m. Friday July 2.

He succeeds Judge W. G. Love,
who died suddenly June 29.

The oath was administered by Hen-
ry H. Branard, deputy criminal dis-
trict clerk, as the judge stood beside
the railing in the office of Tom A,
Graham, criminal district clerk.

Several interested persons were
present, including Assistant District
Attorney Bob Adams, I. G, King
and E. A. Knipp; E. H.. Fleming,
foreman of the grand jury; Stenog-
rapher Walter Pridemore, Attorneys
W. B. Bates and John Cobb; and
three nswepaper reporters.

The first official act of Judge Mas-
terson was the appointment of Wal«
ter Pridemore as official stenograph-
er of the court. :

The judge in person administered
the oath to the stenographer.

Judge Masterson then returned to
his office in the First National Bank
building, without entering the court
room where hé will preside until
Januwary 1, when one of the two can-
didates for criminal district judge,
W. M. Holland or Whit Boyd will as-
sume the duties of the judgeship.

Judge Masterson was notified
July 1 by Former Governor James E.
Ferguson that he would receive of-
ficial notification next morning from
Austin of the appointment.

The official announcement was
made at 9:30 July 2, at Austin, by
Governor Miriam A. Ferguson.

While the oath of office was be-
ing administered to the new judge,
Hamilton Love, son of the late Judge
Love, was in the adjoining office as-
sembling and packing the pr‘ivate
rapers of Judge Love.

The naming of Judge Masterson
for this vacancy is expected to meet
with general approbation. He has
already served twelve years on the
bench, four years as county judge of
Fort Bend county, and eight years as
judge of he Fifty-Fifth Judicial Dis-
trict Court of Harris eounty.

Judge Masterson stated that he has
agreed to serve until the expiration
of the term on January 1.

He says the work is too strenuous
to be undertaken by him for a great
period of time, and that he does not
desire to serve longer than Janu
ary 1.

The ballot has closed on nomina-
tions for the positiom, which leaves
Whit Boyd anad W. M. Holland as the

Praise Given Fergusons in
Bond Case by J. F. Nichols

Former Texas Legislator

(From Dallas Morning News, Sun-

day, July 4, 1926.)

In a statement sent te The News
Joseph F. Nichols, former mem-
ber of the Texas House of Repre-
sentatives and former Mayor of
@Greenville, discusses the road bond
‘situation, declaring that the debt
must and will be paid, but assert-
ing that the bonds can not be vali-
dated without a vote of the people

in the special road districts. ¥e
brings to the public attention for
the first time the fact that the
present legislature made an at-
tempt to validate special road dis-
trict bonds, saying: i

‘“The Thirty-Ninth Texas Legis-
lature, by Article 775F, Chapter 3,
Title 22, Vernon’s 1025 Civil Stat-

utes, seeks to validate these road
districts and these bonds issued by
them, by enacting: ‘All districts
(these road districts) are hereby
validated, as well as all bonds is-
sued in such districts, and such bonds,
if not already issued, may be issued
as if voted under this act.”” (Acts
1925, Page 335, Thirty-Ninth Legis-
lature, Chapter 133.)

Mr., Nichols’ statement
with the following paragraph:

“Many people seem not to appre-
ciate the soundness and wisdom of
the position announced by former
Gov. James E. Ferguson, as to the
Archer county type road district
bonds, which by virtue of a deci-
sion of the United States Supreme
Tourt in the Archer County case
are illegal. He declared that the
people of the state did not owe
such bonds and they were not a
oublic debt of the state, and that
the legislature could not validate
them, or impose them as. a debt or
obligation of the state; that any
bonds issued or to be issued must
be by these respective road dis-
tricts, and that they could not be
jssued without the people voting
to issue them; that he favored the
people having a vote to determine
if they desired to issue any other
bonds in the premises or to vali-
date the outstanding illegal bonds.”

He - quotes Sec. 48 of Art. 3 to
show that the legislature is limited
in levying taxes for “the economic-
al administration of government.”
among the purposes being to pay
Interest and create a sinking funad
tor the public debt. This, he says,
glearly prohibits the legislature

begins

from taxing all the people to pay
off the invalid road bonds.

It is debatable, he says, wheth-
er bonds can be issued to take
place of the invalid road bonds;
amendments of the constitution may
be necessary, as the supreme court
of the United States held that such
bonds were issyed in violation of a
provision of the Federal Constitution.
continuing, Mr. Nichols says:

“These illegal oustanding bonds
were authorized by the taxpayers
in these road districts; they were
issued in due course under the laws

and official forms of Texas. They
were and are negotiable instru-
ments, by the state and national

laws and by the law merchants.
These bonds were sold in the mar-
kets of the world, money received by
the districts for them Yand applied
to construction of roads for the bene-
fit of the taxpayers in these dis-
tricts.

“Though authorized and issued
in violation of a provision of the
Federal Constitution, every taxpayer
in each of such districts had the
right and power to prevent such
bonds being issued, and, if he ob-
jected he was duty bound to exer-
cise his legal right and rrevent
such bonds being issued and sold,
as did the taxpayers in the Archner
County road case. After such bonds
have been issued, sold, money obtain-
ed therefrom and applied on the
roads, it must be held that such
taxpayers did not object to such
bonds and acquiesced in them, and
it would now be unjust and in-
equitable for them to now seek to
refuse to pay the taxes for interesis
and sinking funds for such bonds.
They are estopped now from as-
serting their right and will not be
heard to show that the bonds are
illegal and void, and the rule o!f
estoppel can be effectively pleaded
against any such taxpayers, to pro-
tect the holders of these negotiable
instruments.

“Whether there should be an at-
tempt to repudiate paying for these
bonds is a matter that rests on the
honor and integrity of the taxpayers
in these districts. If it is possible
legally to issue other bonds to re-
place or refund these bondsy the
people in each of these districts
must decide themselves by a vote.
If the constitution ~ be amended
specially to provide that this .can
be done, the people must still vote
on the question. F

“It is proper that they should vote

whether they want to legalize such
bonds. They might now c¢all an
election on their own motion and de-
clare it to be the spirit and policy
of the district -promptly to have their
property assessed and taxes promptly
paid eath year to pay these illegal
bonds, though illegal according to
law, but a moral and equitable obli-
gation on the people of the district,
and declare that the rule of estoppel
be pleaded against each taxpayer
seeking to avoid this moral and
equitable obligation, resting on the
honor and integrity of the people of
the district. This would indeed be a
wonderful act and would have a
splendid effect on the financial
world, as the greatest asset and se-
curity for a debt is the honor and
integrity of the person and people
making same.

“I was a member of the house in
three legislatures, and observed the
legislature for four years as a stu-
dent at the university, and I know

that politics has a great and power-
ful influence on the average legisla-
tor and the political game is a
favorite and continuous sport with
them, Everyone who is acquainted
with legislators and legislatures, and
a governor ought. to- know, does
know that to call a legislature in
session just before or during a state
and district office political campaign
would be a sheer act of folly and
an evidence of unsound judgment,
and the commitment of a tragedy.
Especially so when the legisiature is
called to exercise clear and sound
judgment and consideration to such
transcendentally important matter as
tu effect a lawful cure of the evil of
the outstanding illegal district road
bonds, which, in fact, may not be
repudiated by the upright and hon-
est people in such districts who have
been benefited by them and by
whose vote they wete issued and
sold.

. “Forsooth, very little thought or
sound consideration would be given
to the vital subject for which the
legislature was called, as the busi-
ness of the day, for every day would
be that of the political game.

“Gov. Miriam A. Ferguson was not
swept off her feet by the powerful
alignment for a call of the legisla~-
ture. She declared that it must wait
after the primaries; and even after
them, she must first be convinced
there is to be considered a tangible
and sound plan that would surely
remedy the evil, and the goveruor
is to be commended for her wise
course; yet she is unjustly defamed
because she is acting wisely, and in
doing so she is being misrepresented
as opposed-to validating these bonds.

“James E. Ferguson'’s statements
set forth above are predicated on
the federal and state constitutions
and on the fundamermal right of a
people in a district to decide them-
selves district policies and maftters.”

I made specific

inquiry of individuals who lived in Austin as to the truth or
falsity of the statements which I heard around the hotels,
and I learned—mark the date, Friday evening, November
27th, 1925—that one of the assistants in the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s office had stated to a state official who was then and
is now unfriendly to the Fergusons, that “they,” that is, the
Attorney-General’s office, ‘“did not have one line of evidence
which was detrimental to or which reflected on the Governor

or Jim Ferguson.”

No indictments were returned.

A new

grand jury was organized, the investigation continued, and
the papers of the state, day after day, left the impression
that the grand jury was being flooded with evidence of cor-

ruption and graft.

I was in Austin in January, and on spe-

cial personal inquiry I was informed by an official who was
familiar with every word which had been told to the three
grand juries, that no circumstance or fact had been produced
which reflected on either Jim Ferguson or Governor Fergu-

son.

The official who gave me that information was not

then and is not now a partisan of the Fergusons, but he is a
fair man and told me the truth. :

Then I began to investigate to find
out the basic reason for the cyclone of
slanders which had been circulated
for four months throughout the state.
I ran over the years past to see-if any
similar situation had arisen in Texas.
I remembered that back in January
1891, the special interests had started
a campaign of lies and slanders in
Texas for the purpose of destroying
Governor James Stephen Hogg. . When
I visited Austin in the spring of that
year, the atmosphere was murky with
every ~imaginable misrepresentation
that could be invented by the ablest
political manipulators in the state. It
was dangerous for some of Governor
Hogg’s friends to visit the capital.
Gunmen and noted lkillers were stalk-
ing around the state house and infest-
ing the hotels, ready to do the bidding
of the corporate interests which were
opposing Governor Hogg and his ad-
ministration. A resolution was pass-
ed to investigate the I. & G. N. re-
ceivership. The committee was ap-
pointed. Its first meeting was held
June 10, 1891, and it filed its report
with the Secreary of State on August
26th of that year. The resolution and

the investigation were based on slan-

ders aimed at Governor Hogg., Its
purpose was to secure a proposition
on which the corporate interests in
Texas could wage a fight to defeat and
destroy him. Then, the railroads and
other special Interests were concerned.
They were opposed to the Hogg Stock
and Bond law and to such regulation
as he as governor demanded. Those
interests had for their candidate
George Clark, who was defeated. Aft-
erwards, Governor Hogg said:

“**No man ever dodged hell by slan-
dering others. No man ever reached
the climax of fame by the destruction
of human charactér. No, man has
ever gone to heaven on a pyramid of
lies.” .

Through their agents, in 1891 and
1892 the interests slandered Governor
Hogg and tried to destroy him. This
year, 1926, the interests are trying to
defeat Governor Miriam A. Ferguson
by slandering her adminstration; and
we are told that if Governor Hogg
were alive, he would be yelping with
the leading hounds in their efforts to
destroy her. That story will not work.
There is not a line in his history or in
his public ~utterances which justifies
any such declaration by any one. In
all his life, he never made or indorsed
a campaign based on slander against
any one, and he never used a grand
jury during.his whole career to be-
smirch the character of any person or
to slander any public official. Let us
pursue this further to see whether or
not the statement above quoted is
true.

There were and are special interests
in Texas which are unalterably op-
posed to Governor Miriam A. Fergu-
son, and there is a reason for their
opposition. On January 20, 1925, she
sent to the legislature her first mes-
sage. In that message, she strongly

‘recommended a 3-cent tax on gaso-

line and in addition urged a tax on
cigars and manufactured -cigarettes.
The tax on gasoline is now one cent
and, according to the comptroller’s
report for May, will bring at least
$4,328,204.00 per annum. If you in-
crease that tax to three cents, it will
bring at least $12,984,612.00 per an-
num, which means an additional tax
on gasoline of $8,656,408.00. If the
tax is levied on cigars and cigarettes
on the same basis as in some other
states, it would bring probably $6,000,-
000.00. Thus it appears that Governor
Ferguson recommended certain taxes
which would have brought to the
treasury $14,656,408.00 additional re-
venue. The cigar and cigarette people
and the oil interests gathered in full
forece in Austin from January until
March and with their allies defeated
the tax bills based on the governor's
recommendation. There has been a
persistent demand for an increased tax
on oil. That demand has been resist-
ed and is now being resisted by every
oil company in Texas and in this coun-
try. . Those millions involved in Gov-
ernor Ferguson's tax proposition con-
stitute the fundamental reason for all
the intense opposition to her re-elec-
tion. Every oil interest in Texas and
their attorneys are opposing her nomi-
nation and are supporting Mr. Moody.

There is another group of powerful
corporations in Texas which have
sought and are now seeking to control
every branch of the state government,
and they are actively and insidiously
endeavoring to extend their political
power into every county, city, village
and hamlet in this commonwealth.

That group already has its allies in
every county where it has established
its business and it is spending millions
in its efforts to cover the entire state.
That group is against the tax policy of
Governor Ferguson.

All of them intended to support Mr.
Davidson; but Mr. Davidson com-
menced to talk about some *“billion
dollar issue.” The oil interests found
out that the “billion dollar issue” was
an attack on the oil bill passed by
the last legislature, and between suns
there was a hegira from Davidson’s
camp to Moody’s. The women who
constituted the political committees
of the women’s organization gathered
up their belongings and trail over to
Moody’s camp. They, too, had intend-
ed to support Davidson. They could
not support Mrs. Ferguson because
their husbands and their immediate
associates were and are opposed to
those special taxes and are in accord
with the oil and other special in-
terests.

By day and by night, I followed the
proceedings of all the women’s club
in the state during the fall and win-
ter. They passed resolutions favoring
six months school in the rural dis-
tricts, a thing which every 10-year old
boy had favored since .it was written
in the constitutien fifty years ago; but,
if the papers reported them correctly,
not one of those organizations at any
meeting anywhere said one word about
gasoline, cigar, cigarette, oil or any
other kind of taxes. In their club
meetings, the women c¢laim that they
want better schools, but they have not,
and they will not, join with Mrs. Fer-
guson or any other advocate of special
taxes to assist in raisnig the money
with which to pay for them. :

The oil companies are unalterably
opposed to any change in the gaso-
line tax, because they fear that if there
is a change the tax will be levied on
the gasoline manufactured in the state.
There is at least four times as much
gasoline manufactured in Texas as
there is used in Texas. If a tax of
one cent a gallon were levied on all
gasoline manufactured in the state, it
would bring four times the revenue
now collected; and it could not be
passed on to the consumers because
the consumers outside of Texas use
three-fourths or more of that manu-
factured in the state. Mr. Moody says
that he is opposed to any more taxes.
Immediately all the -special interests
and the women’s clubs flock to him.

There is another reason why the oil,
gasoline, cigar, cigarette and other in-
terests are opposing Governor Fergu-
son. They fear that if the taxes de-
manded by her are levied and collect-
ed, other similar taxes will be levied.
Every special interest supporting Mr.
Moody is doing so because of the posi-
tion Governor Ferguson has taken as
to the tax proposition.

Let us look at this thing just as it
is. Governor Ferguson desired to fi-
nance the schools and the public
roads. She could not do so with the
ad valorem tax. In her message to
the legislaturg, and in her announce-
ment for re-election, she declared in
favor of the taxes mentioned above,
which would bring approximately
$14,656,408.00 more for the schools
and the roads. NOTE THE AMOUNT.
The special interests do not want to
pay it. Those interests can afford to
pay $500,000.00 to defeat Governor
Ferguson. Their history in Pennsyl-
vania and Illinois shows that they will
put up the money, if necessary, to de-
feat or elect a particular candidate.
Mr. Moody is a suitable candidate for
them. In his opening address at Tay-
lor, he argued at length against any
additional taxes and in a communica-
tion to the TEXAS OUTLOOK, the of-
ficial organ of the State Teachers’ as-
sociation, declared against any in-
crease in taxes, and as a source of re-
venue advocated development of the
mineral rights in river-beds: In that
article he said: 5

‘“Some hope for additional funds lies
in an amendment to our mineral laws
that malke possible profitable opera-
tion of mining leases in our river beds.
If this could be accomplished, it would
relieve to a great degree all questions

of money."”

Aside from showing the determina-
tion of Mr. Moody to oppose any other
or further taxes, the proposition
demonstrates his utter lack of wun-
derstanding of the financial necessi-
ties of the schools.

The very interests which are sup-
porting Mr. Moody are opposed to
public education. I state this deli-
bgrate]y, and challenge a denial of its
correctness.” One important reason for

this is that they are unwilling to aid
in financing the schools -and are "un-
willing to pay such taxes as are nec-
essary to meet the demands for better
schools. Those interests believe in ad
valorem taxes and are opposed to any
and all other kinds. The records of
the courts of this state and of this
country show that those interests have
never paid such taxes as Governor
TF'erguson demands, until compelled to
do so by judicial determination.

Mr. Moody and the oil interests
which are solidly behind his ecandidacy
stand for a system of ad valorem
taxes. What iS the tax situation? We
have reached that condition in the
payment of ad valorem taxes that all
a man has is absorbed in sixteen years,

where taxes are paid on a rendition of |

66 2-3 per cent of cash value. To
illustrate: there is a bank in east Tex-
as whose capital, surplus and undi-
vided profits amount to $750,000.00.
It pays ad valorem taxes amounting
to 4 78-100 per cent on a valuation of
66 2-3 per cent. The taxes paid at
compound interest at 8 per cent, the
prevailing rate in JAhis state, will more
than absorb practically all of that
bank’s property in sixteen years. The
farms in this country rendered at two-
thirds their value, under present con-
ditions will be completely absorbed
by the ad valorem taxes in .sixteen
years. Thousands of farms in this
section of the state do not now and
have not paid enough net income to
pay. the taxes during the past five
years. Every home in every city in
the state where rendition is on the
basis of 66 2-3 per cent will be con-
fiscated by the government in sixteen
years.

Recognizing the conditions, Gov-
ernor Ferguson and her supporters are
now and have been seeking some re-
lief by proposing other than ad valo-
rem taxes. The oil companies and
their allies oppose her and support
Mr. Moody because she favors those
taxes and hopes thereby to raise the
burden from the back of the masses
and place a part of it on the special
interests and on those who pay no
taxes. No one has yet claimed that
the gasoline tax was not fair and
should not be levied. Ninety per cent
of the cigar and cigarette tax would
be paid by people who do not pay any
kind of taxes and who do®not contri-
bute one cent to the government.
Yet, when you mention those taxes,
Mr. Moody and his supporters avoid
the issue by bellowing Fergusonism.

Exactly the same influences which
are supporting Moody -and which are
denouncing Governor Ferguson op-
posed Governor Hogg from 1886 until
his death in 1905. All of the great
(.laily papers of the State opposed him,
just as they oppose Governor Fergu-
son. The special interests of his day
opposed him as the special interests
of this day oppose her. The railrcad
companies were in politics. = Today
the oil companies and their corporate
allies are in politics. Then, the cor-
porate interests were laying the predi-
cate to dominate and control the
State. Today they are seeking to
continue their domination and con-
trol of it. It is unjust to the mem-
ory of Governor Hogg to say that if
he were here today, he would be arm-
in-arm with the oil corporations and
the satellites of the oil interests and
other corporations in an effort to
continue the enormous tax burdens
on the masses of the people, and
would be opposing the relief which
Governor Ferguson offers.

Governor Hogg said:

““Send your children to school. Edu-~
cate them. Teach them that this gov-
ernment is theirs, but that if they ex-

pect to keep special privilege free- |-

booters ffrom stealing it, they must be
vigilant in thelr political affairs.”
The oil companies and free-booters
which are supporting Mr, Moody were
the objects of special denunciation by
Governor Hogg. If he were here to-
day, he would not be in coalition with
them. The o0il companies and the
free-booters are opposed to the educa-
tion of the children. They do not
want the children to know that this
government belongs to the people,
They expect to own it and appropriate
it for themselves. They are in direct
antagonism to the doctrines taught

by Governor Hogg.

The very interests which are back-
ing Moody maintained at Austin dur-
ing the session of the Thirty-ninth
Legislature the most powerful lobby
ever assembled at the capital. That
lobby defeated the tax measures and
the bill appropriatlng money for the
common schools, Read the speeches
of Governor Hogg and you will find
that he was opposed fo the Legisla-
ture being controlled by the lobby.
But why prolong the illustrations to
show the utter fallacy of the state-
ment at the begfnning of this article?

‘Governor Hogg was my friend, and
I was his. I cherish as a token of
his personal esteem an autographic
communication thanking me for the
services which I rendered to him and
to the people of this state while he
was battling for the rights of the
masses and for the perpetuation of
her institutions freed from the domi-
nation and control of corporate greed;
and I resent the attempt of any one
to drag his name into this campaign
as an ally of the wvery influences
which persecuted him throughout his
life and rejoiced when he passed on
to take his place in the great be-
yond.
