COUNTY FAILS TO

REPORT BIRTHS AND

DEATHS PROPERLY

'Haskell county was among 177

counties in the state of Texas last
year which failed to report all
births and deaths in the county to

the Bureau of Vital Statistics, ac-

cording ot a letter received from the
State Registrar. The following par-
agraph from the letter setsforth the
requirements and the penaltv for
failing to make the reports.

"In every State in the Union ex-

cept Texas, the Census Bureau re-

cognizes the human records, birth
and death rates are computedand
published. In order to overcome
this condition and relieve Texas of
this stigmaa test of registratonwas
made It was found that death rcg
istration had reached the standard
and in the future Texas will be
shown all the favors shown other
Statesasa matter of mortality Thi
result was a high compliment to the
undertakers,coffin dealersand oth-

ers who had charge of the burial of
the dead during the time included
in this investigation

"There is attached a list of the
births about which a requestas to
tho certificate has been directed to
the State Bureau, but the corres
ponding birth certificate can not be
found fled, as the law requires.
These births may have occured in
other years or ,in other counties or

theremay be an error in the nam,
in such event if this information is

furnished the State Bureau immed-

iately, that record may be cleared
up. before the investigation is fin-

ished otherwise the birth must stand
against your county as a violation
of the 1927 Vital Statistic Law.
Such a violation is a misdemeanor
that carries a fine of not less than
WOO nor more than 150.00, for the'
medical attendant at every birth
must file a certificate with the Re--

eistrat at the time of birth. These
violations appear as a reflection-- on

your county and the list is given
you believing that as a citizen you

will do everything to locate these

births and secure the complete en-

forcement of the law."

TWENTIETH AMENDMENT TO
U. S. CONSTITUTION BE-

COMES EFFECTIVE

The Twentieth Amendment to the
Constitution, abolishing the oo!l-e-

"lame duck" session of Congress,
became effective Pundav with two
unique lecords in American historv

Besides changingthe dates for the
inauguration of the President and
the beginning of congresional ses-
sions, the amendmentestablished a
record for being the only change in
the Constitution that had the unan-
imous approval of the IS States.
The speed of the ratification set
another mark

Sponsored by Senator Xorris, Ne-

braska Republican independent,the
amendmentwas passed by the Sen-

ate six times before the House had
a chance to vote on it. For a de-

cade Republican leaders in control
of the House blocked a vote on the
amendmentbecause it provided for
two indeterminate sessions of Con-
gress, each two years, but after the
Democratstook over that branch in
December, 1931, it was approved.

The first State to ratify the
amendmentwas Virginia, on March
4, 1932, while the thirty-sixt- h State.
Missouri, came through on Jan. 23,
1933. Although the resolution pass-

ed by the House and Senate pro-
vided that ratification of 343 of the
48 States 11 that are necesarv
ratified it within less than a ear.
and within four months more a" of

ta
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them had approved it.
It wipes out the ngc-ot- d "lame

duck" session that used to begin
on the first .Monday in December
after the Fall elections. Instead, the
amendment,first to be ratified since
that granting suffrage to women,
provides that shall meet
n January 3 each year and remain

in sessionas long as it pleases.

I have not seen
the signs or portents yet that will
tell whether the public works Job
Is going to he worthwhile, but us to
General Johnson'sNKA und Secre-
tary Wallace's AAA, I have gath-
ered much opinion from keen stu-
dents to the effect that If they ndd
much more to the recovery move-
ment It will Imve to come from the
adoption of new tactics.

debt question to front once again.
Sir Frederick has come with a com-

mission to see lmw ui'irli can bo
lopped off nnd how a refunding can
be arrangedm that It's government
will find payments Msler durins
these times of stress. Actually,
what the ItrltMi want to do Is
gain an eventual cancellation of
the debt and In tbK move they aro
receiving no smi'ii amount of en-

couragement from the other debtor
nations whose combinedobligations
to the United States are approxi-
mately $C,.r00.00nuoo. It Is obvious
of course, that If the United States
giants concessl.Ts to the I'.rltlsh,
It will have to d" something for tho
others. Hence, M.e.v are all rooting
for the ItrltKh teim to win.

The negotiations, for the I'nlted
States are In the hands of Dean
Aebeson, youthful undersecretary
of the treasury, but he has been In
constant touch with President
Itnoeevclt so tlut nfter all, tho
Chief Incentive Is guiding the for-
eign debt policy. The conversations
with representativesof foreign gov-
ernments In the nature of things
have ',i be carried on more or less

and the current
meetings are no exception. Iieshlos,
the subject In detail Is one of a
highly pfhnical character. Tho
public as a whole, however, should
be vitally Interested In the net re-
sult, for It simmers down to a ques-
tion of taxation on the American
people If the foreign nations pay
back the money the United States
loaned them to help out In tho
World w.'ir. Just that amount of
money will not have to be raised
by taxation of American citizens.
If tiny di not pay, the American
people v.:m have to make It up.
There Is no alternative.

Then, thire Is tho trade angle or
the debt . Our nation must

export goods.
The Trade Tliere must be

Angle cotton nnd wheat
andcorn and Hour,

and liundri is upon hundredsor dif-
ferent klr, of manufacturedgoods
shipped out of the country, rules?
these exports are tnalntnlncd. our
own prrslw.ng cnpaclty must be
curtailed, and when It Is curtailed,
we have unemployment. It has
been argued by the limited number
of outright cancellations those
who would wlpo tho debts off of
the books and forget about them
that so long n? those debtornations
have to tnx their own people to pay
back their wartime borrowings,
those people are In no position to
buy our surplus. It Is simply Hint
they do not have enough money to
do both. They arguo further that
If we can exiwrt In normal quan-
tities, our Industries will be pros-porou- s,

and If they are prosperous,
they do not object to paying the
necessary amount of taxes to pav
off the bonds our government
In borrowing money to loan to Ku-rop- e.

From these two views of the debt
problem, It seems to niu It Is plain
how painfully do3e to all of us It
Is. though apparentlya thing of

consequenceto the rank nnd
file. To how really close It
Is, however. It Is necessarv only to
mention that President itoomelt
Is going 0 ncropt no proposal for

They gave the sign of peace, gave
the Indians bright beads and soon
made friends with them, The two
Frenchmen stayed with the tribe
about a month During that time
they were so impressed with the
beautiful territory that they applied
to it the name by which the Indians
had already called it, 'Iowa," mean
ing "lwautiful land."

Louisiana was named in honor of
Louis XIV, who was king of France
at the time of La Salle's exploration
The present state is but a small
part of the great valley of the Miss-
issippi which La Salle named in
honor of his king in 1CS2, Louisiana
is the only state in the Union which
the French really settled for good.
Its laws and many of its customs are
different from those of other states,
because it was settled by French.

When the Dutch took possession
of the region which is now called
New York, they named it New Ne-

therlands. Rut when the English
took it over and it was granted to
the Duke of York, it was named in
his honor, New York. This state
hasbeen named 'TheEmpire State.'

The Carolina, were jriven the
name by Sir Robert Heath, in honor
of King Charles I (Carolus in La-

tin) of England. The name applied
at first to an territory
where settlementswere being made
by frontiersmen from Virginia. Hut
in 1603 Charles I extended the boun-

daries to the Pacific Ocean.
The land now making up the

state of North Dakota has been un-

der the rule of three nationsbesides
the Indians. It first was claimed by
the French,in 1683. Then the French
and Indian war gave part of the
territory to England. France gave
the1 rest of it to Spain but took it
back, along with the rest of Louisi-

ana, in 1800, by the treaty of San II
Defonso. After the purchase of this
territory by the United States, Lew-i-s

and Clark were sent out to learn
something about the new country.
They spent the winter in this land
of many Indians, and built a fort
known as Fort iMandan. Among

the Indian tribes who inhabited this
country were the Sioux Indians, or
Dakotas,and it is from them that
the state takes its name.

SHIFT TO PASTURE
LOWERS PRODUCTION

Shifting production from wheat
and corn to pasture and cover crops
expected to take place on millions
of acres under the adjustment pro-
grams of the Agricultural Adjust-
ment Administration, would tend to
lower total production of milk and
meats, according to Departmentof
Agricultural specialists.

Fearsthat pcisiblc marked increase
in acres of grazing land would re-

sult in adding to existing surpluses
of dairy and livestock products are
said to be groundless.Pasture crops,
even if utilized fully without re-

strictions, produce far less livestock
feed per acre than harvested grain
crops.

"Records from various partsof the
country show conclusively that
land in harvested grain and forage
crops produces at least twice ns
much livestock feed as the same
land in pasture," say livestock spe-

cialists of the U. S. Departmentof
Agriculture.

Specialists of the Texas A. and
M. College Extension Service point
out, however, that many of the1 im-

proved pasturesin East Texasare
producing more feed per acre than
cultivated crops on similar land.

"Since 1890, farmers have reduced
the-- acreageof grazing land about 10

per cent and increased the acreage
of harvested crops about 50 per cent
This increase in cultivated land has
been largely responsible for increas-
ing the production of pork and milk
approximately50 per cent. It there-
fore appearsclear that reducing the
acreage of corn, wheat, and cotton
by returning a part of the land to
grass will decrease rather than in-

crease the total meat, milk, and
wool supplies. Reduction ofcotton
acreage cuts down the supply of
cottonseed meal and hulls which arc
used for livestock feed."

Commenting on the suggestion
that dairy farmers could produce
fewer gallons of milk and still make
more money, bv producing at a

lower cost and reducing the quantity
of milk going to already overloaded
markets, the Federal Bureau of
Dairy Industry recently issued a
statementwhich pointedout the ad-

vantages of shifting land to per-

manent pasture.
Observations of dairy-farmin- g

methods in many sections, together
with results of feeding evperiments,
having convinced the bureau that
"many farmers would find it advan
tageous to change their system ol
farming to one in which they would
keep most of their land in perman-

ent pasturesand legumes, and feed
very little if any grain."

The NRA is pasing through the first two stages of
its career signing up employers under the codes and
the securing of millions of signers for the consumers'
statementsof Both of these operations are
now nearingcompletion and thetime has arrived for the
third to commence the "buy now, loan now" campaign.
Much depends upon the of the public and
the bankersif this third and last phaseof the NRA drive
is to carry the entire project successfullyover the top to
victory.

The work thus far accomplished, while there has
been tangible results in increasedemployment and a rise
in certain commodity prices, will, on the whole, be time
and energy wasted, unless this finalculminating act can
be triumphantly carried out.

Note that the two go hand in hand a buying wave
on the part of the public meansthe placement of new or-

ders for commodities and the placement of these orders
means the need for credit on the part of both manufac-
turers and merchants with which to finance augmented
payrolls, the purchaseof new stocks, raw materials, etc.

With payrolls beingincreasedboth in number of in
dividual pay envelopesand in the amount of currency
contained in each,there is every reasonfor believing that
the public will do its part on the purchasing end; but
how about thebankers? Will they or will they not ad-
vance the necessaryloans?

The Presidentis studying various credit policies, and
indications are that if the bankers of America refuseto
advance short time loansto merchants and manufactur-
ers after a million dollars for the specific purpose has
been loaned to them from the Reconstruction Finance
Corporation at 3 per cent that pressure will be brought
to bearto force them to do so : and incidentally, the gov-
ernment even now is so heavily involved in the banking
businessthat it is in a position to make it decidedly un-

comfortable for the bankswhich refuse to te in
the national recovery program.

WHEN WINTER COMES

It will be concededthat therewill not be as much
unemployment this winter as last. The NRA is placing
millions back into gainful occupations,but even at that
our nation will enter the winter with several millions un--f
mploved. and the fact must not be overlooked that these

millions will be in more desperate circumstances than
during the four preceding years, as private savings and
reserve funds among the unemployedare, in the major-
ity of case, largely depleted. This meansthat the de-

mandsupon charity and public welfare agencieswill per-
haps even be in excessof those oflast year.

Inasmuch as thr NRA is showing itself more effec-
tive in the large industrial centers than it is in the small-
er cities and towns, the probability is that in these small-
er population units the mot severestrain will be felt
during the winter month?. Those living in such com-
munities should thereforenot rely too heavily upon pros-
pective improved economic conditions, but should rather
fortify themselvesagainst a hard winter. "

Sirs. Franklin D. Roosevelt has emphasized a dif-
ference between theory and reality which needs to be
kept in mind as winter approaches.

In theory. Mr. Rooseveltsaid, the Federal govern-mt-:- it

will see that no one starves or lacks for shelter.
"But unless communities are' alert to meet their human
needs," she added, "people will starve and the delightful
theory won't heir them one bit."

In otherwords, the aid that the Federalgovernment
is extending and will extend, doesnot take the place of
community and individual responsibility.

own neighbors, friends and townspeopleto look after and
our own problems to solve.

No matter what theory may be held in Washington,
that theory may not save the family a few doors down
the street,and we cannot standby, waiting for Washing-
ton to do something while they suffer.

Mrs. Roosevelt'sremindersupports that of the Pres-
ident, which is that philanthropy, understanding and
practicalsympathyare still qualities which will be need-
ed in generousmeasurethis winter.

WE ALL PAY TAXES

It is estimated that 70 per cent of the national in-

come is not subject to direct taxation income which
comesfrom government bonds, or is exempt from taxa-
tion becauseits owners total receipts are below the lev-
els touched by the income tax law.

That provides a pretty sound reason for public lax--
ness about taxation. A majority feel that it is no trou-
ble of theirs that it is a problem belonging strictly to
the minority which must pay direct taxes.

We all pay taxes, if we earna thousand a year or a
hundred thousand and the bulk of governmental in-

come comes fro mthose whose incomesare in the lower
brackets.

We pay taxes whether we own property or not, as
the amountof rent paid includes a part of the taxeson
the property. We pay taxes when we go to a movie,
turn on an electric light, take a spin in the car, go fish-
ing, or do anything else. We pay them when we are
asleepthemaker of the bed, mattressand blankets
paid taxes,which he passedon to those who boughthis
product. The more he paid, the more we paid to sleep.

Tax-freedo- m, whether for an individual or a busi-
ness,is a beautiful illusion, and it will neverbe anything
else. If your income falls within the 70 per cent men-
tioned, don't be pleasedabout it. You're paying your
fihare of excessive taxation, and you'll continue to pay
jmUJ you do somethingabout it.

The State of Health
has just issued a warning in regard
to scarlet fever, as the number of
cases usually increases during the
fall months. Last year over twenty,
six hundred cases were' reported in
Texas, The majority of deathsoc-
cur from October through Febru-
ary

Scarlet fever is a very contagious
and serious disease. Orown people
may catch scarlet fever, but chil-
dren under lii years are most likely
to have it, if exposed. It is espec-
ially dangerous for children under
5 years, and for Do not let
your children take any chanceswith
scarlet fever Call the doctor as soon
as the symptoms appear.

If your child is going to have scar-
let fever, the first signs you may
notice arc that he seems tired, rest-
less and oub of sorts. Usually, there
is a sore throat, chill, vomiting, or
convulsion. The child has fever.
His skin is dry and hot. His ton-
gue is furred, and, under this white
covering, it is red and swollen. In
ordinary cases, thcc early signs are
followed in a day or two by a rash
Little' flat red points, close togeth-
er, appear first on the neck and
chest. Soon the" rash is over most of
the body and brilliant in color.

The doctor is required by law to
report the case to the local health
officer. Do your part by following
carefully the quarantineinstructions
which the health officer will give
vou. Children who have1 had scarlet
fever, or who have been exposed,
must not return to school until per-

mission is given by the health offi
cer and physician. A severe or fa-

tal case of scarlet fever may devel--

TexasBadFirst
Cotton Gin in 1825

Inasmuch as cotton is the back-
bone of Texas prosperity, it may be
said that .Tared Groce, the first man
to plant cotton on a commercial
basis in the province was the father
of Texas cotton.

He was the founder of the cotton
industry in Texas, for he not only
established the' first plantation cul-

tivated by slaves, but in 1825 built
the first cotton gin on the banksof
the Brazos.

James E. 13. Austin reported to
the iMexican government in 183:1

that there were thirty cotton gins
in the municipalities of Austin and
Brazoria, and that the municipali-
ties of Liberty and Nacogdoches
were "very well provided with gins."

Austin also reported this same
year that the cotton crop of Texas

The first cotton exported was car
ried to the interior of Mexico on tl.o
backs of mules; it was in bales oi
fifty and one hundredpounds, and a
mule load consisted of three hundred
pounds

In 18.11. however, Edwin Waller
took a schooner load of cotton from
the mouth of the Brazos to Mata-mora-s

and by the next year the
shipment of cotton by water to
New Orleans was established.

It has been estimated that the
Texas cotton crop of 1831 sold for
$000,00000.

The prosperous condition of the
cotton plantersof Texas in 181.5, on
the eve of the revolution, was one of
the chief reasons why the colonists
showed such reluctanceto engage'in
an armed conflict with the Mexican
government.

With the early shipmentof cotton
to N'ew Orleans, Texas cotton
brought three cents a pound more
than the Louisiana cotton and it
was said that the Texas farmer
were able to produce a hundrd
pounds per acre more than they
were.

England and Franceboth became

interestedin Texasduring her strug-

gle with 'Mexico, due to the fact

that she was such a great cotton
producing territory, eitHer nation
would have been very glad to an

nex Texas to their country, because
of the ample supply of cotton she
could have furnished their cotton
mills.

It was cotton that attracted the
interest of Eneland,and it was Eng
land's interest that alarmed the
United States and brought about
the move toward annexation.

There are no available statistics
on the annual production of cotton
in Texasduring the republic, but in
18-1- the crop amounted to 39,774

five hundred pound bales.
During the Civil War large quan-

tities of cotton were exported
through Mexico and good prices
were obtained.

"Authorities estimate that for ev-

ery two ducks killed and brought to
bag. at least one bird is crippled

and probably lost This Incomes
appalling when it is realized that
nrohahlv 15.0000ft) dtirks arc count
ed into the .bags of American gun

ners each season It means that at
least 7.500.000 birds are crippled and
lost They arc not included in the
dinner's bae. and thev arc not in

cluded in the numliers of birds that
return north to rear VOltng In such
cases the stock of breeding birds is

thus seritiushdecreasedwithout any
resulting benefit except to the crc'a-ture- s

that prc in the unfortunate
cripples

"The picture - not a pleasant one
However, mc-- t of this inhumane and
wasteful cripp'mg ran be prevented
if gunners w '1 ref-a- m from snoot
ing at birds wit ing range, and from
using shotgunsof a guage too small
to be effct vc "F ck shooting, tne
indiscriminate firing into a flock of

birds in the air or m the water, is

a prolific source of crippling and is

properly regarded with disgust by
experiencedsportsmen.

"Every gunner should make con-

scientiousefforts to recover his
wounded birds. Those acquainted
with the wildfowl situation are gen
uinely concerned over the relative
scarcity of these birds, caused by
overshootingand by a series of dis-

astrous breeding seasons due to
iong-fcntinuo- drouths. Every
sign plainly indicates that the fu-

ture" of the sport of duck shooting
dependsentirely upon our ability to
protect the now diminishing supply
of breedingbirds. Federaland State
conservation authorities are apply-
ing emergency measuresby restrict-
ing open seasons and reducing bag
limits. It is strangethat, with these
evidences before their eyes, so many
individual gunners make only half
hcartel effortsto find and retrieve
their cr.poled game. If on the other
hand every gunner will do his ut-

mostwill in fact make it the first
rule of sportmanshipto recover his
w funded birds the number of
breeding birds going north in spring
will be larger by several millions
than will be the case if this appeal
is ignored.

"The supply of ducks is far too
sma1! to permit the least unneces-
sary wastage, and further restric-

tions on shooting privileges may be
requred unless every gunner does
what he can to stop these pitiful
losses The least he can do is to
ade'e to soortsmanlikc practices
